FATALLY SHOOTS A DRUNK, WHO
RESISTED ARREST.

A Reward of Five Thousand Dollars
Offered by the Governor of Arizona
for the Renegade Apache Kid, Dead
or Allve—Remains of Colonel J. D.

Stevenson Buried at San Francisco.

PrescorT (Ariz.), Feb, 18,—Constable |
L. C. Miller, who shot Chief of Police
Archibald a month ago, added to his rec- |
ord last night by shooting John Wallace |
twice through the left lung, probably |
fatally. Miller attempted to arrest Wal- |
lace, who was very drunk. Wallace, in |
a,maudlin; drunken manner, made a |
show of resistance, and was shot down.
The shooting is generally considered un-
justitiable. Miller is in jail. This is the
fourth shooting secrape that has occurred
within as many weeks, three of them
being in the same locality. Considerable |
indignation is manifested by citizens of |
this place.

ROSCOE TRAIN ROBBERY.

Oflicers as Yet Unable to Run Down
the Bandits.

Los ANGELES, Feb. 18.—It seems to be
now the general belief that the Roscoe
robbers did not go in the direction of
Ventura, but made for Cahuenga Pass or
its immediate vicinity. The reported
finding of the pole of a buggy at the
river gives strength to the theory.

It is considered more likely that the
robbers would try to get into Los An-
geles by unirequented roads and lose |
their identity in the dense population |
than tlee across the open country twelve |
or fifteen miles before reaching the moun-
tains toward Ventura. ‘They would be
jfar more likely to be discovered on the
latter route than in this city or trying to
got here.

Detectives Thacker and Will Smith re-
turned from Hollywood late yesterday
alternoon, whither they went in search of |
the train rebbers, but theyv saw nothing
of them and found no trace of them. It
is the opinion of the detectives that the
men are now in asafe retreat, and will
not be captured for several days. They
discredit the rumors of the capture of the
men, and say that they have heard noth-
ing of it.

A rumor is current at the United States
Government building that Marshal Gard
and Miles T. Bowles arrested two well-
known men up near Calavasas, and are |
now on their way to this city with them.
I'he reason tfor their non appearance is
that they were afraid the railroad men
would take the men from them by force
and do violence to them. Nothing posi- |
tive has been learned of this. Neither |
Gard nor Bowles has communicated with
the officers nor any one else in this city.

Manager S, A. DButler of the local
Wells-l'argo oftfice was asked if any
further news bad been received there.
e said not, except a rumor which had
tailed to be veriied. He could not say
just how much the robbers got, but was |
positive that there was not enough in the |
car, as in the other Koscoe robbery, to
pay the robbers for their trouble. He
said the sum was really insigniticant,

The rumor gained rapid currency yes-
terday morning that the Roscoe train
robbers had been caughtoutin the Holly-

wood country, near Cahuenga Pass.
'I'his, untortunately, proved not to be
true. The report may have arisen from

the fact that several officers have gone
out to that region in search of the fugi-
lives.,

Detectives Will Smith of the Southern
Pacitic and Thacker of Wells-Fargo got
in this morning from the north, and at 9
o’clock started for Hollywood. About 10
o’clock a telephone message was received
from them announcing their arrival at
Hollywood and asking if anything fur-
ther had been heard here. They stated
that they would proceed from there at
once on the search.

They+made no arrests and say that the
search was absolutely fruitless, nothing
more being known now than on the
morning aiter the wreek.

COL. J. D. SIEVENSON.
His Remains Buried at San Francisco,
With Impressive Ceremontes.

SAN Fraxcisco, Feb. 18.—The late |

Colonel Jonathan Drake Stevenson, the |

pioneer of 1847, was buried this afternoon. |

The funeral was held from the Masonic
Temple with the impressive rites of
Masonry. The societies of California
Pioneers and Veterans of the .\Iexican!
War attended in company orders. At |
the Temple General W. H, L. Barnes de- |
livered an eulogy, after which the re-
mzins were borne to the grave in the
Masonic Cemetery. At the grave a bat-
tery from the Presidio fired minute guns,
and as the body was lowered a salute of
three guus was fired.

In the course of his eulogy General
Barnes said: ‘*When Jonathan Drake
Stevenson was born tbere were but 5,000,-
000 people in this entire country. He
lived until there were 65,000,00v. e has
seen the country grow and develop. He
has beheld the progress of many inven-
tions and the revolutionizing of many
methods., On the day of his birth there !
were no railroads in the country. . Now
there are 170,000 miles of them. ‘T'he tele-
graph was unknown then, and to-day
miilions of miles of wire stretch every-
where.” General Barnes then told of the
various incidents in Stevenson’s long ca-
reer of ninety-four years, which are wmat-
ters of history.

“METZE BOBO”

Likely to Scon Join His Comrades in
the New Hunting Grounds.

Captain Pete fulfilled his promise
and Campbell found the fugitive, but he
was in such a critical condition that it
was useless to try to move him, and
there is no danger of his geiting away,
for he is guarded by the angel or deatn,
and it is thought he cannot live but a few
days. Campbell found him in *‘Sassy
George's” camp, a mile from Carson, sui-
jering from a deep Knife woupd in the
middie of the back he received in a fight
with “Dexter.” Heis uuub}e to move.
+Bobo’’ says on the night of the fight he
erawled on his hands and Knees from
Reno to Hufiuker’s, iive miles, and there
Wwas assisted by some of histribe in reach-
ing the camp of *'Sassy George,” **Meize
Bobo’ is the Indian wihio under the name
of *Scar Faced Charley” accompanied
the Gilhooly band of Indians to the Mid-
winter Iair, and while in San Francisco

gained notoriety by tilling up with fife-

valer and startling Chinatown by his
boisterous, warlike actions. ‘‘Dexter”
died at the hospital here on the Sth inst.

A FRENCH FLAG.

A Wealthy Citizen of the Island of
Riatea Ordered Shot.

Sax Fraxcisco, Feb. 18,—The Chronicle
prints a story received by a private letter
on the brig Galilee of a revolt on the
Island of Riatea, one of the Society group
in the South Seas. On December 2ith
last the rebels pulled down a French flag
on the newly erected Government build-
ing.

The trouble grew out of a difficulty be-
tween the supporters of the Irench Colo-
nial Government and native traders, who
are daily growing more jealous of the
Frenchmen and their growing commer-
cial influence, Immediately after the oc-
currence the French transport Durance
was dispatched totheisland froin Papeete,
and the commander ordered that if the
man who hauled down the tlag was not
surrendered the town would be blown off
its coral foundation. The rebel, who hap-
pened to be a wealthy citizen, was sur-
rendered and taken on board the vessel,
which sailed at once for the penal settle-
ment of New Caledonia. It bad been or-
dered from Papcete that he be shot five
days after his arrival at New Caiedonia,
and there is every reason to believe the
order was carried out.

A similar uprising took place about
two years ago, when the French first
seized the island. Tne natives were then
silenced, however, by a war vessel dis-
patched from Papeete. This latest dis-
turbance occurred when the French flag
was hoisted on the mew town ball at
Hialea, When the rebel faction discov-
ered the tricolor they cast lots to see who
should break into the building and puil
down the flag. It fell to the unfortunate
citizen who was subsequently deiivered
up by the malcontents to be shot.

RENEGADE KID.

A Reward of $5,000 for His Person,
Dead or Allve.

Tucson (Ariz.), IFeb, 18,—Advices from
Bunker Hill, where Apache Kid made
his recent fight, states that the Apache
scouts who examined the deaa squaw say
she was Kid’s wife; that they were en
route irom Mexico to the San Carlos
Reservation. The squaw had on a ring
with six marks, which the Apaches say
represents six murders. 7These, added to
the eleven others which Kid and his lol-
iowers have killed during the last two
years in Arizona, indicates the ravages of
this renegade. Itis stoutly asserted that
he hasKkilled threetimesas many Mexicans
in Sonora. Governor Hughes yesterday
olfered areward of $5,000 for the Kid, dead
or alive. T'he Governor has tor the last
three months been devising means by
which the wily renegade could be taken.
The heavy snowfall in the mountains
give hope of sueccess. Outside of Kid and
his small fotlowing, there are no Indian
troubles.

THREE LIVEs PROBABLY LOST.
A Young Man and Two Ladies Be-
lieved to Have Been Drowned.

SAN Fraxcisco, Feb. 18.—A young
man and two young women are supposed
to have been drowned in the bay this
afternoon between Sausalito and Belvi-
dere. At 1o'clock Henry Pixley, aged
20, who is a nephew of Editor Pixley of
the _1rgonaut, and Misses Annie and
Emily Tibbey, well known in society
here, embarkead in a cockle shell less than
ten feet long to row across Richardson’s

Bay to Belvidere, two miles away. The
bay was calm and the sun shining
brightly at the time. A few minutes

later a squall came up, fog settled over
the bay and the frail shell was lost to
view. Up to midnight no tidings bhad
been received of the missing cratt, and it
is believed all were lost.

PROGRAMME IN CONGRESS.

An Effort to Dispose of the Haw-
aiian Resolution This Week.

THE TARIFF BILL NOT YET READY
TO BE REPORTED.

The Work of Satisfying Democratic
Senators a Very Diflicult One—The
Original Draft of the Bill Changed
in Many Respects—The Fight Over

the Silver Seigniorage DBill to be

Resumed in the House.

Special to the RECorD-UNTON.
Wasningroxn, Feb, 18,—Senators Dan-
iel, Caftferty and White of California have
given notice of speeches on the Hawaiian
resolution this week, and it is probable
other Senators will speak upon the sub-
ject. There will be an etiort to have the
resolution disposed of during the week,
as there will be also to get Stewart’s bond
resolution oft the calendar. The Senate
will make the week, as far as possible, a
clearing-up week, so as to make way for
the tarifl debate, which will necessarily
prevent consideration of less important

| subjects when it shall once be begun.

The special orders for the week include
consideration of the printing site, the
Russian thistle and the McGarrahan

| bills.

The Democratic members of the Senate

| Committee on Finance have decided that

they will not be able to report the tarift
bill to the full committee on Tuesday
next. One member of the sub-commit-
tee said to-day that he would not attempt
to say when the bill could be reported.
“I shall be very well satistied,”” he said,
*'if the bill is in shape to be reported by
the beginning of next week.”’

The reason for the postponement is the
fact that the work of satisfying the Dem-
ocratic Senators has been found to be a
very diflicult one. When the sub-com-
mittee began their work they bad before
them the draft ot a bill upon which it was
believed 1t would be an easy matter to se-
cure an agreement, but this bill has been
changed 1n some respects several times,
and has become so worn fromn handling
and erasures that it has become necessary
to destroy the original copy and replace
it with a new one. There is still much
demand for concessions on minor items,
and many of the most important features
of the bill are entirely unacted upon.
Sugar is included in this list, and it looks
as it its fate would be about the last ques-
tion to be determined by the subk-com-
mittee,

The fight over thesilver seigniorage bill
will be resumed in the House to-morrow,
and Bland is contident that there will be
a quorum on hand. Once a quorum is ob-
tained it will be brought to a vote, if need
be by special order from the Comiittee
on Rules, the Speaker having promised a
speeial rule if the emergency demands it.
The remainder of the week will be de-
voted to contested election cases and ap-
propriation bills.

Yesterday Representative lHicks of
Pennsylvania introduced a bill which
he believes will be an excellent plan for
the settlement of the silver question. It
provides that any person may deposit
with the Government $50,000 worth of
silver bullion, and by depositing with it
25 per cent. of the value of the bullion in
interest bearing Government bonds as a
guarautee against any depreciation of
silver, he may receive $30,000 in legal ten-
der T'reasury notes, redeemable in coin.

MINING LAWS,

Amendments Offered in the House by
Representative Newlands.

WasHINGTON, Feb, 18,—Represeniative
Newlands of Nevada yesterday at the re-
quest of the California Miners’ Associa-
tion introduced a bill to amend Chapter
11, of the Revised Statutes relative to
mining. Section 2324 is amended so as to
read as follows:

“The miners of each mining district
may make regulations not in coniflict
with the laws of the United States or
with the laws of the State or Territory in
which the district is situated covering the
location, in order to record the amount
of work necessary to hold possession of a
mining claim, subject to the following re~
quirements:

“The location must be definitely
marked and the ground be posted so that
the boundaries can be readily traced.

**All records of mining claims hereto-
fore made shall contain the name or
names of the locators, the date of the
location and a deseription of the claim or
claims located, by reference to some
natural object or prominent monument
as will identify claim.

“On each claim located after May 10,
1892, and until the payment of the pur-
chase money and the certificate of entry
has been issued therefor, not less than
£100 worth of labor shall be performed or
improvements made during each year.
On all claims located prior to May 10,
1892, $10 worth of labor shall be performed
or improvements made during each year
for each 100 feet in length of the vein un-
til the payment of the purchase money
and certiticate of entry has been issued,
but where such claims are held in com-
mon such expenditures may be made
upon any one claiu.

*I'he period within which the work re-
quired to be done on_ all mining claims
shall commence will be on the first day
of June, succeeding the location of such
claim.

“\W hen the labor required by this Act
shall have been performed or the im-
provements made, an afiidavit may be
tiled within thirty days after the time
limited for performing such labor with
the Recorder of Deeds in the district in
which the claimm or mine is situated, de-
scribing the labor performed or improve-
ments made, and upon failure to comply
with the conditions of this Act, a claim
shall be open to relocation.”

Section 2344 is amended by adding
thereto: :

“*And the susveyors appointed under
the provisions of this section shall have
power to administer oaths to their assist-
ants,”’

Section 2335 is amended so that all affi-
davits required to be made under this
chapter may be verified by any officer
authorized to administer oaths in a State
or Territory where the claim may be
situated.

The presence of rock in any place,
bearing gold, silver, cinnabar or petro-
leum, or other valuable mineral, shall be
regarded as presumptive evidence that
the land is and always bas been mineral
in<«eharacter.

W here non-mineral land, not included
in a load claim, is used or occupied, or is
intended to be used or occupied, by the
proprietor of such vein or lode claim for
mining or mineral purposes, such non-
mineral suriace grounds may be in-
cluded in the application for a patent
therewith or separately.

ACCIDENT TO A CAR

The Cable Breaks While the Cage
Was High Up in the Air.

A YOUNG ATTORNEY MEETS WITE
INSTANT DEATH.

A Cyclone in Northiwestern Louisiana
Lays Waste Everything in Its Path

Special to the RECORD-UNTON,
K~xoxviLLe (Tenn.), Feb, 18,—For sev-

cable-car line across the Tennessee River
near this city, and hundreds continually
flocked there, the ride at a distance of
2,000 feet above the river being a particu-
larly exhilarating one. This afternoon,
without a moment’s warning, while a
cage with eight occupants was near the
bluff on the opposite side of the river, the
cable broke and the car dashed down the
inchne at a frightful speed. |

The violent motion of the car caused the |
cable to wrap around it, and when with-
in about 200 feet of the ground crushed it
as though it was an egg shell. One end
of the cable car struck Oliver Ledger-
wood, a prominent attorney of this city,
on the head, killing him instantly. Blood
spurted from his wounds, completely
saturating the clothing of the remaining
occupants of the car, frightening them so
badly that they attempted to jump out of
the windows into the river, but were re-
strained by the brakeman

Finally a tug wassecured and anchored
directly beneath the dangling car, and the
survivors were rescaed by means of a
rope, descending hand over hand. They
were Miss Alice Waddle, William Kibby, |
Fred McBee, G. M. Phillips, . F. Lewis |
arlnl Henry Hatcher, ail prominent peo-
le.

At the Coroner’s inquest to-night it
was discovered that the cable had been
partially severed by an unknown mis- |
creant.

ANARCHISM IN EUROPE.

A Bomb Found on the Staircase of a
Police Station.

Paris, Feb, 18,—A bomb, similar ini
construction to that used by Vaillant and |
Henry, was found to-day on the stair-
case of the police station in Rue Du
Temple. .

Anarchist Henry made a further con-
fession to the police yesterday, and his
mother’s house was searched last night,
The police found much chemical appara-
tus and a number of letters and photo-
graphs, including a group of twenty an-
archists. Henry also divulged the names
of several anarchist friends, and tkeir
arrest is expected in a short time.

A POORLY ATTENDED MEETING.

LoNpon, Feb, 18.—The widely an-
nounced meeting of the Autonomic Club,
under the auspices of the International
Workers Group, was attended by only
fifteen persons. Iourteen were foreign-
ers. The speakersannounced did not ap-
pear. After waiting two bours Gibbons
of the Commonweal Group made a
speech, in which he urged an etlortin
righting the wrongs held up by Vaillant,
Pallas and other martyrs as worthy of
emulation. Hundreds were ready to
sacritice their lives in the great cause.
He himself was perfectly prepared to do
so. They had nothing to live for, but
were simmply the slaves of capitalists.
Speeches were useless, and physical force
was necessary. When the Government
abandoned making Maxim guns for use
against the people, the latter would re-
linquish the manufacture of dynamite
bombs. He advised the workers to read
books upon chemieals, which they would
find in public libraries, and learn the use
of chemicals. Other speeches in foreign
languages were made, and the small
audience wildly cheered the sentiments
of the leaders. Detectives in citizens
clothing were present.

JUBILEE YEAR OF LEO XIIIL

Fifty Thousand People Attend the Cios-
ing Ceremonles at Rome.

Rowg, Feb. 18.—The closing ceremony
in connection with Leo XIIL’s jubilee
vear took place to-day, and consisted of
mass celebrated by him in St. Peter’s, fol-
lowed by “Te Deum.” Sixty thou-
sand tickets were given out for the final
celebration, and it is estimdted that 50,-
000 people were present. Mass was cele-
brated at the Papal altar. lLeo was borne
into the basilica at $:40 o’clock, preceded
by a cortege of Cardinals and Bishops.
The entrance of the Pope was announced
from the dome by a blast from silver
trumpets. Atthe conclusion of mass Leo
intoned the *‘Te Deum,” which was
chanted by the whole ecougregation. The
Pope then reseated himselfin thegedilium
with his tiara on his head and blessed the
audience, then retired into the chapel Deil |
Pietaamid prolonged cheering. The Pope |
appeared considerably improved in health
and intoned in strong voice. To-night
the facades of St. Peter’s and other|
churches, all Catholic institutions, and a |
great many houses were brilliantly il- !
luminated. The Pope’s physicians say
he is much better, but have advised him
not to over-exert himself.

'The bow still hung fast
above the water. The passengers and
crew were all put on shore. “Lhe Ohio
had 648 bales of cotton, 30,000 stones and
a lot of hides, scrap iron and sundries;
insured for $10,000.
