
THOSE SWAGGERING GEORGIANS.

How They Were All Called Down by
"Aleck" Henry.

A Bit of the Unwritten History of

Whisky Diggings, BacK in the

Early Fifties.

Professor I. Z. Buggs of Placer County
was in the city tho other day, and to sev-
eral friends, including a Rbcord-TJhios
reporter, told the following story:

"The top of Judge Henry's head was
not always a barren, inhospitable waste.
In the early fiftiesit supported a luxuri-
ant growth of bonnie, sable curls, and
"Alecic" Henry was the envy of every
beau from Whisky Diggings and old Fort
Toejaui on the east to Gougeye aud the
Wild Goose Forks ot Coon Creek on the
west.

"With a well-turned, symmetrical
physique, handsome lace, winning ad-
dress, graceful bearing, popular manners,
social habits and an inexhaustible How of
lively conversation, be combined tbe
courage, the gallantry and the magna-
nimity of Richard the Lion-hearted.

"This Aleck Henry, then in the llower
of his age, had a friend Darned Cox. who,
having acquired an agricultural title to a
parcel of laud contiguous to the mineral
claims of Whisky Diggings, had enjoined
a colony of Georgia miners from running
their tailings onto his land.

"These Georgians were rough, reckless,
swaggering fellows, and subsequently
notified Mr. Cox that they would be
down the following Sunday for the pur-
pose of running him from the neighbor-
hood by force.

"And come they did, about twenty in
number, armed with rifles, aud at the
appointed time. Mr. Cox was still there,
though there is no telling where he might
have been had Aleck Henry not come to
bis assistance. There were four of us I
there altogether in Mr. Cox's house when
we saw that arsenal coming, and we were
all well armed; but Aleck Henry was the
only man among us whose knees would
not bend under his own weight. After
Aye caught sight of those terrible Georg-
ians, and when they halted in front of
tho house, Aleck Henry was the man who
went to oue of the front windows to re-
ceive them.

"'Gentlemen,' said he, with delicate
llattery and seductive eloquence, 41 under-
stand that you have come here for the
purpose ofremoving us!'

"'That swat!' bellowed the Georgian
rabble.

" 'The best thing for you to do, then,lis
to quietly withdraw,' responded Henry
With unrullled sweetness. 'I have twenty
men inside here, armed to the teeth. We
do not wish to have any trouble with you,
but if you mean fight, we are ready for
you ! As I said before, there are twenty
men here, well armed, who will not be
driven away without a struegla, and if
you are determined to precipitate a con-
ilict, some of us willhavo to die!'

"This speech set the Georgian buc-
caneers to thinking very seriously, aud
the result was that they soon retired.

"Ifthe diggings they had been work-
ing had really been whisky diggings, I
am of tho opinion there would have been I
a sanguinary encounter. As it was
Aleck Henry called the bluff and they
had to show their band, which turned
out to bo very weak.

"Aleck Henry was somewhat of a
politician also in those stirring times.
His maiden speech electrified a large
audience one night at the old Man/.anita
Grove schoolhouse. It ran iutermit-
tingly and rheumaticaily through a
brilliant exordium, then came to a dead
center, aud wound up with a peroration
which resembled the peal of a trumpet
sounding to battle, as follows:

"F-e-1-l-ow citizens! Fellow citizens!
F-f-f-f-ellow citizens—l'll be d—d if I
haven't forgot my speech."

THEOSOPHY AND ITS EVIDENCES.
I Synopsis of Last Evening's Lecture at

Headquarters.

The rain of last evening did not prevent
t a lair attendance at the tbeoßopbical
i headquarters. The President of the asso-
I ciatiou delivered a lecture on "Theosophy
audits Evidences," in the coarse ofwhich

I he said:
"Itis necessary, if thoosophyistomake

jits way in the West, and to give to it the
i much-needed basis oi" the scientifically
spiritual, that theosophistS should pre-
sent to the indifferent, as to the inquirer,
sufficient primafacie evidence that it has
something valuable to impart; evidence

i which shall arouse the attention of tho
one class, and attract the other into the
investigation ofits claims. The evidence
must b_ such as can be examined at first
hand by any person ot ordinary iulelli-

I gence, and it need .not seek to establish
janything more than that theosophy is

I worth studying. Let the study be fairly
begun, and the student capable of mas-
tering its initial difficulties, and it> ac-
ceptance is certain, though tho period of
that full acceptance will depend on the
student's mental characteristics and the
type of his intelligence. As -Mine. Bla-

i vatsky says: 'Once that the reader has
| gained a clear comprehension of the basic
conceptions on which tho secret doctrine
rests, aud realized the light they throw
on every problem oflife, they Will need no
further justification in his eyes, because
their truth will be to him as evident as
the sun is in heaven.' In order, how-
ever, that the study may be begun, this
prima facie evidence must be given,

and these basic conceptions of theosophy
must be roughly outlined.

"The name Theosophy is not ancient, '<
dating only from the third century, ic-
ing used hrst by Ammonius Saccas and
his school, hut the teaching itself dates
back many a thousand years, unchanged
in its main features, taught to-day to
truth-seeking students as it was taught
when Buddha wandered over Indian j
plains, or earlier still, when ancient
Rishis guided their chelas along the path \
which leads to wisdom.

"Theosophy regards the universe as a j
transitory manifestation of Eternal _x- j
istence, the summer-day flower of an i
eternal, unknown Root. That Hoot is I
tho Une Reality, the only Permanent i
among the myriad and fleeting phenom- |
ena which surround us on every hand, !

and among which we ourselves are num-
bered. From that Unity proceeds all di- j
versity; into that Unity all diversity |
again returns. It is manifested in the j
alum, as in the man, in what is spoken of
as the non-living as well as in the living. 'It, 'the infinite ami Eternal Cause—dimly i

formulated in the "Unconscious" and j
"Unknowable" of current European phi- !
losophy—is the rootless root of all that
was, is, or ever shaii be.'

"Periodically tho aspect of the Eternal -,
Existence that we call Life radiates as '
source of the manifested universe, the
universe being but 'the variously differ-
entiated aspects' of the One Life. Thus,
to the Theosophist, the most dillerontiated
forms are essentially one—'matter" and j
'spirit' are but the two poles of the one j
magnet, inseparable, not thinkable as ex-
isting apart from each other.

"The Bpirit,|tbe divine soul in man, is
a spark of the one life, undifferentiated
from its parent lire, and therefore alike
for every human being; it is the fato of
this spark to win sell-consciousness by
passing round the cycle of forms, and in
man reaching and finally perfecting self-
consciousness; the lully human stago j
once reached, all further progress is a j
matter of personal endeavor, ot conscious !
co-operation with the spiritual forces in ;
nature. The pivotal doctrine of the j
esoteric philosophy admits no privileges;
or special gifts in man, save those won uy
bis own ego through personal effort and
merit throughout a long series of
metempsychoses and reincarnations.
This pilgrimage of the ego is the central
idea, so to speak, of Theosophy; this
gaining of self-consciousness is the very
object and outcome of tho universe; for
this it was manifested, for this it exists,
groaning and traveling in pain to per-
fect and bring forth the self-conscious
spirit."

Evidences from history, from world- ;
religions, from experiment aud from j
analogy for the existence of the secret 'doctrine lrom ancient down to modern !
times were presented.
