In the Forty-Nine Mining Camp at the
Midwinter Fair in San Francisco there
are two features exhibited which itwould
be well to suppress. One is the hurdy-

gurdy dance-house of the early days of
California, and the other is the gambling
feature. That the early days of California
were rude is a matter of history. Why
any one should desire to perpetuate that

rudeness, or reproduce it, is not exactly

explained. Itcannot be defended on the
theory that itwill attract self-respecting
and right-thinking people to the State.
The gambling carried on in this side-
show is none the less a violation ot the
law than that carried on anywhere else,
and for the good name of California it

shduld be suppressed. The hurdy-gurdy
dance-house, the saloon and the gambling
house were not civilizing features
in the growth of Calirornia, and
their exhibition is about as inappro-

priate as an exhibition of cannibalism
in the great international exposition in-
tended to show the advancement made
by a people in the arts of civilization. If

New Zealand and the Fejee Islands
undertook an exhibition of the progress

they have made from the condition
in which civilization tlrst found them,
and for the purpose of emphasiz-
ing that progress should occasionally
kill and cook a man for the enter-

tainment and instruction of the
youth of the present time, it would not be
more gross an anachronism than the
hurdy-gurdy dancers and the gambling

houses of the '49 Camp. The most piti-

ful feature of this exhibition is that there

ai-e mauy Californians who deem an ex-
hibition of the vices of a former and rude
time smart and instructive.

It appears that the nest of anarchist
plotters to do murder, just unearthed in
Germany, receive their inspiration, bomb
instructions and other aid from Herr
Most'a headquarters in New York, while
the French anarchists are offshoots ofthe
Chicago hotbed of disorder. Itis a ques-
tion of serious importance whether the
European nations have not the right,

backed by reason, to protest to the United
States against permitting the peace of

European States and the lives of their
people to be plotted against in this coun-
try; whether we are doing as wo would

Were blowing up housesin Chicago or San
Francisco and murdering the people of
those cities, and it developed that the
brains and means to such ends were lo-
cated in Berlin or Paris and without con-

cealment carried on the business of in-
famy, even printing and circulating

papers and documents advertising such

acts and soliciting aid to such ends,
would we not be likely to conclude that

we had just cause of complaint against

Germany and France if they took no
steps to prevent the Berlin and Parisian

anarchistic groups from carrying out

their nefarious schemes?

Afellow signing his name Frank S.

True-dell, and affixing thereto the title

of an office more or less high sounding or

euphonious, has written a letter as Head

of the Department of Publicity and Pro-
motion of the California Midwinter In-

ternational Exposition which proves his

unfitness for the position he holds. In

conducting correspondence on behalf of

the public, the writer who does not know
tbat he is not at liberty to mistake bad
breeding for wit is unfitfor the position

he holds.
