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AFFAIRS OF THE NATION.

Pension Bill Discussed in House
Committee of the Whole.

LITTLE BUSINESS OP IMPORTANCE
TRANSACTED IN TEE SENATE.

Decision of tho United States, Supreme

Court Relating to Tide Lands and

Waters-The Tariff Bill Not Yet

Ready to be Reported Upon by the

Senate Finance- Committee.

Rppcial to the BBOOBD-UHXOXi
Wasbecngtox, March s.—Breekenridge

reported the urgeut deiiciency bill with
the Senate amendments. The latter were

not concurred in and the bill was sent to
conference.

McCreary of Kentucky asked unani-
mous consent for the passage of the Sen-
ate resolution ior the appointment of a

commission to represent this Govern-
ment at the Antwerp Exposition.

Bailey of Texas objected.
The bill to make Bouner's Ferry, Idaho,

a port of entry passed.
After one or two other attempts to get

things passed by unanimous consent, the
House took up the regular order ot busi-
ness.

Delegate Josephs introduced a bill for
the admission of New Mexico.

Cannou of Illinois raised the point of
no quorum, when the bill was with-
drawn.

The House then went into Committee
on the Whole on the pension bill.

Hepburn iKep.) ol lowa declared that
the late Confederate .states contributed
not one dollar to the payment ot pen-
sions. Of the £150,0fi0,000 internal rev-
enue taxes, the r>outh paid less than
|9,000,0U0; of the £170,000,000 custom re-
ceipts, the South paid but 54,000,000, and
ol the miscellaneous receipts less than

. "So," said he, addressing the
members, "you contribute

less than $15/!W,tM) to the revenues of the
Government. How do you get that back?
.Nine millions returns as sugar bounty,
$5,000,000 in pension and 95,000,000 as a
deficit in the postal receipts. You there-
fore receive back $3,000,000 more than
you contribute. You contribute not a
cent to the Northern pensions. "What
difference does it make to you what we
do with our money." [Republican ap-
plause.] The first proof oi hostility to
pensions by thu Administration Hep-
burn lound in the fact that Grover Cleve-
land was President; second, that Hoke
Smith was Secretary oi the Interior.

Cannon of Illinois concluded the debate
for the afternoon. In the course of his
speech he drew General Black into a
most subtle colloauy, Cannon's purpose
being to commit General Black to the
latter's opinion of Cleveland's pension
policy during his lirst administration.
All b~;s finesse, however, availed noth-
ing, as Black was on his guard and re-
fused to be trapped. Cannon then Bought
to get an expression upon the present
pension policy.

(.eneral Black replied that he had al-
ready given an opinion of the Demo-
cratic idea ofpensions.

"The country," replied Cannon, "cares
not three hurrahs in hades what the Dem-
ocratic party thinks; what it would like
': know is whether the pension policy ot
Grover Cleveland is a just one. J be-
lieve my colleague, General Black, does
himsell injustice when he seeks to make
his own magnificent war record cover a
malicious and wanton attack upon his
comrades."

The committee then rose and the House
adjourned.

IX Till: SKNATK.
Washington, March .">.—The Senate

held a short session to-day, and but little
business of importance was transacted.
A brief debate on silver was precipitated
by the intention expressed by the Vice-
president to refer the Bland seigniorage
bill, which had just been received from
ihe House, to the Finance Committee.

Stewart of Nevada opposed this dispo-
sition of the bill, and asked that it be al-
lowed to lie on the table, subject to being
eailed up at any time. This was finally
ordered. Stewart at the same time offered
a free silver amendment to the bill.

The only other event of interest was
offered by Morgan of Louisiana of a reso-
lution looking to the appointment of a
tariffcommission, which he oiVered as an
amendment to the tariffbill, and it was
referred to the Finance Committee.

A number of bills of minor importance
wore passed.

The McGarahan bill was taken from
the calendar, but went over until to-
morrow, on objection from Morrill.

An executive session of little more
than an hour was held, and a number of
nominations confirmed.

WILSON TARIFF BILL.

It Is the Subject ot Earnest Consulta-
tion Aiiionar Senators.

Washington, March f>.—The Wilson
tariffbill was the subject of earnest con-
sultation among the Senators to-day. It
has readied a certain stage of complete-

ind it is generally understood that
if a deiinite agreement could be reached
on sugar, it would then be possible to
agree upon everything else. Itis under-

stood the demands made by Democratic
Senators who opposed the bill in the form
in which it was lirst presented have been
met and tentatively agreed upon, but
even these agreements are subject to ap-
proval by the Treasury Department and
me needs of the Government in the mat-
ter of revenue.

Secretary Carlisle has been with the
committee most of the day and again this
evening to discuss and compare changes.

The difficulties surrounding the agree-
ment upon sugar are the greatest the
tariff-makers have to contend with. Jt
appears also that the proposition for an
increased tax on whisky is mixed up with
the proposed duty on sugar. Ifthe latter
is agreed to, the necessity for an increased
\\ bisky tax disappears. It is understood
the committee has also been giving atten-
tion to the tobacco schedule in the in-
ternal revenue bill during the day. and
the Internal Revenue Commissioner was
before them to make suggestions concern-
ing the rates and method of collecting it,
as well as other taxes in this part of the
bill.

BE IIKING SKA.

Serious Problem to Secure Sufficient
Vessels to Patrol the Water*.

V\'a>htn''T' 'N, March s.—lt is a serious
problem for the naval authorities to se-

cure a sufficient number of vessels to
carry out the agreement ofthe arbitrators
respecting the patrol of seal waters. At
present the only naval vessel available
for the service at San Francisco is the Al-
bert, under repairs at Mare Island. The
Torktown, which arrived at San Francis-
co from Callao Saturday uight. can be
reckoned upon soon. No other vessels
of the naval force can be made ready for
service by May Ist. It is the intention to
bring some of"the vessels of the rleet now
at Kio around Cape Horn for this duty,
as soon as they can be repaired. But it
v ill take them so long to reach seal
waters, unless the start is made imme-
diately, that they willnot be of service at

the opening of the season, and when they I

do get as far around as San Francisco they
will be in need of repairs after the long
exposure in tropical waters before they
can venture on Behring Sea service. This
will consume valuable time, and in addi-
tion the Navy Department is much em-
barrassed to find money to defray the
cost of repairs in the present depleted con-
dition of limited appropriations made for
such purposes. Altogether, the scarcity
of available ships is severely felt by the
department.

TIDE LANDS.

Private Parties Cannot Control Harbor
Lines ot a State.

Washington, March s.—The claim of
the Northern Pacific to control the tide-
lands and haroor line along its land
grants in the State of Washington, near
Tacoma, was denied by the Supreme
Court to-day in the decision in the case of
Prosser and others vs. the Northern Pa-
cific. Justice Gray, who delivered the
opinion, held the question to be whether
the charter giving land grants to a rail-
road authorized it to monopolize the har-
bor. The court held that every State has
the rieht to dehne its harbor lines and
reerulate the building upon them, since a
general system is necessary, and private
parties could not be permitted to control
portions of its lines. The injunction
against the Harbor Commissioners asked
for was denied as against public policy.
The lower court, thereiore, is sustained
and the suit dismissed.

The constitutionality of the tide waters
laws of the State of Oregon was affirmod
by the Supreme Court in passing upon
the suit ot Charles W. Shiveley, plaintitf
in error, against John Q. A. Bowlby and
W. W. Parker, which was a contest over
a wharling privilege on the Columbia
River at Astoria. Justice Gray affirmed
the decision ofthe Supreme Court of Ore-
gon. He asserted that when lands are
granted under the general land laws
bordering on navigable water, no rights
to the land under the water are given, and
such rights depend on the local laws. Con-
gress never acted on the policy that tide
water lands could be given away piece-
meal, but held them for public purposes
under regulations which the States might
make.

AGRICULTURAL MUSEUM.

Section ofa California Big Tree Placed
on Exhibition.

Washington, March s.—The Agri-
cultural Department Museum has been
considerably enriched as a result of the
World's Fair. One of the acquisitions is
the large section ofa California redwood
tree, which was a feature of the Interior
Department's exhibit at the World's
Fair. After the fair the Interior Depart-
ment presented the tree to the Agricult-
ural Department, which decided to re-
move it to VS ashiugton and place it on
the grounds of the department here. A
concrete foundation for it has been con-
structed and on this the tree will stand.
The interior has been removed through-
out the entire length, so as to leave a cir-
cular chamber sixteen leet in diameter.
In this hollow a museum on a small
scale is to be established. A spiral stair
is constructed so that persons can walk
to the top, over which there will be a
glass roof.

The Japanese Government has donated
its forestry exhibit at the fair and this
has been placed in the museum.

HATCH AXTI-OPTION BILL.

First of the Ilearlnfts Before the House
Committee on Agriculture.

WASHINGTON, March s.—Leading au-
thorities on the cotton trade were before
the House Committee on Agriculture to-
day for the first of the series of hearings
on the Hatch anti-option bill. There
were several sharp exchanges between
them and Hatch on the question of sales
for future in which no actual delivery
was contemplated. It was not claimed I
that deliveries were made in all cases, but
the contracts in all trades provided lor
delivery, and if no delivery was made it
was because it was handier for both par-
ties to settle without it. It was urged
that future trading was good for the mar-
kets.

Gold in the Treasury Increasing.

Washington, March 5. —The amount
of gold paid out by the Treasury Depart-
ment during February in redemption of
United States Treasrry notes was $19,192,-
--509, and the amount paid during the live
days of the present mouth was $629,016.
The total amount received in payment of \
principal, premium and interest on the j
new 1894 bonds is $58,i£5,51£ The amount |
of net gold in the treasury is slowly iv- i
creasing. The figures at the close of busi-
ness to-uay were 5107,^03,579.

Mineral Land Laws.
Washington, March s.—Representa-

tive Bowers ot California introduced in
the House to-day a bill extending the
mineral land laws so they will apply to
all lauds embraced within the existing
reservations created by Presidential proc-
lamations; also extending the grants of
rights of way for canals and ditches pro-
vided by the Act repealing the timber-
culture laws, so that they will include
rights of way for electrical power lines.

A Crank at the "White House.
Washington, March 5.—A crank, giv-

ing the name of Abraham Julius Kisler
of Baltimore, appeared at the White
House this morning and announced that
he had come to take possession of it and
turn it over to the Jews. He was not
violent, but was insistent, and the attend-
ants handed him over to tho poiice.

Diplomatic and Consular Bills.
Washington, March s.—The diplo- !

niatic and consular appropriation bill
was presented to-day to the House by
Chairman McCreary ofthe Committee on
Foreign Affairs. It appropriates a total
of $1,613,738 70, which is !H»j,7otj liG less
than the amount of the last bill.

United States Supreme Conrt.
Washington, March s.—The Supreme j

Court-room was crowded to-day in antici-
pation ot the newly-chosen Justice White
being installed. He did not appear, and
it is learned he decided to remain in the |
Senate for a time. The court rendered a
uuuiber of decisions.

Sew Cruiser Montgomery.

Washington, March 5. — The new j
cruiser Montgomery came into posses- j
sion ofthe Government to-day. She will i
be sent to Norfolk in a few days to be
fitted out, and it is hoped she will ue
ready for commission about tbe middle
ofthis month.

KILLING OF M'WIIIRTER.

Second Trial of Richard Ileath Begun
at Fresno.

Fresno, March s.—The second trial of
Richard S. Heath, charged with the mur-
der of L. B. McWhirter in August, 1892,
began at 10 o'clock this morning in De-
partment Three of the Superior Court,
Judge Shaw of Los Angeles presiding for
Judge J. R. Webb.

Contrary to the predictions of many,
the defendant was on hand promptly, and
seemed perfectly composed. Much inter- j
est seems manifested in the case, and !
long before the hour for tho opening of
court had arrived the courtroom was
packed by talesmen and spectators.

Grove L. Johnson of .Sacramento will
Again conduct the prosecution with his
former assistants. The work of selecting
a jury began at once, and it is thought
that considerable time will be consumed |
before the jury will be completed.

Grove L. Johnson, assisted by W. P.
Thompson, F. 11. Short and M. Walser
for the District Attorney's ollice, repre-
sent the prosecution, and ex-District At-
torney W. D. Topper and A. C. Will-
iams are for the defendant.

At the present rate the second
trial will be lengthier than the lirst.
Of the first panel, at the hour of ad-
journment this evening ten talesmen
had been examined, the eleventh being
examined when the court adjourned. Of
tho ten all but three were excusou'for
bias. The three who passed are 8. T.
Hopper, Sam Ralston and S. 1., llogue,
but they are subject to peremptory chal-
lenge. Four talesmen stated that they
behoved Heath guilty. The others said
they were biased, but did not state In
what direction. Tne defendant is at
present lepresented only by local coun-
sel. As soon as the jury has been ob-
tained, W. W. Foote will come down
from San Francisco to take charge of tho
case.

Tho venire summoned for the case is
150, but there is strong probability that
it is none too numerous from which to
select twelve good men and true to try
Heath. Hogue is the only one so far who
said he did not read the papers of the first
trial, and he was in the mountains at
times.

COUNTY OF THE TWELFTH CLASS.

The Court Sustains the Action of the
San Hernardino Supervisors.

Sa>" FSAtrciSC >, Marcli 5.—Judge Otis
of the Superior Court this morning ren-
dered a decision in the case of Rumeler
vs. the Supervisors, sustaining the action
of tho Supervisors in placing San Ber-
nardino in the counties of the twelfth
class. The court held that the Supervis-
ors were justified in hearing testimony as
to the actual population of the county,
the enumeration precincts of the Federal
census having been divided by the county
line of the new county of Riverside. He
also held that the Act of the Legislature
was constitutional in so far as itcon-
ferred no legislative duty upon the Super-
visors, but only imposed upon them a
ministerial duty ofascertaining the popu-
lation of the county after the division of
the county. The decision sustains the
action of the Supervisors, and willresult
in saving the county $100,000 in the next
four years in salaries of county ollicers.

The contest of the will of James G.

DECISION AFFIRMED.

Kilvington Will Have to Serve Time
at San Quentln.

San Jose, March oth.—District Attor-
ney Scheller to-day received news that the
Supreme Court had affirmed the decision
of the lower court in the case of George
Kilvington, convicted of manslaughter
and sentenced to serve seven years in San
Quentin. Kiivington was a special offi-
cer in the woolen millat Chinatown, on
the night of May 3, 1892, Henry Schmidt,
a butcher, who had stables in the vicinity
of Chinatown, was chased from Mrs.
Hay forth's premises, located near the
stables, by a young man named "Kid" I
Howard. Howard yelled "Stop thief!" j
and Kilvingtou, attracted by the cry, at-
tempted to atop the frightened butcher by
liring a shot over the lleeing man's head.
The ball struck Schmidt in the neck, kill-
ing him instantly. Kilviugton has been
in tne County Jail for about twenty
months, awaiting the decision of the Su- I
preme Court.

T..e claims for senior-
ity in service and for constructing mile-
age were also refused.

Tho strongest plea was made for tho
restoration to the service of one of the
conductors. This wm refused, Superin-
tendent Fillmore stating that this con-
ductor had been the, cause of what
might have been a xeif serious accident.

In speaking oi the committee to-night
Superintendent Fillmore declared that it
was composed of a superior lot of men,
who presented their claims in a business-
like way, but that the company could not
accept the views held by tho men in these
instances.

PRIZE FIGHTING.

Replies of Governors as to the L<aw In
Their Respective States.

Springfield (Mass.), March s.—The
editor of the Springfield Union asked the
Governors of all the States whether the
laws of their States permit of prize light-
ing and whether they would allow the
Corbett-Jackson fight. The Union this
afternoon publishes replies from thirty-
seven Governors, representing the States
of Alabama, Arkansas, California, Colo-
rado, Delaware, Florida, Georgia, Idaho,
Illinois, Indiana, lowa, Kentucky, Mis-
souri, Massachusetts, Michigan, Minne-
sota, Montana, Nebraska, Nevada, North
Carolina, .Nortn Dakota, Ohio, Rhode j
Island, South Carolina. South Dakota, j
Texas. Washington and West Virginia.
All say the law prohibits prise fights and
that they would not permit the Uorbett-
.Jackson light in their respective States,
except the following:

Governor Waite of Colorado says : We
do not cross bridges till we come to them.
Prize lighting is a felony.

Goveruor Keynolds of Delaware says
in his State pugilism can be punished
only as assault and buttery.

Goveruor Mitcheli of Florida says: It
is difficult to answer this question. A j
Judge of this State tied the hands of the j
Executive, whether rightfully it is an- j
neceAary to state, and the Corbett-
Mitchell fight took place. This fact,
however, I will state: If 1 am convinced
it is the intention of the parties interested
to have the Corbett-Jackson tight come
off in Florida, the Legislature will be
called together at once, and Ifeel assured
that body will make prize-fighting im-
possible iv this State.

Governor Nelson of Minnesota declines
to answer until a decision is necessary.
The law is very strict.

ing at Faglo, stating that a man had been
arrested at Montgomery with a dynamite
cartridge on his person. The man was
brought to this city. He said he was en-
gaged in the attack on Wyant'a tipple,
lie had attended all the meetings, and
knew all the strikers' plans. From his
confession the following story was ob-
tained: The riot at Acme was carefully
planned, and only frustrated by the action
of the authorities. The strikers took to
Acme twenty-seven large dynamite cart-
ridges to blow up the works and destroy
the stores. Their purpose was to loot the
stores. At their meetings yesterday and
last night and on Saturday the arrange-
ment was made, with the connivance of
certain people, to arrest Wyant, bring
him to Montgomery, and turn him over
to a mob of miners." His life would not
have been worth a penny.

[n addition to this, when the soldiers
came accompanying the Sheriff in mak-
ing arrests for murder, tho fuses of the
dynamite cartridges were to be lighted
with cigars, and thrown among the troops
and posse. As it happened, however, only
a small part of tho programme was car-
ried out. Wyant was arrested, hut when
the four Constables, one of whom had said
he would bring \\ yant to Montgomery
or kill him, attempted to take Wyant to
Montgomery, ho resisted, and told him
that he was perfectly willing to go to
layetteville, where he could have some
sort of a show, but he did not propose to
be taken to Montgomery for the purpose
of being killed by a mob. This morning
he called on the militia for protection,
and when the Constables attempted to
take him one of them, was arrested for
murder, and a platoon of soldiers took
Wyant to Fayetteville, whero he will

have a preliminary trial.

RAILROAD RATE WAR.

The Atchison's Request for a Boycott
Against the S. P. Denied.

Chicago, March s.—Chairman Cald-
woll to-night handed down a decision
denying the request of the Atchison road
for a boycott against the Southern Pacific
on passenger business. After going over
at great length tho causes of the dis-
pute, the Chairman says that tho Atchi-
son is entitled to no reliefunder tho asso-
ciation agreement, because the Southern
Pacific has not been guilty ofsuch action
as could render it subject to punishment
under the association rules, if it were an

Delation line. It being an outside line,
tho Chairman argues that it makes no
ditfereuce. It has been guilty of no
offense- aginst the association, and conse-
quently the association has no right to
make a light against it.

This will drive the Atchison from the
Western Passenger Association. It will
to-morrow morning send a formal notice
of withdrawal from tho association. It
will, unless tho matter is now settled by
arbitration, promptly proceed to make a
tight on California rates from Chicago in-
stead of the Missouri Kiver, and the pros-
pect for very low rates to California is
promising. Tho Atchison once out of
tho association, it will remain out until
the In ion Pacific agrees to become a
member.

There is strong likelihood that libel
suits will bo instituted by the receivers
oftho Atchison against Chairman Alidgley
ot the Western Passenger Association
and the General Managers of the several
lines who have passed resolutions declar-
ing the receivers and high otiicials of the
road not protecting its interests, as olli-
cers should do, because they refused to
pass tho agreement. Vice-President
Robinson and Passenger TrafficManager
White of tho Atchison have gone Fast to
confer with tho receivers about the pro-
posed suits, and about withdrawing from
all Western associations on account of
what they consider an insult offered the
officials ofthe Atchison system.

Mr. Midgiey to-day declared that it
would make very little dillerence if the
Atchison did withdraw from the Western
Freight Association, and declared himself
undaunted by the prospect of libel suits.
The resolutions condemning the Atchi-

| son were passed when it was known by
the meeting which passed them that two
other roads represented in the meeting
were and had been issuing passes to in-
Huence business, indirect violation of the
proposed agreement.
