“THE ABANDONMENT OF A
STUDY.”

Committees of ‘“German-speaking citi-
zons”’ of Sacramento in yesterday’s Rec-
orD-UNI0ON entered a protest against the
sbandonment of the study of German in
the city schools below the grade of the
high school. They take issue with the

REcorD-UNION and think it was misin-
formed as to the sentiments of the “Ger-
man-speaking’’ population. Possibly.

In the outset let our ““German-speak-
ing” friends understand the RECORD-
Ux~1on. Its position is taken not that it
regards citizens of German birth less, but
that it more esteems American institu-
tions; not that it does not accord *‘Ger-
man-speaking” citizens all credit for all
dues, but that it holds American citizen-
ship to be the highest title for an Ameri-
can.

The REcorp-UNION objects to clannish- |
ness, and any and every influence tbati

tends to cut Americanism into divisions |
known by mnationalities. The teaching |
of German in the elementary schools’
does have this tendency, and hence |
we think it ill-advised as a study
in the rudimentary grades, The" very
fact that 8o many of our citizens of Ger-
man descent rally about this study, as if
they were appointed its special guardians
because of nationality, is evidence of the
soundness of our position against clan-
nishness,

Our “German-speaking’ correspond-
ents say that the **German-speaking’’ cit-
izens of Sacramento are almost unani-i
mous in favor of the continuance of the |
study—but observe, there is no reterence
whatever to the wishes of the citizens of
Sacramento as unclassified. When it
comes to consulting the people, this be- |
ing a Government by the people, we ob- l
ject to any classification by nationality; |
it is not what Irish-Americans, German- !
Americans, French-Americans or Span- ’
ish-Americans want, but what is the will ;
of the whole people, and we assert that |
the will of this people is overwhelmingly |
opposed to continuing the teaching of '
any language in the schools below the |
high school grade. !

Our correspondents declare that a
quarter of a century ago the teach-
ing of German was voted for by their
people, therefore it is doubtful if it can
now be abandoned. This is simply ab—i
surd, as is also the statement that we
levy a special tax to -pay the German‘
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teacher. Our German friends do their
intelligence injustice in presenting such a
arguments. There was no such vote as |
they allege, and there is no such tax, |

The action of the Board of Education in
abandoning the study was not ‘“hasty.”
The proposition to abandon was made,
we are informed, at one session of the
board and laid over until next meeting
for the very purpose of hearing objections
and none were advanced. The teacher
of German himself, admittedly a compe-
tent, certainly a conscientious man and
a gentleman, stated to the bdard that the
results of the teaching were not satis-
factory under the system, because the
lessons were so far apart, buttwoina
week.

Economy was not pleaded as a reason
for the abandonment of the study—cer-
tainly not that argument actuated the
Recorp-UNI10N in its opposition to this
special and fugitive teaching of a non-
essential. But it is argued that German
is widely spoken in Europe and in Amer-
jca also, and that knowledge of it equips
& young man better for business orto

obtain & situation in California.
Austrians, Germans, Swiss and Hun-
garians are named as speaking

German, but we submit that the masses
of these distinctive countries do not
understand the tongue alike. Their
patois and dialects would be Greek to the
German-taught pupil in Sacramento
schools.

But equipment for position is not the
chief end of the common school system.
It is like no other system; its pur-

pose is to cultivate in the child the
elements that will fit him or her for the
duties of citizenship in a representative
Government. But if forargnment’s sake
it is admitted that business equipment is
its chief end, then let us have Chinese
tanght in California schools, since there
is no tongue the knowledge of which

| would prove such a mine of wealth to
t youth in California. The boy or girl able

to speak or write Chinese will not want
for place or high wage. Our friends,

| however, claim that German is better to
| place in the schools than algebra, ancient
! laugu;&ges or geometry. We beg leave

to call their attention to the fact that

| neither algebra, geometry nor ancient

languages are taught in the common
schools of this city. They will be found
in the High School curriculum, where
also German is retained.

Finally we are told that thers is terri-
tory of the United States where Spanish

{is taught and the laws printed in that

tongue as well as English. True, because
they were conquered from a Spanish-

| speaking people, and the population was

taken into our system at one gulp, so to
speak, without opportunity to learn the

. Enghsh tongue, and therefore common

necessity required that these people be
addressed in a tongue that they could un-
derstand. It was trueof California up to
twenty-five years ago, when our laws
were aiso printed in Spanish. Buta gen-

eration having passed, the custom has |

beeu abolished, as it will be elsewhere.
We are opposed to the teaching of Ger-
man or any other but the English tongue
in the classes below the high school be-
cause the course of study is full enough,
and for the same reason that we opposed
the outrageous action of. Wisconsin in
setling up a systemn in German commu-
nities that excludes the English tongue
and substitutes the Polish and German,

and requires even American history to
| be taught in German.

It is unameri-
can, dangerous, undemocratic and threat-
ening to free institutions because it stim-
ulates classes and clans.

Our esteem and respect for Germans
who come here and become American
citizens is unlimited. We will not per-
mit it to be challenged. We know and
appreciate their worth, frugality, stabil-
ity, provident character and loyalty.
But we object to any Americanism that
parts its name in the middle or hyphén-
ates its title. We object to any and all
activities, movements and policies that
straddle the fence to catch the ‘‘Ger-
man vote,”” the *‘Irish vote,”” or any other

vote than the A:nerican. It is an in-

| sult to the honest, intelligent German or

Irishman or Englishman who has be-
come an American citizen to treat him,
toady to him, or barter with him as if he
were still the subject of an Emperor or a

| Queen, disloyal to his oath as an Ameri-

can, and as if he put his birth before his
citizenship.

Let our correspondents once for all un-
derstand us; the REcorp-Uxi1oN has no
gquarrel with themn; it has only friendship
and kindess for them; it respects them on
the level with all other loyal and good
citizens; it does not know them as Ger-
mans; it does not want to know the

| wishes of the German-speaking citizens,

as such, as to this or that policy; butit
does honor and wish to know the will
and command of the American people of
Sacramento without respect to clan, color,
tongue or nationality.

PRESIDENT JORDAN and the press are
in debate as to the influence of environ-
ment upon men. The President believes
it has very little or no effect upon men’s
actions or in shaping their future. His
opponents hold that many a man of small
ability or merit has been lifted into promi-
nence and power by surroundings while
men of superior force have been relegated
to obscurity. The burden of proof is
with Professor Jordan, that a strong
mind comprehends its surroundings and
governs itself accordingly, while weak
minds are molded by environment, But
the truth is that neither of these dispu-
tants is wholly wrong or entirely correct.
The world gives proof that many a strong
mind has been crushed and cribbed and
confined by environment; that oppor-
tunity is leverage and that even the most
powerful minds cannot always make it
or supply the lack of it.

DECIDEDLY cool that, the proposition of
the Chinese in Hawaii to havethe Chinese
Government send a ship-of-war to Hono-
lulu to compel the local government to
repeal an obnoxious law. John is ad-
vancing. This Hawaiian manifestation
is the first intimation of what he would
do elsewhere it he had the power. The
“law of place’’ has no place in his re-
spect.

LONG BEFORE THT REVOLOTION.

A Very Ancient Newspaper in Judge
Catlin’s Possession.

The Boston of 1761—Some

Queer Articles and Advertisements

llPost!9

Found in Its Columns.

Judge Catlin’s office is just now under-
going renovation in consequence of the
recent fire therein. Yesterday a REcoRD-
UxioN reporter dropped in while the
work was in progress, and while there
saw omne of the Judge’s cherished relics,

It is a copy of the Boston Evening Post
of June 15, 1761, now 133 years old. The
print is as legible as that of a paper pub-
lished a year ago, notwithstanding its
age. Even the name of the subscriber
who received it, written on the margin in
| iuk, is perfectly plain—the address being
{ “Wm, Lewis, Roxbury.”

The paper has three columns to the
[ page, and the entire sheetis not much
| more than one-half the size of one page
{ of the REcorp-UN10N, It is printed in
| the old English style, the letter **f’’ being
jused in place of the *‘s,”” Under the
| date-line is another containing the words:

| eign and Domeftick.”

| Judge Catlin prizes the old paper very
| highly. He says that while visiting the
cabin of a miner up in the hills one day,
about forty years ago, the miner received
| & package from Boston, It was well
wrapped up in newspapers, This copy of
the f'osi was one, and it attracted his at-
teution by its ancient appearance. The
miner did not care about it and allowed
him to keep it.

The paper contains a fair amount of
political news, such as the doings of
Parliament, etc.; also, the preliminary
articies of peace between France, Eng-
land and Prussia in settlement of the war
that had just been concluded.

There is also an editorial urging the
occupation by England of Louisiana, in
order to break up France’s foothold on
the continent. The country is spoken of
as that ‘*watered by the river St. Louis,”
and as holding the key to the only water-
| way other than the St. Lawrence, already
in Iingland’s possession. It was argued
that, by obtaining possession of the
mouth of the river St. Louis (Mississippi),
the French then in the country would be
cut off from direct communication with
Fraunce, and in the course of tiine would
assimilate with the native population.

THE WIDOW WALKER MYSTERY,

One of the news paragraphs reads as
follows:

**We have received the following fur-
prifing account from a place called Mid-
dieton, near Tamworth, viz: That the
Widow Walker of that place, who had
kept her bed for a year and a half through
lamenels, had, a few days ago, her legs,
thighs and arms all broke, and one of her
arms in two places, whilft in bed, with-
out any accident; for which no account
can be given.”
