Virtually an American Colony in the
Pacific.

An Interesting Interview Wltb a

Prominent Resident of the

Hawaiian Islands.

The following interview appeared in the
•\u25a0-Union on the 6th of June, 1889.

It shows what the situation in Hawaii
waa at that time and wilibe read with in-
terest now that the affairs of the islands
have been brought so prominently before
the people of this country:

A Record-Union representative had a
pleasant chat at the Capital Hotel last
Thursday evening with B. F. Dillingham,
a leading capitalist and planter of Hono-
lulu, who was in the city for the purpose
of inspecting a herd of Galloway cattle, at
Agricultural Park, that are to be shipped
to Honolulu in a few days. Mr. Dilling-
ham was asked if the islands were now
in a prosperous condition.

"They are," he said, ''more prosperous
than at any period Ican recall duriug my
long residence there. A syndicate, of
\u25a0which 1 am a member, is now building a
railroad from Honolulu to Pearl Harbor,
where the United States has the exclusive
right of occupation as a coaling station,
etc. This road in which Iown four-filths
of the stock, will be some twenty-five
miles in length, and when in operation it
will be the first regular passenger rail-
road in operation on the islands. There
are a couple of short lines now, but they
are used almost entirely for fremiti ng
purposes. Eventually we expeCT^o ex-
tend our road entirely around the island."

"is your visit to California ivany way
connected with this enterprise."

"Well, yes," replied Mr. Dillingham;
"Iam having twenty-eight cars built for
tho road. The work is being done by
California mechanics —tho Carter Bros., at
.Newark, Alameda County. They built
all the cars in use on the narrow-gauge
road that runs from Alameda to Santa
Cruz and most of the cable cars now in
use in San Francisco. Our locomotives
will have to be built in the East, as the
Southern Pacilic Company has all it can
do in this line for itself."

"About what proportion of manufact-
ures, etc., required on the islands is pur-
chased in California, or rather in the
United States?" asked the reporter.

"What proportion!" almost exclaimed
the speaker. "Why, my dear sir, Imight
truthfully say that everything not pro-
duced on the islands is bought here. But,
to be exact, I wiil say tiiat just o__ per
cent, ol last year's importations came
from the United States. Iknow this, be-
cause Imade a report on the subject, and
am able to give the exact figures. Ihave
not a copy of it with mo. but willsend the
Reoobd-Uniok one on my return to
Honolulu. Why, we imported from Cali-
fornia last year alone no iess thau
000 worth of hay, grain, etc., for live stock
on the islands."

Reporter—What is the comparative
strength of the American element in
Hawaii, as regards business and property-
ownership?

"To all intents and purposes," said Mr.
Dillingham, "Hawaii is an American col-
ony. Americans are now paj'ing 75 per
cent of all the taxes there."

Reporter—How did the Americans
manage to secure a foothold in the
islands?

"By their pluck, enterprise and public
spirit. The reciprocity treaty has helped
both sides to the compact. You see, we of
the Sandwich Islands, are not manufact-
urers at all. We have one industry—that
of sugar growing; we are consumers of
the things that the United States manu-
facturers have for sale. * Reciprocity with
Hawaii does not endanger American
manufacturing interests. The only thing
Aye have to offer at your market is sugar.
Why, up to the time the reciprocity treaty
wa> made our trade with the United States
amounted to from g1,000,00u .
a year. Last year it exceeded $15,000,000.
1 notice that a great many Americans
who liave never been on the islands, and
whose knowledge of affairs there and of
the character of the mercantile relations
with the United States, often refer to the
great beneiits that Hawaii has received
through the generosity of this country.
Thej- see only one side oi it. They see
tbat we sell lots of sugar over here, but
they overlook or ignore the fact that in
return for the favor extended to us we
supply ali our wants from the factories,
the shops and harvest fields of this coun-
try. As before stated, more than 90 per
cent, of everythiug we require is pur-
chased here.

Reporter—Has the United States much
competition to meet in mercantile lines
on the islands?

"Yes, she has had most vigorous com-
petition from the English and Germans,
but the large American element there has
secured control of affairs and American
trade is constantly 'boomed' for all there
is iv it. The United States cannot afford
to neglect her citizens over there. They
siiouid have every protection that the
strong arm of the Government can extend
to them, with, of course, a proper regard
for treaty stipulations. Hawaii should be
regarded—as far as trade interests are
concerned—as an outlying American col-
ony, which it is, in fact, to-day. Our
peonle have control in nearly everything
there."

Reporter—Has Hawaii reached any-
thing like her possibilities in the way of
sugar production—in other words, what
are the inducements to new-comers in
that direction, ifany?

"Well," replied Mr. Dillingham, "it
may be said that the possibilities of the
islands have not been half tested. Our
company alone controls 150,000 acres of
what might be called wild land, but
which can, with small outlays, be con-
verted into first-class cane laud. Indeed,
ono of the objects we have in view in
building a railroad around the island is
to develop these lands and attract
strangers thereto."

Reporter—What is the average cost of
good cane land, and what profit is de-
rived therefrom?

"Good irrigated cane-growing land is
worth about $160 per acre. It will pro-
duce from live to seven tons ofsugar (not
the cane) per acre. The raw sugar is
worth from _ to 7i cents per pound.
Thus you wili see that, at lower esti-
mates than these, an acre of good sugar-
cane is worth at least ?500 or 5-fioO a year.
Idon't think that Californiaus, even in
exceptional cases, can do as well with
their land as this. Besides, the cane is a
pretty sure crop."

Iv conclusion, Mr. Dillingham said
that Hawaii has. in his opinion, a bright
future before her. There are occasional
political dissensions, but time will regu-
late matters in that particular. The
American element is steadily growing
stronger in the islands, and will un-
doubtedly be able to control affairs there
if the Government should continue iv
present policy.

He explained the
matter to Mrs. Van Thusan and she was
satisfied.

He claimed to have letters of recom-
mendation to Governor Stoneman from
prominent people here, and created much
merriment by stating to Justice Henry
that one of them was from him. He de-
nied having ever tried to deposit any
paper as security at the American Eagle
Hotol.

1 lere was where he came to grief, for
tho clerk of the hotel testiiied that he did
do so.

They were found guilty and ordered to
appear for sentence to-day.

CELEBRATED "HOSS" CASE.

Suit Against tbo Cavananeh Brothers
for Two Racers.

Many moons ago a man named Dixon,
whose home was in the iar north, sued
B. W. and John Cavanaugh and H. D.
Bagwell of this city for the recovery of
the racers Addie Chipman and Ouirt, or
$5,000 incoin, the sum at which he valued
them, and the case came to trial yesterday
in Judgo Catlin's court before a jury.

Dixon, it seems, brought a couple of
mares here to be bred to Theodore
Winters' thoroughbred stallion Joe
Hooker. He placed thorn in charge of
Bagwell, who, he alleges, acted as the
authorized agent or employe of Winters.

Subsequently Bagwell sold the colts to
the Cavauaughs, in order to satisfy al-
leged unpaid demands against Dixon,
and claims to have the latter's written
authority so to do, which Dixon disputes.

A. L. Hart is Dixon's counsel in the
case, and J. B. Devine and Hiram W.
Johnson appear for the defendants. The
case has not been concluded.

SUPREME COURT DECISION.
Consent Established When Aid is Given

and No Protest Is Made.
Tho Supreme Court has decided the

case of Jerome Churchill, appellant, vs.
11. Banmann, respondent, an action to
restrain the defendants perpetually from
diverting Pino Creek by means ofa dam
and ditch and also to abate tiie dam
;;*- a nuisance and recover damages al-
leged to have beeu suffered by plaintiff
in consequence ol suci. diversion of the
water iv the years 1887 and 1888.

The ease lias been beiore the court on
an appeal from the judgment, ou the
judgment roll, and the judgment was
affirmed on the ground that the trial
court found, as a lact, that the plaintiff
had consented to all the acts complained
of, and the present appeal is an order
denying plaintiff's motion for a new
trial.

The Supreme Court decision says that
oniv two points need be considered.
First, is the finding of plaintiff's consent
to tiie acts com plained of justified by the
evidence? Second, did the court err in
refusing a trial by jury? The court de-
cides that the evidence justified the find-
ing and tiiat the denial was justified.
The order is thorefore affirmed.
