The Office of Sanitary and Building
Inspector Remains.

New Quarters for the City Trustees !

Will be ln Readiness for the

Next Meeting.

The Board of CityTrustees met last j
night, Lawton, Wachhorst. Kent, Davis,

Devine, Bragg, Tozer, Leonard and Pen- I
uish being present—a full board.

The President announced that the i

question of the purchase of fire-hose i

would not come up till next Monday
night, having beeu postponed till that ;
time.

COMMITTEE REPORTS.

Davis stated for the Water Committee
that the State Analyst had come up and ,
taken samples of the water and earth j
taken from the wells. It would take j
about a month before any result would j
be announced.

In reference to a statement made in one
ofthe city papers, he wished to say that
the strictures on the Water Committee
were unjust, He recapitulated the efforts
of the committee to get a fair test and
sample of the water. The delay had not
been on the part of the committee, nor
was it their fault. When he sent the
water down for analysis he simply sent
it ivhis own name, as he wished it to be
an unbiased test.

J. H. Henry, representing the water
contractors, said he was satisfied the
committee had done their best, aud the
delay had beeu unavoidable ou both
sides.

Leonard reported that the spare fire
engine had been thoroughly repaired and
was in good condition. Two springs on
No. 3 are broken, and it is being re-
paired.

Pennish reported that the Sewerage
Committee had met with the engineer
and held a consultation on his plans. Ho
would introduce a resolution later in
the meeting.

Bragg reported that the Committee on
Buildings had progressed so far that they I
hoped the next meeting of the board
would be held iv the uew quarters.

Tozer reported bids for sprinklers ad-
vertised and a Miller _c Kuobloch
sprinkler ordered.

Kent, for the Levee Committee, re-
ported that Contractor Tuohey informed
him that the placing of dirt will be fin-
ished this week. He (Kent) wished to
ask if the board did not think it would be
better to put macadam on it instead of Jgravel. It would not cost much more,
aud he thought it would be far better.

Trustee Leonard, of the special Com- |
mittee on Police Rules and Regulations,
reported that they had met aud partially
formulated rules, and had adopted orders
regarding uniforms and stars.

WATER-PIPE SYSTEM.
Mayor Steinman submitted the follow-

ing recommendation for the making o! a j
complete map of the water-pipe system i

ofthe city:
Sacramento, March 19, I_9__

Tv the Board of Trusters: I desire to !
call the attention of your honorable body j
to the fact that at the present time the city |
has no "complete and comprehensive j
map or chart of the city water-pipe sys- :
tern, showing the location of every main, I
lateral ami size of such minor lateral
pipe, tire hydrant, house tap, air valve,
blow off, etc.," as provided by Section lGi*
of the charter.

At present the only information on
such subjects is known to the City Tap-
per and his assistants. Such important
data should be of a permanent character.
I therefore respectfully suggest that
your body, as provided by said Section
i „._, cause .such map or chart to be made.

EIGHT HOURS A DAY.

The following communication from
Mayor Steinman waa read aud placed on
file:

Sacramento, March 10, 1594.
Tothe Board of Trustees: Un March

l_*th Ireceived a letter lrom your Clerk ]
in which he stated: "The board fuither j
desires to call your attention to the fact
that the men employed by the contractor '
in improving J street are working more j
than eight hours per day, contrary to
law."

Ido not quite understand how I as
Mayor can interfere iv this matter. This
work is being done under a frauchise ob- j
tamed before the new charter went into i
effect. It would seem therefore that tho
city authorities cannot regulate this i

work. • Itis the duty of the railway com-
pany to keep in repair the portion of the
street covered by its tracks. Nevertheless
I am informed that the railway company
pays the men working for them so much
per day, upon a basis of eight hours'
work per day, and those who work over
eight hours per day receive an additional
Bum per hour for the overtime.

When the portion of J street not cov-
ered by the tracks of the railway com-
pany is improved under the contract
heretofore made by the city, I shall cer-
taiuly see that the provisions of the law-
requiring a day's work to consist of eight
hours are strictly enforced. Respectfully
submitted, B. U. Steinman, Mayor.

SALOON LICENSIk.
The Chief of Police recommended that

a license be refused to Walter A. Barrion,
to keep a saloon on X street, near Third.

Some discussion ensued, it being stated
that an eliort was made to defeat Ban ion
because a dice game was ran in a saloon j
near by and if he received a license it
would interfere with the profits.

The matter was finally postponed for a ]
week.

George L. Jones was granted a license !
to keep a saloon on X street, between |
Ninth aud Tenth.________

MATTERS.
A remonstrance was read against im-

proving the alley between O and Q,
Front and Second streets, aud was re-
ferred to the Street Committee.

A resolution of intention to improve
JThird street, from Kto W, with gravel
| was introduced and provoked considera-
ble discussion.

Bovine said that to macadamize the
street would cost more than fiftyper cent.
of the value of many of the lots, which
the law does not allow.

Leonard objected to graveling any more
streets. They do not last and it is a waste
of money.

Pennish moved to amend the resolu-
tion, exteuding the improvement to V
street.

The amendment was adopted.
Leouard said that the board might as

well abandon the idea of macadamizing
any streets if they were going to gravel
some. If tho prowerty owners cannot
pay for macadam, do not improve the
stieet at present.

A resolution was passed to put an eight-
inch sewer in the alley between Q aud 11,
Fifteenth and Sixteenth streets.

Aresolution to improve T street, from
Front to Sixth, by grading with dirt, was
read.

Pennish moved to amend by extending
it to Eighth street, and make the next
two blocks passable. There is a slough
there.

Kent said he had worked hard to get
the street improved, and it couid bo done
ail right it it be done as far as Sixth. He
uoped the original petition would be
adopted.

Devine thought it should go through to
Eighth street.

Kent moved to amend the amendment
by laying the matter over for a week, but
it was defeated.

The amendment extending tbe im-
provement to Eighth street was then
passed, alter which tho motion as
amended was adopted unanimously.

A resolution to improve Tweltth street,
from <> to Q with macadam, was passed
unanimously.

WANT A POI'XnMASTKIi.
John Hughes said that since the board

had adopted the resolution abolishing the
oliice of Poundmaster, the southeastern
portion of the city has been at the mercy

i of the outside dairies and those who have
jhorses and colts. Whoever is appointed
shouid be a. young and sober man.

The President informed him tbat an
I ordinance had been prepared, authoriz-
i ing the Mayor to appoint a Poundmaster,
| and one would probably be appointed
| immediately.

An ordinance was introduced providing
for a Poundkeoper, to be appointed by
the Mayor, with a salary of§75 per month,
undor the supervision ofthe Humane So-
ciety.

Devine and Pennish opposed tiie salary
if the Pouudkeeper kept the lees of the
olfice.

President Lawton explained that the
fees alone have never supported any
Poundmaster. Xo proper man can be
fouud who will take it and attend to it
properly unless a salary attaches to it.

Tozer moved to amend by making tho
salary SOO per monthand fixing the pound
within the city limits and within a block
of some stroet railway.

The amendment was carried.
Kent moved to reduce the pound fees to

one-half tbe present amount, and the mo-
tion was carried by a vote of 5 to 4, under
the impression that it amended the or-
dinance so that the Pouudkeeper shall re-

i ceive one-half the fees instead of all.
Tozer moved that as the motion was

' passed under a misapprehension it be re-
; considered, which was done.

The ordinance was then passed as
amended.

A DISEASI.-RRKKDKR.
Joseph Lang said that the citizens near

I the Seventeenth-street sewerage canal
jhad boen living in hopes of getting relief
i when the new charter went into effect,
but had found none. Tlie stench is terri-
ble, and the people demand that the
nuisance be abated.

Trustee Leonard said the canal was
very foul-smelling and something should
be done.

The matter was referred to tho Sewer-
age Committee.

POUCH VNTFORMS.
The special Committee on Police Rules

and Regulations made a report on uni-
forms, inaking them of blue cloth in win-
ter aud blue ilanuel in summer. Itde-
fines the style ot cut, number of buttons,
etc

The hat will be a black derby, ofuni-
form width of rim, with a gold cord.
The star must be worn on tho outside of
the coat, on the left breast, and officers
must wear their uniforms at all times
when on duty, unless excused by the
Chief of Police.

The recommendation was adopted.
Leonard also moved that the committee

be instructed to have uniform badges
manufactured for special officers, who
shall deposit the amount thej* cost with
the Clerk and return them when their
terms expire aud receive their deposit
again.

Itwas so orderod.
SEWERAGE ENGINEER.

Pennish introduced the following reso-
lution:

Resolved, That the Mayor, in con-
junction with the Sewerage Committee,
j be authorized to employ a competent

adopted.

SANITARY INSPECTOR.
The ordinance to abolish the office of

j Sanitary aud Building Inspector and turn
| his duties over to the Plumbing Inspector
came up aud Devine, who introduced it,

! spoke In favor of it, saying it was not a
i r.2-essary one, and the salary should be
:saved.

president Lawton read a strong letter
! from ox-Mayor Gregory, showing how

unwise it would be to abolish the offi-e.
He then read the charter on the subject,

i showing how different the duties of the
two officers are, and how much time was
needed if the Inspector did his duty.

Pennish spoke in favor of abolishing
the office, as did Tozer.

Lav is favored retaining the office.
The ordinanco waa defeated, levine,

Pennish and Tozer voting aye and Wacii-
horst declining to vote.

Devine made some remark in an under-
tone and took his hat and left the meeting.

A resolution was offered to place a tele-
phone at the City Cemetery.

Davis said tbat ii one was allowed he
would like to have one, too, as his tele-
phone bill since he is a member of the
Water Committee had largely increased.

THE CLEAR WATER WELLS.

Professor Rising Visits Them With
trie Water Committee.

He Will Make a Thorough Report of

the Result of Uls Investiga-

tion . Before Long.

Professor Rising of the State University
came up yesterday morning by invita-

tion ofthe City Trustees to make an ex-
amination of the clear water wells and

i their surroundings.
Accompanied by the Mayor, Com mit-

I tee on Water, Fred Ray and J. 11. Henry,
I he went out to the Stroug it Williamson
j place early in tho aiternoon. As the ob-
ject of his visit was to learn all he could

j that bears on the subject, he made a large
number of inquiries and took notes of
the answers.

O. M. Downer, who bored the wells for
the contractors, furnished him with
charts of the different wells, showing the
depth and position of the different strata
gone through in sinking them.

The pump was running in the well
which was tested at tho other visit of the

j Trustees, and throwing about 40,000 gal-
lons of clear, sparkling water per hour.
All drank ofthe water and pronounced it
good, and soap aud towels were produced,
many washing tiieir hands, with very
satisfactory test as to the softness of the
water.

Professor Rising filled two demijohns
and a number of botties for difierent
tests, rinsing them out very carefully
with the water of the well aud using new
corks for them.

Not content with this, he carefully
washed a sheet of rubber like dentists
use and placed over the mouths of the
demijohns before inserting the corks,
thus preventing contact between the
cork and glass. Mr. Ray also tilled a
number of bottles for private analysis,
and others took samples of the water.

In conversation with a Record-L'mon
reporter subsequently, Professor Rising
said that from the charts of the welts
lurnished him, and from what ho had
seen of tho well and surroundings, he was
inclined to think that, tubed as tbe wells
had been to shut off surface impurities,
little or no organic matter would be found
iv the water. The quality of sand through
which the water must pass in coming into
the well forms an excellent filter to tako
out impurities, aud if au impervious
stratum lies abovo it to shut off percola-
tion of impurities from above, it ought to
prove of good quality.

Ho was guarded iv his replies to ques-
tions. In regard to water contamination,
he stated the fact that since the stand-pipe
from which Chicago draws her water sup-
ply had been moved out to a point in the
lake four miles from shore, the death and
sick rate of tbe city very materially de-

I creased almost immediately after such re-
moval.

He does not believe that water infested
by infectious bactria is disinfected by
running any ordinaty distance, although
bactria may die in it in course of time.

Our river water can, of course, be fil-
tered, be said, as many other cities do.
Alum would probably have to be used,
however, to settle it.

In answer to a question as to whether
| the Hyatt filter, which is spoken of by

those advocating tho use of river water,
i was not constructed for the use of alum,
i be said tbat it was.

Professor Rising will remain here to-
day, visiting the High School in the
morning. He may take a ride out into
the country, as bo wishes to learn what
he can of other wells that are not as
deep as the oue he saw yesterday, and to
secure samples of water from them for
comparison and analysis.

! Oaks" successful. It is fuli enough Of
i comedy and serious situations, ofstriking
j tableaux and romantic passages to please
j the audiences that do not care to be
I taxed heavily on the intellectual and
j emotional sides. There is one foature
j about it that needs connection or ex-
I planation—perhaps failure in tbat regard
last night may have been due to too qui«k
a curtaiu —namely: After the arch-villain
Werner is captured and handcuffed by

J Jess and Sallie, how comes it that aimost
i immediately afterward he appears a free
man and an aggressor, and that the play

• ends with his career, apparently, not
j closed? "Burr Oaks" again to-night.

The Lecture Association presented last
night, as a part of its second course, a
concert by "The Chicago Lady (.Quar-

tette." The Congregational Church was
packed. It was uncomfortably crowded
and many were compelled to stand up, to
their own discomfort and that of others.
Probably not less thau .00, or perhaps
1,000. people wore in the auditorium,
ihe audience camo to be amused; it an-
ticipated a iight, largely mirthful, alto-
gether novel and pleasant musical enter-
tainment, and it was not disappointed.

! The programme was carried out in the
I order announced in yesterday's Kkcord-

-'nk'N, only that it was nearly twice as
1 long, as quite every uumber was eucorod
' and a response made, and in two cases
! two responses. Tho troupe appears well
' on the stage; is personally attractive.
j Tho concert was a novelty—the tirst of
j the kind ever given here. The quartet,
i its method and its close following of the
1 manner of male concert quartets iv
! themselves were attractive novelties.
; The women were heard both as soloists
! and ln concerted numbers. None of
I them aro phenomenal singers; but
I none of them are poor vocalists.
I In quartet they are charming because
i they are careful not to attempt too much;
) they have carefully cultivated all the
"tricks," so to speak, of quartet vocaliza-
tion. They understand how to still an
audience with diminuendo aud pianissi-
mo effects; how to play upon the auditory

i nerve, captivatingly almost whispered

'' repetitions and such hushed and faraway,
| and echo effects as the old Hutchinson
i lamily, the Continentals, the Laker
j troupe, and similar concert calisthenic
I practitioners indulged in so successiuily
i years ago. They supply the want of the
; basso, with an alto of exceeding deep and
very mellow tone, but oi very limited
compass. This element is fortified by a
strong, rich, young contralto voice, ad-
mirably adapted to the need. The mezzo-
soprano serves for a second tenor excel-
lently. She has a good serviceable, strong
and musical voice. The soprano is sweet
and limpid; a very modest and retiring
voice, but lackiug in the strength and

i vigor essential as a foilto the other three.
j The singers have a stock of mirthtul,
quaint and musical songs, chants, rounds,

I glees and ballads for oncores that "take."
I The music chosen was uot of a high level,
; neither was it trilling; it was just of tho
j order for such a combination and for the
j effect sought. The audience waa ploased;

it applauded to the echo, and demanded
"more" until tbe women grew weary
climbing the steep steps to the rostrum,
which one complained knocked the breath
out of them and made their work very
hard. The goms of the quartet singiug
were Neidleyer's "Cradle Song" and
Macy's "Waltz Song." The soloists were
Miss Weaver in a whistling solo, a clever
thing, but once is euough of it, ami tbe
"La Zingura" of Donizetti. Miss Weaver
has a charming chamber soprano, aud
she manages it well, but it is by no means
phenomenal. Miss Fabian's contralto
solo "On Venice" was excellent. The

! quality of her tones is good, her manage-
ment tine and she throws feeling into her
work. We should class her by all odds
tbe best of the singers. But Miss Lud-
wig's clear, sweet mezzo-soprano was
beard to good advantage in Meyerbeer's
"Roberto Che Tv Adoro." What the

] lady needs most is to invest her vo-
; cai delivery with more of feeling. Ip.
| her encore she touched the sensibili-
j lies of her auditors more deeply.
Alice Merrill Raymond is the

f
re-

markably iow alto of the troupe. The
voice is very limited in register, but in

i mellowness aud softness suggests the low
! tones of tbe French born; it lacks
I strength for solo singing, but in tbe
i quartet appears to be tbo essential sub-
! structural tone of tbo whole. Cornelia
j Neltnor, the impersonator and reader, is

I tbe wit of the company. Sbe does uo
| singing; she reads indifferently, ifwe are
\u25a0 to judge by hor "Lorraine Lorree," but

as a mimic, a reciter of the humorous,
she is capital. Her facial muscles sho has
at perfect command, and she is a natural

| comedian; easy, giacelul, handsome, with
i tniaebief in ber pose and eye, she has uot
| tno slightest difficulty in putting an audi-
ence into excessive laughter or in keep-
ing it in that exhausting state. As a
whole, the Lady Quartet (why not Woman
Quartet?) gives & charming evening's en-
tertainment, one well worthy of com-
mendation for its novelty, modesty and
many excellences.

JENNIE MARKER'S CONDITION.
Tho Would-iie Suk.*klc_ Hosting Easily

I.a*t Night.

The change yesterday in tho condition
oi Jennie Marker (known as Jennio Ella-
more) was for the belter, if anything. At
least Bhe was resting easily last night,
and acting City Physician Ogden said her
symptoms were more favorable than early
iv tbe day.

Many persons have persisted in seeing
the wounded girl, impelled by no other
motive than more curiosity. Dr. Ogden
insists on perfect quiet for her, aud call-
ers will not be allowed to see her.

Tbe exact course taken by the bullet
tbat entered her breast and emerged near
tbe spine has not yet beon definitely de-
termined, owing to tbe girl's weak con-
dition. Ifit went arouud tho side the
chances of her recovery are of course
much better thau if it went straight
through the body.

There is a dont, or partial split in the
head of tho bullet, in the cavity of whicb
are imbedded small fragments of bone,
and it may be that the bullet lirst struck
a rib and was thus detlected from its
course; or, it may havo encountered oue
at the poiut of exit.
