If one were driven in a corner lor uu

argument against the existing marriage

system, it would only be necessary to re-
fer to the records of the divorce courts
during one short year. What a catalogue

of wretchedness is contained in those
files! Those "human documents" are

more tragically pathetic than the most
btartlingly realistic work of the imagina-
tion ever written in the past or which can
ever be penned in the future. People of
all ranks and all' classes devour their
filthy details, published by the most re-
spectable as well as by the least reputable
of the daily journals, aud yet turn up the
whites of their eyes and hold up their
hands in hypocritical amazement when
any would-be reformer oi the existing

horrible state of things steps into the
arena to denounce unhohness, and to

endeavor to bring about a more hcly,
a purer, and a more natural condition of
things.

How often do we not hear it said by
•women of the world, as well as by men,
that "marriage is a lottery?" TLe propo-
sition, indeed, is so self-evident as to
be undeniable. A "lottery!" That is
precisely what marriage has come to be.
For one marriage of affection and love
there are many unions of what the
French term "convenience"—that is to
say, marriages wherein the prevailing,
and often the only, element is cash! It is
all a question, to employ a mordant
phrase of the poet-laureate, of "Proputty,
proputty, proputty!" Now, how is the
modern marriage " brought about?"

Eor reasons which are so obvious that
they do not require to be specified, I will
deal iirst with marriage as it is known in
what, by a polite fiction, are styled "the
upper classes," albeit some of those who
"live, move and have their being" in
that orbit have, by their evil example,
done more than any other classes to
bring the sacred institution of marriage
into loathing and contempt. Like most
of the other marts of commerce, the mar-
riage of Modern Babylon is open forall
practical purposes tho whole year round

And thus the sales of human flesh and
blood proceed day after day and year
after year iv the marriage mart ot the
modern Babylon. If lam charged with
exaggerating the prevailing condition of j
things I am content to call one witness, ;
and one only, in support of the accuracy j
of what 1 have set down, ivuo spirit of
malice or uncharitableness. Let us hear
"Canon Liddon on the Marriage Market,"
for that is the exact heading which the
newspapers gave their reports of that
memorable discourse which the ever-to- i

lamented divine delivered lrom the pul- |
pit of St. Paul's Cathedral, a short time j
before his death. "Cannon Liddon (lam
now quoting textualiy, from the news-
paper reports of the period1, preaching
yesterday at St. Paul's on the parable of •
tho rich landowner who had more goods j
than he could stow away, said there were
many counterparts of him in modern
society. After dwelling on four consider-
ations" as to the use or abuse of property
to I>g derived from the parable, Canou
Liddon said:

"The London season is approaching
and a bevy of mothers, like Generals on j
a campaign, willcomplain of no fatigue
if they can only marry their daughters,
not to liigh-souled and generous men,
but to tho.se who have a fortune. There
willalso be a group of young men, who, \u25a0

having lived a life of dissipation, are j
thinking of settling down. They will
look for a girl, not with graces ofcharac-
ter which will make her husband and
children happy, but for one possessed of
a dowry which willenable him to keep
up a large establishment. Thus the most !
sacred of all human relationships, both j
for time and eternity, is prostituted to j
the brutal level ofan artairof cash aud is i
quickly followed by months aud years of |
misery, which, after seething in private, i
are paraded to the world amid the sbamu !
and degradation of the divorce court. He !

did not underrate tho dangers of revolu-
tion likely to arise from tf*e strained re-
lalions ol capital, labor, strikes and other j
cui^es. but there were dangers nearer :
home."

j bese words ofone of tho most devoted
sons of ttic church who ever lived, made
a profound, but no: lasting, impression j
on the worl.l generally. Nobody dared ;
to criticise them, lor they were stamped I

with the impress of truth, and not to be
ridiculed or explained away by sneering
doctrinaries in the press, or Voltarian
cynics in the drawing-rooms and clubs.
Liddon had spoken, and the mouths of
mockers were closed, and they were as

I dumb dogs in the presence of such an ac-
j cusation. Dr. Magee, the deeply regretted

I Archbishopof York, wasauothereminent
cleric who was not afraid to speak out
either in the pulpit or the Senate, and a
few others might be added to the glorious
roll of men in high places who, recogniz-
ing the social decadence of which every
day furnishes more and more striking
proofs, did not hesitate to denounce the
evils which still surround us, despite the
vaunted "sproad of civilization," tree ed-
ucation and the benefits which we are
told a free and cheap press has bestowed

j upon tho Empire.
When we read of Joan of Arc being

: tied to the stake and burnt, we shudder
even now; but how far in excess of all

i physical torture is the retined cruelty o]

j the nineteenth century, whicli compels a
i giri or a woman to be tho companion of a
lustful being who is hardly one remove
from a beast, simply because she is penui-

j less and he has weii-iilled collers ! In the
j great majority of cases it may be salely
assumed that a girl knows nothing what-
ever about the duties and responsibili-
ties of wedded life until she is married.
Such ignorance is not only culpable; it is
positively criminal on the part of those
who have let her go blindfolded to the
altar. Where there has been no love,
how can there ever be any rospect ? Aud

I where the husband sets a bau example—
jas ho often does, particularly in aristo-
cratic liie—who can wonder at the wife
straying into the paths of sin? The

I wonder is, not that there is so little good
! iv the world, but that there is not more
j vice than untortunately exists.

-Marriage, according to the existing sys-
j tern, is, with many women, the first step
j towards demoralization—the initial stop
to Avernus—from which there is no re-
treat. "Allhope abandon ye who enter
here!" Itis a sad and ghastly fact that
a newly-married woman, no matter how
young she may bo, is considered fair
game by all the elderly and youthful

I roues whose position enables them to
! approach her. Every artful wile is prac-

ticed to lead her astray; she is flattered
and fooled to the top ofher bent; money

' is lavished upon her; and, to sum up, she
linds a life of sin so much easier and
more pleasurable than one of virtue that
she too seldoni hesitates before leaping
into it.

Again, ifwe do but consider the num-
ber of opportunities which young aud
middle-aged married women have oi
kicking over the traces, we shall be the
less surprised at the appalling results ol
modern marriage. Where the alliance
has been entirely a question of cash, and
where, as in any great city like London
aud Mew York, women are surrounded
by luxuries aud beset by the most in-
sidious temptations, how can we expect
society of all kinds to be other than it is?
The looseness of the conversation at the
dinner-table, and even in the drawing-
room, has much to do with ruining
women, especially if they be ofthe giddy
and thoughtless kind.

And what shall we say of feminine
dress, which, in this year of grace IN'4,
may be said to have reached the acme of

; indecency and extravagance? It seems
| to be a race with "fashionable" women
who shall wear the most decollete gown
and the largest diamonds. Wheu 1 sco
one of these much-jewelled ladies, I am
reminded of what Juvenal says in his
terrible trenchant aud biting Sixth Satire:

j "There is nothing k woman willnot allow
| herself, nothing she holds disgraceful,
! when she has encircled her neck with
emeralds, and inserted ear-rings of great
value in her ears, stretched with their

j weight." Is it not humiliating to reflect
! that the world is no better now than it
j was in its infaucy—than it was when the

! greatest satirist who ever lived penned
I his scathing denunciations of the women
of old Koine? Juvenal, remember, was

: born iv a small town of the Volsci, about
i the year of Christ 38, yet his Satires are
almost as applicable to the end of the

! nineteenth century as they were to the
I period of which ho wrote.

Let us glance for a moment at the fre-
i quently-discussed union of George Eliot
Iand George Henry Lewes.

They were brought together through
the medium of Herbert Spencer, and in
less than three years, as is evident from
her correspondence, they had become
everything to each other. They could

I not legally marry, inasmuch as Mr.
Lewes' wife was living. J. W. Cross,
who, less than two years after the death
Of Lewes, was married to George Eliot at
the lashionable fane in Hanover square,
says: "Iv forming a judgment on so
momentous a question, it is above all
things necessary to understand what was
actually undertaken and what was actu-
ally achieved; and, in my opinion, this
can be best arrived at, not from outside
statement or arguments, but by consid-
eration of the true honor of the life"
which followed, in the development of
which Mr. Lewes' true character as well
as that of George Eliot, unfolded itself.
George Eliot herself, writing to a lady in
defeuso of her line of conduct, declared:
'"ifthere is any one action or relation in
uiy life which is and always has been
profoundly serious, it is my relation to
Mr. Lewes." In order to allay any
prejudices which her friends may have
bad against her mode of life (says one of
her biographers) she argues the possibil-
ity for two persons to have different
opinions on momentous subjects with
equal sincerity, with an equally earnest
conviction that their respective opinions
are alone the truly moral ones.

"Ifwe differou the subject of marriage
laws," says George Eliot, writing to Mrs.
Bray, the lady above referred to, "I at
least can believe ol you that you cleave to
what you believe to be good; and I don't
know anything in the nature of your
views that should prevent you believing
the same of me. • i: :i One thing I
can tell you in a few words: Lightly and
easily broken ties are what Ineither de-
sire theoretically nor could live for prac-
tically. Women who are satislied with
ties do not do as I have done. That any
unworldly, unsuperstitious person, who
is sufficiently acquainted with the realities
of life, can pronounce my relations with
Mr. Lewes immoral, 1 can only under-
stand by remembering how subtle and
complex are the influences which mold
opinion. From the majority of persons,
of course, we never looked for anything
but condemnation. We are leading uo
life of self-indulgence, except, indeed,
that, being happy iv each other, we find
everything easy. : : : I should not
care to vindicate myself if Idid not love
you, and desire to relieve you of the pain
which you say these conclusions have
given you. Ishould like never to write
atiout myself again—it is not healthy to
dwell on one's own feelings and conduct
—but only try and live more faithfully
and more lovingly every fresh day."

It is, perhaps, hardly necessary for me
to point out what is perfectly well
known —namely, that Lewes and his wife
had previously come to the conclusion
that they could no longer live together.
The world woul| be all the better if we
had more George Eliots—women with
the courage to be true to their hearts aud
their convictions —and fewer of those
women who, in accordance with the mon-
strous law ot societj' that you may com-
mit any number of sins if you can do so
without being found out, lead double
lives, and iustead of elevating themselves
and their husbands by the good inliu-
ence which an honorable attachment
would exercise over them, gradually sink
down and down and become brutalized
under the weight of the dual existence
which they have been beguiled into lead-
ing. These, however, are precisely the
Women who are most severe and unspar-
ing in denouncing the weaker vessels
who have fallen in public estimation,
simply because they have not been suffi-
ciently clever to observe the Eleventh
Commandmeut —"Thou shalt not be
found out!"

1 r un the days when, to go no farther
back, Hogarth painted his "Marriage a la
Mode" down to the present date, our
satirists have made the marriage institu-
tion a target fortheir most pointed shafts.
One eminent writer makes these perti-
nent remarks, Which, I perhaps may be
pardoned for observing, rally bear out
my assertions as urinted above:

"Considering how fashionable mar-
riages originate, it is astonishing that
they do not turn out worse than they
generally do. A man meets a girl iv a
ballroom, admires her, gets into the way
of dancing with her, calls on her parents
acd, perhaps, is asked to dinuer. The

end of the season approaches; she seems
to prefer him to others; the match would
be suitable; he proposes and is accepted.

Whatever the cause and
explanation, a thoroughly united and
loving couple is comparatively seldom to
be met with in good society. •'\u25a0 Finding it terribly dull at home, she in-
vites some of her most favored acquaint-
ances to call on her. Soon one succeeds

;in rendering himself more agreeable
than his rivals and he gradually estab-
lishes his position as permanent cavalier,• and she soon gets so used
to his visits and attractions as to look

;on them as almost necessaries of life. By
degrees the cavalier draws bin intimacy

closer. : • -: Then the woman
i must be v prodigy ifshe is not in great
danger offorfeiting her fair fame."

uur novelists and playwrights base the
great majority of their stories and dra-
matic plots on the unhappitiess of those

i women, And as it is in "society" so it is
linthe ranks ol the middle and lower
middle classes—in fact, tbe bourgeoisie.
Mr. <;il)let, the poulterer, will not allow
his dan ihter to wed the son of Mr. Spratt,
the fishmonger, unless ho has ocular

j demonstration of the fact that Spratt pere
I will"cut uu warm," and vice versa. The
! groat linendraper who has made a fortune
\ by the sale of shirting and huckaback
I urges his son to marry into the ranks of

It is only uti rare occasions tliat we hear

! tho marriage tie." This is well, lor, re-
: metnboriuu what .society is, and has long

been, it would puzzle a Babbage to tell

; which still hovers over the institution of
marriage. A primary evil ofthe existing
institution of marriage is the mad haste

| with which many matrimonial alliances
; are concluded. The young couple who are
I to be "joined together inkoly matrimony"
i sou one another, so to speak, in false
j colors—at all events, not in their own

| characters. They are thrown together
forashort time, wben both are decked
<»nt in the most attractive manner, and

' usually under circumstances which do
i not admit ofany but tho merest puerili-

ties ofthe day being gossiped about. A
j tew lia.ity conversations at parties, where
everything is artificial, and everybody
playing a part; an occasional chat in the

i drawing-room, where the girl's mother

I saying; a stolen meeting in the park or
elsewhere—these are oiten the onlyop-

| portunities offered tho husband and wife
j of the future to become acquainted with
i each other.

"Acquaintance" is indeed the right
! word lor it; inasmuch as their knowledge

of one another rarely or never develops
into anything more until the clergyman

j iiiis mado them one. Hut, indeed, it may
I be stated us an incontestible fact that un-
j der the present conditions of social lifeit
] takes years for people to know each other
j at all Intimately; yet, fin face of this draw-

i back, parents willingly give their con-
i sent to the marriage of their children,
! well knowing that the young girl and the
i young man are absolutely without any,
I even the smallest, knowledge of each
j other's real character, temperament, dis-
j position, and good or bad qualities. Op-

| portutlity of talking over tho serious
i matters inseparable from that existence
into which they are about to plunge, un-

; reflecting, yet nevertheless responsible,
, they have never had. Each is more or
j less infatuated with tne oiher; and that is
the Alpha and Omega of their wooiug.

A man no sooner endeavors to fathom
the ideas, capabilities, and general char-
acter of a girl to whom he has been
drawn more than to another, than his

| evident partiality for her is misinter-

I is it not a crying shame and scandal that

; .surely a woman who oilers herself for
money in tho street is a lesser offender

i than one who sells herself at the altar for
J a lortune. Tho former, indeed, does less
| positive harm to the community than the
i latter, who is guilty of bringing into the
world children for whom she has no real
affection, and who are too ofteu the fruit
of a transient animal passion.

Even worse are the marriages ofigno-
rance, which, alas! only to often become
criminal marriages. When mothers take
less trouble over the accomplishments
aud appearance of their children, and
more over the early formation oftheir
characters and dispositions; wheu,

i instead of bedizening them with
[jewelry, tricking them out in
j purple and tine linen, and rushing them
| into marriage, for no other reason than
jto get rid of them because there are others
j growing up, and because they are crazy
to secure for their offspring big incomes

| and what is fatuously termed "social po-
I sition"; when mothers steadfastly and
| determinedly impress upon their prog-
eny the absolute necessity of deep con-

> sideration and reflection bolore taking a
jstep which can never bo retraced, and| which, if hastily and thoughtlessly j
jtaken, may embitter and perhaps ruin

I several lives; when mothers become theI true guides, teachers and loving ad-
\u25a0 visors of their children, iustead ot being,
: as now, their covert enemies; when they
I impress upon them that a passing fancy
I or a spasmodic passion must not be mis-
i taken for love, and that love which
j tis not based on mutual respect will
; never serve as the foundation of married
jhappiness; and when they teach them! that marriage was not instituted for tho
simple purpose of getting them "well

\u25a0 provided for"-in other words, enabling
them to live the lives of drones; when, in

| short, mothers will no longer think it
i "wrong" to discuss marriage and its al-
| tendant responsibilities with their daugh-
I ters, but will initiate them into the duties
; and requirements of wedded life, and
look upon them as their best friends mi-

i stead of as burdens and ignorant beings,
| from whom everything relating to tho in-
nermost lite of woman, or of man, must be

jjealously hidden, whilegirlsmust only be
i permitted to see the artificialside of life,
! and be callously left to find out the rest
| for themselves—-then, and not till then,
| shall we have moral marriages, unions of
\u25a0 hearts and souls, in which the characters
oi' both men aud women will be elevated,

i purified and developed; unions in which
; both husband and wife can truly say-
not only at the altar, but every day of

i their lives—that tiiey will "love, honor
and respect" each other.

! need is a little general spirit-awakening
lor the common good, directed in a
proper, business-like way, and the result

\u25a0 will be returned to us in a grand revival
! of prosperity.

These visitors to our State, seeking
i homes for themselves and their frinnds,
I perhaps, naturally expect when they ar-
rive here to meet with some authorized
person from whom they can gather the
information they perhaps came hero for.

Itseems to mo to bo one of the most
important matters for consideration for
our citizens at once. It is customary
elsewhere, and with a small convenient
headquarters established a vast lot of de-
tail work can be inaugurated to make ita
popular place, and the seed sown would
soon take root, and good results would,
and must be, the inevitable result.

Eds. Record-Union: I think that all

agree in this: the more quiet a city can
become in the residence portion, the more
desirable does it become for homes. Es-
pecially must the home portion of a city
be quiet by night. In most places there
are strict rules guarding the quiet of
night, and the peace of all must not be
disturbed. In general, no one could com-
plain of our city for quiet by night, but
with one exception.

"Soon as the evening shades prevail"
certain shady individuals appear also
and make night hideous with their heath-
enish yells. While the ordinances forbid
wagons, "cycles," etc., from the side-
walks, those roll their wagons up and
down tho sidewalks with impunity, and
thus increase their nightly disturbances.
Were there but one to a street and an
evening no person would lind fault; but
the sounds of one are only dying out
when another is heard drawing near, fol-
lowing right after.

But the numbers might bo endured,
did they pass by moderately quiet and
dispose of their "wares." This they do
not; rather do they vie with one another
in making noise. Tho weary ones at
home are disturbed, the sick and fever-
parched are startled from their beds, and
surely all who will stop to think, or will
go abroad to see how carefully the qmet j
of night is guarded elsewhere, will come
to pronounce the tamale-venders of Sac-
ramento unbearable nuisances. May we
not expect this business stopped, or at
ieast regulated, and kept within the
bounds of good sense? It will certainly
be to the interest of our city of homes to
look into this matter. A Citizen.

SENT TO JAIL.
A Mother and Daughter "Who Are on

the Down Grade.
The residents of the block between O

aud P, Fifth and Sixth streets, will now
have a respite for three months from the
disturbances caused almost daily at the
Silverlock mansion in the alley. Yester-
day Justice Devine found Mrs. Silver-
lock guilty ofkeeping a disorderly house,
and her daughter, May Brady, ofdisturb-
ing the peace, and sentenced them both
to the County Jail for ninety days.

The testimony of Officer Kutberford
and other residents of the block showed
that while Mr. Silverlock was absent
from home every day, working hard to
support his family of seven children,
Mrs. Sllverlock and her very tough
daughter spent their time in entertaining !
both white aud black loafers aud guz- j
zling beer.

Foul language and riotous doings were j
ofalmost daily occurrence, and the neigh- |
borhood was scandalized until it could
stand it no longer.

Mr. Silverlock was in court and asked j
for leniency on behalf of his wife, saying j
he had no relatives to care for his children
if their mother should be sent to jail.

Justice Devine said they could not pos-
sibly bo worse off than they had been,
aud thut the only way to teach Mrs. Sil-
verlock a lesson was to uunish her.
