WasuixgroN, March 28, —Minister
Bayard has been pressing upon the atten=
tion of the British Foreign Office the
necessity of speedy action upon the
modus vivendi, relative to seal fisheries,
by one on broader lines to conform more |
closely to the decision of the arbitrators.

There is reason to believe that the Brit-
ish Embassador here will soon receive
authority to consummate such an agree-
ment, by which the small differences re-
specting the extentof the closed zone will
be adjusted on the basis of the forty-sec-
ond parallel. This would make it im-
possible for sealing vessels to lawfully
take seals anywhere in the Pacific north
of the boundary between California and
Oregon after May 1sL 5

It is understood the main point of dif=
ference arises from the insistence of the
British Government that warning be
served on the Canadian sealers who go
into the forbidden seas befure the agree-
ment is ratified, as preliminary to seizure.
Secretary Gresham has taken the ground
that the vessels have already had suft-
ficient warning in the publication of the
discussion of the arbitraters and their de-
cision, This point, however, does not
appear to involve a ditference so radical
as to threaten an amicable understanding.

Secretary Gresham had an interview
with the President to-day after Sir Julian
Pauncefote’s visit, and an evidence of
the intention of the Administration
was afforded by the selection of vessels
for the patrol fleet, and the beginning of
the preparation for the sailing orders of
the fleet. The vessels designed for the
service are the Mohican, Captain C. E,
Clark; the Yorktown, Captain Folger;
the Alert, Captain Morgan; the Benning-
ton, Captain . M. Thomas; the Kuuge}',
Captain Longnecker; the Adams, Captain |
Brice; the Concord, Captain Goodrich;
the Petrel, Captain Emery; the revenue
cutters Bear, Kush and Corwin, and the
Yish Commission vessel Albatross.

The patrol will include twelve service-
able vessels, and, with one exception, the

2ush, they will probably all be ready to
assume their position by the 1st of May,
and follow the ;seal herds north from the
California boundary line as soon as they
appear, making it warm for the poachers
who may seek to operate in the North
Pacific and Behring Sea this season,
W hile Captain Clark of the Mohican is |
the senior officer of the fleet, it has not |
yet been decided which of the fleet shall |
act as flagship.

Admiral Walker started from Washing- |
ton this sevening for San Francisco, to
take the steamer om April 5th for Hono- |
lulu.

Loxpox, March 28.—Attorney-General
Sir Charles Russell will introduce in the
House of Commons to-morrow a bill pro-
viding for the proper enforcement of
Bebring Sea arbitration. There is no
guestion of a new modus vivendi. It is |
understood that the bill will not be op- |
posed.

Nir Charles Tupper, Canadian Com-
mwissioner to London, who was one of the
DBritish agents at the Behring Seatribunal
of arbitration in Paris, held a long inter-
view to-day with Sir Kobert Meade at the
Foreign Oflice. Sir Charles expresses |
the opinion that although it would bave |
been preferable to have had no delay in
legalizing the award of the tribunal of |
arbitration, there was every reasonto |
believe all the countries concerned in the
seal fisheries would peacefully conformn |
to the award directly on legalizing. |

PROCEEDINGS IN CONGRESS,

Contested Election Cases Under Con- |
sideration in the House.

WasniNaroN, March 28, —When the
Speaker’s gavel fell to-day there were less
than eighty members on the tloor. The
House proceeded with some routine busi-
ness pending a report expected from the
Rules Committee on the disposition of
the contested election cases of O’Neil-Joy
and English-Hillborn,

Letters from the Secretary of the Treas-
ury and Attorney-General were trans-
mitted, asking for additional appropria- |
tions for the Secret Service and the
United States courts,

Outhwaite, from the
Rules, reported a rule limiting debate to
two hours each en the election cases, the
final vote then to be taken. Outhwaite
demanded the previous question on the
adoption of the rule. The vote on order-
ing the previous question resulted 164 to
nothing.

Reed made the point of no quorum.

The Speaker voted in tbe aflirmative,
The result was greeted with applause,

This is the first time for a week that the
Democrats have mustered a quorum.

Reed criticised the disposition to hustle |
the cases through the House without dis-
cussion. He said the purpose of the RRe- |
publicans had been to call atiention to a |
great outrage, the House and country |
being in the habit of paying little atten-
tion to election cases,

Outhwaite regplied by saying that more
time tor discusSsion otf these cases in the |
first place had been oftered. He also re-
yiewed the action of the Fifty-tirst Con-
gress on election cases and pointed out
the quick manner in which cases were |
then disposed of. [

Reed moved to recommit the rule, with
instructions to report a rule allowiug
turther time,

The Speaker was inclined to think this |
motion should not be entertained. |

Reed argued the case on constitutional |
grounds,

The Speaker held the motion to re-|
commit equivalent to a proposition to |
amend. Amendments were not in order |
afler the previous question had been or- |
dered. Therefore the motion of the gen- |
tieman from Maine was not in order. i

On the question of adopting the report
of the committee, Outhwaite demanded
the ayes and nays. The division having |
developed the lack of a quorum, the Re- |
publicans again refrained from voting.

The resolution of the Committee on
Elections declaring Joun J. (’Neil en-
titied to the seat for the Eleventh District
of Missouri was read.

After argument for and against contest-
ant, the vote recurred on the substitute
for the report of the majority of the com- |
mittee presented by the minority declar- |
ing Mr. Joy entitled to his seat. The vote
resulted: Yeas 102, nays 146, The sub- |
stitute was rejected.

NICARAGUA CANAL,

Favorable Action Expected Looking to
a Reorganization of the Company.

WasHINGTON, March 28,—The Senate
Committee on Foreign Relations has un-
der consideration bills looking to the re-
organization of the Nicaragua Canal Com-
pany, and {riends of the enterprise in the
Senate are very hopeful of securing a
favorable report at an early day. The
sub-committee to consider the details of
the question and to prepare a bill, it is
understood, is to submit a report to the
jull committee to-day recommending the

adoption of Senator Morgan’s bill with |

some amendments.

T'his bill provides for the reorganiza-
tion of the canal company with a capital
stock of 1,000,000 shares of $100 each, ior

the issuance of Londs, the payment of |
which will be guaranteed by the National |
| Treasury, and for the cancellation of the
{ old company, and preseribing the miethod

of procedure under the Organization Act.,
it is not supposed the bill will go through
the commitiee without opposition. How-
ever, it i1s thougit there will be a safe ma-
Jority for the biil in committee, and there
1s little doubt the bill will go on the
calendar with a favorable report.

Friends of the bill assert that the
scheme for building a canal across the
isthimus under the auspices of the United
States bas made material progress in pub-

| lic estimation within the past few years,
|and attention is called to the fact by a
