
HOUBERT'S ARMY HAS VANISHED.

The Industrial Forces Fade From
Sight in the Sierras.

Sixteen Box Cars Bore Them Away

Yesterday on Their Journey to

Washington.

The Industrial Army has come and
gone and left but little trace of its pas-

The main body left Oakland yesterday

morning on seven freight cars, in spite of
their refusal the night before to travel in
such an undignified manner and arrived
here at noon. The roofs ofthe cars were
covered with men and their baggage,
while on every car was displayed an
American nag and banners calling for
contributions.

They were carried through the oity out
to Agricultural Park, where they were
quartered in the grand stand and dinner
was served to them about an hour later.
A thousand loaves of bread and a thou-
sand pounds of beef and bologna sausage
had been contributed by residents and
the men who had eaten nothing since the
alternoon before were fed.

It was not known at that time how
long they would stay here, but Mayor
Steinman bestirred himself energetically
to start them on their way. He com-
municated with the Southern Pacifio
Company and managed to secure advan-
tageous terms on the part of the city
from the company to transport the men
to Ogden, and at 4:30 o'clook they left
here. Sixteen freight cars bore them on
their way out of the State, and as they
left they gave three cheers for the Mayor
and Sacramento.

"Major-General" Houbert, who has
been here for several days arranging for
their reception, and "Colonels" Baker
and Kelly, who had charge of the main
body in Oakland, evidently are in con-
flictas to who is paramount in authority.
Houbert stated to a Kecokd-Union re-
porter that Kelly was a newcomer in the
army and threw up a fr2o-a-week position
ivorder to join it, and had made all the
trouble in Oakland. On the other band,
Baker supports Kelly, and claims that
the railroad company promised them
seven passenger coaches.

That the men, if unemployed, are not
all so by necessity, would seem to be
indicated by the fact that two men work-
ing at good wages in a livery stabie here,
whose employer was satisfied with them
and who made no complaint, left yester-
day to join the army. Three men who
were working for the Street improve-
ment Company on J street also quit
work and joined them, and two laborers
quit in another place.

The men were orderly while here and
various opinions were expressed. One

Eeraon who was with them for about an
our and listened to and watched them

quite closely, expressed tbe opinion that
about 60 per cent, were genuine working-
men, who really wished work if they
could find it.

Other people thought a very small per-
centage wanted to work, and that the rest
wanted simply to live without it and saw
in this plan a good opportunity. It is
stated that ex-Chief of Police Dillman
said he recognized in their ranks several
ex-convicts and men whom he bad ar-
rested and who subsequently served
terms in the State's Prison.

The pledge the men are required to
take binds them to support the Constitu-
tion of the United States and that of the
army, never to violate any law of the
United States or that ofany State or Ter-
ritory in which they may be and never to
aid or abet any riotous conduct, to re-
spect the rights of property and law and
order and to do nothing that will throw
discredit on the army,

How far they will keep their pledges
remains to be seen, but there was no
complaint to be made of their conduct
while here.

Itwas estimated, as the men entered
the cars, that 1,360 of them went off on
the train.

When the train pulled out "Captain"
Mitchell, who organized a company here,
and who had had a quarrel with "Colo-
nel" Baker, refused to go and said he
would go on the overland at night.
"Major-General" Houbert and "Lieuten-
ant" White also remained behind to take
the same train.

What had threatened to be a very un-
pleasant temporary accession to our pop-
ulation was admirably handled by Mayor
Steinman, President Lawton and Chiel
of Police Drew, and too much praise can-
not be accorded to them for their excel-
lent management of tbe affair. In addi-
tion to the transportation secured for the
arWy, the city issued rations to it for four
days.

VARIETY IN COURT.
Handsome Brady Objects to Appear-

ing—Damon Is Sent to Jail.
The calendar of the Police Court was

soon disposed of yesterday morning.
The case of A. L. Barbiere, charged

with vagrancy, was continued till Thurs-
day at Ip. M. on the request of W. A.
Anderson, his attorney.

The charge of embezzlement against
Milton S. Halsey was dismissed on mo-
tion of the City Attorney, he stating that
there was not evidence to convict and
the charge should never have been made.

When the name of "Handsome" Brady
was called Bailiff Hardy answered,
"Your honor, Mr. Brady declines to
come into court and McManus is reason-
ing with him aud applying moral suasion
to fit his case." *

When Brady appeared, Jailer McManus
having succeeded in "persuading him,
he asked to have the case continued, but
as he gave no reason the court denied his
motion aud the jjnerk noted Mr. Brady's
exception.

McManus testified that he sent Brady
to get a saw filed and he got drunk. He
did so on every chance he gets.

The court sentenced him to twenty days
In the County Jail.

E. Damon was obarged with battery in
cuttiug Loom Quong on the foot with a
shovel.

Officer Ash testified that he saw the
Chinaman trying to get on the car after
some boys. He saw the defendant strike
at tbe Chinaman several times with his
shovel. Another man who was on a car
was striking at the Chinaman's head
with a shovel.

Witness found that Quong was out and
he arrested the defendant.

Damon swore that he only pushed the
Chinaman. He did not strike him at all.
The shovel must have fallen on his feet.

The court sentenced him to twenty
days in the County Jail.

The examination of John Ryan for
robbery was continued till next Tues-
day.

In the afternoon Harry Johnson,
charged with stealing a horse and cart
from in front of Wachhorst's store, was
partially examined and the case contin-
ued till Thursday.

H. C. TRAINOR.
The Well-Known Citizen Dies Sud-

denly on a Railroad Train.
The family of H. C. Trainor last night

received the painful news of his death in
a railway coach near Needles, on the
Arizona border.

Mr. Trainor left this city on Thursday
afternoon to visit his cattle ranch near
Navajo Springs, Arizona, and the news
ofhis death was a surprise to his family
and friends here. He had been troubled
withheart complaint ever since a severe
attack ofillness that he underwent a fewyears ago, and it is supposed his death
resulted from that cause.

I'eceased came to Sacramento in 1850,
and lor many years was in Dartnership
with ex-Mayor Chris Green in the
market business on X street, near Sec-
ond. He was a native of New York and
03 years of age.

He was a member of the Exempt Fire-
men's Association, and always occupied
a prominent place in the ranks of Sacra-
mento's merchants and the better class of
citizens. He leaves a wife and several
sons. The body will be brought here for
burial.

Convict Edwards, tho Man ofDiamond

graph of convict Edwards, one of the
men engaged in the Wachhorst diamond
robbery a year ago.

He immediately recognized the portrait
as that of George Edwards, alias Edward
J. Hazeltine, a youth who used to hang
about the police station much of the time
prior to tho Wachhorst robbery. He
came hero from Sau Francisco with a let-
ter of introduction and recommendation
from Mike Smith, tbe politician, to Chief
of Police Kodgers, and the latter procured
him employmeut ou the electric railroad.

Edwards, or Hazeltine, ran away from
here with a young woman, and was found
at Santa Kosa, where he passed himself
off as a nephew of Kodgers.

The Fruit-Growers' Movement.

Eds. Record-Union: Probably no
one man has done more for the fruit-
shippers of California than H. Wein-
stock of this city. It was he who first
suggested the advantages of the auction
system for the disposition of deciduous
fruits from this coast, and in order to
demonstrate the feasibility of his plans,
the prominent cities of the East were
visited by him and commission mer-
chants were induced to sell our fruit by
the auction system.

Hence it is that his recent letter in the
Rkcobd-UNION on the "Wealth of Co-
operation of the Eruit Interests" has at-
tracted more than ordinary attention.

In its incipiency the California Eruit
Union made auction sales of California
fruit possible and shipments increased
aud were profitable. Rates were reduced,
better facitles afforded shippers and other
organizations of less importance came
into the field. Competition became great
and commissions were reduced and new
markets opened, until it became possible
for associations or individuals sending
ten carloads during the season to do so
with equal advantage with the parent
organization.

This has continued until the present
time, when the California Fruit Union,
having outlived its usefulness, the Board
of Directors of that institution very
sensibly (though I believe without the
authority of a majority of its stockhold-
ers) decided that the shipping interests
could be best served without its assist-
ance, and have discontinued business as
a union.

The complete success of the auction
jsystom having been established, aud it
now being possible to introduce Califor-
nia fruit into the groat cities ol the United
States, as well as those cities of minor
importance, the thing now remaining to
be accomplished is an equal distribution
of such fruit, to prevent the continuous
glutting of some markets while others
are never fully supplied.

The suggestion of Mr. Weinstock, for
the establishment ofa Bureau of Informa-
tion, to be located in Sacramento, whoso
business it shall be to receive daily bulle-
tins from sac~ markets aud relating to
the condition of the same—such informa-
tion to be disseminated among the ship-
pers—is a step in the right direction. A
still greater advantage to be derived from
such a bureau would be that intelligent
information could then be giveu each
shipper or association of the uumber of
cars leaving Sacramento daily and the
destination of such cars—such being im-
possible where many associations are
each and all of them striving for what
are deemed the best markets and shipping
with no concert of action.

The plan through which all this may
be accomplished isjthrough a central or-
ganization as suggested by Mr. Wein-
stock. That a call shall be issued through
the Rural Press or Fruit Grower for a
State convention to be held in this city at
an early date, to which convention all
fruit shippers shall be eligible as dele-
gates.

A State organization can then be ef-
fected and the governing board may be
chosen from the different localities in tbe
State, who shall in turn arrange the re-
maining details and select a manager.
County organizations may then be es-
tablished and intelligent and concerted
action carried on.

In a communication of this sort
naturally details must be overlooked,
but it is sincerely hoped that such a call
shall be speedily issued, and would sug-
gest that such convention be hold in

Sacramento not later than April 25th.

THOSE RAISED ORDERS.
Said to Have Been the Work of An-

other Thau Fresco.

There is some reason for believing that
L. Fresco, the young man who was ar-
rested" in this city the other day on sus-
picion of having raised certain orders on

two banks and obtained the money there-
on, is innocent of wrong-doiug. Yester-
day two men were in the city who claim
to be proprietors of the Commercial Di-
rectory (a New York concern), for which
Fresco was collecting money. They
stated that last year they sent a solicitor
out here to obtain advertisements, and
paid him a commission on all the orders
be returned.

These men say they brought Fresco out
to assist them in making the collections,
and that the orders, ifraised from the or-
iginal amounts, were raised by the so-
licitor, whose whereabouts they do not
know. They claim to have paid him
commissions on the full sums repre-
sented in the orders, and say they have
also been victimized and are anxious to
have him arrested.

The local banks that were defrauded
sent a detective over to Stockton to ascer-
tain if tho orders in Fresco's books, from
citizens of that place, had also been
raised, and he reports that they had. Or-
ders for $5 were raised to §50, and those
for 82 to $25.

It i9asomewhat singular case, and
may bear considerable investigation.

A GOOD WOMAN GONE.
Death of Mrs. Martha Quaid, an Old

Resident of This city.

Mrs. Martha Jane Quaid, widow of the
late Patrick S. Quaid, at one time propri-
etor of the Philadelphia Hotel in this
city, died yesterday afternoon after a
week's illness.

Mrs. Quaid was an old resident of this
city, and several years ago resided for
some time in Eureka, Nev., where she
was favorably known.

The deceased was an aunt of W. A.
Gett, Jr., of this city, and leaves two
stepchildren, James and Martha Hicks,
the latter at present being a teacher in the
Oak Park school.

Mrs. Quaid leaves a host of friends to
mourn her loss, was a native of Alabama,
and at the time of her death was 54 years
of age.

The funeral will take place to-morrow
afternoon at 1 o'clock.

DOWN THE RIVER
Pumping on Ryer Island—The Old

River Ferry.

The Rio Vista Xews contains the fol-
lowing items of interest:

It is rumored that William Cook, an

A new boiler and engine arrived last
week for tbe operation of tbe Ryer Island
pump on Elk Slough. Tbe threshing en-
gine which has been in use was found
inadequate. Mr. Thomas says they are
lowering the wate: a quarter of an inch a
day.
It is the intention of F. C. Lauritzen,

proprietor of tbe Old River Ferry, to
make a decided change in tbe running

j and management of the ferry the coming
I summer. If satisfactory arrangements
can be made Mr. Lauritzen proposes to
put a cable from the mainland to Grand
island, another between Grand and Bran-
nan Islands, and still another from Bran-
nan Island to the mainland. An engine
will be put on the scow, and in this way
one man will be enabled to operate the
system, and the ferry will cross at all
hours. If this change can be brought
about a reduction In rates willbe made,
and the ferry prove indispensable to river
traffic in the future.

End ofa Busy Life.
A dispatch from Stockton to the Reo

obd-Union last evening states that Will-
iam H. Butterick, a well-known farmer,
who had lived near Stockton since 1861,
died suddenly yesterday afternoon from

a stroke of apoplexy in that city. He
was 62 years ofage and the head ofa fam-
ily.

Mr. Buttenck was the builder of the
Sacramento levee system, and hauled the
first load of earth for the construction of
the Central Pacific Railroad.

DIED AT DENVER

That City Loses a Competent and Pop-
lar Weather Observer.

Observer Barwick received the follow-
ing notice of the death of Weather Bu-
reau Observer Joseph J. Gilligan, who
died in Denver March 2d. The Chief of
the Weather Bureau says:

"Although Mr. Gilligan was ill for
some months, he continued at his post of
duty until the day of his death. During
his connection with the Signal Corps and
Weather Bureau, covering a period of
over tweuty-tive years, Mr. Gilligan
served at a number of important stations,
at each of which he wa3 noted for close
application to his work and untiring zeal
in his efforts to advance, extend and pop-
ularize the usefulness of the Weather
Bureau.

"While connected with the Colorado
State Weather Service, as its director, he
did much to make the organization of
practical value to the citizens of that
State. He will be remembered with tho
kindliest feelings by his former asso-
ciates, and in his death the Weather Bu-
reau has lost one of its most worthy ob-
servers."
