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Ogdew, April 9.—This has been one of
the momentous days in the history of j
Ogden. The hearing for an injunction
against the Southern Pacific Railroad j
Company restraining it from unloading j
or allowing the Industrial Army to re- !

main in Ogden or in the Territory of j
Utah, was had before Chief Justice Mer-
rittsod Associate Justice Miner. It ap-
peared from the evidence of the officers
of the army that it was composed of
vagrants and tramps and men who
started from San Francisco without either
food or bedding, and with but scant j
clothing; that their transportation was j
paid from San Francisco to Oaklaud by
the Mayor of San Francisco; that their
fare from ((aklaud to Sacrameuto was
paid by contributions fror^ the citizens of
< 'akland, and that their fare from Sacra-
mento to Ogden was paid by the Mayor
of Sacramento, but nothing whatever
was paid by any members ol the army.
it also transpired that Governor West
served notice upon the officers, agents
and the attorney of the company last Sat-
urday noon forbidding the men to bo
brought into the Territory; that the Gov-
ernor was told by tho Superintendent of
the company that the train was side-
tracked in Nevada, waiting for tho mat-
ter to be satisfactorily adjusted, and that
the Governor did not know of tho inten-
tion of tiie company to bring the men to
Ogdeu until alter 4 o'clock Sunday after-
noon, when he was informed that they
would be here at<i:ls. He took steps im-
mediately to secure an injunction, which
was served upon tho Superintendent
twenty minutes before the train arrived,
lorhidding the company bringing the
men into Ogdeu, or permitting them to
leave the cars.

To-night, after a full hearing of the j
ra .'. the court issued a permanent in- j
junction, requiting the railroad to keep j
the men con tinea in the twenty-seven
cars in which they were transported; to ;
remove them and not to permit them to
remain :u the Territory. It is expected
that the company will obey the order
of the court and immediately remove
the men from the Territory; otherwise
summary proceeding will be taken to re-
lurn the men to California.

the militia and a strong police force
are here on duty, closely guarding the
men, and are prepared to enforce tbe or-
der Of the court.

This evening Judges Miner and Mer-
rill signed a mandatory restraining order
on the railroad restraining it from keep-

., tho industrial Army,
brought l-y tbe company "unlawfully
into said Territory," aud ordering them
all back into the twenty-seven box cars,
or from keeping any portion ol" the army
Hi the cars any longer in the Territory
than is absolutely necessary to haul them
away. 'Ibis means that the Southern Pa-
i : c Railroad must at once carry the
army back from whence it came. Itis
impossible to ascertain whether the com-
pany will comply with the order to-
night, iv tho morning, or at all.

It is stated that United Statos Marshal
Hrigham wiil enforce the order com-
pelling the men to return to the box cars
at once The result of the injunction has
caused much excitement, as it is known
that there will be great danger of" trouble
in enforcing it. the Industrials having re-
peatedly asserted that they will not go
back.

Developments of an exciting nature
may be looked for.

Judge .Marshall, attorney lor the
Southern Pacific Company, gave notice'
ot appeal to the Supreme Court fromthe
order ofthe lowei court. He asked lor a
stay ot execution until the appeal could
be heard. The request was denied by tho
Court.

At this hour (11:30 r. m.) Marshal
Brighaui is swearing in sixty Deputy
Marshals. He had no difficulty in gel-
ting all the men ho wanted. Notice is to
be served on Superintendent Knapp of
the Southern Pacific within an hour.

So :arasthe Union Pacific is concerned
that company will not furnish transpor-
lotion for the army. The (ieneral Mana-
ger of the Wyoming division has been
advised to protect the interests of the
Union Pacific Company, and not allow
the army of tbe Commonweal to come
J last unless the unemployed are able to
pay their transportation.

The officials at headquarters said: "The
I nion Pacific will not recede from the
position taken unless the army can pay
its fare on our line. We don't believe in
moving large bodies of men across the
country in the lace of opposition locali-
ties baviug enough unemployed of their
own to take care ot Many communities
between Ogden and Omaha aro already
burdened with hundreds of men in idle-

viioin they feel in duty bound to
protect. To move this huge body irom
Ogden to the river would mean additional I
hardship on Omaha citizens pending I

further disposition east of the I
river."

superintendent Knapp was interviewed
late to-night by au Associated 1 resa re-
porter, and stated that ho would do
what he could to follow out the spirit of
the order of the court, and that at 6
o'clock to-morrow morning lie will ad-
vise the Industrials to board the box
cars and peacefully submit to being car-
ried back.

A HP MANE ACT.
San Francisco.Aprils.—C.F. Crocker,

First Vice-President of the Southern
Pacific Company, was to-day asked what
the company would do if complaint
ahould be made that the interstate com-
merce law had been violated by taking
1,000 members of tbe industrial Army out
of California, across Kevada and into
Utah for £800 when the regular rate would
have called foi £

"1, for one, would like to be convicted 'if we have transgressed the law," re-
sponded Mr. Crocker. "Ihave a curios-
ity to know what the courts could do in
such a case. Tue interstate commerce
law appears bo be against such a-proced- I
tire, but could a court decide that a com-
pany should refuse to move such a !
crowd of men in a way convenient to
itself aud incidentally remunerative to a I
certain degree, when to refuse would be j
to invite the forcible incursions ol" those j
men? Tbe company was obliged to do as j
it did, or, if they declined to do bo, the
men would have ridaen anyhow. We
have bad experience, and we know what
it means when a large body of men like
that takes a notion to chauge their loca-
tion."

"It was the only sensible thing we
could do," said Superintendent Fillmore,
"this making ol" -a charity rate for those

poor fellows. Itwa*a humane act that
bad to be performed, regardless of the j
legal effect. Those unfortunate men
wanted to get on the road toward their
homes, and we helped them. Ifthe law
wonts to punish us for that, I guess we
can stand it."

'•Will you obey tho Utah authorities
and haul those men back to California?"
was asked.

"-Not much; not unless they pay full
fare," was Mr. Fillmore's reply.

TKol lll.H ANTICIPATED AT RENO.
Reno (Nev.), April 9.—Captain Kelly

of the Industrial Army passed through
this morning, en route to Ogden. He said j
he would hold the main division there or i
at Salt Lake until their arrival. Tho regi-
ment here numbers eighty-two, and |
many other recruits are still here. This j
afternoon 110 of them paraded tho streets, i
led by a bearer of the stars and stripes
and a drummer.

The railroad company having given
notice that it would not transport the J
members of the Industrial Army now
here for less than regular rales, the. citi-
zens of Reno held a mass meeting to con-
sider the situation. Resolutions were
adopted declaring that the assembling of
large bodies of men, with the express
purpose of intimidating the legislative
branch of our Government, is a menace
to the Nation at large; that it is the duty
of each community to deal with- the
emergency in its ineipency, instead of
passing it along ivaggravated form to
neighboring communities; that tbeciti-l
zens of Reno propose to discharge their j
duty as a community, and stop the fur-
ther congregation in Reno ofthe so-called !
Industrial Army by legal process, and if
that fails, means efficient lor the purpose j
will be found.

The Sheriff was instructed to hand the j
resolution to the industrial leaders, with
instructions that if these resolutions aro I
disregarded and the men are found here
alter the departure of tue train to-night, !
the leaders will be arrested. The mili- j
tary company assembled, and deputies!
were sworn in to enforce the order. The
army, eighty-five in number, refused to ;
disband, and asked until to-morrow noon j
to get out. Their request was granted, j
The Major of the army boarded the east- I
bound passonger train to-night for Wads- '.
worth, and two men got seats on a brake- !
beam. Others attempted to board tho j
traiu, but after backing down the track it j
Hew through the town at the rate of!
sixty miles au hour, and they were left j
behind. The industrials say they are \
going East, aud do not intend to walk, so j
trouble is anticipated if they can not |
board trams.

Sax Francisco, April9. —Elections for \
local officers occurred in a Dumber of in-
terior towns throughout California to-
day. Where party lines were drawn tho
Republicans appear to have been success-
ful in a majority of instances, but in a
considerable number of elections there
was no political issue.

HALOCAUST AT MILWAUKEE.

Terrible Results of a Fire in a'
Theater Building.

NINE LIVES LOST AND SIX PEOPLE

SERIOUSLY INJURED.

Four Children Killed and a Number of

Other Persons Seriously Injured,

the Result of a Panic In a Chicago

School, Caused by the Bursting of\u25a0

a Pipe—Stairs of the Building \u25a0

Covered With tho Bodies ot Uncon-

scious little Ones.

Milwaukee (Wis.), April 9s.—The

Davidson Theater, the finest in Milwau-
kee and one of the handsomest and cost- '

{

liest buildings in the country, was de-
stroyed by a lire which broke out j
between 1 and ;"> o'clock this morning. \
The valuable scenery carried by the j
Lilliputians, worth a largo sum, is all \u25a0

gone. The theater roof, on which a score
or more ofiiremen stood, went down and <

the men were carried with it. Some i

were rescued from the llames by com-
rades, who risked their lives to drag out

tho forms ofthe dead and injured. Seven
or eight men were soon brought out, aud
those able to speak said there must be ten
more in the ruins. The burning roof had
fallen on them and they were roasted to |
death if not killed in the plunge from the
roof. Several meu workiug in the j
theater were caught by tho falling tim- i

bers and other portions of the roof, mak- j
ing tho rescue of the imprisoned men im- |

possible.
Nine liremen are dead and six are seri- I

onsly injured as the result of the lire,
which mysteriously started in the roof of
the building at 4:20 o'clock this morning.
Tho loss of the building, scenery and
equipments of the Liliputiao Company,
aggregates $300,000, on which there is an
insurance ofsbO,ooo, of which $10,000 is'
carried by the owners of the Lilliputians.
Their loss will be $72,000.

Twenty firemen were upon the roof of i
the building working under the direction j
of the chiefs, and it was thought that tho
bla/.e was under control, when suddenly
the roof seemed to bulgo under their feet, i

and in a moment every man was pitched !
into the auditorium of tho theater, some;
falling into the parquette and others upon j
the balconies.

Assistant Chief Bevere was on the roof
at the time ofthe crash, but escaped with-
out injury. John Gee went down with
the roof. He was pinned down with the i
bricks, but slipped out of his clothing |
aud escaped, though badly bruised aud l
burned.

Deeds of heroism were numerous.
Michael Dunuvapt of one of the lire tugs
slid down a rope, made it fast to several
men who were imprisoned b3 T tho iiames,
and then climbed the rope and to tho
roof Of the Davidson Hotel, which es-
caped destruction. Later tho tire took a
now start, and amid tho groans and !
shouts of the imprisoned men, the work
ofrescue began and was kept up until
8 o'clock to-night, when the eighth body '
was taken out and the work abandoned
until to-morrow, with only one corpse to j
remove, that of Third Assistant Chief!
Jansen, brother of Chiefof Police Janson. j

Those rescued and taken to the Emer-
gency Hospital are as follows: Lieuten-
ant Curran, probably fatally hurt; Fred
Martbe, foot crushed: Fred Schroeder:
John Oee, badly burned, back hurt; Cap-
tain Linehau, probably fatally hurt.

PANIC IN A SCHOOL.
One Boy Killed and Ovr a Score of.

Children ii nred.
Chicago, April9.—A panic occurred in

the Humboldt public school this after-
noon, and in the rush . uule by the chil-
dren to escape from the building one boy
was killed, and over ascoro were crushed
aud trampled upon. Fourteen children
lie in the Elizabeth-street Hospital, under
the care ofphysicians, while many others
were carried to their bonus by the police.
The children were preparing to leave for j
a recess, when a loud explosion startled !
every teacher and pupil in the school. A
Steam-pipe had burst in one of the rooms
and a moment later tho children were
rushing pell-mell through the balls and
down the stairs, shrieking with fear.

A Serious Parasite lor California Fruit-
Growers to Deal With.

WASHINGTON, April9. —The Agricult-
ure Department will issue in a few days
a bulletin on the San Jose scale of Cali-
fornia, which;is considero.l the most seri-
ous parasite wikh which California fruit-
growers have to contend. Active meas-
ures will at once be taken by the depart-
ment to destroy the insects in all localities
whero they may be found. Great damage
to tbo fruit-growing interests is antici-

pated by the department .if the scale is
allowed to spread. The State Board of
Agriculture, aided by the Agricultural
Department, has just completed a series
of fumigating operations iv Virginia,
which is believed to havo destroyed it iv
that locality.

Behrtntr Sea Question.
London, April 9.—Hon. The mas P.

Bayard, the American Embassador, had i
a conference to-day with the officials of
the Foreign Oflice on the subject of tho |
Behring Sea bill, now before tho House
of Commons. The object of the confer-
ence was to reach a thorough understand-
ing as to the extent to which Great
Britain would enforce the spirit of the
award made by tbe Paris tribunal. The
consultation lasted an hour and a half
and at its close Mr. Bayani went to the
House of Commons, where the Behring
Sea question was under consideration.

Gold Strike In Colorado.
ColoradoSi'itiNcis:Col.), April9.—The

greatest gold strike of tho year at Cripple
Creek is reported in the Caledonia. Tho
mine is located with the vein, which is
eighty feet wido. The lowest assay shows
§9 to the ton; a half-ton assayed $-100 to the
ton. Several feot will run half that
amount. Quartz streaks threo to four |
inches wide will give as high as §1,000 to I
§1,500. The mine has been opened for
two years, but attention has been called
away from it, and its richness was not
dreamed of.

Destructive Flro at Baltimore.
Baltimore, April 9.—One of the most

destructive fires of its kind which has
over occurred in this city took place to-
night iv the burning out of Bernard
Mannion's livery stable. It was filled
with valuable blooded stock and expen-
sive equipages. One hundred and
thirty-five animals wore burned or suffo-
cated. The loss on buildings and con-
tents will exceed $300,000; insurance,
§30,000. Among the horses destroyed
was the famous racing mare Lottio Coi-
lius.

Police Looking: for a Misslnjr Girl.

Omaha, April B.—To-night the police
are looking for Blancho Fisher, 16 years
old. She left home at 1 o'clock Saturday,
saying she was going to meet her father
in" South Omaha. She was a handsome
girl, large ana well developed, and well
dressed. Her parents say she had never
been allowed male company.

Cholera Spreading: In Turkey.

Constantinople, April 9.—The chol-
era is spreading here in an alarming
manner. Caliada, British Counselor of
State, and his servant were suddenly
seized and died within a few hours. The
Greek Legation has been removed to
Thrapia, seven miles from the city.

Small-Pox Panic in Illinois.
Galesburo (111.), April 9.—Avon, six-

teen miles south of here, is in tho wildest
state of a small-pox panic.

Attempt to .Rob an Express Train
in Oklahoma Territory.

ONE OP THE BANDITS KILLED AND

ANOTHER WOUNDED.

Several nouses Destroyed and Much

Damage to Stock by a Cyclone In [

Kansas—Heavy Fall of Snow In tho j
Northwest—Seven People Killed in j
a Hallway Accident In Michigan.

Special to the Record-Union.
Pond Creek (O. T.), April 10.—As

south-bound train No. 1 ou the Rock j
Island was approaching the Arkansas |
River, four miles south of here, at 11
o'clock last night, a masked robber j

jumped aboard the engine, which was
running slowly as usual on approaching
the bridge at this point, and leveled two.
pistols at the engineer's head, com-

manded him to stop the traiu. Tbe engi-
neer at first made a show of resistance,
but the threatening attitude of the robber
overcame any desire he might have had
to guard the company's property. As j
soon as the train stopped several other
masked robbers, the actual number of
which is not known, made for the ex-
press car.

Jack Harmon, the Wells-Fargo ex-
press messenger, realized that an at-

tempted robbery was being perpetrated,
ami quickly picked up his revolvers and

jstood at the car door ready to meet the
I onslaught of the bandits. When the lat-
ter reached the car they and the messen- j

| ger commenced to parley as to whether j
i the door should bo opened or not. liar-I
I mon finally positively declined to open jj up. The robbers then placed a stick of
| dynamite under the car door and an ex-
jplosion which tore open the whole side |

' of tho car followed.
After tho explosion the robbers ap-

proached the ear, and as soon as they
i wero seen by Messenger Harmon tho lat-

ter opened liro and killed one of the rob-
bers instantly.

As soon as the other robbers saw the
game was up, they attempted to retreat,
but Harmon followed them with a con-
stant fusillade, and succeeded in wound-
ing another of the gang. Tbe injured
man fell in his tracks, but the others
managed to get away. It is thought,
however, that some of them have been
seriously wounded.

The trainmen then picked up tho dead
and wounded robbers, and, after placing
them aboard the train, came to Bond
Creek. Up to a late hour this (Tuesday)
morning, neither of the men have been
identified. Some of the members aro
supposed to be members of the Daltou
gaug.

The Sheriff formed a posse and the
country is being scoured.

While the express messenger would not
say whether or not there was any con-
siderable sum on the train, it is believed
here that the robbers bad information
that the train carried a largo amount of
money.

WEATHER IX THE EAST.

A Fearful Cyclone Passes Over Por-

tions of Kansas.
Virgil (Kan.), April 9. —A fearful

cyclone passed over the eastern part of
Greenwood last night, destroying several
houses and doing great damage to stock.

EMPORIA (Kan.), April 9.—A cyclone
swept through (,'olley county, thirty

Bedford (Wis.), April 9.—A blinding
snowstorm has raged here all day. Thirty
inches of snow covers the ground to-
night and snow is still falling.

Palmyra (Wis.), April o.—The worst
wind and snowstorm for years has been
raging all day. Itis feared the fruit trees
are deadly injured.

WAUKESHA (Wis.), April 9.—Budding
trees, electric light wires, etc., are to-
night sheathed iv ice aud present a de-
cidedly wintry appearance.

Eau Claire (Wis.),; April 9.—Six
inches of snow has fallen and is still fall-
ing. Trallic is blocked.

Madison (Wis.), April 9.—A severe
sleet storm has prevailed all day with a
cold easterly gale.

PKAIIIIE FIKKS IN KANSAS.

Destructive Blazes In the Western
Part ol" tho State.

Tophka (Kas.), April 9.—During the
past three days tho prairies in Western
Kansas have been swept by destructive
fires aud many stacks of straw have been
consumed. A big fire broke out in Clark
County, and, before a strong wind, burned
north over a wido range of country.
Many fences, hay and straw stacks and
outbuildings were consumed. In front
of this windstorm the llames leaped teu
to fifteen feet high. Several farmers
barely saved their homes. They sent a
courier to Ashland for help. Wagons
were procured, loaded with men and bar-
rels of water aud sent to the relief of the
people.

A strip of prairie two miles long by
sixty feet wide was thoroughly saturated
by the people who had come to the rescue
with the water, and the tire was finally
hemmed in. In Waubansee more than
10,000 acres of range grass have been
burned over during tho past three days.

ON TRIAL FOB MUBDEB.

Fredericks and Gray Cases Boforo San
Francisco Courts.

Sax Francisco, April 9.—The trial of
William Fredericks for the murder of
Cashier Herrick is proceeding slowly.
Two jurors were selected this morning,
one being editor Pixley of the Argonaut.
This morning Deputy Sheriff Nagle of
Nevada County, Constable Dwyer and
Sheriff Pascoo's son and other citizens of
Nevada visited the courtroom iv which
Fredericks was on trial, to see whether
or not they could identify him as the
man they had seen hovering about tho
vicinity where Sheriff Pascoe was killed.
They wore unable to identify him.

Harry J. (Jray of Lincoln, Placer
County, is on trial iv Judge Belcher's
court on the charge of murder in the
second degree. He is accused of partici-
pating in tho murder of Clara Mathews,
jointly with Drs. Driscoll and Wertbers
on September loth, by means of a crim-
inal operation. Gray brought the girl
to this city from Lincoln, and sho died in
a lodging-house. The morning session
of the court was devoted to securing a
jury.

SOUTHERN PACIFIC LANDS.

Purchasers Given a Very Beneficial
Beduction in Interest Bates.

San FBANCISCO, April 9.—C. P. Hunt-
ington, President of the Southern Pacific
Company, has instructed tho Land De-
partments ofthe Central Pacific Railroad
Company to reduce the rate of interest ou
ali land sales hereafter made to o per
cent., and to reduce the rate ofinterest on
all subsisting contracts to (j per cent, at
the date of the payment of tbe next an-
nual interest, provided 10 per cent, of the
unpaid balance of principal is paid at
that time. This practically results in a
reduction of 1 per cent, in the rate of in-

| terest on nearly one and a half millions.

The Deal Falls Through.
Sax Francisco, April 9.—Tha deal for

the purchase of the Union Flour Mills, at
Stockton, by the Sperry Company has
fallen through, and tbe Union Steamship
Company willstill compete lor river busi-
ness. The agreement ior the sale of the
Union Mills provided that on a stated
day part payment was to be made in cash.
Owing to tbe stringency of the money
market the cash was not forthcoming,
and tbe deal fell through. The purchase
of tho Union Miiis carried with it the
control of the Union Transportation
Company by its rival, the California
Navigation Company. The Inloii Com-
pany s steamer. Dauntless, will go back
on that route to-morrow.

Entire Top ofHead Blown off.

Merced, April 9.—A special messenger
to tho Evening Sun from Hill's Ferry, on
the San Joaquin Biver, states that Satur-
day night the little ti-year-oUI daughter of
W. a. Blunt, a rancher and fisherman,
met with a violent death. She. with <wo
little sisters, were playing with a shotgun
in a bunk house, when tne gun was acci-
dentally discharged, blowing the entire
top of tbo child's head off.

Petition for Dissolution.
Sax Francisco, April 9.—The Direct-

ors of the Masonic Temple Association
have petitioned the Superior Court to dis-
solve the corporation. Tho association
was composed of prominent Masons,
who contemplated tho building of a
Masonic Temple lo cost a million and a
half. Only slii.OOU of tho stock was
taken, and the project was given up.

Fatal Explosion of Gasoline.
San Jose, April 9.—While Mrs. Wil-

liam Simpson and her servant, Hulda
Peterson, were cleaning carpet with gas-
oline, which was in an open pail, a terri-
ble explosion occurred. Mrs. Simpson
was dangerously and her servant fatally
burned. A grate lire was burning in tne
room, and caused tbe ignition of the gas-
oline.

Four Horses Burned to Death.
San Francisco, April 9.—A tire broke

out about 11:45 o'clock to-night on Na-
toma street, near Sixth, destroying the
Standard laundry and Stein's junkstore,
besides damaging adjoining buildings
and burning lour horses to death. The
cause of the fire is unknown, but it is
believed to be a defective flue. Ten thou-
sand dollars willcover the loss.

Not Enough Evidence to Convict.
Carson (New), April 9.—The prelim-

inary examination of O. H. Strickland
and wife, charged with the murder of old
Mrs. Eggleston at a ranch near Coleville,
recently, resulted in their discharge, as
there was not sufficient evidence against
them.

Death of a Mercautlle Man.
San Francisco, April 9.— Goorge

Loomis, President of tho Pacific Oil Com-
pany, died yesterday at Menlo Park, at
tbe residence of his brother-in-law, ex-
Senator Charles N. Felton. He was a
very well-known member of the mer-
cantile community.

HILL ATTACKS CLEVELAND.

Yesterday's Proceedings iv the
Senate of Unusual Interest.

NEW YORK'S SENIOR SENATOR
SPEAKS EI3 LITTLE SPEECH.

Ho Declares That tho President Has

Blundered in His Hawaiian Policy—

Tbe Income Tax Undemocratic and
Socialistic—Favors tho Mills Bill,

But Is Opposed to Representative

Wilson's Measure.

Washington, April 9.—The proceed-

ings in the Senate to-day from the
opening to tho closing of the sossion wero
full of interest. The lirst point ot time
was tbe swearing in of Mr. Walsh as
tho Senator from Georgia to serve out the
term of tho laio Senator Colquitt. Two
resolutions, intended to facilitate the do-
bate of the tariff bill were introduced,
ono by Senator Mills, providing for au
amendment to the rules so as to permit
of tho previous question, and the other
by Senator Allen,providing forthe taking
of a final vote on the bill on June 7th,
allowing three days for debate under the
live-minute rule. Both of them were
laid over.

A resolution looking to the coinage of
Mexican dollars for the China trade, was
discussed, but action on it was deferred.
until to-morrow. It provides for the
negotiation ol a treaty with Mexico, al-
lowing the coinage of Mexican dollars in
United States mints for export to China.

Mr. VVolcott addressed the Senate in
support of tho resolution, which he as-
serted did not touch or affect tho general
question of bimetallism; that it was sim-
ply a suggestion to a friendly sister re-
public that our idle Mints in tho West
should be in operation in the coinage of
silver which had been put in circulation
in the Orient. Such a proposition, ho
said, could not have been made of silver
had there been more favorable legislation,
but the veto of the seigniorage bill left us
free to act on the resolution. While the*
seigniorage bill was utterly important,
the lesson of its veto was invaluable, it
was important, and because it provided
simply for the coinage of our idle silver
without awaiting any provision for future,
production of silver.

Senator Sherman said ho saw no objec-
tion to the resolution, and that if" any ar-
rangements could be made to carry it
out one hundred millions of silver might
bo usefully employed.

A little stir was made by an effort on
the part ofSenator Harris to obtain an
earlier hour of meeting, and some definite
understanding as to the discussion on the
tariffdebate, but before he had concluded
his remarks. Senator Quay objected,
which brought a caustic remark from
Mr. Harris. The latter then offered
his proposition, viz: That tho Senate
meet at 11 o'clock each day, and. after de-
voting one hour to morning busim
12 o'clock the tariffbill should be taken
up and general debate should continue
each day from 12 to 5 o'clock, it was
clearly established that tho Republicans
strenuously objected, and Mr. Prye wis
supposed to voice the sentiments of that
side of the chamber, when he said: "For
myself 1 can state what would be agree-
able to mo, and that is tho farther con-
sideration ofthis billshall be postponed
until next December. [Applause.] And
believing as 1 do, its enactment into law
would do more harm to the country than
the war did, 1 willobject to any proDOsi-
tion to hurry its consideration in the
Senate.''

Senators (^uay and Aldrich spoke in
the same vein, and finally Mr. Harris
made a formal motion that on and after
to-morrow, until otherwise ordered, the
Senate meet at 11 o'clock.

Senator Bodge objected to the present
consideration of the motion, and under
the rules it went over until to-morrow.

The Pell'er resolution directing the
Committee on Finance to prepare a bill
repealing all tho laws which authorize
tho Secretary of tho Treasury to issue
bonds was laid before tbe Senate. I
demanded the yeas and nays, and the
motion was carried by a vote of 36 to 13.

The chief interest of the day centered
on Senator Hill's speech, which was
chiefly devoted to an extensive and bitter
attack on the income tax features of the
Wilson bill. The Senator's opening re-
marks, however, took a wider range.

"The political revolution," bo began,
"which commenced in ISSXJ and culmi-
nated in 1892, was an emphatic expression
of the popular will in behalf of certain
«;overnmental policies. Measures and
not men wero largely the issues involved
in that movement. Rightly interpreted,
it indicated the public sentiment was in
opposition to intrenchment upon the re-
served rights of the States through odious
federal election laws, some proposed aud
others then existing: it voiced tho general
demand for a discontinuance of tbe un-
wise and indefensible financial system of
silver bullion purchases by the Govern-
ment instead of the coinage contemplated
by tbo Constitution, a system equally a
hindrance to the return to bimetallism as
well as a menace to a sound and stable
currency. It manifested the desire for a
bolter administration of public ailairs,
greater economy in governmental ex-
penditures and the exaction of a highor
ollicial standard in the execution of pub-
lic trusts, itdemandod a more Bale, dig-
nified and consistent foreign policy, and
it condemned that abuse or perversion of
the taxing power of the Government
which is known as the policy of protec-
tion for protection's sake alone, and de-
clared in favor of a tarifffor revenue."

He then took up tho foreign policy of
the Administration, saying: "It is not
denied somo mistakes have occurred.
Our foreign policy, especially that relat-
ing to Hawaii, it must be admitted, has
not met the expectations of the people.
A sense ot humiliation prevailed when
tho project for the restoration of a de-
posed monarch was unfolded by tbo Ad-
ministration, and gratification ensued
when its abandonment or failure was re-
luctantly announced, influenced largely
by an aroused public sentiment.

"That unfortunate contemplated pol-
ey was a blunder, and a blunder is some-
times worse than a crime. It was, how-
ever, the natural consequence which
might well have been anticipated from
that other mistake in plaoins the Depart-
ment of State in charge of a Republican
statesman, distinguished and estimable
though he may be, whose views have al-
ways been identified in opposition to the
Democratic party, who was without sym-
pathy for its traditions aud purposes, and
whose political convictions upon the dis-
puted public questions of tho day. if
changed at all, are carefully concealed.

"Itis to be regretted that tho President
should not have been able to find in his
own party some honored statesman iv
whom he aud his party could havo
placed confidence, one of Democratic in-
stincts and training, whose management

of foreign affairs would havo rellected
credit upon the country and would have
avoided the promulgation of tho un-
American policy—departure from Demo-
cratic precedents—winch was sought to

bo forced upon an unwilling people. In
this view of the situation our opponents
must accept somo share of tho responsi-
bility of blunders committed in our for-
eign affairs.
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
