When it
leaves here it goes direct to open for the
watering season at Carlsbad, so that its
appearance here will be its hist in Amer-
ica. It is for its musical quality tbat it
Las won great distinction, though it has
several very clever actors. That it sings
in a foreign tongue makes no more differ-
ence than in grand opera, which is usu-
ally given in Italian. There are upwards
of iiity-eight people in the organization,
and is therefore the largest comic opera
company ever brought from Europe. A
San Francisco journal, announcing the
company there, said: "Tho coming tv
ban Francisco of this musical organiza-
tion will mark the lirst appearance in this
city of a number of artists iv whose
praise much has already beeu said by
those who claim to be acquainted with
their abilities. Among them will be
Charlotte Tischler, Frieda Felser and
Laura Lelmar, prima donnas; Lucie Ver-
dier, soubrette; Katie Wiesinger, alto:
Margarethe Leiser, mezzo-soprano; Carl
bchulz. baritone; Max Monti, tenor; Leo-
pold Deutsch, Julius you Fieiitz and Cari
.Dels, comedians; Carl Bartl, basso."

Another said of the leaders: "The
most prominent member is Mine. Lucie
Verdier, a lady born in Liege, Belgium,
but whose experience has been gained iv
all the capitals of Europe, where she uas
made a reputation. She is said to resem-
ble Aimee. Charlotte Tischler is another
prima donna with a fine soprano voice of
exceptional range. She has been a mem-
ber of tho Grand Opera Court Theater,
Vienna. Carl Schulz is the leading bari-
tone, a young aud clever singer, who
maae a great bit in 'The Tyrolean,' when
it was tirst produced. He sings here the
role he created. Max Monti is the tenor,
au Italian by birth, and has a high tenor
voice, besides being an excellent actor."

"The Tyrolean" will be the opera for
to-night.

The story is very simple and the
attractiou of the opera is iv the music and
tho singers and the actors. There is a
simple postmaid, who is in love with a
bird-fancier of the village.

She was sup-
ported by a most capable company,
notably so in the persons of Otis Skinner
\u25a0as Dudley), a highly accomplished actor;
liuy Lindsley, a young man who gave to
Mortimer more of character, vigor and
feeling than is often the lot of that his-
toric personage when seen in drama; aud
iv Howard Kyle, whose Burleigh was
laultlesss. Miss Proctor's Elizabetb, also,
was a very creditable work. So Mod-
jeska has not feared to call about her a
company that is so strong as to make it
the more difficult for her to shine. But
the picture of the play was the more com-
plete and radiant, and was made, as a
•whole, very satisfying to the lovers of
true art. Modjeska's ability is not at all
questioned; the drawing she makes of
tne unhappy Mary is a very strong and
a very touching one; she is for the time
the real Mary, she makes the illu-
sion very nearly complete, aud it is
done by scarcely perceptible efforts, by
touches aud arts that cannot well be
described. It is her whole rounded work
that makes its impression upon the audi-
ence. Few coulu say just wherein her art

most lies. Not in her reading, for her
Euglish is very little if any improved,
and for a large part her voice is low al-
most to indistinctness; not in nicety of
prearranged detail in her acting, for she
gave apparently but little attention to it,
and the play itself was too poorly staged
to be of aid to her, there beiug very little
indeed of surroundings to assist the art-
ist; not ivher vigor, for she made small
display of strength. On the contrary,

there was a sense of repression through-
out, au emphasis ot intensity by repres-
sion of feeling. But in the fine play of
her countenance, in the unstudied atti-
tudes, the natural poses and nneonscious
expression of gesture; in the abandon-
ment of the artist to the character, the
complete absorption of the personality >>f
the actress by the part; in the deptb of
sincerity of tone; in the agony of leeling
that apparently struggled for expression

but found no adequate means to the cud;

n the intensity of every action: in the |
ever-present feeling that the \u25a0Offerings, :
tho emotions, the hopes, the love, the
resignation of the condemned queen had ;
been fathomed, searched out and aecu- i

rately depicted—therein lay her art. We
confess that Modjeska does not seem to us
to have improved with her years. Bare
artist that she is, wo think she reached
the zenith of her capacity some years ago,
and that her greatest triumphs lie behiud j
her.

PRINCESS rOLONXA.

She an I Her Children to Return to
Ilcr l!u-li:uiil at Paris.

St. Lot is. April 22.—A dispatch to the
Republic from its New York bureau
says: Princess I'velyn Gallatro di Co-
lonna, whose iligh:. to the I _ited States
with her three children iv February last,
alter an unsuccessful ellort to obtain a
separation from her husband from the
French courts, is attracting the attention
of two continents, is booked to sail for
Europe iv June. She will be accompa-
nied by her half-brother, J. W. Mackay.
Jr., and it is possible that John YY.
Mackay, the bonanza king, will be one
of the party. Princess Colonua has
reached an amicable understanding with
her husband, and their domestic diili-
CUlties bid fair to be settled to their mu-
tual satisfaction, unless some unforeseen
complication shall arise between now and
the time ofthe Princess' arrival in Paris.
The Prince made overtures to the
Mackay lamily some weeks ago, 1 am
told, and for the forgiveness of his wife.
John W. .Mackay, on whom the troubles
of his stepdaughter boro heavily, re-
ceived Colonua's message of peace, and,
alter giving tho matter thought, con-
sented to arrange a settlement between
tiie husband and wife.

Prince Coiouna made tbe first ad-
vances through mutual friends, and ap-
peared trom all accounts to be thoroughly
contrite. Mr. Mackay convinced him-
self of Colonna's sincerity, anu then set
to work to reconcile the other members
of his family. John W. Mackay, Jr., it
is said, opposed the reunion, ami Prin-
ces- Colonna, herself, was not at lirst dis-
posed to listen to her husband's pica for
forgiveness. The advice ol her stepfather,
however, at last prevailed, aud for the
sake of her throe children the Princess
has, alter much resistance, consented to
return to i'aris and resume conjugal re-
lationship with her husband. It is
not known as yet by what steamship the
Princess and her party will sail, but that
passage has been engaged lor several
members of tho family is certain, it is
understood that Princess Colonna will
meet her steplather at the Hotel Paris,
and meet the Prince there. The reunion
will begin another chapter of one of the
most remarkable marriages of an inter-
national character in which Americau
women were ever interested.
