
WILLING TO WORK FOR FOOD.

The Industrials' Proposition to tlie
Authorities,

Pending Negotiations for Cars — Di-

rector Hancock "Wants Pos-

session of the Park.

The affairs of the Industrial Army are
•till in suspense. Colonel Inman yester-

day held another interview with tlie
Mayor, and slated afterward that it was
the first ray of encouragement he had re-
ceived.

He repeated the oiler he had made at
the meeting the night before, to put his
men to work cleaning up the etroets and
alleys for twelve cents, or suilicient daily
to pay for their food, until they could
proceed Eastward. He said that if they
were worthy they would do the work,
and if they were not he would soon find
out who the unworthy ones were and
would get rid of them. They could work
two hours daily for the amount suilicient
to buy their food anci cook it at their
camp.

The Mayor advised them to make the
proposition to the Board of Trustees, aud
he would indorse any action they agreed
to in that respect, but the city caunot
transport them.

Inman says the Oakland army willin a
few days get facilities to take them East,
aud those here would like to earn money
euough to iive ou till the Oaklauders
take them away. He said the men wanted
to get to their homes. They would, how-
ever, go to Washington ii they could and
try to get work provided for them.

The Mayor advised him to ascertain
from C. J. Ellis, the freight agent here,
what rato could be given for euough box
cars to take them to Ugden or somo other
point, so that the men would know what
to do. He would be willing to help tbeui
b3* a personal contribution. The dispatch
oi C. P. Huucingtou, tho Mayor slated,
showed that tbe company was not will-
ing to offer low rates iv order to dump
them iv small communities.

Director Hancock complaius that the
men are occupying tho park, of which he
is custodian, aud says tbe city has uo
right to give them the use of property it
does not own, especially as it has beon
leased to persons who wish to occupy it.

Colonel Inman says if they are driven
from tbe park they will have to camp on
the north levee or get permission to use
a piece oi land for tuat purpose.

He applied yesterday fora permit for
Captain Jordan, the Treasurer of the
army, to cany a pistol, to protect the
funds in his possession. He does not
wish to violate the law, and therefore
asks for permissiou. The matter was re-
ferred to Chief Drew, who was absent.

COLONEL INMAN'. PBOPOSITION.
Colonel Inman of tho Industrial Army

called at the ofiice ol the Ki.t ukk-Umon
about 11 o'clock last night to ask that the
pubiic be notified that he has not vacated
tlie park. "Out of justice to Mr. Han-
cock," said luman, "1 wish it to be
known that we were not expelled lrom
the park. Mr. Hancock came to see mo
about ti o'clock, and asked me our inten-
tions in regard to how long we intended
to remain camped upou tbe grounds, lie
said the bar and restaurant were con-
tracted for, but the parties to whom it
was let could not do anything uutil we
had vacated.

"1 told him," continued Inman. "how
wo were fixed—that I intended to make a
proposition to the Board oi Trustees on
i'iiuisday uight tliat would sound like
this: That I would work upon the streets
lor £1 per day lot each man, tiie surplus
of the earnings over the cost of food to
be retained by the board uutil euough
money was earned to pay for our trans-
portation to the East.

'Tt would cost about 12_ to 15 cents per
day each to feed the men, giving three
meals—which tbey would have to have
were they at work—the remaining 87-J or
85 cents to be used in paying lor trans-
portation lor the army.

"Tlie city would be benohted by such a
course, as the men would do as much
work as men to whom ".2 is paid. They
would work harder, perhaps, because
they see an end to their suspense, aud the
cleaning has to be done by some one
sooner or later.

"or, I will make this proposition: I
will work, say. five companies two hours
a day for fifteen cents. Tliis is just barely
enough to keep them on two meals per
day. There would be sixty-tive men iv
each company. I can do no better. I
have worked and worried day and night,
calling upou ibis one aud that, offering to
do anything iv my power to relieve the
citizens of the expense. My men do not
want to live on charity, aud they realize
that the people have done aud are doing
more than shouid be expected of them."

Colonel Inman has instructed the Treas-
urer to deposit the fuuds of the army in
the safe of a business house here for sale-
keeping. He expects an answer from the
railroad companies to-day, as to what
they will carry the men for.

JUST LIKE COMMON CITIZENS.

Foreign Consuls Not Entitled to Ex-
emption From Taxes.

Judge McKenna Denies Van Loben

Sols' Application for an lujune- 5
tion to Stop a Tax Sale.

P. J. Van Loben Sels, Consul for the
Netherlands, will come up to the Col-
lector's oifice and pay his Sacramento
taxes—not "like a little man," perhaps,
but he must pay them all the same.

So declares Judge McKenna of the
I"nited States Circuit Court, to which
tribunal Van Loben Sels went to enjoin
tho Sheriff from 6elliug his laud for de-
linquent taxes.

Van Loben Sels is a large owner of
very fertile land in the Pearson Reclama-
tion District, down tlie river, and lie ob-
jected to paying taxes on the 3i.su per acre
valuation fixed thereon by County As-
sessor Irvine. He claimed that he was
above the jurisdiction of tho state courts.

This assumption was made, too, in the
face of tlie fact that tlie Federal law ex-
pressly states tbat foreign Consuls and
diplomats must conform to the local laws
in all matters of a mercantile or non-
political character, just the same as ordi-
nary citizens of tlie country.

He went to the Federal Courts to have
them declare him exempt irom such
commonplace duty as paying such taxes
on his private lands as local author-
ities might see fit to levy, by enjoining
the Tax Collector from selling his prop-
erty lor delinquent taxes. Tho case had
been pending for some two months, and
yesterday Judge McKenna rendered his
decision, which goes against the claim
set up by P. J. Van Loben Sels, Consul
lor the Netherlands.

The county was defended in the action
by Assistant District Attorney .). Ciiarles
Jones, wiio not only argued the (acts be-
fore the court, but submitted an elabor-
ate brief ou the law points involved in
the case. He denied tliat the plaintiff

! had any standing in a court of equity,
I in that the statute of 1893 providing for the
1 repayment of taxes illegally assessed
| gave a lull and adequate remedy; that
! the amouut of the alleged illegal tax in
: dispute was not suilicient to give tbe l-'ed-
jera! Courts jurisdiction of the action, and

I tbat there was not a proper showing
jmade in the complaint to justify a court

[ of equity in issuing its injunction.
These points were sustained by tiie

court, wherefore Mr. Van Loben" Sels,
Consul of the Netherlands, will either
pay his taxes or see his land sold to some
one who will gladly pay what he owes
the county.
If tlie agents of foreign countries who

reside in this State were to combine and
buy up tlie best land and farm it, without
having to pay taxes on the same basis
with others, where would local revenues
come from ? It that could be done, plain,
ordinary American citizens would bo
mere cyphers in comparison with the
little whiskered Consuls that would
swarm in all tlie cities and towns, and
tho Assessors! and Tax Collectors would
have littlo to do.

j business.pursuits has attracted my atten-

I tion, and, although unused to writing for
j the press, 1 feel constrained to oilerj through your columns, ifyou willper-
mit me to do so, answers to some of the
arguments against women becoming

! self-supporting which you have by im-
plication made.

i men?"

Question number one carries the insin-
i nation that tho employment of women
! in business has beeu one of the causes of
i the present glut in tho labor market, ln
[ answer to this let a woman now ask a few

questions. Have mines shut down and
lactone- closed on account of the em-
ployment of women ? Has woman*.

: work driven white laborers from ranches
i and vineyards, and iustalled coolies iv
! their places? Kindly answer, Sir Knight
|of the Quill. Is not the laborer now
reaping the whirlwind lrom the sowing
jof the wind? Have not employes been
j banding together in guilds aud unions lo
force manufacturers and others to pay
stipulated prices for labor, until the mill,
the mine and the factory can no longer
run? Think you that tiio white laborer
upon the ranch or in the vineyard would

i have lost his job had ho been diligent
1 and faithful and refrained from ooininu-
! uication with disembottled spirits? Has
; woman displaced these "natural bread-
j winners?" Whoever so claims does but
! reoeat the old Adamic whine, "A woman
did it."

Question number two implies that
when women work thero are fewer
homes. This is illogical. Is a self-sup-
porting woman loss likely to marry be-
cause of her capabilities?

Now, sir, what is to become
of a sensible, virtuous, high-minded
