
FRUIT CROP PROSPECTS.

Crop and Prices Both Likely to be
Good.

Some ofthe Growers Give Their Views

on the Outlook for This

Season.

Having published last week interviews
with all the leading fruit shippers of tho
city on the outlook forthe fruit business
this season, the Rkcokd-Union asked
several leading fruit-growers for their
views. The following replies have been
received:

Tvlkk Island, May 5, 199*.
Eds. Recokh-Union : I have received

yours of the 4th inst. making inquiry as
to present prospects for the fruit crop on
the river. I feel satistied that we will
have the largest crop we have ever had,
and that the quantity will be choice. Tak-
ing all things into consideration, we be-
lieve we willget for same two cents per
pound net on our landings. Yours truly,

Eds. Rkcuki.-Lnion: Iv this section
most varieties of fruit trees promise an
abundant yield, and where properly
thiuned the fruit ought to be as large as
visual, particularly if the river keeps at
its present hight for another month, as
the sipage from that source percolating
through the soil will furnish sufficient
moisture in most places to mature a rea-
sonable crop.

The market outlook is favorable for
good prices, as there is no doubt that the
fruit crop in the Eastern and Southern
States is very light. .Much depends, how-
ever, ou the manner in which the crop is
handled. Ifthe railroad companies will
deliver our fruits to the Eastern cities in
anything like passenger-train time, tlie
California fruit-growers can send a large
proportion of their products in venti-
lated cars, and save the extra expense of
using refrigerators, for the diilerence in
cost between the two styles of cars will
.yield a handsome profit to the grower.
Of course with some tender fruits, such as
cherries, apricots, peaches aud some va-
rieties of plums, the refrigeraters are the
most suitable; otherwise the chances
would be against delivering in good order
that class of fruit to such distant markets
as New York, Boston, etc.

Y\ ith the increased number of com-
mission houses preparing to engage in
the business of shipping fruit East this
season, there is considerable danger that
the fruit may not be judiciously dis-
tributed, as some markets are liable to be
glutted, whilst others may not receive
anything like the quantity of fruit that
could be sold to advantage.

Another danger is, that in place ofcon-
centrating all the fruits lor sale in one or
two auction houses iv each city, and hav-
ing all the dealers attend those sales, the
fruit may be divided amongst so many
auctions that few buyers will be present
at each sale aud competition be anything
but brisk. However we hope forthe
best, and believe we will realize good
prices during the whole season.

The fruit crop being so light East will
probably stimulate tho canuer3 in this
State to put up a larger pack than usual,
and also create a brisk demand for dried
lruits during the next twelve months, so
altogether, I believe the outlook for Cali-
fornia fruit-growers to be very encourag-
ing. Yours truly,

EX-SENATOU JOHNSTON.

He Takes a Hopeful View of the Fruit
Situation.

Ex-Senator William Johnston was up
from his river orchard near Courtland ou
Wednesday, and in a conversation with
a Record-Union reporter regarding the
outlook for fruit crops, said:

"The outlook is good—it is excellent.
There wiil be fair crops of all varieties of
fruit in the district along the river, where
droughths cannot injure theorchards, nor
even the grain lields, because the spring
freshets keep the river high aud there is
abundant sub-irrigation during the
months the crops are maturing.

"The pear, peach and apricot crops aro
especially good, aud the market value of
the fruit promises to be much better thau
last year. Parties are already in the
field contracting for crops, aud many
orchardists have sold the product of their
orchards at good prices iv advance.
Commission houses also have their agents
out soliciting commissions on consign-
ments offruit.

"Indeed, Iregard the outlook fornearly
the wlioie of Sacramento County this
year as very encouraging. Even the
grain crops are not as poor as I havo seen
them, despite the long drought and severe
north winds. At least the summer fal-
lowed land will yield fairly well. The
heads ofgrain are not large, but the grain
appears to be ofgood quality. Ifthe dry
north wiuds should give way to moist-
laden ones from the south we willhave a
pretty fair yield. lam really surprised
that crops ofall kinds look so well.

"Sacramento is much better off than
most other counties, because of her di-
versified agricultural and horticultural
industries. You see, our farmers raise
fruits of all kinds, berries, hay, barley,
wheat, etc., and also pay considerable at-
tention to dairyiug, poultry-raising, pork
'culture,' ami other industries that can
always be relied upon to pay fairly well.

"Concerning fruit shipments "to the
East, the conditions are better this year
than heretofore. The railroad companies
are giving us better facilities than "ever—
that is, we can send our fruit East at last
year's rates, but it will be lauded there
in much less time, aud without extra cost.
Time, you see, is money to the fruit-
grower, for many a consignment haa
been lost by being too long on the road.

"Cherries are now coming in freely,
and heavy shipments willbe made right
along. Apricots a ill be in market in
about three weeks, tmd from that time
until next October California will have
miles of cars on the road daily between
here and tiie East, loaded with the prod-
ucts of her orchards and vineyards."
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BLIND AND FEEBLE.
"Why tho Sentence of John Mullen Has

Been Commuted.
Governor Markham has commuted the

\u25a0entenee of John Mullen, who was
sentenced in August, 1888, from Solano
County to fourteen years in tbe Folsom
Prison for burglary in the tirst degree.

The commutation will release him on
May 30th, and is for tbe reason that he
bas become entirely blind aud is in very
feeble health, and it is the belief of tbe
resident physician ivcharge ofthe medi-
cal department of tbe Folsom Prison, as
well as the oilicers thereof, that it would
be an act of mercy to release him from
turther prison confinement.

Hon. A.J. Buckles, Superior Judge of
Solano County, recommends this release,
and states that the parents of Mullen are
worthy persons and fully able and anx-
ious to care for and support bim ivhis
blindness. Tbe Prison idreetors recom-
mend a commutation of his sentence to a
term of eight years and nine months.
His sentence is therefore commuted on
condition tbat bis parents remove him
to their home in Solano County and take
care of lum.

T HUMAS SCHKIX TO 00.
Tbe State Board of Prison Directors in

April last recommended that the sentence
of Thomas Schell, convicted of grand
larceny and sent to prison for three years,
be commuted to two years aud three
months, for the following reasons:

Eirst—That the conduct of said convict.
Thomas Scheli, has been uniformly good
and praiseworthy since his incarceration,
aud that this appears to be bis first con-
viction of a felony.

Second—That while engaged in the per-
formance of work assigned to bim by the
prison authorities, without contributory
negligence, carelessness or fault on his
part, and before he could seek shelter or
Baiety. be was accidentally shot through
both lungs and had one rib broken by a
sitie ball tired by one oftbe prison guards

during the attempted break for liberty
made by certain convicts on June *J7,
IMC; that he was not implicated in said
attempt to escape; that tiie wound in-
dicted was a dangerous and exceedingly
painful one; that he was confined in the
prison hospital for a period of about
seven months, with life trembling in the
balance for many days; that his health is
now feeble, and he is unable to perform
manual labor of any kind.

Third—That he hus relatives who will
care and provide for him if released from
imprisonment, and that he has been sutii-
ciently punished for the crime committed
by him to satisfy the demands of justice.

The Governor says: "Whereas, the
sentence of said Scheil would expire by
law on November 23, 1894, I am induced
to grant this commutation solely on ac-
count of the reasons a ivancetl by the
State Board of Prison Directors."

CONDITIONS FAVORABLE.

Prospect of Resumption of Business in

I All Cities.
Henry Clews of Xew York thus sums

up the present outlook fora resumption
of business throughout the country:

In this country the conditions favor-
able to a revival of business are especi-
ally important. The past twelve mouths
of depression have beeu due almost en-
tirely to artificial and accidental causes,
and not to any general intrinsically un-
sound conditions of trade. The tirst con-
tribution to tho depression was a pure
and simple money scare, the causo of
which has already been removed by the
Repeal Act. The next cause was a con-
templated change in the productive aud
competitive conditions of domestic in-
dustries, which, for so long as itremained
undetermined, produced a general col-
lapse of production and a contraction of
consumption. But those consequences
have produced an unprecedented deple-
tion of stocks of manufactured products.
So soon, therefore, as tho new tarill*duties

I are legalized, what is there to prevent a
I resumption of normal activity in every
| branch of business, tho consequent gen-
I eral employment oflabor, and an attend-
jant increase of consumption by the
masses?

The only cause of deferment of this re-
covery that can be reasonably suggested
is the possibility that workmen may hesi-
tate to yield the concessions in wages
made necessary by the lower duties and
therefore lower prices. As to that, it can
only be said that already labor has con- j
ceded important reductions in wages,
whilo the process of adjustment ls still
going on, and the real question seems to
be, not whether wages will be reduced at
all, but whether the concessions will
equal the demands of employers. It is
reasonable to expect that, when labor
more fully understands the necessity for
lower wages and finds that itis being com-
pensated by correspondingly lower costs
of living, there will be no great dirticultv
in atl'ecting an equitable readjustment of
the scale of wages. While, therefore, it
is possible that some complaint may be
heard of tho stubbornness of the wage-
earniug classes, yet that is likely to prove
only a transient obstacle to a complete re-
covery of business.

SENATOR HOAR'S POSITION.
llow the People of the Country Are

Represented.

Senator Hoar of Massachusetts has
written lo Mr. Swift, tho late labor agi-
tator of Boston : "Ido not think tbat tiie
marching of large bodies of men to Wash-
ington is wise or will tend to secure wise
action on the part of Congress or to help
the cause which the persons profess to
promote. Every fact which they could
state is now well known. Every argu-
ment they could use could be better made
by letter or petition. Ifyou bring your
army to Washington to join, as you say,
those who are moving upou Washington
from other points of the country, if there
be a Guiteau or a Prendergast among the
65,000,000 people of the I'nited States you
are affording him the best possible cover,
protection and opportunity. Tiie persons
who belong to your company or to the
company of Mr. Coxey, so far as thev-
are decent and well-intentioned Ameri-
can citizens, are entitled to all the
privileges of American citizenship. But
Icannot recognize their title to speak for
the American people. Five or ten thou-
sand men have no right to dictate to the
other 00,000,000, or to dictate to the Gov-
ernment which the other 05,000,000 have
established. I hold a commission from
the commonwealth of Massachusetts, as
as do my colleagues in the Senate aud in
the House of Representatives, and we
have the sole title to express the will of
the people of Massachusetts in national
legislation until, in the exercise of their
constitutional rights, they select others to
supply our places. We can recognize no
master except the commonwealth itself.
Certainly no body of men .ess than a ma-
jority of the entire people can call upon
us to act otherwise than in accord withour judgmeuts."
