A Distinguished German Speaks of |

California.

Herr Stadtrath Heinrich Flinsch Re-
counts Ilis lmpressions of the

Golden State.

The following is from the Kleine Presse,
Frankfort-on-the-Main, April 7, 1894
Herr Heinrich Flinsch is an ex-member
of the Reichstag and at present Stadtrath
of Frankfort:

THE CALIFORNIA GOLD LAND.

At yesterday’s well-attended meeting
of the Frankfort Division of the L‘qlpmal
Society Herr Stadtrath Heinrich Flinsch
recounted his impressions of travel in
California. The speaker, who has a son
in America and beside emjoys excellent
connections over there, has acquired a
deep insight into that remarkable coun-
try, and in his lucid, simple style, aided
by maps and drawings, which he caused
10 be circulated among his audience, pre-
sented his observations in a very p_!eus-
ing manner. He began witha deiinea-
tion of the Southern Pacitic Railroad as
it crosses the Sierra Nevada, roofed for
thirty-one miles with snow-sheds which
are made exempt rrom danger and de-
struction by a complete system of pro-
tection against fire. Hegavea geological
sketch of the second largest State in the
Union, which covers about the same area
as Japan or North Germany apd has only
1,250,000 inhabitants. The activity of the
gold-diggers, in hydraulic mining, _ulled
up the beds of the rivers, of the Sacra-
mento, for example, to such an (Aaxlent~
that they overtlowed, and this kind of
mining, theretore, has been_rormduen.

He then described graphically a num-
ber of remarkable geographical points
and the imposing flora of the country. ln'
speaking of the colossal grain output of
California, which comes into competition
with our depressed farming, he ex plained
that over there also the tiliers of the soil
are having bard times, but that they
“‘squeal’’ less than our larmers. He de-
voted a special part of his narrative to
the great tratlic resources, tl{e.roadj the
climate and the.population of San Fran-
cisco, The Californians, said he, owing
to their favorable climate, are generally
larger in stature than the sparp-bregswd,
parrow-shouldered Americans of the
North and kast.' The women, also, are
less lean and angular than other Amerl-
can women, 7To illustrate the mixture of
the population of San Francisco, in which
the Chinese, and later the Japanese,
played a conspicuous part, he reterred to
what he saw in a barber-shop, in which a
South German handled the razor, a Mexi-
can polished boots, and a negro leuqed
the door. The Chinese, notwithstanding
the disgusting food they eat, he found
otherwise punctiliously neat. ;

‘I'he speaker theu touched upon agri-
culture and gave irom his journal careful
notes regarding the wine industry, the
irrigation systewn, cattle growing, horti-
cuiture, the fruit orchards of the souih,
sugar culture, etc. Backed by statistics,

- he spoke next of the excellence and great
volume of the prodacts of the soil and
referred in glowing terms, in conclusion,
to the blessings o!f the development 1n
California due to the creating power of
capital and enterprise, which called to his
mind the “}Faust” of Goethe in the second
part of the poet’s great work, The de-
velopment of independent individuality,
the self-respect and equality of the people
of California commanded his admiration
s0 that he would advise Germans desir-
ous of emigrating, and who bave a capital
of a few hundred doliars to start with, to
go there and settle. ! :
picks up English quickly and is readily
acclimatized is not o his disadvantage.
The German element, by means of their
enlightenment and tenacity, exercise
nevertheless a great influence, which
shows itself in the absence of bigotry in
those districts settled mainly by them.
In this sense still turther is California a
land of gold for German colonists.

The following is from the Fraakfurter
Zeitung of April 6, 1804

Herr Stadtrath, Heinrich Flinsch spoke
yesterday in the hail of the Chamber of
Commerce, betore the Frankfort division
of the Colonial Society, and gave his ob-
servations as a traveler regarding Cali-
fornia. The speaker has a son in Amer-
jca and bas other- excellent connections
there to which he is indebted for a sys-
tematic knowledge of all the peculiarly
remarkable phenomena of the country.
His lucid narrative, supplemented by
notes from his journal, statistics, maps
and illustrations, helped his hearers to
grasp as if by instinct his idea of the men,
the economical conditions in California,
and called for the universal applause of
the large audience. Herr Flinsch des-
cribed very accurately the Southern Pa-
cific road as it passes over the Sierra Ne-
vadas into California, through thirty-one
miles of continuous snowsbheds and the
excellent system to keep this long and
wonderful roofing free from danger of
destruction by tire. He gave a geological
and topographical sketeh of the second
largest State in the Union, the area of
which is about that of Japan or of North
Germany, and which has, notwithstand-
ing, only 1,250,000 ipnhabitants. He
touched upon the gold-digging times;
pictured the important features of agri-
culture, and with a few strokes sketched
the grand commerce of San Francisco.

He spoke of the delights of the climate
of California, saying that the people there
are larger in stature and more robust
thian in the eastern and northern parts of
the United States. Afiler mentioning the
part that the Chinese and the Japznese,
called for short **Japs,”’ play in a popula-
tion wonderfully mixed, he dilated upon
the agricultural resources of the soil,
owing to the natural fertility of whnich
manures are not needed, confessing that
he was not able to find words that wouid
adequately couvey his sense of wonder
and admiration. Truly, said he, farming
in California suffers its depression be-
cause of the surplus of grain and horti-
ticultural products, but the farmers there
do not complain so much as curs do, and
they get on better. The vine industry is
on a maguificent scale, with its steam
wine presses, and the results attained in
wines and brandy of superior quality are
very encouraging. He examined one
brandy manufactory which contained
10,000 barrels in cellar, He noticed, as
an astounding development, from four to
five cuttings of alfalfa produced within
the season by irrigation, two crops of
potatoes, and this as an ordinary occur-
rence; bow admirably the Holstein milk
cows thrive: the wonders of horsebreed-
ing, especially trotters; then the great

things accomplished in the cultivation of |

raisins, oranges, nuts, ete. What bad

The value and benefits of capital in
enterprise shows itself all over California
and makes one think of the philosophy
of life as shown by Goethe, in **Faust.”
The development of individuality, equai-
ity and self-respect among the residents
of California, he discussed in & ost
pleasing manner. The speaker could see
no harm to the German immigrantin
picking up English quickly and adapting
himself at once to his surroundings, for
the Germans by their educatign and ten-
acity, in districts largely settléd by them,
exert a happy influence in the removal
of bigotry. 1n this sense, also, California
is a gold land and worthy of being
warmly commended to German emi-
grants in case they have g little capital to
begin with, say a few hundred dollars;
and the Californians themselves look
with favor upon the incoming of Ger-
mans to make homes among them.

WANTS TO GET OUT.

' State Prison Convict Bibby to Try the
IIabeas Corpus Plan.

W. R. Eibby, who was sentenced on

| June 18, 1890, in the Superior Court of

Fresno County, to three years’ imprison-

ment at San Quentin, has petitioned

Hon. T. B. McFarland, Justice of the

Supreme Court, for a writ of habeas cor-.

pus,
The petition states that he was at the
aforesaid date sentenced as stated, and

that also, on February 9, 1891, on a ver-
dict and judgment of conviction for
forgery rendered in January of that year,
sentenced to three years’ imprisonment
at San Quentin. He was taken there
November 23, 1891, and has been there
ever since. -

He claims that it was not stated in either
of the said judgments or decrees that his
term of sentence under the last commit-
ment or under either of the convictions
or sentences should commence on the ex-
piration of the first or either of the sen-
tences, and that according to each of the
commitments it was provided that the
term of imprisonment should commence
and operate immediately from this com-
mitment to the State Prison, under each
one of them. He therefore claims that as
his term began to run on each of the sen-
tences from the time of his commitment
to the prison, his sentence expired on
March 26, 1894, and he is therefore ill-
egally restrained of his liberiy, being en-
titled to his discharge.

He therefore petitions that a writ of
habeas corpus issue, commanding War-
den Hale to produce him before Jjustice
McFarland and that he be restored to
liberty; aiso, that it will be more con-
venient and less expensive that the writ
issue in the Supreme Court instead of the
Superior Court.
