Fair Measure of Activity in the Mar-
kets at San Francisco.

Strawberries and Cherries In Good

supply. Prices In Consequence

Ruling Weaker.

Ban Francisco, May 13th.

The local produce and merchandise markets
developed a lair measure of activity yester-

day, and supplies of produce cleaned up quite

well. Prices were held steady and the good
demand encouraged dealers to maintain their
asking figures lor nearly all the leading oom-
moditie*. The retail trade bought more lib-
erally than usual for the last day of the week,

and there was less disposition to demand con-

cessions. Receipts of produce were moderate
and well distributed. Navel Oranges are in
good supply and the quoted rates are held

steady. Seedlings are rather dull under a

light Inquiry. Lemons sell fairly well. Limes

are scarce, but some 700 boxes are expected
to-morrow. Strawberries are coming to hand
in liberal quantities and the low prices ruling

have given an impetus to trade, so that the
demand for local consumption is assuming

large proportions. Raspberries are still rather
scarce, and Gooseberries are more abundant
than the market requires. Cherries are in

rather heavy supply, but strictly choice stock
forms only a email portion of present offer-
ings. Prices are quite moderate. Early Vege-
tables are making a good display, and under
liberal receipts prices are low. Dried Fruits
are becoming very scarce, and even the me-

~ liiumgrade stock is bein? well cleaned up at
fair prices. The demand continues steady and
receipt* are light. Dairy Products are moving
off well, although values are not up to the ex-
pectations of either dealers or producers.
Creamery and fancy dairy Butter are ingood
supply and the present low prices are quite
easy. Eggs of the best grade are firmer and
held steudy at the advance. Cheese is held
firmly, but prices are unchanged. Poultry is

dull, with supplies heavy. Young stock sells
lairlywell, but old stock is not wanted.
