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SUPREME COURT DECISIONS.

The Mill Has Begun to Grind Out a|

Number.

Santa Rosa Must Pay Sonoma County
Board for Ordinance Vioiators
in the County Jall.

The Supreme Court has rendered a de-
cision in the case of the County of So-
noma, appellant, vs. the City of Santa
Rosa, respondent.

The action was brought by the county
against the city to recover $371 70, alleged
to have been paid by the county io the
Sheriff for boarding prisoners committed
to the County Jail by the City Recorder
for violations of the ordinances of the
city. A general demarrer was sustained
and the judgment thereon against plaintiff
appealed froni.

I'he respondent contended that under
the city charter it has the right to commit
violators of the city ordinances found
guilty in the Recorder’s Court to the
County Jail, and that the couniy is com-
pelied to support such prisoners atils
own expense, and the city is not liable.

The court quotes the provisions of the
charter which gives the Recorder juris-
diction over crimes and offenses commit-

ted against the State law, and also over |

breaches of the city ordinances, and pro-

vides that e may imprison in the City |

Prison or in the County Jail forsuch
cffenses, Persons convicted of felony or

misdemeanor must be confined in the |

County Jail, but the charter does not
malke violations of the ordinances a mis-
demeanor.

The court holds that the prisoners
ghould have been confined in the City
Jail, and the expense paid by the city.
Judgment is therefore reversed, with di-
rections to overrule the demurrer to the
complaint,

SHOOTING OF PAISLEY.
Demand That **Industrials’® shall Obey
the Law.

[San Franecisco Caronicle, May 14th.]

Last Friday a force of so-called Indus-
trials, some 700 in number, seized an
East-bound freight train on the Central
Pacitic Railroad at Arcade Station, near
sSacramento, and rode to Roeklin, arriv-
ing there about 6 o’clock. There Engi-
neer Williams, a member of the Indus-
trial Army, was placed under arrest by
Constable I‘leckenstein, acting under
legal process duly and regularly issued.
“eneral’” Smith and “*Colonel' Paisley
protested against thearrest and demanded
the release of the prisoner. 'T'he Consta-
ble refused to give him up and an attempt
wus made to take him by force. The
Constable drew his pistol and when an
assault was made upon him shot **Colo-
nel”’ Paisley and killed him.

These are the facts of the homicide, told
as plainly and briefly as can be. W here
is the honest man and good ciiizen who
dare do or say anything except to uphold
Constable I'leckenstein in his action, it
being clearly and distinetly within the
line of his sworn, otlicial duty? Ile had
a warrant to serve for the arrest of a spe-
citied individuai, and upon an attempt
being made at a forcible rescue it was his
duty to use every endeavor to carry out
the mandate ot the law and resent inter=-
ference with the service of legal process.

The time has come, we think, for plain
speaking in the matter of these so-called
Industrials, While evervone must and
does sympathize with men who want
worlk and cannot find it, and while there
is a general disposition to assist them to
change their habiwat if they think they
can better their condition, it is time to
teach them that, whether they number 70
or 70,000, they are not above the law. If
they may seize a railroad irain with im-
punity they may, with equal impunity,
take possession of a hotel or a farm or a
Statehouse, or anything else that may
striike their fancy.

''hey may be right in thinking that the
world owes them a living—though that
question is debatable—but if so they are
not justified and cannot be allowed to
collect it by force, or by methods which
are forbiddem by the penal statutes of
every civilized nation in the worid.

It 1s a pity that Paisley was killed, but
it was the law that kiiled him just as
surely and certainly as though he had
been banged for murder. His crime,
{ which he expiated, was treason in the
| highest sense of the word, for it was an
assault upon the majesty of the law, and
a defiance of that authority which is
vested in every oificer of the law, from
the highest to the lowest,
