
CONVICTION BY NEWSPAPER.

The Los Angeles Herald laments the

growing disposition of newspapers to
usurp the functions of the courts in the j
matter of trying and convicting or clear- j
ing those accused of crime. It declares
the practice "bad for the community."

That is putting it mildly. But it would

not be so bad if these same papers after
their own trial of the cases would pub-
lish the facts as educed at the judicial
trials. In seven cases out of ten, how-
ever, they do not do so, because ofthe false
and ridiculous idea they entertain that j
having pronounced judgment themselves j
they must not permit anything to appear

that would tend to show that judgment to

have been erroneous.
For example, ofthe San Francisco morn-

ing press, all but one hastened to print all j
that could be raked up tending to show
the killing of Paisley to be murder; but
when the examination begins before a

magistrate, these papers shut up like
traps and print no line of the facts as

sworn to before the court. Only one of
the morning press ofthe metropolis gives >

a line to the examination.
One would suppose that the really "en-

tarprising" newspaper, the newspaper
solicitous to give the people the truth and
opportunity to form correct judgments,
would take especial pains to lay before its
readers the facts as proved in court. Not
so, however; having permitted the alien

Smith, commanding the Industrials, to
stuff their columns with condemnation
ofthe officers of the law, the idea of these
prejudging journals giving the other side
a bearing, is, according to their ethics, ab-
surd. The Herald says on this topic:

This is all bad business, and the worse be-
cause it is foreign to the mission of the press.
The pres* is supposed to be run as the expo-
nent of truth. The newspapers are quite as
necessary to the beet interests of the people as
are the courts or the lawyers, but ina wholly
different way. Each has its own proper
sphere and the bench cannot usurp the func-
tions ql th,e press or vice versa without Injury
to the cause of justice.

The proposition mooted in several

quarters to exempt property below $5,000
valuation from taxation, would be the
hight of unwisdom in practice. Instead
of relieving any one from burden, it
would add to the burdens of ail. Instead
of equalizing, it would unsettle and
make inequitable the whole scheme of
supporting government. Personal prop-
erty most easily escapes taxation. Itis
removable, easily concealed, and its ralue
is difficult of ascertainment. Real prop-
erty cannot escape. To exempt values
below g5,000 would be to drive personal
property still more into hiding. It
\u25a0would put the cost of government main-
tenance directly upon a class having
property in excess of that sum. Cla&a
distinction would thus at once be set up
by the law, and what that means it needs
no acumen to understand. Besides, the
key note of free eovernuient is equality
of burden, obligation and benefit. Just
so far as there is failure in that direction,
there is injustice and dangerous friction.
The exemption idea would result in one
body of citizens declaring that another
body ofcitizens should bear all the bur-
dens of cost of government, and the re-
sult would be a conflict that would end
in confusion. Besides, it is impracti-
cable for an economic reason, namely
that if all taxation were put upon one

body of citizens, they would, out of the
very nature of things recoup, and the ex-
empted would find that after all, they

were not exempt, but by indirection paid
more than if they stood upon a tax level 1
with their wealthier neighbors.

The sentiment is rapidly gaining ground

; respect and support. But aside from this

' policy view of the matter it is a right
j thing to do. Itwill not bind the County

Conventions to obey, ofcourse, but with

the resolution passed delegates to the
local conventions will be chosen by the

men of the party with the knowledge
of the faot that the County Convention
may express its choice, and therefore so

far as the Republican voters are con-
cerned there will be almost direct ascer-
tainment of the choice of the majoiity of
them.

MALLOCK ON SOCIALISM.

The socialists, with what might be '
called charming inconsistency, declare
that an income tax is socialistic, pure and
simple. But Mr. W, H. Mallock, in the
Fortnightly Btxricm, shows that the error

of the claim is easily uncovered, and
there is no fairer nor more trenchant
anti-socialistic knight than Mallock.

He points out that Bernard Shaw's con-
tention that such a tax is socialism, be-
cause it is the transfer of rent and interest
to the State by installments, is error, be-
cause the presence and use of private
capital are implied.

The socialists claim that the taking of
part of the income by the State carries
the right and justice of taking more, so
that it may in time socialize the whole of
the income. But it is amazing that men

capable of contending for socialistic
creeds should fail to see that such an

attempt would result in stopping the pro-
duction of income.

As Mallock puts it,an income tax is the
transfer of a part of a thing produced by
individual enterprise, or ability, or use of
private capital. This transfer is adjusted
so as to take as little as is possible, not as

much as possible—that is, to diminish as
little as possible the normal reward or

I incentive of those who save or employ

jprivate capital. "Instead then of being
an example of socialism it is an astonish-
ing witness to the productive force ol
individualism."

Socialism in its purity would prevent
janyone from using his income to aug-
I ment its capitalistic value: from applying
ability as a manager or director to in-
crease the reward of his capacity by in-
vesting his income, by converting it into
private means of production so as to
reap an independent or anti-socialistic
income. How would that work ?

Let us suppose one managing a busi-
ness with marked ability, and receiving
a salary rewarding such ability fairly,

jbut with the condition attached that he
must not invest it so as to make it earn,
and that if he does so the reward willbe
confiscated by the State. Would such a

man confess that his capacity was fully

jrewarded ? Would men with ability to

I direct, manage and guide exert them-
! selves to such ends under such a condi-
tion? asks Mallock, in more extended
form.

Again, Mallock takes up the socialistic
idea that the Postoffice system is social-
istic; but he shows this to be but a film
resting upon an ocean of individualism;
a film supported by the sinews ofindi-
vidualism. For all improved means of
carriage and communication are the re-
sults of private ability applied with pri-
vate capital, and have been in all postal
history and will continue to be of neces-
sity.

But Mr. Sidney Webb claims munici-
pal works to be socialistic, and cites the
case of the city ofBristol supplying its
people with water at less than cost price.
Mallock shows that that can mean only

that the loss to the city is made good by a

tax on incomes produced by individual-
istic enterprise.

So in another case, Liverpool provides
the people with science lectures, and
Manchester maintains an art gallery;
but it means in each case that individual

ability, skill and capacity to gain are
used to entertain, and that the cost ofthe
use is taxed back upon individual in-
comes, which in turn are dependent
upon capacity and freedom to exercise
them for profit.

As Mr. Mallock puts tiin one paragraph

of his admirable reply to the Fabian
essayists on the evolution of socialism,
growth of municipal institutions for good

of the people do not indicate new social-
istic development. These institutions,
jsuch as city gas and water works, li-
braries and art galleries, etc, do not point

to socialism as a working principle, but
simply to the evolution of events, things

incident to civilized iife, and they do not

prove that because institutions are main-

tained by the Stale for society therefore

society is socialistic, for the State derives

its ability to maintain them from un-

trammeled individualism. When itcomes
to the point of discouraging individual
ability, which alone can supply it with

means for beneficent purposes, then

socialistic theory will be put to the test,
out of which it willcome a wreck.
