Singular Conduct of a Witness in the
Palmer Case.

Ferdinand Brandt Gets Himselfl Tiedi

Up in His Story—He is Appar-

ently Insane.

l

A man named Ferdinand Brandt, who |
gays he is a Mennomite, caused 3 little |
excitement in the Palmer case yesterday.

Even before he went on the witness- |
stand his eccentricity was made apparent |
by his strutting into court with Ldrpet|
glippers on his feet, a cane dangling on |
his arm, and a stove-pipe Lat on his head.
He refused to be sworn in the usual
manner, and insisted that a Bible be pro- |
eured before he would take the oath, and |
then he did not “‘swear,” but “aflirmed.”

He gave his direct testimony straight
enough, saying that he heard Phleger de- |
clare in this city that he would Kkill
Palmer, and that he saw a pistol in !
Phleger’s pocket at the time.

He also testified that a
Jones met him in the Lick llouao in San
Francisco and wanted him to “pump”’
Phleger and ascertain what ms testimony !
would be in an action pending at that
time between James G. Fair and Palmer.

He said he then went to the Monument
Ranch, in Yolo County, to see Phleger |
and converse with himm about the case.
He became satisfied that Phleger could |
be bribed to testify in IYair’s favor.

On cross-examination by C. T. Jones
for the prosecution, the witness so con- |
tradicted himself and gave such immprob-
able answers that it was the opinion of |
the Judge and lawyers that he was either |
insane or a perjuror.

Although having testified that he went
to the Monument Ranch in a boat and
talked to Phleger in person, he was un-
able to say on which side of the river the
ranch was located, and could not give a
reasonable description of Phleger.

After Mr. Jones had finished the cross-
examination, General Hart, for the de-
fense, not only withdiew the witness, but
asked that all of his testimoney be
stricken out, which was dore.

Brandt was then ordered under arrest
by Judge Murphy. He was locked up
in the County Jail, and an effort will be
made to find out whether or not he is in-
sane.

Subsequently General Hart thus ex-
plained now he happened to place Brandt
on the stand to testiry:

“Brandt is clearly insane. Fhere is no |
question about it 1n my mind. How he |
came to testify was in this manner: He |
told Palmer’s father in San Bernardino
that he saw Phleger and that the latter
had told him that he intended to kill
Palmer. The defendant’s father at once
saw the value of such testimony and he !
referred Brandt to me. He came to Sacra- |
mento from San Bernardino, and told me |
what he knew. I questioned him, and
he answered me in such a way that 1 had |
no reason to believe but that he knew
wnat he was talking about, otherwise I
would never have placed him on the |
stand.

““As he was testifying this morning I
noticed that he was not acting as a sane
man would, and I withdrew him from
the stand.

*It is in the line of the defense that |
Phleger had threatened to kill Palmer,
and when Brandt spoke to me I had no

man named |

reason to doubt him.”
