
THE SYNDICATE TO HANDLE WINE.

Itwill Pursue the Co-Operative Plan
of Actioni

Terms of the Contraots to he Made

-with Grape-Growers—Prloes

te he Paid, Etc.

The formation of a syndicate to handle
the wine product of the State, and whioh
is to be operated on a co-operative plan,

ao far has met with the approval of about

80 per cent, of the wine-growers in

different parts of the State. This syndi-

cate proposes to buy up the grapes of the
wine-growers and the wine of the wine-
men, and by thus handling them in very
large quantities to greatly reduce tbe cost

to individuals, and ao to make better
prices possible and a better condition of
the industry probable.

On Tuesday a form of contract to be en-
tered into by the grape-grower and wine-
maker waa adopted by the syndicate, and
a schedule of terms and prices was agreed
upon. P. C Rossi is the head man in the
ayndicate, and with him are a large num-
ber of the ablest men in the industry.

Following is the text of the contract:
CONTRACT.

"In consideration of $1, the receipt of
which is hereby acknowledged to
paid by P. C. Rossi, hereby agrees to
sell to him or his assigns, at his or their
option, at any time between this date and

next, the following viticulturalpro- :
ducts, viz: tons of grapes, gal-
lons of wine, more or less, the particulars
of which are enumerated below, at tbe
prices and on the terms act forth in tbe
printed schedule hereto annexed. Ifthis
option be exercised by the purchaser he
must notify in writing of such exer- j
cisc of it on or before tbe next, and j
the same shall thereupon become a sale
binding on both parties.

"The grapes above contracted for are
tbe crop now growing on vineyard, j
called , at . of which acres are

, and the quantity above named is the
estimated product of said vines. Il" the
product does not prove to bo so great
not to be responsible for any deficiency, j
If it exceeds the quantity uamod such i
excess ls included in the sale.

"The wine above referred to consists of j
about gallons.

"Ifthe quantities above mentioned be!
diminished by accident or natural causes !
before delivery the sale only applies to j
the quantity actually delivered.

"If on delivery of the wive the pur- i
chaser be dissatisfied with tbo quantities !
shown by the gauge marks on the pack-
ages he may have them gauged by a pub-
lic gauger, whose lawful charges shall be
borne by the purchaser aud seller iv
equal parts. Ifsatisfactory the same may
be gauged by weight.

"This option is granted and aecopteu
on condition that ifit be exercised by the
grantee he is to be deemed thereby to
contract to buy from as hereby
contract to sell to him crop oi the
same premises for tho years 1895, 1.9.,
1597 and 1898 on the same conditions
herein set forth, and at the prices fixed
for those years respectively in the printed
schedule annexed hereto.

"Witness *—hand this day of ,
_»_."

That the syndicate contemplates exist-
ence lor a considerable period of time aud
has not been formed merely to meet the
present emergency is evident by the clos-
ing paragraph which gives the syndicate
an optiou on the crops until i___. The
schedule referred to ivthe contract quotes
the different varieties of grapes in four
groups, the prices lor ali the wines and
grape*-- in one group being the same. In
the Zinfandel class the price for grapes
from the first or present year to the firth
ranges from §9 a ton to $18, and for wine
from 9 cents a gallon to 1. cents. In the
Riesling class the grapes range in price
from $13 50 to $23, and the wine from i__

cents to 2. cents a gallon. In tho group
headed Cabernet Sauvignon the price of
grapes is from $20 to $3-> a ton and of wine
20 cents to 35 cents a gallon. Mission and
Malvoisie grapes, constituting the fourth
group, are quoted at •>. for ail grapes and_ cents a gallon lor all wines.

Accompanying the schedule are the fol-
lowing conditions:

"Sound wines now in cellar at 10 cents
per gallon, except those under tbe Ries-
ling and Cabernet Sauvignon groups,
which are to be valued by expert arbitra-
tion, and taken at that rata The wines
of 1893 or older to be removed before
September 10, 1594.

"Ailgrapes to be sound and to bave at
least 22 per cent. _ug_r, aud to be deliv-
ered at the winerieß ofthe purchasers in
the county. Any deficiency in sugar will
be deducted as follows:

"Fiftycents per tou less than schedule
price for each degree of sugar below 2_ '\u25a0\u25a0

degrees (Balling) and down to 20 degrees :
(Balling).

"One dollar per ton less for every de- ;
gree ofsugar less than 20 degrees (Balling.)

"All wines to be delivered at a railway
terminal point.

"Payments to be made as follows, ©ne- i
third immediately utter receipt of goods, |
one-third by three mouths' acceptance j
and one-third by six months' acceptance. |

"Allwines to contain at least 11 per
cent, alcohol (by volume).

"All future wines to be accepted on or
before December 31st of each year, and to
be removed by the Ist day of March fol-
lowing. Should any wines remain in the
hands of the seller after March Ist, the ;
purchaser will pay the owner of such
wines oue-quarter of a cent per gallon
more for every mouth after March Ist
such wine is stored.

"Allpackages .for shipment to be fur-
nishea by the seller and to be returned :
promptly by the purchaser weli rinsed
and sulphured."

WOODEN ACTORS.

Some of the Tricks of the Modern
Melodrama.

The Basket-Making: Trade ln New

York and How

It Pays.

Down in tha dimness of a cellar in
Fourth avenue—a cellar where there is
always a soft, warm, damp atmosphere,
suggestive of tbe early stages of a Turk-
ish bath or the limp hand-shake of some
people—men in half undress, but pro-
tected by enormous aprons, sit tbe live-
long day, year in and year out, and weave
baskets.

It is a very quiet, as well as a very
shadowy cellar. You hear no sound
when you enter there and leave tbe clat-
ter of tbe street behind you, save tbe tap,
tap of the hammers and mallets used in
the building of tbe basket-frames and the
rattle of the wiilows as they are whipped
to aud fro in those deft but guariy and
calloused lingers.

For thirty years or more those meu, or
other men who are now dead or bave
wandered otherwheres, have sat upon
those same little square boxes, with their
legs stretched out and turned and
twisted, and doubled and pounded and
hammered innumerable willows from
many difi'oreut quarters of tbe world.

It isn't much of a business in New
York either. The output of all the New
York and Brooklyn shops is only a drop
iv the bucket to the enormous amount of
basket work that is used even within the
immediate range of the New York mar-
ket.

But it's a great trade for all that.
There's a diversity in it that is amazing.
The willows, which are unloaded at the
door and upon which the men are forever
at work, meet you at every crook and
turn in one form or another. The big
basket that your laundress totes your
clothes to the wash in, the hamper that
your boardiug mistress lugs to market
on a Saturday, the carriage, perhaps, that
your wile trundles the baby in, the trunk
that your drummer friend and your Eu-
rope-going acquaintance pack their
things iv, the waste-basket that yawns
lor your letters to tho editor, and a good
share of other things that you would
never thiuk 01, are from the hands of the
basket-makers down in that dingy cellar.

They even make actors there—basket-
work actors that never have any lines to
speak, but are none tho less indispensa-
ble to the modern melodrama. The chap
who is actually thrown over the clifl
while the mob of Irish peasants howls
out its hatred of landlords is invariably
one of these basket-work actors. They
are impervious alike to hisses and ap-
plause, and never murmur at a loug
series of oue-night stands. Cabbages
and back-number eggs cannot wound
them.

Whole menageries are turued out, too,
by tbe basket-makers' nimble lingers.
The elephants and camelopards in which
imre Kirally's bou! delights are born
there, in sections, then fastened to-
gether and covered first with canvas
and atterwards with glory. In the re-
cesses of the dark sub-cellar, where, in
sulphur vapors, the willows are put to
bleach out to snow whiteness, there linger
yet a lew dust-covered animals and parts
ot animals which never get sick, never
need feeding and never howl for light or
air or food.

"Now, abroad," said the basket-man,
"thero are whole communities where
men, women and children do nothing but
make baskets ttieir whole lives long.
Last year, the statistics show, there were
imported into tho United States, from
France, Germany, Belgium and Englaud
principally, s__7,3otJ worth of manufact-
ured baskets, aud $05,807 worth of wil-
lows. Why, twenty-five tons would in-
clude all that is grown here for baskets.
Tbe chief farms are over in Jersey,
down around Philadelphia and on
Long Island. But the American willows
are better than the foreign, except in the
very small sizes. Those are fouud best iv
France. The foreign willows are so ill-
assorted, too, that there is about 5 per
ceut. loss on them. The rattans which
are used for the uprights, or framework
of the baskets, are brought ali the way
from the East Indies, as dunnage in tbo
big ships."

"Aud what of the basket-makers?"
"Uh, foreigners; ali foreigners. I

actually don't know more than three
basket-makers who are native-born
Americans. They don't seem to take to
it, somehow. It's a trade that pays
well, too. A good man gets about $20
a week, and a good piece man can
run up as much as that. I used to
have men, of the erratic sort, who would
come to work Thursday and earn that
much before the week's end. There are
not more than 200 basket-makers around
New York now."

"What figure does the Indian work
cut?"

"Virtually none, of late. There used
to be considerable sale for Indian work
about holiday time, but the aniline dyes
they used faded quickly, and their bas-
kets, which are all made of the lightest
sort of splints, became unpopular. The
scope of the basket business is growing
every year. Thero i. groat demand for
fancy work, especially with celluloid
strips, plaited in to relieve the silver and
gold and colors with which we wash the
willow work.

"Here are some things made to order
for gifts. This basket forsilver is a gem
for looks, and it will outlive any family.
The trade in trunks is getting to be great.
Abasket trunk, covered with leather, is
one thing that a baggage-smasher canuot
phase at all. In Europe thoy are popular
because they are light; all the luggage
there is carried by weight."

"Are there any gypsy basket-makers?"
"No, but the gypsies are great users of

baskets. And—l suppose it is because
they have been so much abroad—they
Know good work better than any other
customers. They will have none but the
best and are willing to pay any kiud of
prices provided they get just what they
want."—New York World.
