
SOME NEW STATE FAIR FEATURES.

Among Them Will Be the Famous
Mexican Band.

Proposed New Arrangement of the

Pavilion—Competent Men to Haye

Charge of Department*.

Cass&sa's California Exposition Band
of forty pieces, now furnishing popular
musio for the Midwinter Fair, has been
engaged by tho State Fair management
to entertain the public at the coming State
Fair. Charles H. Cassasa, the leader, is
a thorough and painstaking musical di-
rector. Of his band Sousa said, while
here last winter, that it was one of the
best musical organizations in the United
States, and that it was the only organized
concert band west of the Rocky Moun-
tains, comparing on equal terms with any
of the great combinations of the East.
Sousa was very warm in his praise of this
band. So interested in ita success was he
that Cassasa was complimented by a ten-

der of all his selections now held and
played exclusively by Sousa's great band,
under copyright, and while in San Fran-
cisco he directed a rehearsal of many of
these selections by Cassaaa's Band.

There are soloists upon all the princi-
pal instruments included in his organi-
zation, insuring a grand entertainment to
visitors, in a musical sense. There is no
State in the L nion with a more music-
loving peoDle than California, and great
artists have said that musical critics (.and
good ones) may be found in all walks of
life in this State. Itis a fact well known
by all visitors to this coast, of a musical
turn of mind, and they profit by this
knowledge, so that any organization that
receives the plaudits of this community
can be sal'oly relied upon as competent.

The State Fair Directorate recognize
this, and aim to get the best available
talent this season. It is their intention
to provide proper quarters for the per-
iormances of this band, as it will be the
largest musical combination ever en-
gaged for the State Fair. The plans, as
arranged, provide for the erection of a
large and attractive shell to answer the
purpose of a sounding-board, at the west
end ofthe main hall, in which tho band
will be placed. This will give greater
effect to tho musical part of the exhibi-
tion than ever before.

There will be an entire change in the
arrangement of the exhibits in the great
building this year. A large main aisle
will traverse the main hall, 400 feet in
length, borderod with palms and other
decorative plants, with the handsome
musical shell for a back-ground. Ex-
hibits will be arranged on either side of
this isle, producing a most charming ef-
fect.

The directorate have decided against
out-door attractions at the Pavilion here-
after, which announcement has met with
the hearty approval of the exhibitors.

There are several other attractive
features forthe Pavilion now under con-
sideration that will.ifconsummated, give

not only additional attractions to the
great building, but be ofpopular interest
to the public as well. As soon as the de-
tails are fully decided upon they will be
made public.

An innovation will be made this year
in the management of several of the
prominent Pavilion departments by j
placing practical Superintendents in j
charge. The Horticultural Department I
will be managed by the State Board of,
Horticulture, with B. M. Lelong, the I
Secretary thereof, and present Superiu- i
tendent of a similar department at the \u25a0

Midwinter Fair, in charge. The arrange-
ment of awards have been made after ;
consultation with the principal growers
and exhibitors of horticultural products.

The Department ofViticulture will be
in charge of Charles J. Wetmore, Secre-
tary ofthe State Board ofViticulture, and i
it is probable that the beautiful pavilion '
now used for the wine-growers' exhibit at ;
the Midwinter Fair will be sent here in- '
tact.

John A. Stanton, Superintendent of the j
Art Department of the Midwinter Fair, i
has been selected as Superintendent of
the Art Department of the California
State Fair, vice Norton Bush, deceased, j
and an effort is now being made fo retaiu
many of the foreign pieces of art sent to
California in bond for exhibition only at
the Midwinter Fair.

The prospects are ivore nattering than
ever at this season ofthe year for a grand
exhibition at the State Fair in September
next. Aprominent citi /.en of the State
remarked during the recent session of I
the Republican State Convention in this
city "that the time of year in which tue
State Fair is usually held is especially
favorable, as at that season, no matter
how close business is, the growers have j
generally realized upon their fruit crop,
and large advances have been made upon
the hop product, which is getting to pc of
great importance in this section of the i

State. This, with a fair price for cereals, ;
will put money into the hands of the
producers, who are the people that go to
make up the larger proportion of the at-
tendance each year at the State Fair.

"It's a mistaken idea," said he, "to
suppose the Midwinter Fair will injure
the State Fair—as much so as the notion
many had that the great Chicago Fair
would hamper the Midwinter Fair.
Many so thought and so expressed them-
selves, but time and experience have
shown exactly the opposite.

"Itwill be so with our State Fair—the
general public go in for continual excite-
ment, and the more they are given of this
character of attractions the more they
patronize them. No, sir; the effect is
really stimulating, not injurious."

THE STUART TRIAL.
More Testimony lor the Defense Heard

Yesterday.
At the trial of F. A. Stuart yesterday,

on the charge of burglarizing the News
office, W. W. Kodehaver and T. W. Fitz-
siniinons were recalled to the stand by
the prosecution. They both adhered to
their former testimouy, in which they as-
serted that they had no idea that Charles
Goldsmith was going from Auburn to
Sacramento forthe type which was stolen,
and which they had agreed to buy from
him.

E. C. Gordon of Auburn testified that
lie was in the Ai'gus omce when Sheriff
Conroy and Stuart were talking about the
case, and heard Stuart say to Conroy that i
he wem to Lincoln on Saturday, the day
beiore the Aeus office was burglarized, to
getatiuuk. lie also heard Conroy say
he could prove that Stuart was In Sacra-
mento on Saturday night. Stuart then
said he guessed it was ali up with him
and that he would tell the truth. He told
Conroy he was in Sacramento and de-
scribed to him the manner in which the
type was stolen.

Warren E. Doane, the official sten-
ographer of Placer County, was next
called and read from shorthand notes
statements that were made by Kodehaver,
Fitzsimnions, Stuart, and Goldsmith after
the arrests.

F. A. Stuart, the defendant, was then
put on the stand. lie denied in every
particular any intention of stealing the

type. He described how he happened to
go with Goldsmith to Sacramento, and
said he did not know of the stealing of
the type until he read it in the BsoofiD-
Union, ou the Monday following.

Most of his testimony was similar to
that he gave at the preliminary examina-
tion. He had not concluded his testimony
when an adjournment was taken until
this morning.

The Kind of Weather That May be
Looked for During July.

Director Barwick of the Weather Bu;- J

reau furnishes the following data, com-
piled from the record of observa-
tions for the month of July, taken
at this station tor a period of six-
teen years, showing the average and ex-
treme conditions of the more important
meteorological elements and the range
within which such variations may be ex-
pected to keep during any corresponding
month: •

Temperature—Mean or normal temper-
ature, 7-i -': the warmest July was that
of 1891, with an average ot 7(i_ ; the cold-
est July was that of 1887, with an
average of 70°; the highest temperature
during any July was 10tj° on the 21st,
l&yi; the lowest temperature during any
July was id° on the 17Ui, I&s7.

Precipitation—Average lor the month,
a trace; average number of days with
.01 of an inch or more, 0; the greatest
monthly precipitation was a tiace in
1577, 1879, 16S0, 1881, 1882, 1885, 1888, 1891,
1893; the least monthly precipitation was
0 inches in 1878, 1883, 18S4, lhSti, 1887, 18&9,
ibuO and 13C2; the greatest amount ofpre-
cipitation recorded in any twenty-four
consecutive hours was 0 inches.

Clouds and weather —Average number
of cloudless days, 2y; average number of
partly cloudy days, 2; average number of
cloudy days, 0.

Wind—The prevailing winds have been
from the south; the highest velocity of
the wind during any July was 30 miles,
on the Ist, LBOS, from the northwest.

o'clock on the morning oi the Fourth, in
order to avoid accidents during the street
riot drill by the military.

The Chief is also requested to keep clear
the carriageways around the Plaza dur-
ing the fireworks in the evening, in order
to avoid accidents from aerial fireworks
which are to be set olf after dark on the
I-slreet side ofthe Plaza.

Chiel Drew informed a Record-Union
reporter last evening that he regretted
his inability to provide officers for such
duty. While he would be only too glad
to comply with the request, he is not able
to do so, owing to the small number of
men at his disposal.

He will, of course, do the best he can
with his limited ;orce of men, but cannot
promise that he v. ill be able to do all that
the committee desire.
