About the First King of the
Belgians.

now He Came to Marry Princess

Charlotte—lntrigues for the Throne

of Greece—Better Luck In Belgium—

Ills Descendants.

The memoirs of Baron d'Haussey

threw a curious light on the character ol"
Leopold 1., late King of the Belsians,
and uncle oi queen Victoria, who was

brought up by her mother, the Duchesa
ol" Kent, nee lJrinces9 ol'Saxe-(iotha, to
regard him as a lather. Her majesty in
her jottings on the evening of the day on

which her eldest daughter, the Princess
Royal, was wedded to Prince Frederick
William of Prussia, who reiened six
weeks as (jennaaliuiperor, speaks ofthe
company at the bridal. In aliuditig to

the bride's party, she speaks of her

•'Uncle Leopold, mamma's own brother,

the wisest King m Europe." Leopold,
who was a vicious ana unatniable man,
v.-ith a gloss of romantic sentimentality,

was then supposed to have been ail his
life the broken-hearted widower ofthe
Princess Charlotte, oniy child ofGeorge
IV.of England. He had skill in con-
cealing his many amours, and alter he
accepted the crown of the Belgians was
supposed by his English admirers to
have made a great sacritice to his people
in tearing himself from Sir Thomas Law-
rence's portrait of the defunct wife to
marry King Louis Philippe's eldest
daughter. It is true that he never loved
this Princess, and was to her a harsh,
unsympathetic husband. But it was not

the image of the Princess Chariotte who
stood between him and her, but three
Kubensy ladies, Caroline Bauer, who
•was brought up at Coburg with the
l>uchess of Kent; Mary Anne Jbmitb.
•who figured here for nearly thirty years
as the wealthy Corutesse d'Yvon, and the
Baroness Meyer, a Jewess. Leopold also
passed for the most disinterested of
mortals.

When his three sisters were sent to
Jiussia to enable Catherine 11. to choose
from them a wife lor her grandson, Con-
stantine Paulovitch, Leopold as a
younger son accompanied them. One ol
the three Coburg Princesses, Juliana, be-
ing chosen, he received a commission in
the the Kussian army. As he was
fortuneless he was, some years later, to
enable him to live, named aide-de-camp
to the Emperor Alexander I. It was in
that quality that the visited London in
Ibis. A sister of Alexander, the Grand
JJuchess of Oitleuburg, was sent a short
time previously to London to poison the
mind of Charlotte against her then suitor,
the Prince of Orange, and to prepare the
way lor the suit of Leopold. Charlotte,
the daughter of an alcoholic father and a
flighty, indiscreet mother, was easily iu-
tluenced. Alter a few chats with the
Grand Duchess, she obstinately refused
the Prince of Orange, who was educated
at < >xford to secure lor him popularity in
England. Leopold then came with the
allied sovereigns. A ball was given in
their honor by George, who was then
oniy Prince Kegent, aud the Priucess
Charlotte, seeing Leopold, lelt madly in
love with him. The Grand Duchess pro-
posed him to her. She declared she would
never marry anyone else, and so she was
allowed to have him. Sixty thousand
pounds a year were scaled on him by Par-
liament, and a hundred and liltythousand
on the Princess, who died in less than a
year after giving birth to a dead son.
Leopold then made up a match between
his youngest sister, Victoire, and the
eldest of George's brothers, the.
Duke ofKent. The Queen was the only
child of this marriage, aud her Saxe-Co-
burg uncle became, when her father died
in W2O, her de facto guardian. She was
brought up to revere him, and somehow
fancied until quite lately that he was de-
voted to the memory of his dear departed
Charlotte.

The memoirs of Caroline Bauer and
certain facts connected with the Comtesse
d' Yvon and Baroness Meyer which
"Truth" revealed opened the Queen's
eyes. Baron d'iiaussey's memoirs must

quite demolish the legendary Leopold.
The Baron was a member of the Poltguac
Ministry of 1829-30, which provoked the
revolution that sent Charles X. into ex-
ile and raised Louis Philippe to the
throne. It was during that period that
Egypt and Greece broke away from Tur-
key, Algiers was taken by the French,
aud the Turkish navy destroyed at Nsva-
rino by the united British, French and
Russian squadrons. Greece being freed
and the principles of the Holy Alliance
triumphant in Europe, it was judged
necessary forthe three powers to give the
Greeks a King. But they did not easily
agree among each other as to the Priuce
who was to l»e raised to Kingship. France
preferred a Catholic Prince, the hid otho
ot Bavaria. He was young enough to
learn Greek and assimilate Greek man-
ners and customs. Munich already wor-
shiped Greek art. Bavaria was an iso-
lated and a Bmall State, and had no sea
route to Greece. Kussia having no ortho-
dox Prince, preferred in principle a Pro-
testant candidate, a cousin of the then
Czar, Prince Paul of Wurtemberg. grand-
father of the King oi that State, but then
the younger sou of a younger brother.
Paui had a beautiful wife, Catherine ol
Saxe-Altenberg, a house that has since
fournished the Grand Duke Constantine,
Prince i- rederick Charles of Prussia and
the late King of Hanover with wives.
This candidate said that ifneed be he and
the Princess Paul would enter the Ortho-
dox Greek Church. He urged in his own
favor his "taleuts and experience," But
France objected to him because of his
morals, his revolutionary intrigues and J
his want of money. Paul's mother
•was the Princess of Brunswick, sister
of Queen Caroline of England, who
as wife of the Prince Koyal of
Wurtemburg, went when she and her

husband were living at St. Peters-
burg ou her knees before Catherine 11. to
ask her to protect her from the brutalities
ol the Prince. Her three children were
born there, nnmeiy, the late King of Ba- i
varia. Catherine, wife of Jerome Bona-
parte and mother ofthe late Prince Napo-
leon, and Paul.

"When the Princess Koyal and her hus-
band were returning from St. Petersburg
to Stuttgart the Princess, at Thorn, fell in
love with a Jewish player aud deter-
mined to devote herself to hiiii. Her hus-
band was to report that she Mas dead and
to be free to remarry. He was delighted
and did as she proposed, and took for his
second wife the eldest daughter of George
111. of England, who was alive when
Paul, her stepson, was a candidate for the

throne of Greece. She supported Paul's
candidature in London. However, the
three Powers decided that no fortuneless
Prince should be chosen, Greece being
too poor to afford a handsome civil list.

England then put forward Frederick,
Prince of Orange, whose fortune was
enormous. He was objected to by France
as a stanch Protestant and as belonging to
a family which had been for three centu-
ries closely connected with England.
Prince Leopold of Saxe-Coburg mean-
while proposed himself. He came over
to Paris secretly, saw all the Cabinet
Ministers, and when he had talked them
round asked to see Charles X. Leopold
said that he was not wedded to Protest-
antism; that he would regard with equal
eyes ail shades of Christians; thai ho
would be devoted to France, and even
belong to her; that he would lose no op-
portunity to show his gratitude ii" she
accepted him, and that he was wealthy,
and uy reason of his wealth independent
of Great Britain. The wealth was saved
capital and the life annuity of £60,000
settled on him by the British Parliament
when he arranged to marry the Princess
Charlotte of Wales. This income he rep-
resented was absolutely secure. Charles
consented. Leopold asked him to give
him a daughter of i.ouis Phillippe, then
Due d'Orleans. But. the King of France
referred him to the young lady's father,
who, knowing Leopold to be of immoral
lifein private and oi a harsh disposition,
refused.

Itwas settled in Paris thatlLeopold was
to be King. But he then said he could
not accept the throne for which he had
been intriguing unless the Powers gave
him :;U

fOOU,OOO francs to shirt with. 'Ihey
agreed to iet him have 12,006,000. He
went back to London aud there sur-
mounted the opposition of George IV.,
who detested him. The Czar and the
King ot France sent him their congratu-
lations. Fancying that he was sure,
come what might, of the regal post, he
wrote to the conference that alter deep re-
flection and study he lound iie could not
begin on less than oU.UOO.OOU francs. This
astounded the diplomatists. They had at
lirst refused to give him half as much.
But Baron Stockmar and Leopold in-
trigued, and it was agreed to let him have
oo.tXW.Ouu francs. He wrote a note in
which he hid his greed under a high tone,
and warned the congress that he must
withdraw his candidature if his demand
for co,ooo,uuo francs were not entertained.
As the King hated him, and be had made
himself a bore, he was taken at his word.
< nho of Bavaria was then chosen and sent
to Athens. Ho was taken from Trieste to
the Piraeus in s British man-of-war by
Captain Sir Edmund Lyons, father of the
lute Lord Lyons. Leopold, however,
was born to luck. Paris soon revolted
against Charles X. and made Louis Phi-
lippe King. The Belgians following the
example, broke away from the Nether-
lands, and were induced by England to
elect Leopold their King, This done, he
again proposed for the Orleans Princess,
and was accepted. Leopold 11. is their
son, and the Princess Josephine, who is
soon to be married to a Prince ol Houeu-
zo'lern. their granddaughter. Tlie Or-
leans Princess transmitted the heritage of
deafness to her descendants, and Leopold
that of hypochondria. The former shows
itself in the King's brother, the Comte de
Flandre, and the latter in the madness of
Charlotte, "Empress of Mexico," and iv
the moping melancholia of Clementine,
youngest daughter of Leopold 11. She
has renounced all idea of matrimony, and
aspires to bury herself in a convent.—
Paris correspondent New York Tribune.

A Plea lor sunkes.
Ens. Reoobd-Union: One of the indi-

cations of the hutnanity of our age is the
fact that cruelty to animals is an offense
against our laws. It is always gratifying
to our better natures to see tlie perpetra-
tors of cruelty punished. There is no
palliation of the crime of abuse to the
poor, faithful, helpless, dumb brute 3.
The man that will mistreat his horse, for
instance, ought to be compelled to draw
his o\v d loads.

But while oniy a man of brutish in-
stincts will abuse the animals iv his pos-
session, there is one creature that re-
ceives almost universal abuse. Even ten-
der-hearted women cry out "Killit!'' I
mean the common, "harmless reptiles

i known as snakes: not snakes in the boots,
i but the genuine live article, it has been
years since Ikilled one or allowed one to
be killed when I could prevent it, and

I only ignorance and early education must
be my excuse for ever having done so.
I never see one of these beautiful

creatures lying dead by the roadside
without reflecting that someone did the
deed through ignorance or force of habit.

And whence this lorce of habit? Is it
possible that our first historical knowl-
edge of the serpeut has anything to do
with it? "And the serpent tempted Eve
and she did eat. and she gave to Adam,
and lie did eat also."

For this sin, it seems, the following
curse was pronounced upon the serpent:
"Upon thy belly shalt thou go all thy
life. I will put enmity between thy seod
and his i Adam's) seed, and his heel shall
bruise thy head, and thy head shall
braise his heel."

Th.it there has always been enmity be-
tween the two no one will question, but
that this enmity had its origin in the
aforesaid curse we must be allowed to ex-
press a doubt. We should rather con-
clude that it had its origin in the fact that
the bite of some serpouts is fatal.

Anyway why should the serpent be
blamed lor Eve's disobedience? Ifshe
was tempted, as narrated, was it the ser-
pent that did it, or the evil spirit through
the serpent? If the devil did it, why
should the curs© be pronounced on the
serpent.

Let us look at a part of this so-called
curse against a mere tool of Satan: "Upon

! thy belly," etc. Was not that bis means
lot iocomotion ? If he had not been a
i tnero instrumentality in this sin at the
! cradle of our race, would he have, in
time, developed into a walking or Hying
animal instead of a creeping one?

IIwould seem that his present method
of travel is a punishment for allowing
himself to be used by Satan as a sort of
sneakine-trumpet in his conversation
with Mother Jive. Atany rate, this view
x-i held by some intelliget people with the
nineteenth-century lamp of science and
reason shining full upon them.

In other words, "As iv Adam all
sinned,"' so in his sntkeship, the original
subtle deceiver, all snakes have fallen
from their first estate, aud "come short"
of some other means of locomotion on
their bellies.

l>ut. seriously, the indiscriminate kill-
ing of snakes is wanton and senseless. I
believe there is but one poisonous snake
in California—the rattler. The bite of tlie
others is no more to be dreaded than that
of the mouse, nor indeed so much.

Scientific men tell us that there are
only three poisonous snakes, or rather
varieties, in the Timed Slates. These are
the rattler, the copperhead and the moc-
casin or cotton-mouth of the South.
While they aro to be dreaded and, of
course, destroyed, all the others should
be at least tolerated, because they are
both harmless and useful. They catch
mice, rats and gophers, and are therefore
our friends. If they do occasionally
scare timid women ami chicken-hearted
men, they are not to blame for it.

So now, gentle reader, the next time
you hoar anyone shriek: "Killthat ugly
suake!" ask him to pause ami think why
the innocent, interesting creature should
be killed.
