
ENDEAVORING TO PROVE AN ALIBI.

Trial of Horace Black for the Wach-
horst Robbery.

Edwards Says He Engineered It, Bnt

Black's Witnesses Swear He

Was In San Francisco.

The trial of J. H. Black for complicity
in tbe burglary of the jewelry store of B.
Wachhorst in tbe month of January. 1893,
was begun in Judge Catliu"s court yester-

day.
Black was indicted by the Grand Jury

with William Ed wards, Frank Shercliil'
and James Jordan forstealing a number
of diamond rings from Wachhorsi's store
by hurling a brick into a show window
and takinc jewelry which Was valued at

between SO,OOO and $7,<>00.
Alter the jury had been secured Dis-

trict Attorney Kyan made the opening
statement for the prosecution. He said
he would show that Edwards, who is now
an inmate of the State Prison at Folsoui,
6titioned himself opposite the jewelry
store on J street, between Third and
Fourth, and at a signal given by him
Black went into the store and presented
a pistol to August (jeriach, Waehhorst's
clerk, while Sherciiffpicked up the brick
and hurled it through the plate-glass
window.

As Bf>on as he had secured the dia-
monds ho and Black ran away, and were
ioliovved by Max Ginsberg, who conducts
a cigar store across the 'street Irom where
the burglary took place. Ginsberg was
forcibly reminded by Black tuat he
should not interfere in the flight of the
men by the latter turning around and
tiring a shot at him.

The men alterward divided tbe stolen
property in a saloon in Washington, Yolo
County, and atterward Black and Eli-
wards left for Sun Francisco and Jordan
departed for the East. It willbe remem-
bered that Jordan was apprehended in
l>enver, Col., and Detective ike Simmons
was sent to bring him back. Governor
"Waite refused to deliver Jordan up on ac-
count of Simmons not being an officer at
tbe time. Both Edwards and Black were
arrested in San Francisco on another
charge, for which Edwards was convicted
and sentenced to Folsom Prison.

Followiug ia the jury who will try

Black: J. J.Tlorton, J. J. Bailey, J. E.
Baldwin, John Beck, N. D. Gage, Charles
<>tt, C. Holland, M. lihoades, W. F.
I'eterson, William Olaen, Wiiliam Sulz
and D. Dierssen.

Black is defended by W. A. Anderson.
His mother and two young lady sisters
were present during the trial. They are
all ladies ofrefinement.

The taking of testimony was com-
menced at the afternoon session, and 11.
Waehhorst, proprietor of the store that
was robbed, identified a number of the
diamonds recovered from Ned Foster, to
whom they had been pawned, as having
been taken from his show-window.

Max Ginsberg testified to having seen
the robbers running away from the store,
and that one of thoin turned and shot at
him. lie also identified Black as a man
who was in his cijjar store, opposite
Wachhorst's place, on the day of the rob-
bery.

August Gerlach, salesman for H.Wach-
horst, in his testimony related in dotail
the story ofhow he was held under cover
of Black's pistol while the latter's confed-
erates were seiziug the diamonds, which
statement is familiar to the public. He
positively identified Black as the man
who held the pi.stol to his head.

Un cross-examination Mr. Auderson
indicated by his line of questioning that
the main point of the defense will bo that
Jllack was not in the city on the evening
ofthe robbery.

\V. li. Edwards, who was brought
down from the Folsom Prison as a wit-
ness for the prosecution, testified that he
was in Sacramento from November, I^'_,
tillFebruary, 1893. He lirst knew Black
three or four years ago. The witness was
employed on the electric railway in this
city as motorman in November, 1692.
Black and one Wright, or Kid McCoy,
were in this city at that time. About tne
Until of that month the witness laid oil".
He met Black at Third and L streets and
the latter asked him ifhe would like to
go into a job, and the witness replied
that he would if the:e was anything in
it. Black then explained to witness how
ttjo Wachhorst store could be robbed of
§!V)00 or £iu,uuu worth of diamonds, and
toid of how he had planned the job with
Wright.

The robbery was postponed from time
to time, because of the removal of the
jewels, and it wav not until the evening
of the last day in January that the op-
portunity arrived. Black had a n»a.n
named Wright engaged in the plot. The
witness had engaged a room on J street,
opposite Wachhorst's store, and was to
keep watch of the street and give the sig-
nal from a window when the Wachhorst
window was to be broken.

Edwards then told how Black entered
the store and covered the clerk with a re-
volver while Wright smashed in tbe win-
dow and got tbe jewels. He (Edwards)
hastened down stairs and saw a number
of people in the street, iie also heard two
pistol shots. On reaching tho street he
went down to Front, and passing the po-
lice station crossed tbe bridge 10 Wash-
ington. Alter waiting there awhile a man
named Walter Butler came to him and
\u25a0poke of the robbery. This was the first
\u25a0witness knew of any such man haviug
been engaged in the job. Soon Black
and Wright crossed the bridge, and they
veut iuto the back-room of a saloon on
tbe Yolo side, and romaiued nearly au
hour.

When they came out Wrightjand Butler
jumped on the train from Sun Fran-
cisco and crossed back to the city. The
\u25a0witness asked Black if he had received
their "divvy." Black replied that he had,
and that it was "08 and 4^," The witness
did not know what Black meant. They
met tne uext day, and Black permitted
the witness to feel of something in his
pocket, winch be said was their share of
the diamonds.

The uext day witness <uid Black went
to San Francisco, ana that night met at
tbe house of a woman known as Willie
May. From there they went out to Gol-
den Gate Park, where the stones were
tied up in a handkerchief and buried in
the sand. Black made him promise ho
would not visit the spot unless he (.Black)

\u25a0were with him.
Being out of means, ho got §25 or |30

from Black, and shortly afterward he was
arrested lor another robbery of a similar
character, convicted and sentenced to
I'oisom i'risou. He had never received
any portion of the stolen diamonds.

Prior to his arrest Black suggested to
him that ho get in with some boarding-
house keeper and lix it so thai he might

I prove an alibi if he should ever get into
: any trouble over the att'air. Black said
j he had a relative through whom he would
be able to prove an alibi.

On cross-examination Edwards said he
had concluded to make a confession be-
cause his mother pleaded with him to do
so, in the hope that he might escape prose-

i cution for the crime. He wanted to leave
th'j i rison with a clear record.

Officer Talbot testilied that he knew
j Biaek well and met him almost daily
during the fall of ibifci aud up to the time
of the Wachhorst robbery. During the
races in September, lS'Ji, be met Black at
Agricultural lJark and the latter*treated
him. Black spoke of a San Francisco

j diamond robbery in which he aud Ed-
| wards had been engaged, aDd also told
I thooilicer tiiar he had been having a good
i time "on the Wachhorst stufl'." He in-
formed Talbot that if tbe latter were
"onto himself" he might turn many
good tricks.

Talbot said he had been in the habit of
"joshing" Black a great deal, as he knew
him very wall, and that he placed little
importance on what he said.

The prosecution here rested their case.
The defense then called to the witness

stand, M. A. Black, the prisoner's uncle,
who conducts a carriage factory on Mis-
sion street, San Francisco. The witness
testitied that during the week embracing
January 31, WJS, the prisoner was in his
employ, mid his books showed that on
the 31st ofJanuary übe date of tho Wach-
horst robbery) he gave his nephew a half-
dollar, as he was short of pocket money.
Black had worked for witness off and on
at various times, and was thus employed
at the time of the Waohhorst robbery.

Consulting his shop book, tho witness
said that during the week before and the
one following January 31, lSy.'>, Black
worked eight aays.

James E. Broderick, timekeeper in M.A.
Black's factory, testitied that on tbeSlstof
January, 18t»3, Black was in his uncle's
employ, and also on the following day.
He [the witness) had kept the books of
the company, and made the entries of the
mejn's time. He then read from the time
book to show on what days the prisoner
was employed there. He quit work on
tbe 4th day of February. The witness
said be could not be mistaken as to these
dates.

Harry Black was in San Francisco dur-
ing January, and his uncle instructed
witness to put him at work, as he was
idle and short of mousy.

A man named Jones, who worked in
Black's factory, corroborated tbe testi-
mony of tbe latter's uncle and book-
keeper Broderick as to the defendant
having been employed at the factory on
tbe last day of January, lS'Ji.

The mother of Horace Black was pres-
ent to testify that her son was at home in
San Francisco at the time of the Wach-
horst robbery, aud that he slept at homo
on that night.

The attorneys will present their argu-
ments to-day, and the case willjjo to the
jury this afternoon.

ACKER MAN ACQUITTED.

Ills Little tTnpleat<antneae With Wil-
son Cootionod by ihe .Jury.

The case of Cyrus Ackerman, charged
with battery on M. F. Wilson, was tried
in the Police Court yesterany afternoon.
Ackerman demanded a jury trial. The
jury was a unique one, being composed
of live railroad conductors, an engineer,
a baggage-master, and the remainder
men who have been employed in the
shops.

Wilson stated that he was standing on
the street talking, when Ackerman came
up and accused him of talking to Mrs.
Heint/.leman. Witness said it was a

old man he would uury him in tbe street.
fie relinked Ackerman, who drew a pis-
tol and threatened to put a hole through
him.

C. Cooper corroborated Wilson's testi-
mony, but did not see any pistol. He
saw a pocket-knife in Aekennan'a baud
shortly afterward.

John Wallace saw part of the row and
heard Wilson accuse Ackerman of draw-
ing a knife on him, which Ackerman de-
nied, saying he had only a small pocket-
kniie.

Ackerman testilied that ho was 64 yoars
old, and he told Wilson to take v friend's
advice and not carry tales about tho men,
and Wilson called him a d—d liar. Wit-
ness struck him, and Wilson grabbed
him by Lhe arm and tore his shirt.

Wilson then wont oil' a little ways and
picked up a cobble. Witness told him
to put it down or he wouM hurt him.
lie had no pistol and only took out bis
knife to show that ho had not had it in
his hand when accused of having it.

The court, at tho request of tho City
Attorney, instructed tho jury that the uae
of opprobrious language did not justify
lilow'.-;.

The jury, after eight minutes delibera-
tion, brought in a verdict of not guilty.
