COMMERCIAL.

The Situation Looks More Favorable
for the Present Week.

Fruits as a Bule Greatly in Excess of
Demands, and Prices Gener=
ally Rule Cheap.

Sax FrANCISCo, July 15th.

The movement of trade in the local market
Wwas somewhat improved yesterday owing to
a partial resumption of transportation by rail
under protection ot United States troops.
Merchants fecl that the rallroad strike ison
the verge of collapse, and the situation looks
iar more favorable from a business point of
view,

Recelpts of fresh Fruits yesterday were up to
the average, but the local demand was more
e€xtensive than was expected. In consequence
values were held steadier, and in some lines
strictly fancy stock was held higher. Peaches
are selling quite well, although stocks are
8till greatly 1n excess of actual requirements,
Apricots are moving off very slowly at the
quoted rates, Cherries are very dull and
cheap, the demand for them seeming to have
decreased very materially during the past few
days. Strawberries are in moderate supply
and the better grades are quite firmly held.
Raspberries and Blackberries are abundant
and low prices prevail. Apples and Pears are
slow to sell. The inquiry tor Watermelons
and Cantaloupes I1s very small. Supplies ot
Currants are not very heavy and values are a
shade steadier. Vegetables are plentiful and
sales are freely made at quoted rates, There
is no change in the Dried Fruit market, prices
being firm and supplies scarce.

In Dairy products the situation is rather
weaker. Heceipts of all commodities, inelud-
ing ranch Eggs, are liberal and prices are on
the down gmﬁe, A few special brands of
fancy Creamery Butter are alone held at
steady figures, while for other grades the
quoted rates are readily shaded.

Poultry is very slow to sell and weak., The

movement in the local Wheat market is
light, and, while the gquoted rates are saidto
be steady, buyers find no difficulty in obtain-
ing comcessions,

Chila-Labor.

Child-labor has rapidly grown to mons-
trous proportions within the last twenty
years, but the more enlightened portion
of the nation is waking to the folly and
wrong of it. This is shown by the fact
that legislation on this subject exists in
many States, though often evaded, and
that factory inspectors have been ap-
pointed, though their number is inade-
guate. Some working-people will not let
their children go into the mills, saying
“they learn tco much badness’’; others
say it is better for them than to be on the
streets. W. F. Willoughby has shown
that the rate of wages is lowered by child-
labor, since the rate of wages depends on
“the standard of comfort,”” which stana-
ard is lowered by the employment of the
young children of a family, The effect
of the prohibition of child-labor would
be & permanent rise of wages, owing to
the lessened competition, and alsoan im-
proved condition of the laborer, render-
ing him more valuable as a consumer,
which would lead to a better condition of
the market. From the history of child-
labor in England we may learn auin-
stroctive lesson for our own couniry. In
the last quarter of the eighteenth and the
tirst of the nineteenth century, it existed
there to & horrible extent. Restrictive
laws have been passed from time to time,
with good resuits, and the condition of
the British workman is now improving
rapidly.—Elizabeth Morris in Lippin-
cott’s.
