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AFFAIRS OF THE NATION.

Programme Mapped Out for Con-
gress the Present Week.

EFFORTS TO SETTLE THE TARIFF
CONTROVERSY.

Soveral Senators Likely to Speak
Rather Forcibly Criticising Presi=
dent Cleveland’s Letter to Repre=
sentative Wilson—Address Issued
by President A. J. Warner of the

Amerlcan Bimetallic League.

W ASHINGTON, July 22.—All interest in
the Senate proceedings for the week cen-
ters in the efforts which will be made to

settle the tariff controversy as raised by '

the tariff disagreement. The week will
begin with this guestion
ground, and no one can foresee what
amount of time will be consumed upon
it, or what will be the result of the debate
which will be inaugurated to-morrow.
There is now little doubt that these pro-
ceedings will be of a very animated char-
acter—probably no less than those of
rriday, and possibly more so.

All efforts to compromise the differ-
ences in the tariti and to allay the fear
engendered by the President’s letter to
Mr., Wilson have so far been undvailing,
and unless an unusual effort is made and
exceptional success secured between this
time and the hour of meeting, the day’s
session will develop aseries of interesting
speeches, which bid fair to be character-
zed by words both plain and pointed.

Democratic Senalors generally agree
there is now no prospect of reaching an
understanding in the pariy before to-
raorrow’s session, and this cannot be
done until the temper of the Senate shall
be still further exploited before ihe coun-
try. If there should be no change of
programme, Hill’s motion to recede from
ihe Senate amendiment to make coal and
iron ore dutiable at forty cents per ton,
and put both on the free list, will be first
decided, after which Senator Vilas’ tno-
tion to amend the sugar schedule, by
striking out the one-eighth of a cent dif-
ferential on refined sugar, will be subject
to discussion. Iitis on this proposition
the most interesting part of the debate 1s
expected to occupy. Senator Hill ex-
pects to gain a4 few votes over the num-
ber secured for his motion when offeredjby
himself, before the bill went to confer-
ence, but he does not think it will show
any great strength, and concedes that
interest is absorbed by the Vilas motion,
which he favors as strongly as he does
his own,

The duration of the discussion on the
Vilas amendment will probably depend
largely on the time when the point of
order, which will be made against it,
shail be made. When a point of order is
once made it lies with the Chair to say
how long debate upon it shall continue,
and with Mr. Harris in the chair the
change might be very suaden at any time
aiter the point was made.

It is a generally recognized fact that
there are several Senators who are de-
termined to speak on the general ques-
tions which the publication of Mr.
Cleveland’s letter has raised, and that
these speeches will find vent in some
other connection, if mot in that, and
unless the Senators who are expected to
speak change their minds there will be
no mineing of words when the talk shall
begin., Senator Gorman is slated fora
speech during the day, and those who
are in his confidence say the Presideut's
letter is directed toward bimself, and that
his utterances will show his resentment.
it is said he will take the position that
the Senate bill must be sustained, and
will give his reasons therefor.

Senator Mills will, with Senator Vilas,
lead the fight for the Vilas motion. He

will also speak on the general features of |

tne gquestion at issue, and will sustain the
President’s position in his own, In
reference 1o the Vilas motion, he will
tuke issue with those who consider it out
of order, and will contend that a ruling
to sustain the point of order would be
unconsiitutional, saying the greater
privilege of moving to amend a bill in
conference by reading from an entire
amendinent carries with it the lesser
privilege of receding from a part of any
amendment.,

Senators Voorhees, Brice and Lindsay
are among the chief Demoecratic Senators
who may speak during the day, and
many others, including Senators Hill and
Vilas, will probably participate in the
morning debate.

Brice had expected to speak on Friday,
but was cut off by adjournment, and he
now says that circomstances will decide
whether he shali talk at all. 1itis also in-
detinite as yet whether Voorhees and
l.indsay will make addresses at this
juncture.

There 1s still much uncertainty about
the power of Senator Vilas’ motion to
Liold its position, notwithstanding the
fact those who oppose it bold it clearly
out of order. The best advice indicates
when the Cbair rules it out the rnling
will be sustained but, this will depend
largely on Republican votes. Some of
the Democratic Senators friendly to the
motion assert that the Republican vote
will be against such rulingz, but this does
not appear probable. If the otion
should be decided out of order there will
be an effort to renmew it in some other
form, possibly by amending Senator
Gray’s mot on to recommit the bill to the
Conterence Commitiee without instruc-
tions. It now appears quite certain that
the advocates of the motion will exhaust
all pariiamentary resources to have i}l-
structions given as implied by the
motion, If they should not succeed in
this, there wiil be an etfort to pass Gray’s
motion to send the bill back to confer-
ence without instructions, under which
arrangement the conferrees could recom-
mend the striking out of the sugar dif-
ferential if they should see fit.

With the tariff bill disposed of, in what-
ever way, the Senate will take up the
sundry civil and general appropriation
bills, if they shall be reported from com-
mittees. These are the only appropria-
tion bills which the Senate has not passed
upon. An effort will be made by the
committee to have the sundry civil bill
ready to submit to the Senate early in the'
week. It will carry a large number of
changes, and is liabie to cause considera-
ble debate when taken up. Ior the rest,
there is a long calender waiting the at-
tention of the Senate,

There is real apprehension on the part
of the friends of the bill that there will
be an eflort made to supersede the mo-
tion now pending with one to postpone
the bill indefinitely. The discovery that
such a motion was contemplated Friday
was the reason of tte adjournment over
till Monday, and it is believed by those
on the inside that if the motion had been
made and had not been ruled out on a
point of order it would have carried. The
same apprehension is felt in case the mo-
tion should now be entered. There has
been no effort to secure a Democratic con-
ference to-day, and there does not appear
to be any likelihood of one to-morrow.

PROGRAMME IN THE HOUSE,

The programme in the House for the
coming week will depend largely on the
tariff problem, iv which all present ar-
rangements must give way. 'To-morrow
js District of Columbia day, and Tuesday,
and perhaps Wednesday, wili be devoted
1o the consideration of the Moore-Funston

contested election case from the Second
Kansas District, in which Moore claims
the election by 1,364 votes, and Funston,
the sitting member, by 81 votes.” The
majority of the committee lave voted in
favor of Moore, the contestant, and Fun-
ston will undoubtedly be unseated, de-

Theremainder of the week will be given
to the consideration of billa reported from
various committees, subject to the decis-
ion of the Commitiee on Rules, which
meets to-morrow. Under any rule that
is adopted, Fowever, conference reports
will have the right of way, and should
any report be made on the tariff biil it
will receive instant and immediate con-
sideration. to the exclusion of all other
legislative matters,

THE SUGAR TRUST,
Branch Office Inguiry of the Senate

Fhvestigating Committee.

WasHiNGTON, July 22.—The Senate
Sugar Trust Investigation Commitiee is
devoting itself to branch office inquiry,
which it is now pursuing to ferret out the
origin of the rumors affecting Senators,
and the members of the committee now
think with a fair prospect of success.
They are of the opinion that the stories
accusing Senators of speculating in sugar
stock and having been influenced in their
attitude toward the tarifl’ bill as a friendly
interest in_ the sugar trust have had a
| common origin, and they now think they
have obtained a clew which will enabie
them to develop the source of all the
statements, The testimony given by the
witnesses before the committee yesterday
point to a certain individual as the party
responsible for the charges which have
been set afloat. He is not a resident of
Washington, and his present whereabouts
have not been definitely ascertained, but
it is understcod that no eifort wiil be
| spared to find him and bring him before
| the committee, and thus give him an op-
| portunity to make good the charges.
Lhere is an impression among meimbers
of the cowmmittee that he has sought to
avoid appearing before the comuuittee,
while striving to give it ail the work
possible. The name of this man is sa-
credly guarded, and it is understood that
he desired to prevent his ide.tity becom-
ing known as one of the commiitee’s rea-
sons for giving out the testimony now
being taken. The comiities is not im-
pressed with the trutn of the charges, but

it is due Lo Senators whose names have
been mentioned in this connection and to
the countiry at large that tue lacws should
be known.
LETTER TO HAVEMEYER.
WASHINGTON, July 22.—The following
letter from the House Sub-Committee on

i Trusts to the President of the American

Sugar Refining Company was mailed to-
day:

H., O. Havemeyer, Esq., President
American Sugar Refining Company, New
York—DeEAR SIR: If you supply to me, as
Chairman of the »ub-Committee on
Trusts and Manufactures, the information
asked for berein, I will see that it is laid
betore the public. A free trader myself,
and believing no tax should be levied on
sugar (nor anything else) exceot for
revenue; nevertheless, as practically
every article of general consumption is to
retain protection, I feel no prejudice
against the sugar interest as such, and I
think a large uumber of members of the
House entertain the same view. As,
however, the sugar trust demands pro-
tection, or more properly speaking, the
taxation of the pubiic for iis profit, it
should,put before Congress and the pub-
lic its real condition, so that an intelli-
gent opinion of the merits of its demand
may be formed.

If upon an auctual andgnecessary invest-
ment of the cash capital, you cannot save
yourse.f from loss without burdening
the taxpayers, then it has just as much
justification, and more, for being fed
from the public resources by taxation as
many industries which we aid in passing
the Wilson bill and allowed to remain
upon the charity list. If, however, its
profits have been excessive, when figured
upon an actual cash and unwatered capi-
tal stock, then you, as a fair-minded man,
will agree with me that you should not
have any legistative favors., In such an

| event a tax of one cent per pound upon

100-degree sugar for revenue only would
be a fair and equitable one, permitting a
reduction of one-hundredth of a cent for
each degree of sweetness lacking. Such a
tax as this, while being nothing to the
treasury of your company. would pour a
great many millions into the Government
coffer. 'The information asked for is
com prehended under four heads:
First—What is the present tax value,
i. e., cost of replacing of its plants actu-
ally inoperation and necessary to produce

| a quantity of refined sugar turned out by

your company ?

Second—What have been the actual
profits of the American Sugar Refining
Company for each full fiscal year since
its organization, and what are its profits
so far in the carrent year?

Third—What annuoal salary is paid to
each of its general officers?

Fourth— W hat is the actual paid-in cash
eapital, including the plants, turned in at
their real cash market value, and what is
the present surplus fund of thé company,
| including all individual profits?

The McKinley bill gives the sugar re-
finers an opportunity of collection from
i the consumer, and a tax of one-half a
cent per pound upon ali sugar above No.
16, Duteh standard, and the consumption
ol all classes of sugar during the past
three fiscal years, aggregating 12,956,802,-
446 pounds, nearly nine bilhions of which
were above this limit. It follows, there-
fore, that the sugar trusts, independeunt
refiners in the United States, must have
received over 40,000,000 of the people’s
money, while the Governmentgot during
the three years $170,75l. As youar com=-
pany asked certain favors, the propriety
of supplying the country with the infor-
mation asked berein will not be ques-
tioned by so reasonable a man of business
as yourself. You are a Democrat, and
will, I trust. join in the hope that within
a few years the present wretched system
of taxing the people (under the mislead-
ing of protection) for the benefit of pri-
vate interests will be done with entirely
and forever.

BIMETALLIC LEAGUE,

Address Issued by Presldent A. J.
Warner.

WASHINGTON, July 22.—General A. J.
Warner, President of the American Bi-
metallic League, has issued the follow-
ing address:

“The country has now had a year’s ex-
perience under the gold standard policy
since the Acts of 1803, closing the mints
of India and the stoppagejof silver in the
United States. The results of this ex-
perience are manifest on every side in
the business depression in the country,
on account of railroad strikes and general
discontent that everywhere prevails,
Congress will soon complete its work,
and the general siluation and the pros-
pects belore the country will be fully
disciosed. Some State elections involv-
ing the election of United States Senators
have already been entered upon, and the
campaign for the election of inembers of
the House for the Yifty-fourth Congress
will soon begin. :

“Jn view of these conditions, the Ex-
ecutive Cominittee of the American Bi-
metailic League has thought it advisable
to hoid a conference of those who believe
that no permanent improvement in the
condition of the country can be hoped for
as long as the present gold standard pol-
icy is pursued and who favor the imme-
diate restoration of the bimetallic stand-
ard in the United States, with the free
coinage of both gold and silver at the
ratio of 16 to 1, to be held at Washington
on Thursday, August 16, 1894, to take
into consideration the condition of the
country and to decide upon the policy to
be pursued to bring about the change in
the monetary policy of the Government
necessary to restore prosperity to the
people.”

DECLARED A FAILURE

Switchmen Censure Debs for His
Uanwise Course.

WRECKED THE ORGANIZATION AND
LEFT MEN OUT OF WORK

Enthusiastic Meeting of Citizens at
Oakliand to Law and

the Strike

Maintain
Urder—Address From
Leaders in Jall at Chicago—More
Arrests to be Made in Connection
With the Train Disaster In Which
Engineer Clark and Four Soldlers

Were Killed.

Kaxsas Ciry, July 22.—A secret meet-
ing of the switchmen was held to-night,
at which a local organization was formed
to take the place of the lodges of the
Switchmen’s Mutual Aid Association.
Four hundred members of the old or-
ganization were present. tesolulions
were passed dculariuf.jﬂge late strike
ordered by Debs a failuid, and censuring
the latter for his unwise course for bring-
ing about a condition of atfairs which has
wrecked the mnational erganization of
switchmen and has left 75 per cent. of
their brothers in Chicago out of posi-
tions.

Telegrams were read announcing that
similar action was being taken in Omaha,
St. Louis and other cities.

A committee was appcinted to draw up
a constitution and by-laws and to report
at a meeting to be held next Wednesday.

Grand Master Workman Miles W,
Barrett, the national head of the Switch-
men’s Mutual Aid Association, has re-
turned from Chicago. He has been in
that city for several weeks past, occupied
with other members of the crder in clear-
ing up the business affairs of the associa~
tton, and has had a busy time of it.

On being asked as 1o the present status
of the association, Mr. Barrett said: **I'he
Switchmen’s Mutual Aid Association is
dissolved. The dissolution was not
caused by the recent strike, though it has
been claimed that that was the cause of
the collapse of the assocjation.”’

“*What caused the dissolution then ?*?

“Nothing more or less than the defal-
cations of our Treasurer, Simrott. We
have been busy in Chicago seeing to the
books which Sinirott kept, and tinding
out our precise financial standing and
other matiers. As to our financial stand-
ing, I may say that we have found Sim-
roit’s defalcations amounted to 332,000,
This we have tound out by a careful go-
ing over the books recently. The officers

of the association are now engaged in
clearing up its business. Everyihing

will be finished this month. The bene-
ficiaries, of whom thereareaboutseveunty-
five, will be paid within a short time,
Then we shall proceed to reorganize, A
meeting for the formation of the local
switehmen’s union has already bLeen set
on foot in Chicago. Similar meetings
will be held in Omaha, St. Louis, Kansas
City, Denver and other large cities. When
these have been organized, each will elect
a delegate to a national gathering, and
we shall then organize a new union of
vard men. This will take place within &
few months’ time, we hope,”’

CASE OF DEBS.

Labor Unions to See That He Has
Proper Defense.

NEw Yorg, July 22—Now that the
great railroad strike is over the leaders of
the old labor organizations are taking up
the matter of securing the proper defense
for Eugene V. Debs, President of the
American Railway Union. This activity
is in accordance with an appeal issued by
President Gompers of the American Fed-
eration of Labor, which will be published
in the August number of the American
Federant, the oflicial organ of the federa-
tion. It reads as follows:

“Kugene V. Debs stands as one of the
most conspicuous and interesting figures
belore the country. None doubt his hon-
esty and devotion to the cause of the
wronged against the wrong doers. Yes-
terday he was in jail waiting the action of
the United States courts upon the charge
of contempt of its injunction, He was
requested to appear before four different
courts, located hundreds of miles from
each other, each at the samie time., He is
under indictinent for conspiracy for
obeying the orders of his organization,
and requesting the railroad men to quit
work to aid their struggling fellow work-
men. The corporation have their claws
ready to fasten upon the body of Debs,
not simply to try and crush him, but
that they hope to force the men of labor
into silence and slavish submission.

**That purpose cannot, dare not,and will
not succeed. Debs must be defended, and
ably defended. In his person at this
time he represents the rights of labor.
Eugene V. Debs is a poor man; he has no
money; his trial and preparation for it
will require a considerable amount, and
we know that the workers of the country
have never yet been applied to in vain to
help the cause of justice, humanity and
right, All unions should contribute.
We ask all laboring men to open sub-
scriptions for the Debs legal defense
fund,

“By order of the Executive Committee
of the American Federation of labor,
Samuel Gompers, President.”

The Federation heads the list with a

LAW AND ORDER.

Enthusiastic Meeting of Citizens at
Oakland.,

OAaxLaAND, July 22 —Notwithstanding
the shortness of the call, there wasan
immense throng at the Oakland Taber-
nacle last night. It was a public meeting
called by Mayor Pardee to offset the one
held by the strikers and their sympa-
thizers on Thursday night. There were
many ladies in the audience.

Mayor Pardee made a brief address,
outlining why the meeting had been
called. Hesaid: “One of the main rea-
sons for the calling of this meeting was
to show that the Oakland people gnaran-
teed to every man the right to earn his
living, to support his wite and his chil
dren without being interfered with and
bulldozed. Every man should be able to
work without threats of violence, and
this meeting is catied for the purpose of
showing that OQakland is not in sympathy
with the lawless element.”

Rev. Dr. Chapman was introduced as
the first speaker. He said the only ques-
tion to be considered was the good order
of the city. ‘T'here are two classes of peo-
ple in Oakland. *Why is it that 1he cars
have been stopped?” heasked. *‘Because
there are people willing to gain their end
by violence. There is another class
which is in favor of law and order. The
law-and-order people are in a great ma-
jority in this city. Asan evidence is this
meeting to-night. I say that the Ameri-
can Railway Union must bear the stigina
of these recent outrages, and that the
members must purge themselves of these
acts of violence.”

‘I'here was great applause when Mayor
Pardee referred to ths engineer—Sam
Clark—who did not falter or desert the

throttle when called upon to do his duty.

‘*Wae have here to-night a meumber of
the Locomotive Engineers,” said Mayor
Pardee. He introduced Enginesr Meyers.
The introduction was followed by quite a
scene. The great mass of the audience
cheered, but there were a few who hissed
the engineer.

Mayor Pardee stepped up to Mr. Mey-
ers and putting his hand on his shoulder
said, *“This is one of the men who did
not fear to do his duty.”

There was terrific applause, and half
the audience arose and gave three cheers.

Mr. Meyers then reviewed the history
of the Locomotive IXngineers and gave a
succinet account of the attitude of his or-
der during the present strike.

*When Sam Clark was murdered,”’ said
the speaker, *‘that made the Locomotive
Engineers only more determined that the
wheels should move. When wo saw the
kind of methods used against Sam Clark,
a member of the Brotherhood of Locomo-
tive lngineers, it made some of us feel
like making this a fight between the
Locomotive Enginears and the American
Railway Union. Ingineers were ap-
proached and told that if they went out
with an engine that they would not come
back alive. "Can the American Railway
Union deny this charge?”’

The following resolutions were adopted
by a rising vote:

Resolved, That it is the right of every
man to leave his work whenever he is of §
the opinion that he can better his condi- 1
tion by so doing.

Resolved, That it is also the right of
every man, recognized by the civil and
moral law, to work whenever and where-
ever he may see fit, and that the abridge-
ment of this right by force and intimida-
tion is so great and threatening an in-
fringement of the rights of American
citizens as to merit the earnest con-
demnation of all thinking people—so
serious an infringement of the rights
guaranteed by the Constitution of the
United States and the State of California
4s Lo require the patting fortn of all
authqnty to stamp it out, to the end that
the rights of the people be not further
abridged by unthinking and unreason-
ing men.

Sacramento, Attorney Gaddis, who is to
defend young Hatch, was with his client
for several hours, Hatch’s wife, mother
and sister were also with him in the jail
yesterday and to-day, and it is believed
that the women have been urging him to
turn State’s evidence. The prosecuting
aitorneys have been expecting Worden 1
to make a confessional statement, but the
Associated Press representative could get
no definite information on this point,
Shenﬂ Wyckoff and Attorney Head hav-
ing resolutely sealed their lips. Detective
Burke has secured tools and a package
of giant powder which will be introduced
as evidence against the accused. Attor-
ney Bruner says that the railroad officials
have secured evidence implicating Knox,
Chairman of the strikers’ Maediation
Committee, The prosecution says that
further arrests are to be made in connec-
tion with the bridge disaster,

1o the American Public: 1t is almost
universally conceded that the Pullman
company, through the oft-repeated re-
duction of wages, excessive rents and
other causes, has grievously wronged its
employes, and that whatever may be said
about the great strike which resulted in
consequence of such grievance, the arbi-
trary refusal of said Pullman company to
submit to arbitration in any form (even
to decide the question if there is any-
thing to arbitrate) is proof positive that
said company has no faith in the justice of
its cause and fears the disclosures that are
certain to result from an honest investi-
gation, and in view of the heavy losses
entailed upon the country, such obstinacy
on the pari of the Pullman company is
deserving of the severest condemnation.

We propose that the Pullman company
shail be brought to justice, and in a way
that shall necessitate a strike with its; at-
tendant ills.

We bhave faith in the American people;
they uphold justice; they love fair play;
and now, in the name of justice angfair
play, we appeal to the greal American
public, to every man and every good
woman, not to ride in a Puliman car until
the Puliman Company does justice to its
employes, Let the cars run absolutely
empty. No friend ot labor, no lover of
humanity, will occupy a seat or a berth
in a Pullman car.  Let this policy be in-
augurated and we will then see how long
the railway companies will be bound by
their contracts, as they have induced the
people to believe, to haul Pullman cars.
We propose to continue the fight against
the Puliman Company, through good and
evil reports, and without regard to conse-
quences, until justice shall be done.
‘L'here will be no surrender. We will use
every available and lawful means to press
the contest.

CHINA AND JAPAN.

Both the Oriental Countries Now
in a Fighting Mood.

REPORT THAT WAR HAS ALREADY
BEEN DECLARED.

A Statement Concerning the Black
Plague in Southern China From the
Health Officer of Yokohama—The
Scourge One of the Most Fearful on
Record—One Thousand Lives Lost
During the Recent Earthquakes In

Tarkey.

Loxpow, July 22.—A dispatch to the
7imes from Shanghai says: War between
China and Japan is considered certain.

The London reporter of the Associated
Press visited the Japanese Legation here
to learn, if possible, whether the report
was true that war had been declared be-
tween China and Japan in regard to Co-
reéa. No official denial or confirmation of
the report could be had, but the whole
staff of the Legation made no attempt to
disguise their delight atthe thought of
war with China,

At the Chinese Legation it was stated
that no news of the declaration of war
had been received. It was added that if
the rumor was true the first report of the
matter would come from Japan, and not
from China, Another visit was made to
the Chinese Legation to-night. The offi-
cials stated that no late news had been
received, owing to an interruption of the
cable service, 'The latest information re-
ceived at the Legation was to the etiect
that 10,000 Chinese troops would start for
Corea. Japan had rejected the proposals
made by the Dritish Minister, although
the latter had counseled a peaceful settle-
ment of the dispute. The Chinese Gov-
ernment had thereupon declared that un-
less the Japanese troops were withdrawn
from Seoul and Chemulpo China would
break off negotiations.

The officials, further questioned, said
they discredited the rumor that war bad
been declared.

Inquiries were also made at the For-
eign Office, but it was stated that no news
had been received there. A telegram
from Yokohama states the acceptance by
Corea of the conditions proposed by
China is conditional upon the withdrawal
of the Japanese troops from Corea. The
Japanese Government was surprised at
this firm stand, which is supposed to
prove that the Chinese intluence is para-
mount in Corea, In the direct negotia-
tions between Tokio and Peking, China
has so far ignored the Japanese counter-
proposition,

CHINA CONTINUES WAR PREPARATIONS.

SumanNcHAl July 22.—China continues
to make preparations to assert her claims
of rights in Corea, and from present indi-
cations it is judged that war will be inev-
itable unless Japan recedes from the po-
sition she has hitherto maintained. Or-
ders were recently issued for 12,000 troops
to prepare for departure to Corea. The
preparations were hurriedly completed,
and on Friday last the soldiers went on
board the transports that will convey
them to the peninsula. To guard against
contingencies the transports were con-
voyed by eight gunboats, the command-
ers of wnich were instructed to fire upon
Japanese should the latter attempt to obe
struct the landing of the Chiness. War-
like preparations are also being made in
other directions. A strong body of
troops will shortly leave for the Li Chee
Islands. Itis the Government's inten-
tion to employ the Canton and Nakin
fleets in harrassing the Japanese coast if
actual hostilities are commenced. Orders
have been sent to every Chinese province
calling upon each of them to furnish 20,-
000 troops to support the Government.

BLACK PLAGUE.’

Statement of the Epldamic By the
Health Officer of Yokohama.

WasHINGTON, July 22,—Recognizing
the difficulties in the way of oBtaining¥
accurate information upon sanitary mat-
ters from oriental countries, Dr. Stuart
Eldredge, the Health Officer for the port
of Yokohama and a member of the Im-
perial Board of Healtn of Tokio, has sent
to the Marine Hospital Bureau a semi-of-
ficial statement of the epidemic of the
black plague in Southern China, It ap-
pears from his report that this scourge, of
which only fragmentary news has been
received, is one of the most fearful on
record, having its greatest hold at the port
of Honkong, where most of the foreign
commerce touches. The disease broke
out in Canton late last February, and at
the same time was epidemic at Pakhoi, a
port not often visited by Kuaropeans.
Daring March and April it steadily in-
creased, until it assumed gigantic propor-
tions.

According to the letter of Dr. Eldridge
the Iastern authorities treated the dis-
ease with their ordinary inditference.
Although Hongkong is the center of
trade in the east, but half a day’s journey
from Canton, and in constant communi-
cation therewith, the existence of danger
was ignored until several eases appeared
in Hongkong during the first days of
May. It steadily increased in that place
until the mortality has reached 100 a day,
despite the exodus of 100,000 Chinese and
many Europeans. The natives in most
cases have left on feeling the first
symptomwms of the disease, with the hope
of dying in their native villages, whilaa
dozen luropeans have been attacked and
most of them have died.

From Canton and Kongkong the dis-
easeo is spreading through the neighbor-
ing country and will probably appear in
the coast towns of China north of Hong-
kong, because from the carelessness in
these points no etfective quarantine is
likely to be established.

Several cases have already occurred on
steamers traveling from Hongkong to
Chinese ports, but without serious con-
sequences, on account of prompt action
by the ships’ surgeons. A quarantine
system has been put in operation in
Japan, holding ships from the infected
districts nine days after arrival or after
leaving, and the last case has abated, and
but one infected ship has reached Japan.

“If I may presume to advise,” said Dr.
Eldredge, *‘1 would say the most stringent
measures may need to be taken to protect
the United States, particularly as regards
certain classes of goods from China likely
to convey infection—rags, old cotton,
etc., and also such manufactured articles
as are made in the native workshops,
with perhaps a case of plague dying in
the same rooms; such things as straw
matting, embroicieries and every sort of
textile fabrics. So long as the disease is
kept out of Japan, so long will this coun-
try be the best bulwark of the United
States against the importation of the dis-
ease.”’

COMMONWEALER COXEY.
He Speaks at a PPeople’s Party Plenie
in New York.

New Yorkg, July 22.—J. S. Coxey, com-
mander of the Army of the Commonweal,
was at Ridgewood Park, L. L, to-day,
where he was tendered a reception by
the representatives of the People’s party,
who were holding a picnic there. General
Coxey madean address at the big after-
noon meeting.

“I represent a party,”” he said, ‘‘that
does not waut money that is redeemable
in gold exclusively, but money that is re=
deemable in everything thatis used in
this country.”’

General Coxey then unfolded the de-
tails of his good roads scheme, which ho
said would give employment to every
workman in this country, and make the
United States the most powerful country
in the worlid. He then took up the rail-
road troubles, referring to George M.
Pullman as *King George IV.” Let the
people of the United States control the
railroads, said he, and compel the Govern-
ment to buy them. Ifthe people can con-
demn your proeperty when they are build-
ing a railroad on the ground that it is for
the common benefit, you, in turn, should
condemn the property and operate the
railroad for the common benelit of hu-
manity.

Continuing, he said: ‘“The only place
for you to strike is at Washington. Go
through your public parks and marshal
the tramps and unemployed workmen,
tell them the cushions down in Wash-
ington are as soft as they are here, and
tell them I have a plan to feed them down
there. I don’t mind telling my plan.
\When the men get down there they will
be sent to jail, as I was. The jail in
Washington can only accommodate 300
persons. It is full now, so the men will
have to work building jails to imprison
themselves. If 1 cannot get them work
at home, I can get them work at another
quarter.”’

In closing, the commonweal General
again urged upon his hearers to marshal
the unemployed of New York and Brook-
lyn and march in a body to Congress and
demand the good roads plan be put
into shape for practical legisiation.

Rev. Dr. Edward McGlynn then ad-
dressed the assemblage, after which the
following resolutions were adopted:

Resolved, That the time has come when
no further hope can be held of any rem-
edies for our present industrial distress
from either the Republican or Democratic
parties; that they are both dominated by
the money powers; that they are both
agreed on using the military, net to quell
law-breaking, but to make positive alli-
ance with capital; that they are one in
bthe policy of contracting the currency to
a point of impoverishmeut for four-firths
of the people; that they are one in the
matter of land monopolies, theft of
unearned income on values and refusal
of State aid to the unemployed; in fact,
all essential questions which continue the
present miserable conditions, and that
they are merely separated into two wings
through the necessity of waging a sham
battle for the division of spoils. -

fesolved, That the only remedy for the
present inequality of conditions that
causes so much suffering and want is for
the industrial masses themselives to seize
the Government and administer it in the
sole interest of those who produce all
wealth.

Resolved, That to this end we call on
every workman and every working-class
sympathizer to come out on the first
Tuesday after the first Monday of No-
vember next and strike at the ballot-box
on the programme laid down by the Peo-
ple’s party.

NEw Yorg, July 22.—A number of

Passes Away.

DEATH OCCURS AT HIS HOME AT
SAN FRANCISCO.

One of the Early Picieers of the

State and a Strong Influence in
Public Affairs —Served as Con=
Governor and United

States Minister to China.

SAN Fraxcisco, July 22.—ExeGove
ernor Frederick F, Low died last night

at 11 o’clock at his home on the corner of -

Sutter and Gough streets, in this city.
Death was the result of the gradual wast-
ing away of his powers. The failure of
Ins strength was first noticed about five

| years ago.

Since then he had gradually failed, but
it was not until three months ago that his
condition excited alarm. Abouta month
ago the patient was brought from San
Rafael to his old home in this city. There
he became weaker each day, until finally
his life went out last night, as he was sur-
rounded by his family.

Frederick F. Low was one of the pio~
neers of this State, who became a very
prominent figure in its later history.

He obtained many political honors in
the service of both the Government and
the State, and was a strong influence in
public affairs. He had a long and suc-
cessiul business career, and was identi-
fied with many large interests,

He was born into a plain country
family near Frankfort, Me., in 1828, He
acquired a good common school educa-
tion and then became a clerk in a store in
Boston. In 1849 he joined the rush to
California, arriving in that year by the
steamer Panama, which brought with
him many men then or afterward promi-
nent characters.

He had a very brief experience in the
mines, and soon went into merchandis=~
ing with a partner on Sacramento street,
the firm naine being Lambert & Low.

About 1855 he removed to Marysvills
and went into business with his brothers,
C. L. and James W. Low. When Adams
& Co., the express and banking company,
failed, he and his brother, C. L. Low,
retired from the mercantile business and
succeeded to the banking business of
Adams & Co. at Marysville, under the
name of Low Brothers & Co. His careex
in this line was a very successful one.

In 1861 he was elected to the Thirty-
seventh Congress on the Republican
ticket, and about the same time he and
his brothers removed their business head~
quarters to San Francisco, where they
operated simply as capitalists and invest-
ors. V. D. Rideout succeeded to their
banking business in Marysville.

In 1863 the subject of this sketch was
appointed Collector of the Port of San
Francisco by President Lincoln and dur-
ing the same year was elected Governor
of the State, Ile was a conscientious and
clear-headed Executive, and his adminis-
tration was notable for its purity and
vigor.

He rendered valuable service to the Na~
tion during the closing years of the war,
and won many plaudits for his adminis-
tration of State affairs.

In 1867 he retired to private life, declin-
ing a renomination. In 1869 he was ap~
pointed United States Minister to China,
serving in that capacity for about two
years. .

On his return to San Francisco he be-
caine associate manager of the Anglo-
Californian Bank and so remained uatil
his death. He was a large stockholder in
the Sutter-street Railway Company and
for many years was its President.

During the fifties he was a director of
the California Steam Navigation Com-
pany and was a large stockholder in the
Bensley Water Company, which sold its
rights and properties to the Spring Val-
ley Water Company.

Mr. Low made considerable money in
Hawaiian sugar plantations, owned large
lumber and milling properties in Hum-
voldt County and was concerned at dif-
ferent times in many other business en-
terprises, in all of which he displayed
ability and sagacity.

He was a man of shrewdness, good
sense and integrity and won general re-
spect wherever known.

While living in Marysville he married
Miss Moliie Creed, niece of John C. Fall
of that place, a well-known pionesr and
business man. His wife survives him,
as does one unmarried daughter, the only
child,

BLAZE AT VALLEJO.
