THOMAS P. FORD DEAD.

One of the Oldest Newspaper Men of
the State P’asses Away.

Thomas P. Ford, one of the oldest
newspaper men of California, died yes-
r day of quinsy at Vina, where he occu-
pied the position of United States Store-
keeper and Gauger in the Internal Rev-
enew service,

Mr. Ford was bornin Richland County,
Ohio, and was 63 years of age. He caine
to California at an early day and passed
twenty-seven years of his lite in this city,
living for a time after coming to this
State at North Bloomfield. He was book-
keeper under State Superintendent of
Printing Erank Thompson. For several
years, up to the last few months, he pub-
lished the Mountain 1'ribune, at Bieber,
Lassen County, in this State._ S5

He was an active Democratic politician,
being the only Democrat out of a large
family of brothers, He was an enthusi-
astic Mason, and a member of Eden
Lodge, No. 220, F, and A, M., Eden, Mo-
doc County, He will be buried by Te-
hama Lodge, F. and A, M., of this city.
