
ALLEGED RAILROAD OBSTRUCTIONS.

Lincoln White Asks the Trustees to
Commence Suit.

A Committee Appointed to Confer

With the Company's Officials
on the Subject.

The Board of City Trustees held an ad-
journed meeting last night for the pur-
pose of listening to the arguments regard-
ing the removal of alleged obstructions
on Sixth street. Trustees Law ton, Wach-
horst, Kent, Davis, Devine, Leonard,
Peuni9h aud Tozer were preseut.

The improvement of Third street from
R to V with gravel was ordered.

The Street Improvement Company was
granted thirty days further time in which
lo finish the improvement of Secoud
-treet, they having been unable to get
asphalt during the strike.

The claim of M ary Gomez for damages
alleged to have been sustained by driving

oil" the Y-street levee was rejected.
The Clerk read a communication from

the City Auditor stating that he had
looted up the assessment roll and found
it made a total of $14,907,»j0. Of this
£<i,y_7,7do was for real estate, §5,407,375 was
for improvements, jf_,s_7,o_-. was ior per-
sonal proDerty. There are f_,,__l,o-_.. in
mortgages on tbe list.

Th.. Chief of Police reported favorably
on tbe applications lor saloon iiceuses of
Jochim «_: Lohr, lull Sixth street; L. B,
Greene, 724 X street, and Walters A: Me-
Lennon, Union Hotel. They were ail
granted.

The application of I). J. Considine for
license to keep a saloon at 330 X street
Was referred to the Chief of Police.

A report was read Irom tbe City Attor-
ney, statiug that tbe Southern Pacific
l.aiiroad company bad uo right to ob-
_:ruct Sixth street with scales, car-
wheels, etc They were granted the
right, both by the Legislature and by
city ordinance, to construct and maintain
tracks und switches ou Sixth and i, aud
to Keep tbe tracks on those streets as near
as possible level with the surface of the
i. treet, and in such condition as to ob-
struct such streets as little as possible.

_. evine said the presence ofthe railroad
company is an established fact, and there
was no need or wisdom in antagonizing
them. He thought that if the property-
holders on the east side of Sixtn street
would build bulkheads on their property
tiiere would be no need to put the com-
pany to tbe expeuse of fixing the street.

He thought that if the Superintendent
of Streets would interview the property-
owners they would fix their part of the
btreet, and then Superintendent Wright
would no doubt be willing to see that tbe
company did its share. He moved that
the Superintendent ol Streets wait on Mr.
Wright in reference to it.

J. M. Avery and others doing business
on that street presented a petition asking
tbat tbe tracks on Sixth aud 1 streets
be allowed to remain as they are. They
are a great convenience to tbe business in-
terests of the city. The cars are very
uandy to unload as they are, aud there is
very little room for cars in tbe city. Mr.
Avery thought more room was desirable.

They, therefore, asked the board to dis-
miss ali requests lor tbe removal of the
tracks, lie did uot think, however, that
the property-owners could afford to, or
would wish to go to the expense of im-
proving the street, as it would be very
hard on them, and he thought they
would oppose it.

Devine said his motion did not look to
forcing the property-owners to improve
their property unless they wished to.
ilis motion simply required them to
build bulkheads.

Law lou offered as a substitute to De-
vine's motion a resolution that the com-
pany bo required to place the tracks on
Sixth, from C to H streets, iv such order
that teams can safely cross it ail times,
aud also to remove the scales, within
thirty days.

Lincoln White said the last board or-
dered the obstructions removed, but no
attention was paid to the order. The
C;ty Attorney was then instructed to
commence suit for their removal, but did
not do so. The speaker weut to Sau
Francisco and saw Mr. Curtis, who told
him tbat tbe railroad company needed
the ground aud tbe scales, and be
thought Mr. Law ton's resolution would
be useless. With regard to improving
tbe street, the property-owners should be
compelled to do so and make good side-
walks there. There is no part of the city
where sidewalks are more needed or
used. This is uot the question, however.
li is whether tbe company shall be com-
pelled to remove these obstructions or
not. He asked the board to pass a reso-
lution instructing tbe City Attorney to
bring suit against tho company to compel
their removal.

Devine opposed such a resolution until
the board knew whether the property-
owners were willing to improve their
property or not.

Penuish thought Lawton's resolution
too far-reaching, as it laid the company
liable in case ofaccidents.

Lawtou said that would be a question
of law. He thought the street shouiu be
lixed, as it would eive more room to un-
load cars. He favored White's resolution
rather than his own.

Leonard said that Mr. Gillis had stated
to him that the railroad company was
noxious to settle tbe matter and stop the
wrangie. Mr. Gillis afterward stated that
be had received a letter from Mr. Curtis,
Mating that tbe company would fill up
tiie street much more cheaply than any
one else could, if the property-owners
would pay forit.

He stated, however, that the company
wished to use the west side of the street,
aud intimated tbat if they were compelled
to vacate it tbe citizens of Oakland bad
ottered them all the land they wanted
down there.

Tozer suggested that a resolution of in-
tention to improve tbe street be passed,
and if the property-owners wish to im-
prove it, all right; if not, they can say so.

Richard Corsaw said the street in iront
of his house was so obstructed that be
could hardly get iuto it. Soidiers hardly
allow him to do so, and he would give
"any of the board .lii who could get into
his house to-night.

Lawton's motion was loet by a vote of
4 to 3, Wachhorst not voting.

Law ton then moved the adoption of
the resolution prepared by White, that
the Corporation Counsel and City Attor-
ney bring suit ifnecessary to remove tbe
obstructions in the name and at the ex-
pense of the city.

Leonard did not wish to plunge the city
into a lawsuit, and be thought this the
only way to accomplish this end.

Devine wished to wait a few days till
an answer from the company could be
received, and not be in a hurry to com-
mence suit. Mr. Wright had said to him
tbat be was willing to do what was right
in the matter.

Davis moved that a committee of three
bo appoiuted to confer with Mr. Wright
and see ifthe company will clear tbe or>
structions from the street.

The motion was carried. Tozer and
Lawton votiug no and Leonard declining
to vote.

Kent, who was in the chair, appointed
Davis, Devine and Penuish. I'ennish
declined, as did Tozer and Wachhorst.
'•Well," said Kent, •'l'll go myself, if
there is no objection, although I have no
pull."

Aresolution of intention to improve
Sixth street, from E to H, was laid over
till Monday nigrht.

The board then adjourned.

How different from the way things
were done here in Sacramento. For days
the strikers were storing arms iv rooms
convenient to the railroad depot, their
openly-expressed purpose being to shoot
down the soldiers if the latter attempted
to dispossess them of the railroad com- I
pany's property or to carry out the orders
of tbe Presideut to reopen the channels
of commerce.

Before the eyes of all the people aud all
tbe authorities, county aiyi municipal, ;
tbe strikers marched the streets with
their arms filled with rifles, swords and j
ammunition, stolen from the armory of a
local independent military company, and I
carried these munitions of war iuto their j
stronghold.

Did anyone demand ofthem the stirren-
der of these arms? uh, no. Why did the
Sheriff, or the Mayor, or the police neglect ,
to do so? Itremains for them to answer. ]

Had the local officials done their duty
at the outset, who can say that there
would bave been any necessity for the ;

sending of troops here in such numbers
to reopen the channels of commerce and
ol industry and protect people in their i
rights?

Why did not the Sheriff of Sacramento i
do as the Sheriff of Scottdale did—disarm i
the strikers at tbe outset? The latter did j
not wait for some one to be killed before j
he could take cognizance of the fact tbat
there were armed men openly defying '
the authority of the State and of the Gov- !
eminent.

Let the people fix the responsibility for j

the hundreds of thousand, ofdollars' ex- \
pense to which the State will be sub- |
jected whero it belongs.

Ki>s. R!.coßr.-Union: The Legislature ;
of 1S9;1 amended Section 374 of the Penal j
Code, making ita misdemeanor to bathe
In a stream the water from which is used !
by tbe inhabitants ofany city. The pen-
alty for such bathing is imprisonment in
the County Jail for one year and a fine of
£1,000. (Section oil Penal Code; amended
iv 18.11.

As there is considerable bathing going
on just above the bridge in the Sacra-
mento River, 1 have no doubt that if the
attention of those engaged in the prac-
tice were called to the extreme penalty
attached to such sport, those who so vio-
late the law would cease to tax the pal-
ates of the people.

in the Lead—More Games

This Afternoon.

The first day ofthe High School Tennis
Tournament demonstrated the fact that
there is material in Sacramento to make
good players, as all they now need is
plenty of practice and good instruction.

Tozer and Blanchard did the best team
work, but were not quite strong enough

in the latter part of the day, when they

weakened considerably. They play a
back-line game altogether, doing prac-
tically no net work at all, but depend
upon placing their low drives just over
the net and out of reach.

Birdsall and Voorhies at present have
wou the most number of sets. They

played a good steady game throughout.
Van Voorhies has a very deceptive re-

turu, which is hard to receive, and count-

ed a number ofpoints for them. Birdsall
played well, and the "center rush" of the
football team surprised many oi his
friends by his activity. But it must be
taken into account that he has lost fifty
pouuds since the football season.

The last-named team had a slight ad-
vantage over the others, as they were not
called upon to play until after the other
teams had played three hard sets in the
hotsuu.

Carroll and Nichols did the most brill-
iant playing of the day, and some of
their smashes aud hard drives were really
good. They do considerable net work,
which necessitates no little volleying,
and this is one of the prettiest strokes of
the game. Carroll did by far the best in-
dividual work of the day, but they do
not work together as weil as the other
teams.

Following is the result of yesterday's
games, showing that Birdsall aud Van
Voorhies are in the lead, with Tozer and
Blanchard second.

First Series--Tozer and Blanchard won
against Carroll and Nichols. Score,

FAREWELL TO MISS ALICE BAILEY.

Resignation of the General Secretary
of the Y. W. C. A.

She Goes to a New Field ln Michigan—

A Farewell Reception and Pres-

entation Last Night.

On Friday evening a fareweil reception
| was tendered Miss Alice F_. Bailey, Gen-
| oral Secretary of the Young Women's
, Christian Associatiou. A large number
!of iriends gathered at the association
rooms, lull Ninth street, to say good-by
and wish her God-speed. After a pleas-
ant programme the President, Miss Eliza-
beth Blasdel, gave a few remarks of
farewell on behalf of the members ol the

I association. She said:
"InFebruary, 1802; the Lady Board of

\ Managers of this association called to the
i field of work, as General Secretary, Miss
! Alice E. Bailey of San Fraucisco, lor-
! merly of Coldwster, Mich. At that time

| we were without aGonoral Secretary, and
I had been for some months, on account of
i tbe resignation of Miss Andrews, though
1 Mrs. Greenlaw (formerly Miss Hillhouse)
had been acting as Secretary pro tern.

| Our work at this time was in a critical
i condition. Although we had a long list
of members, tbere was. lack of interest

jamong the girls, and on that account all
classes had to be suspended; our standing
with the public was anything but good;

i business meu hardly knew whether to
! consider us a welcome guest or not. and a
; majority ofthe pastors of our city simply
jignored us, and were quite sure we had
!no right to exist. Doubtless they had
good reasons for holding us at arm's
length or, at least, thought they had, and
the work probably had been misrepre-
sented to them, or for some reason they
gained wrong impressions of the work.

"Now, this was the condition of the as-
sociation when wo calied Miss Dailey to
the held. Not a very pleasant outlook,
you'll all admit. She thoroughly appre-
ciated the situation, and knew that the
work she had entered upon wouid be
difficult, aud that it would not bo clear
sailing if she expected to overcome some
of the many dilliculties that confronted
us. The ladies were cognizant of theso
facts, but were determined to hold to it
and do all in their power to make it a
success, and, with the assistance of a
competent Geueral Secretary they be-
lieved they could bring this association
out of the depths into which it had fallen
aud piaco it before the public aud the
churches in the light that it should be
placed. We knew we had a right to exist,
aud to exist we were determined.

"I might give you a dotailed account of
what has been accomplished during the
past two years, but that is not uocessary.
Suffice it that both our Geueral Secretary
and the Lady Board oi Managers look
back over the past two years with con-
siderable satisfaction at what has b en
done lor and by this associatiou. Classes
in various branches were organized im-
mediately, and havo been conducted ever
since, except duriug the summer months;
our standing in the eyes of the public is
favorable; we have the liberal support of
our business men, and now almost every
pastor aud church recognize us as a help,
not a hinderance. They give us tbeir
hearty co-operation, and our work aud
tbeir work, which are so closely allied,
harmonize now, where once was discord.

"But do not misunderstand me. Ido
not say that either the ladies or Miss
Bailey have accomplished all they had in
their hearts for this associatiou—not by
any means. Whereas we bave made de-
cided progress in the general work of the
association, yet wo have been compelled
to leave untried some plans we coveted
for our association. Still, considering the
ditiiculties, wearegratilied with the work
accomplished while Miss Bailey has been
our Geueral Secretary.

"But the task placed upon me to-night
is not that of singing tho praises of this
association, nor of Miss Bailey. It is the
task of saying good-by. Miss Bailey re-
signed from her position as Geueral Sec-
retary of this association a tew weeks ago,
and her resignation will take effect on the
Ist of August. She leaves the work here
ouly to enter another association in some
Eastern city nearer her old home iv
Michigan."

The President then spoke of the feel-
ing of friendship existing between the
association and its General Secretary.
They thoroughly appreciate what had
been accomplished by her, and wish her
success in whatever field she enters. Miss
Bailey has won many friends during her
stay in this city, and it is with regret
that they say good-by.

Before allowing Miss Bailey to respond
to these remarks of farewell tbe Presi-
dent presented to her, in behalf of the
members oi the association, a watch-
chain and fob. The gift is purely Cali-
fornian, she said, and will remind her of
the "chain" of friends she leaves, as well
as of our city and State.

Miss Bailey responded very feelingly
with a short review of the time spout
here, the harmony existing among work-
ers, etc., and left the audience iv a good
humor with her witty responses to the
Presideut.

The gospel meeting at the rooms on
Sunday, at 4r. m., will be led by Miss
Bailey. Especially is it requested that
the members be present at this the last
meeting Miss Bailey will lead as General
Secretary of the association.

Miss Minnie Landis was chosen by the
Board of Managers last Wednesday even-
ing to succeed Miss Bailey for the months
of August and September.
