
GOVERNOR MARKHAM'S WORK.

What He Was Doing During the
Great Strike.

Though ne Declined to Talk of What

He Was Doing, He Was a

Busy Man.

Governor H. H. Markham has been
very severely and unjustly criticised by

a portion of the press of ihis coast and of

the East because of alleged inactivity

during tho stirring events of the past

month. While large numbers of men
were defying the laws of the State and

National Governments, he stealily re-

fused to give out any statement for publi-
cation, with the result that even many of '
his warmest friends believed that he was

not displaying that activity which the
people expected from the Chief Execu-
tive of the State. But the Governor was

wide awake all the time, though he chose

to keep his own counsel. At the urgent

request of friends, he has at last beeu in-
duced to make the following statement:

To the People of the State of California :
Kow that the strike is virtually over, so |
far as the railroads of this Stale are con- j

cerned, and the troops out of the held, I
do not hesitate to say to the people what
Ihave done. It is safer to await the result j
of events than to attempt to foretell con- |
sequences which itis impossible to lore- I
Bee- ~ . .
I have been obliged to suffer somewhat

from those who have honestly felt that I
ought to disclose my motives, acts and
purposes hourly to the general public.
Results have convinced me that my course
was tho best. Myonly apology is that
my desire and aim have ever been to do
that which would redound to the nest in-

terests of our whole peopie, regardless ol
its eiiect upon me oersonally.

Now that our people can breathe easier,
and reason has been restored to those who
are responsible for this great calamity,
there will be many who can say what
should or should not have been
by the Governor. The fact that we
are out of it, with the loss of so few pre-
cious lives and the destruction of so little
property, causes me to accept any per-
sonal censure without a murmur.

Get me say, without egotism, that but
two important eveuts have occurred since
my occupation of this oilice that I have
not anticipated and been ready to meet.
The lirst was the great bank run in 1893.
1 left the State for the World's fair, sin- j
cerely believing that our banks were as j
sale as any in tho country- Imagine my
surprise when the people made the mad
rush at those institutions and my great;

gratification at the outcome. Only a very

lew defective banks were found in the :
State, and had these been weeded out, as i
they should have beeu, this calamity |
would have been averted.

The second surprise was when I left j
the city of Sacramento on the 20th day of I
June to witness the graduation of my
daughters from the public High School j
of Pasadena. 1 had promised to deliver j
a Fourth of July oration at Nevada City,
and was therefore making this long trip |
to encourage the one and prepare to re- ]
spect the wishes of the other. Again im-
agine my surprise when, without the
slightest warning, the wheels of our
great internal commerce were stopped as
by a single stroke, and every industry
paralyzed to a greater or less extent.

1 had left the Capital sincerely believ-
ing that no city on the coast had so many
honest, intelligent, well-paid laborers,
proportionate to its population, as Sacra-
mento. 1 had never heard a complaint
from the employes of either of the great
railway systems of tiie State. They ap-
peared to be well paid, and well treaied. i
Many complaints had beeu made against !

our railroads by their patrons, but none
by their employes.

Had this strike been confined to Cali-
fornia it would not have been alarming,
but wtien the same sad facts wero made
manifest in one of the greatest railroad
centers of the world I was at ouco satis-
lied that if the great city of Chicago was
io be paralyzed, aud that, too, wilh its
proximity to the seat of the National
Government, aud at a time when every
function of its executive, legislative, aud
judicial branches were beins* performed,
discretion at least should dictate that i
should pause aud listen to their words.
As soon as tljey were received Iwired as
follows:

Pasadkna, July 10, 1891.
lion. W% il. Gresham, Secretary of

State, Washington. J>. C: I have just re-
ceived the President's proclamation, as
reported in the papers. Please convey
to him my heany approval ofthe same.
Chicago is the source and center of this
most unfortunate affair. Strikers in
California refuse to sanction any proposi-
tion not sanctioned by Debs. With the
.strike broken in Chicago, this State will
soon resume its peaceful pursuits. Pleaso
assure the President of my earnest sup-
port. H. H. Makkha-M, Governor.

But in the meantime I was not idle.
Dozens of honest men were em-
ployed to ascertain the cause of these
strange proceedings, and within twenty-
four hours after the strike was declared I
\u25a0was confronted with the fact that a new-
President had leaped into power, and
that his will and his dictates were set up
agaiust ail the established laws of this
country, and that thousands were blindly
submitting to his imperious dictates,
scarcely knowing why, and with sym-
pathizers enough to constitute aimost a
majority of our people. The leading
sirikers would listen to no one, nor to
any proposition that did not emanate
from their improvised President, Debs.

There were but two courses for me to
pursue. One was to declare martial law
and assume control of everything, and
the other to assist ail the civil authorities
to the fullest extent of my power in the
enforcement of the laws. 1 adopted the
latter course. On the 2d of July Ibegan
to inquire as to what could be depended
upon from lhe National Guard of Califor-
nia. Prom ail sections except Sacra-
mento the report was positive and assur-
ing. Acts of lawlessness were being re-
ported to me hour by hour from so many
places iv the State, aud especially from
Oakland and Sacramento, that I sent
Geueral Dimond ihis order:

Pasadena, July 3, 1894—12:08 p. A.
Major-Ot »>irat JI. JI. Dimond, San

Francisco : Exercise your best judgment
as to number and time of putting your
command in condition for work. Do this
without further orders. I will advise
Allen ofthis order.

Again, on the same day, I scut him

these unlimited orders:
Pasadena, July 3, 1894—12:55 r. m.

Major-Gen era I \\'. Jf, Dimond,
J-'ranci-sc'i: Yours reached me at 11:30
A. m. Tne suggestion is a proper one. I
-wired General Allen yesterday to ascer-
tain at once the condition of ail troops in
that part of lhe State. You shouid at
once ascertain what facilities willbe given
for transportation from the various points
if cailed upon at all. Your eiiorts must
be made iv such a mauner as to become
effectual. Post me frequently as to the
situation, together with any suggestion
you deem important. You should know
the strength and caliber ofyour men bet-
ter than i.

These orders gave him the power to

command the entire force of the Na-
tional Guard. This was done that he
might be left untrammeled in every way
and free to act as his judgment shouid
dictate without awaitiug permission from
me. To impress upon him the necessity
of acting tirmly and imperatively 1 scut
lhe foliowiug telegram:

< 'wins: to the condition of affairs all over
the country, it is dillicult to teii just
what should be done. It seems sirango
that the General Government does not
define its position. Hold your ground
and press any point deemed advisable.
1 have but one policy, and that is to com-
pel the observauce of law aud the rights

: ofall citizens to be protected. Ineffectual
eilorts^are worse than no efforts at this
critical time, therefore make sure ofyour
position and go ahead without fear.

As I have said, Igave General Dimoud,
! who was on the ground, almost un-
limited power, believing mat he would
exercise his best judgment in a con-
scientious mauner. His firsteffort was,
from a military standpoint, a failure, and
has cast odium upon the rank aud tiie ot

\u25a0 the guard, not only in this state but
i throughout the whoie country. The
! troops have been ridiculed and the mili-
tary power ofthe .State disgraced; and, as
; Geueral Dimond is the only oliicer of the
'. guard to whom I have issued orders, ex-
cept in cases ofemergency, of which he

| has been promptly advised, primarily he
i is the one that must explain to me his
, excuse, which will be given by him in

time.
I am, however, satisfied that the line

otiicers and enlisted men have been un-
justly criticised, and should not bo so se-
verely condemned for unsoldierly cm-
duct. Every oflieer who is responsible
for this disgrace will be given his just

jdeserts, without distinction. Officers,
not the men, shouid take the burden

i upon their shoulders. Shoulder-straps
are ornamental, if they are honorably

jearned, and tbe soldier who wears tbem
without earning tbem should always be

\u25a0 modest and strive to learn ..heir signin-
I cance.

I will say here that every soldier on
jduty in the National Guard from the sth
jof July has done all that a war veteran
I was ever asked to do, and, in the name of
i justice, do not discourage tbem. As far
as I can learn, with one or two exoep-

! tions, neither line ollicers nor enlisted
; men should be judged uutil after their
I superiors have been. Let me say to the
' enlisted men : Whenever you put on the
! blue uniform your allegiance to all other
laws should besubordiuated to that, and,

i if you cannot take such an oath, do not
| put the uniform on.

Unselfish patriotism impels me to say
jthat, if ali else had failed, tho old war

! veterans of the State, numbering about
j 14,000, stood ready to waive all else and

| stand by law and order, and, above all,
| the old liag. Ood bless the old veterans.
! Ifthey were ordered to shoot they would
I do so, no matter who happened to bo
! hurt, and it cannot be claimed that these
men are monopolists ami capitalists.

Permit me to say that whenever the
! civii law cannot be enforced by the civil
authority, then tho military power should
at once bo placed at the disposal of the
civil authorities to assist in its enforce-
ment.

in Sacramento the local civil authorities
refused to ask protection, in Oakland,
not until tiie twelfth day of July did tiio
Sheriff ask assistance, notwithstanding
the fact that these two places were notori-

| ousiy and absolutely in the hands of lhe
; strikers.

The law constitutes the Major-General
the'commanding officer of ail the State

jtroops, subject to the orders of the Gov-
ernor, who is designated the Commander*
in-Chief.

The lirst civilofficer in this State to ask
protection was United States Marshal

. Baldwin, at Sacramento, he having oeen
! sent mere by the federal Government to
enforce obedience io the Federal laws.
His treatment by the mob was a disgrace
to the fair name ot our State, and the

: civil authorities tiiat remained passive
i should hang their heads in shame. They
will never outlive it, and they never
should.

Debs was playing upon tho natural
sympathies, with the American idea,
"Protection to the oppressed in every
land." But were the American Union
Railway men oppressed in California?
No. There is not a railway man in the
United States who does not look with

} envy upon any man that can obtain a
i position with eithor the Southern Pacific
I or the Atchison, Topeka and Santa l"o
systems in California. Then, in tho name

I of allreason, why should this man who
! to-day could not put a mouthful of bread
I into tho mouth of any hungry man, as-
! sumo to disturb one of the happiest labor
\u25a0 communities in this State in such a man-
ner, thereby creating discord, hatred,
discontent, poverty, distress and suffer-
ing, simply to gratify his personal vanity?

Honest laboring men of California, let
me beseech you. in the name of common

j sense, avoid an adventurer in auy form.
j Not oue of your number has struggled
j with sacrifices or poverty beyond what I
j have, and not ono of you can loathe the
! vulture on your Hock more than I. lte-
| member that such men as Debs have
j nothing to lose and ail to gain. You have
something to lose, and you have a just

! riijht tv protect it. The soulless tyranny
I of corporations and capital has beeu op-
; pressive to labor, but, iv the name oi God
j and our fair institutions, do not lend

! yourselves to a tyranny worse and more
dangerous. Be cautious, truthful and

i honest, ami you will come nearer win-
\u25a0 uing iv tne end. It is always safe to

' avoid any man who has accomplished
nothing in lifeexcept the wagging of the

j under jaw. The country is full of such
; men, and you are asked to support them

for tlie advice they can give you.
Without going further into detail, Ibe-

lieve I have stated facts sufficient to con-
vince any unprejudiced person that
throughout this strike 1 was cognizant
ofevery movement made by either sine.

; My being at Pasadena did not in any
i way interfere with my etforts. My lirst
i duty was to aid in the protection of life
and property. My next was to briug
aboul a peaceful reconciliation between
employer and employe, to allay tiie bit-
terness ot feeling engendered by this un-
wise movement, to impress upon the

I minds of tho injured party the virtues of
forgiveness and io restore to their piacos
those who had committed no violence
against person and properly.

Death oi" Janfes T. Van Bibber, an
Argonaut oi ' li>.

On Tuesday Jarrfes T. Van Bibber, an
old resi.ient of this city and a pioneer,
was called to his last home, leaving be-
hind a widow, a daughter unci two sons
to mourn his ioss.
