The Supervisors Order the Oid One |

Abandoned.

Ferry Franchise on 0ld River Grantcd
—~Bridge Contract Awarded to
E. E. Barry.

Lawyer Willetts of San Francisco ap-
peared before the Supervisors yesterday,
at the opening of the August session of
the board, and submitted 2 petition ask-
ing that body to certify to the Register of
the United States Land Office the fact
that upward of $2 per acre had been ex-
pended for reclamation purposes in Rec-
lamation District 553, on Tyler Island.
The necessary proofs were filed and the
board made the order instructing the
Clerk to prepare the certificate desired.

Until action of this kind is taken the
owners of swamp and overflowed lands
cannot obtain patents therefor.

Thomas Hague wanted the board to |

change a road near the river and Y-street
levees, outside the city limits. He was
referred to the Trustees of Reclamation
District No, 535.

GRAND ISLAND MATTERS.

A petition was received from A. Laurit-
zen for a franchise to maintain a ferry on
Old River, near Rio Vista. It was laid
over until
granted.

The report of the viewers appointed to
examine the road petitioned for on Grand
Island, between Swamp Land Surveys
Nos. 311 and 312, was read. The report

showed that the total damages asked for |
amount to $544 70, or at the rate of $40 per |
acre for the land, which is the highest |

assessed valuation,
The report of the viewers was adoptad,

and the road declared a public highway. |

THE HICKSVILLE ROAD,

The board then took up the matter of |
the Hicksville road contest, the question |

being upon the granting or refusal of the
petition for the abandonment of the old
road from the Hicks grade to the former
village of Hicksville, a distance of about
a half-mile. The matter had been previ-
ously argued snd all the facts—and many
things that possibly were not facts—laid
before the board.

At the July session of the board the
District Attorney was requested, on mo-
tion of Supervisor Jenkins, to give an
opinion in the matter, especially as to
whether, in case the road should be
abandoned, Mrs. Valensin would be en-
titled to the strip of land it embraces.
Mr. Ryan’s opinion was read to the
board, as follows:

THE LAW ON THE SUBJECT,
SACRAMENTO, August 4, 1894,

The Honorable Board of Supervisors of
Saeramento County: Relative to the
power of the Board of Supervisors to
abandon part of the public highway
near Hicksville, 1n Sacramento County,
I find the following provisions of the
law applicable to the subject:

Section 2618, Political Code. *“‘In all
counties of this State public highways are
roads, streets, alleys, lanes, courts,
places, trails and bridges, laid out or
erected as such by the public, or if laid
out and erected by others, dedicated or
abandoned to the public, or made such

in actions for the partition of real prop- |

erty.””
Section 2619, Political Code.

“All public highways once established |

shall continue to be public highways
until abandoned by order of the Board
of Supervisors of the county in which

they are situated, or by operation of law, |

or judgment of
jarisdietion.”
Section 20643, Political Code. *‘The
) is of Supervisors of the several
couunties of the State shall have general
supervision over the roads within their
respeciive counties, and must by proper
order?”’

3. “*Abolish or abandon such as are not
necessary.”’

I'he provisions of the code which I
have just cited are fully considered by
our Supreme Court in the case of Keena
vs. Board of Supervisors of
County, 26 Pacific Reporter, 615.

der of the Board of Supervisors abolish- |

ing part of a public highway. It follows
from the provisions of these sections and
the case cited, the Board of Supervisors
may, whenever it finds a public highway
no longer necessary for the public use, by
order, abandon such highway,

The procedure for the abandonment of
a public highway is found in Section 2681,
Political Code, and following sections. It
is upon a petition of ten freeholders, the
appointment and report of viewers, a
subsequent hearing of the board of the
matter, as is required upon a petition for
the opening of a public highway.

In the case before this board this pro- |

codure has been had. 1t is now in order
for the board to determine by its vote

whether the road in question shall remain |

a public bhighway or be abolished and
abandoned.

The question has been asked whether
or not damages could be allowed to a per-
son shown to be injured by the granting
of the petition. If the viewers so report,
or it is made apparent to the board by
proof, I am of the opinion the board ma
allow damages the same as in the case of
the opening of a public road.

It has also been asked what becomes of

the land embraced in the road when it is |

closed. Section 2631, Political Code, pro-
vides: By taking or accepting land for a
highway, the public acquire the right of
way, and the incidents necessary to en-
joying and maintaiging the same, subject
to the regulations in this and the Civil
Code provided.”

The abolishing of the road as a public |

highway would, so far as the county is
concerned, leave the title to the land in
the original grantors or owners and their

successors, free of the easement or inci- |

dent of right of way heretofore enjoyed.

In other words, the county having no |
other title than a right to use the land as |

a public bighway now, by order of its
Board of Supervisors, abandons that
privilege. FRrANK D. Ryan,
District Attorney.

Y-STREET CANAL CULVERTS.

City Trustee Devine appeared betore
the board and submitted drawings of the
four brick culverts which it is proposed
to place over the Y-street canal to facili-
tate the drainage and provide approaches
to the levee. ‘T'he proposed culverts are
to be constructed at Twenty-first,
Twenty-fourth, Twenty-fifth and Twen-
Ly-sixih streets,

Mr. Devine said the culverts were nec-
essary, and the estimmated cost was
$2,844 76. The county being interested
in the Y-street canal, the City Trustees
thought the Supervisors should provide
for one-half the expense. He wished to
be able to submit a detinite report to the
Trustees at their meeting in the evening.

NEED OF A CHENICAL FIRE ENGINE.

So Says Chief Guthrie in His Re-
port Just Filed.

What It Costs to Maintain the Departe
ment—Losses by Fire During the
Last Seventeen Months,

Chief Engineer H. A. Guthrie has sub-
mitted his report of the doings of the de-
partment to the Board of Trustees from
March 1, 1893, to July 31, 1804,

The report shows that the cost of main-
tenance of the department during that
time has been $35,040 83. The Chief esti-
mates that the cost of maintaining the
department for the ensuing year will be
$33,000, and requests the Board of Trus-
tees to levy a tax sufiicient to raise that
amount,

The total amount of insurance on fires
from March 1, 1893, to July 31, 1894, has
been $350,980 16.

The total loss on buildings has been
$140,416 36; total insurance paid on build-
ings, $34230 05; total loss on personal
property, $144,525 89; total insurance paid
on personal property, $34,145 7L

Chiei Guthric earnestly recommends
the purchase of a chemical engine for the
departiment, He also recommends the
purchase of two hose wagons for Engine
Companies Nos. 1 and 2, which ne re-
ports as ‘well worn in service. The Chiel
considers the hose wagons a saving on
hose aud horses, He ualso recommends
the disposal of the Clapp & Jones relief
engine, as it is ciaimed that the engine is
too light for the service demanded of it,
and that a heavier engine be purchased.

It is also recommended that the water
mains be extended and hydrants be at-
tached thbereto in that portion of the city
lying east of Twenty-filth and south of
( streets to T'wentieth, and east of T'wen-
tieth. Owing io the scarcity of mains
and hydrants the department experi-
ences ditliculty in securing water for fires
in that locality.

The Chief calls attention to the neces-
sity of constructing a system of cisterns
at various points in the busipess portion
of the city. The cistern located at Third
and K streets is considered useless, and
needs repairing.

There are at present 6,200 feet of hvse in
use, of which 3,600 feet are in first-class
condition and 2,600 feet in second-class
condition, 'Three horses have peen sold
for §60.

The discipline of the departinent is re-
ported as having been excellent.

The casualties included in the report
were those of P’. H. Cofley, Loseman of
Engine Company No. 1, who was seri-
ously injured by falling through a sky-
light onto a lighted lantern, which ex-
ploded and burned his leg so bad that
it had to be amputated. Coffey was as-
sisting a police ofiicor in search of a pris-
oner on the night of February 2i, 1893,
when he met with the accident.

Ou the afternoon of October 24, 1893, on
K street, between Seventh and Eighth,
Chris Caseberg was severely burned
about the arms and hands by the ignition
of a gasoline stove.

On April 14, 1894, a child of W, H. Me-
Clure, at 1022 Fourteenth street, was se-
verely burned about the body by its
clothing catchlng fire from the careless
handliog of matches.

On June 13, 1894, Walter Measures was
seriously burned at 127 J street by the
ignition ol gasoline which he was using
to clean his clothes,

The fatalities were as follows: On De-
cember 9, 1893, W, B. Hill was so terri-
bly burned on K strest, between Seventh
and Eighth, by the explosion of a lamp
which he had filled with gasoline instead
of coal oil, that he died from the etiects
of the injuries.

On  December 15, 1893, two children of
H. D. Latham, aged 2 and 4 years, re-
spectively, were so badly burned at
their home at 1400 J street by their
clothes catching fire from a stove that the
former died and tne other child suffered
a long time berore it entirely recovered.
On_ April 5, 1894, Mrs. Mollie Cooper
was fatally burned on L street, between
Third and Fourth, caused by the explo-
sion of a kerosene lamp.

Mrs, Sarah Rowland was burned so
badly by the explosion of a lamp at her
house ou Front street, between O and P,
on May 8, 1894, that she died a few days
afrer.

One death occurred in the department.
J. H. Visker, hoseman of Engine Com-
pany No. 1, aiter many years of faithful
and zealous work in the department, died
on April 15, 1894,

The total manual force in the depart-
ment consists of fifty-two men—Chiet
linﬁmeer, Assistant Engineer, Superin-
tendent of Fire Alarm and forty-nine
engineers, drivers, tillermen and extra-
men,

There are at present in reserve one
Clapp & Jones engine (second-class), two
hose carts, one hose carriage and two
hand hose carts.

Chief Guthrie’s report includes reports
to him from the Assistant KEngineer,
sSuperintendent of Fire Alarm and the
various foremen, engineers and tiller-
men.
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DUCK SHOOTING.
Why Loeal Sportsmen Ask a Change
1a the County Ordinnace.

The Supervisors will be asked this week
to amend the local game law so as to al-
low the shooting of wild ducks on the
15th of September, instead of waiting till
the 1st of October.

The sportsmen of this county are al-
most unanimous in the opinion that the
open season for duck shooting should not
begin on the lst of September, as the
law now provides, and for this
reason the Supervisors adopted an or-
dinance making the Ist of October the
opening day. Yolo County, however,
adheres to the State law, which permits
ducks to be shot 2 month earlier than in
this couunty.

The result is that when October arrives
the home-bred ducks are about all killed
oif, including those that cross the river
from this side, While Sacramentans may
go over into Yolo and shoot they cannot
legally bring their game across the river
into this county.

This is manitestly an injustice to the
local sportsmen, and as the next Legisla-
ture will undoubtedly pass an improved
generzl game law, they feel as if they
should not be deprived of the cream of
this seasons’ shooting for the benefit of
those in a neighboring county who would
practically have a monopoly of the sport
during September,

While they do not ask the Supervisors
1o open the season as early as September
1st, they think that, under the circum-
stances, they should for this season be al-
lowed to shoot on the 15th day of the
month,

Then he
plunged iuto the river and swam after the
boat containing Miss Saunders and her
companion,

The young ladies were taken in to Mr,
Black’s place, where they were made as
comfortable as possible,

Miss Buck suffered considerable from
having been under the water so long, and
a physician was called to attend her,
