
THE CITY TRUSTEES IN COUNCIL.

M. K. Miller Submits His Plan For a
Sewerage System.

Ordinance Prohibiting Opening Saloons

"Within a Block of Public School

Buildings Passed.

The City Board of Trustees held their
•weekly meeting last eveniug. Trustees
Lawton, Wachhorst, Davis, Kent, Bragg,
Leonard, Tozer, Devine and Pennish be-
ng present.

Wachhorst reported that he had writ-
tan in relation to a water filter, but had as
yet received no answer.

Leonard, of the Fire Committee, re-
ported that he had received a bid of J45
for repairing engine-house No. 1. The
committee was directed to have the work
done.

Tozer recommended that the bid of
Schaw, Ingram A: Batcher for supplies
for use in the various departments be
adopted, they being the only bidders.

Devine thought it was strange that there
were no other bidders, if it had been ad-
vertised properly. The Clerk certified
that the matter had been properiy adver-
tised for five days, as ordered.

Kent said that some other firms had
stated that they did notknow how to bid
on the specifications! advertised. lie
moved that bids be declared off and that
the Cierk advertise again.

Tozer aud Pennish said that would be
an injustice to the parties biuding, as the
others had had an equal chance, but
Kent's motion was carried.

Tozer reported that the samples ofsta-
tionery were not quite up to the standard
and asked further time.

The committee to whom had been re-
ferred the bill ofL. B. Isham for services
as special officer reported in favor of its
payment, and it was ordered paid.

Devino of the Committee on Streets,
spoke of tho miserable condition of the
city's wharf, for the use of which people
have to pay, and moved that the City En-
gineer be instructed to draw up plaus for
extending the wharf. The motion was
carried.

PUMPS FOR WATER WORKS.
Devine also asked for the reading ofthe

communication scut nearly a year ago by
the Holly Water Company, which he said
he had beeu trying to get read for the
past six months.

Kent thought it was out of order, but
finally yielded.

The oiler was that the company would
furnish a pumping engine witb a capacity
of 0,000,000 gallons per day for $37,000, the
city to build the foundation. The pump-
ing engine was to be run a week, weigh-
ing the coal, and then run theold engine
a week under the same conditions. Ifit
saves half the fuel over the old engine the
city is to pay g7,(J00 cash and 87,000 yearly
thereafter, at 7 per cent, interest, till the
£37,000 is paid.

The matter was referred to the Water
Committee, and the Clerk instructed to
write to the compauy.

Kent said that the Water Committee
recommended that the Clerk be instructed
to advertise for bids for a feed-pump for
the Water Works, which is badly needed.
Itwas so ordered.

Y-STUEET CANAL CULVERTS.
Devine, of the special committee, who

were requested to confer with the Super-
visors in regard to paying part of the ex-
pense of bridges over the Y-street drain-
age canal, said he had conferred with
them and they were willingto nay two-
filths of the cost. The total cost would
amount, he found, to ?2,847 70, and he
moved, if there were funds to pay it with,
that the bridges be constructed.

Kent moved that the matter be referred
to the Levee Committee, to tind out if
there are funds sufficient, and it was so
ndered.

OFFICIAL REPORTS.
The City Treasurer reported balance on

hand July Ist, $188,949 00; receipts during
the month, $20,510 gs; total, $209,400 07;
warrants paid, §25.205 0d; coupons paid,
$3,052; total disbursements, $28,247 68;
balance on hand August Ist, $181,218 39.

The City Collector reported city
licenses collected during July, £7,903; dog
licenses, $454 50; cemetery dues, $275; har-
bor dues, $05; water rates, §9,478 90;
water taps, $50; total, $18,231 4U.

The Chief ofPolice reported 292 arrests
during the month, of which 17 remained
in the City Jail; meals furnished during
the month, 1,038; lodgings, 21. He re-
ported Officer Maley confined to his
room by sickness aud W. E. Glick acting
inhis place.

Police Clerk Desmond reported fines
imposed during the month, $197 50: fines
paid, $152.

Poundmaster Cooksley reported 17
horses, 7 cows and 148 dogs impounded;
1.14 dogs were killed, 14 redeemed and 23
cattle were redeemed. Fees received
were $28.

A LEVEE BILL.
Alarge number of bills was allowed.

When the bill of James Finney for build-
ing a lence along the south side ofthe Y-
street levee was read, Tozer objected to it
ou account of the way the work i.s being
done. It would cost about $500 and
should be advertised for bids. He did
not think the bills should come in in
driblets.

Kent explained that the fence was
being built lor $10 per block, whicli ho
cousidered cheap. He understood that
the Levee Committee had beeu author-
ized to build the fence..

The Clerk read the *minutes at the re-
quest of Tozer, and they showed that the
Street Superintendent had beeu in-
structed to build the lence. Kent said he
had understood it to be the Levee Com-
mittee that was instructed to build it.

The bill was then passed, Lawton say-
ing that if the committee would work to-
gether and help each other, they would
be able to keep the tax levy down to
£1 00.

SOME OTHER BILLS.
Abill of the Mayor for $2 for postage

stamps was read. Leonard said he be-
lieved that a rule had been made that
the Clerk should purchase stamps and
furnish them to the departments.

The Clerk said that the Mayor had not
applied to bim for stamps. He was told
that he had better notify the Mayor to
call on him for such stamps as were
needed, and he answered that he did not
think the Mayor would pay much atten-
tion to him. The bill was then ordered
paid.

Some bills ordered by the Mayor were
laid over for a week.

The claim for $40 of Martin Devine, for
typewriting, came up, aud Wachhorst
moved to cut it down to $27. Tozer said
he had investigated the matter aud the
work had been authorized by neither the
Mayor nor auy of the board. He was
further informed that the work was not
done by Devine, but was at least partly
dove in this building and sold to a Shy-
lock. He did not see why the board
sbould pay it at all.

Don Catiin stated that the work was
done at his request, while he was expert-
lug the books, as the Mayor said the re-
ports should be typewritten, and he
(Catiin) did not do typewriting. It was

j partly done in this buildingand partly at !
Heisen's, where Devine has his office.

A committee of three, consisting of j
Leonard, Wachhorst and Tozer was ap- I
pointed to investigate.

Some old bills of the Evening Xeus for i
advertising were referred to the City At- j
torney.

Corporation Counsel Devlin's opinion I
on the claim of Auditor Young was read, j
as follows:

To the Board of Trustees : Ihave your |
request for an opinion as to the validity!
of the claim of J. D. Young for £j.J for
services in extending the assessment roll
for last year, and ivresponse I beg to say:

1. Section 104 of thecity charter says:
"All taxes assessed bf>for9 this charter
takes eifect must be collected at the time
provided foi. and under the laws inforco
at the time the assessment was made, and
ali such taxes shall be valid and collect-
ible the samo as if this charter had not
beeu adopted."

This section is intended only to insure
the validity ofthe tax, and provide that a
change in the municipal government
shall not invalidate the tax. Ithas nothing
to do with the compensation to be paid to
any officer or person, and any person
claiming compensation must found his
claim upon some other section.

2. By an Act of the Legislature of this
State passed March __7, 1874, it was pro-
vided in Section 2 that "The Board of
Trustees of the city of Sacramento are
hereby authorized and empowered to
allow the City Auditor such compensa-
tion as they may deem jußt and reason-
ablo for exteudiug the assessment roli of
the city, not to exceed "5500 lor any oue
year, in addition to the salary pro-
vided in Section 1 of this Act."

Under this section Mr. Young has pre-
senteu a claim for §375, claiming lhat he
is entitled to three-quarters of IjfoOO for
the three-quarters of the year up to
January 1, 1894. Such a claim cannot bo
sustained. Even if this act was still in
force the Board of Trustees aro not com-
pelled to pay anything. The Act gave the
board power to give him, the Auditor
under the old charter, an extra compen-
sation if they so desired, in any sum
from one cent to $500, the board fixing
the sum at what they considered proper.
But so far as compensation provided for
in this Act is concerned, it was repealed
by the new charter.

The only question in the case is: Was
it the duty of the Auditor under the
present city charter to do the work of ex-
tending the assessment roll? II it was
his duty to do so he cannot recover extra
compensation, if it was not his duty to
do so and he performed work that be
was not called upon to periorm, he may
recover reasonable compensation there-
for.

In examining the new chartor as to the
duties of the Auditor, there seems to be
au eutire omission as to auy duty in this
matter. Section 70 of the chartor pro-
vides that the City Auditor, as soon as
the assessment book is delivered to him
by the City Clerk, must proceed to add
up the valuations, and enter the total
valuation of each kind of property and
the total valuation of all property in the
assessment book, and must beiore the
third Monday in August report a state-
ment thereoi in writing to the Board of
Trustees.

But this assessment evidently does not
apply to the assessment roll of last year,
lt seems to have been assumed by the
charter that the assessment roll for iast
year wouid be complete practically
when the new charter went into eifect.
But ithad to be extended so as to make it
valid, and tbe new charier does not seem
to have made itanybody's duty to do the
work. Itcould not be done by the Auditor
under the old charter because he went out
ofoffice in January.

As there seems to be no provision re-
quiring the Auditor to do this work, it
seems to me that he was not compelled
to do it, and if he did the work he is en-
titled to a reasonable compensation
therefor. He is not, however, eutitied to
any compensation fixed by law, because
all laws in that respect have been repealed
by the new charter. He is entitled only
to such compensation as you would allow
a cierk if you had employed one your-
selves, and you should determine what is
reasonable.

Under the old charter the practice grew
ofallowing the Auditor an extra sum of
|500 as a part of his salary. You should
not be governed by auy such considera-
tion in this case, but simply by ihe value
of the work.
I had occasion some time ago to pass

upon the claim of E. H. McKee for oom-*
pensation in collecting taxes. I came to
the conclusion that he was not entitled to
anything, because under the charter it
was his duty to collect all taxes, and if
the extension of the roll was the Auditor's
duty, the same conclusion would be
reached. But es I cannot find it his duty
my conclusion is as above stated.

Under the present charter it is unneces-
sary to extend the roll, aud this question
willnever again arise.

SEWER PLANS.
M. K. Miller of Oakland then ex-

plained his plans for a system of sewer-
age for the city, lt comprises a brick
sewer fifty-eight inches in diameter at
the outlet and forty-eight at Seventeenth
street, running up the alley between R
and S streets, wish a sewer on Tenth
street and various laterals, to cost, with
pump and machiney, §5(3,000.

He advocated pumping the sewage over
the levee rather thau through it, because
he had beeu informed that there was a
prejudice here against puncturing the
levee. As a matter ol act, it is Doriectly
safe to go through the levee. It would
cost a little more, but the pumping could
be done more cueaply, as lilting so high
would be avoided. He had figured on 40
per cent, offoflist prices on sewer pipo.
Competition is so great tiiatfor the thirty-
five miles ho was connected with in Oak-
land he got a discount of 05 per cent.
The manafaetorera might, however, form
a combination and raise the price.

The grade ofthe sewer, according to his
plans, would be much better, and pump-
ing cheaper than if the pump was placed
at V street, aud it would take less pipe.
His plan also contemplated a suction pipe
to take th c water out ofthe sewage lakes.
He also contemplated in couuectiou with
his plan Hush tanks in the manholes.

Mr. Miller stated that he was educated
as a civil engineer at the Rose Polytechnic
School, and the Kansas University, and
almost grew up in connection with the
Sauta Fe road. He has been extensively
engaged in engineering ou this coast, had
overseen the building of sixty-two miles
of sewer in aud near Oakland, aud had
made a study of sewers.

In answer to a question he said the best
way to ventilate a sewer was through the
manholes with perforated covers, and a
sewage plant would have no more odor
than any manhole on the sewer.

MIS'.-KI-LANKUUS.

The amended ordinance fixing water
rates was read aud passed.

A communication from the Water Col-
lector was read, slating that there was a
division of opinion between himself and
Messrs. Farnsworth, Ryan and others
in regard to the time for assessing irriga-
tion water iv the cemetery, they claiming
that they should be assessed for five
months instead ofsix.

The question was relerred to the Water
Committee, to be reported on next Mon-
day night.

THE SALOON ORDINANCE.

The ordinance prohibitiug opening any
saloon within one block of any public
school building in this city was then
taken up. Bragg moved that it be
passed and Lawton seconded the mo-
tion. The ordinance was passed unani-
mously.

Leonard asked to withdraw the appli-
cation of Mrs. Pettit lor a license. Law-
ton objected, as he wished the board to
have a chance to vote on it. He did not
think a license should be granted to any
woman. He believed a wotuau was out
ofplaco in a saloon and he would like to
see the matter disposed ofsquarely.

Leonard said he thought she ought to
have leave to withdraw her petition. She
had always borne a good character and
had a large family of children to support,
and wished to keep a saloon in connec-
tion with her grocery.

The board consented to ailow the with-
drawal oftbe petition.

Leonard called up the offer ofAdding-
Iton & Hammond to sweep the streets at
| ?1 per block.

Devine moved that the Superintendent
jofStreets sweep the streets for one week
Iand see what it costs. The street-aweep-
| ing machine is not, he said, doing its
jwork properly.

Superintendent of Streets Murray said
jthat it cost $24 to sweep J street from
j Eleventh to Second. He did not think
j the city could be swept as cheaply by
] hand as by the machine. He had ordered
i that J street be swept only as often as he
| thought necessary. He thought that the
jcity must husband its funds.

Kent wished to bring up the matter of
I laying a water main in the southwest
i part of tbe city, at Front and XV. Pen-
nish moved to adjourn till Thursday
night, and the motion was put. but the
Chairman was in doubt as to the result,
and declared it lost. Leonard got ieave
to retire. Tozer left and Pennish started
to go, wheu Kent moved that those who
leit the room without permission be lined
•>l, and the motion was carried.

The water matter was laid over for a
month.

The City Board of Education was noti-
fied that the board declined to give them
the Plaze at Twenty-eighth aud P streets
for school use.

The board then adjourned till Friday
night.

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WEATHER AND CROPS.

About an Average Summer—Frnit
Turnintr Out Well.

Director Barwick, in his crop report for
the week ending August Gth, summarizes
as follows:

The average weekly temperature was:
For San Francisco 58°, Red Bluff 81\
Eureka 56°, Sacramento 70°, Fresno 8(1°,
Los Angeles 68°, and San Diego 66°.

As compared with the normal tempera-
tures, heat deficiencies occur in the coast
counties from San Frauciseo south, being
deficient 2C at San Francisco, 5° at Los
Augeles and 3° at San Diego, whilo the
iuterior of the State shows an excess of
heat above the normal of 1° at Rod Bluff,
•_J at Sacram<_uto and 3C at Fresno, Eureka,
on the northern coast, having a normal
temperature.

The heat deficiencies reported from
Southern California appear to be good for
growing crops, while it keeps back the
large apricot crop from ripening faster
thau it can be handled by the local driers.

The slight excess of heat in the great
valieys of Central California is rapidly
bringing forward to maturity the later
fruits, and also hops, the latter now being
picked in "Sacramenioand Yuba Counties.
The first bale shipped was from the former
county. Next week will see general hop
picking, and peach picking will also be
in full blast, but hops will uot be picked
in Sonoma or Mendocino Counties for
some time yet.

The grain crop is about all harvested,
except iv scattering places in the valleys,
and tbe general output is a pretty fair av-
erage crop.

Grapes are ripening much earlier than
last season, and if the raisin grape will
bo ready lor drying that much earlier
than usual it will give the raisin packers
a greater expectation of good raisin cur-
ing weather.

Fruit is still being rapidly rushed east-
ward, the railroads being almost blocked
with fruit trains.
