A PARDON AND A COMMUTATION.

Governor Markham Exercises Exec-
utive Clemencys

Breitenstein Would Ilave Been Ac-
quitted if the Jury Had

Known the Facts.

Governor Markham has pardoned
Jacob -Breitenstein, who was sentenced
by the Superior Court of San Francisco
to two years’ imprisonment in the
County Jail for assault with a deadly
weapon upon his wife.

It appears that he was married throngh
a wmatrimoaial advertisement and was
unfortunate in his marriage. Ten of the
jury who convicted him have earnestly
asked for his pardon, stating thatif they
had known all the true facts at the time,
they would have acquitted him. They
unhesitatingly say that the prosecution
was a malicious one, led by the prose-
cuting witness and others. Many promi-
nent citizens of Napa Couuty also ask for
the pardon and certify to his good char-
acter pre vious to the act,

E. P. M'CURDY COMMUTED,

He has also comuted the sentence of
Elisha P. MecCurdy, who was sentenced
in July, 1836, by the Superior Court of
Lake County to imprisonment for life for
murder in the first degeee to imprison-
ment for thirteen years, This will free
him on October tth.

The State Board of Prison Directors
unanimously recommended it for the
reasons that in the evideuce there was
much contradictory testimony, but after
careiul consideration of it and ofevi-
dence not adduced at the trial and the
letter of the trial judge, Hon. R. J.
Hudson, and those ¢t others submiited to
the board it believes there was a strong
doubt as to his guilt, His character be-
fore the homicide was that of a quiet,
peaceable, industrious and law-abiding
citizen. oo

Judge Hudson says in his letter: **If it
were in my power I would think it my
duty to pardon ~you. The chief witness
against you was conclusively proven un-
worthy of belief by several responsible
persons, 1 hope soon to hear of your
release.”

Whereas, The Legislature of the State

of California, at its thirtieth session, be-
ginning on the second day of January,
A, D, 1893, two-thirds of all the members
elected to each of the houses of said Leg-
islature voting in favor thereof, proposed
the following described amendaments to
the Constitution of the State of California,
to wit:

AMENDMENT NUMBER ONE.

Assembly Constitutional Amendment
No. S.

A resolution to propose to the people of |
the State of California an amendment
to the Constitution of the State, amend-
ing section one of article two thereof,
relative to the right of sufifrage.

Section 1. Every native male citizen
of the United States, every male person
who shall have acquired the rights of |
citizenship under or by virtue of the |
Treaty of Queretaro, and every male |
paturalized citizen thereof, who shall
bhave become such ninety days prior to
any election, of the age of twenty-one
years, who shall have been resident of
the State one year next vreceding the
election, and of the county in which he
claims his vote ninety days, and in the
election precinet thirty days, shall be en-
titled to vote at all elections which are
now or may hereafter be authorized by
law; provided, nonative of China, noidiot,
no insane person, no person convicted of
any infamous crimne, no person hereafter
convicted of the embezzlement or misap-
propriation of public money, and no per- |
son who shall not be able to read the |
Coustitution in the English language and
write his name, shall ever exercise the
privileges of an elector in this State; pro-'
vided, that the provisions of this amend-
ment relative to an edueational qualifica-

trust, contract or other obligation by
which a debt is secured, money, or sol-
vent credits, above its face value. The
State Board of Equalization elected in
eighteen hundred and ninety-four shall
continue in office until their successors,
as herein provided for shall be elected
and shall qualify.

AMENDMENT NUMBER SEVEN.

Senate Constitutional Amendment No.

A resolution to propose to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
article thirteen of the Constitution,
taxation.

Section 1. All property in the State,
not exempt under the laws of the United
States, shall be taxed in proportion to its
value, to be ascertained as provided by
law. The word ‘‘property,” as used in
lh{s article and section, is hereby deciared
to include moneys, credits, bonds, stocks,
dues, franchises, and all other matters
and things, real, personal and mixed,

| capable of private ownership; provided,

that. property used for free public libra-
ries and free museums, growing crops,
property used exclusively for publie
schools, and such as may belong to the
United States, this State, or to any county
or municipal corporation within this
State, shall be exempt from taxation,
The Legislature may provide, except in
case of credits secured by mortgage or
trust deed, for a deduction from credits
of debts due to bonz fide residents of this
State.

AMENDMENT NUMBER EIGHT.

Assembly Constitutional Amendment
No. 31.

A resolution to propose to the people
of the State of California an amend-
ment to section seven (7) of article nine
(IX) of the Constituticn of the State of
California, by increasing the number of
members constituting the State Board
of Education, by adding thereto the
President and Professor of Pedagogics
of the University of California,

Section 7. The Governor, the Superin-
tendent of Public Instruction, the Presie

tion shall not apply to any person pre- |
vented by a physical disability from |
complying with its requisitions, nor to |
any person who now has the right to|
vote, nor to any person who shall be !
sixty years of age and upwards at tlie
time this amendment shall take effect.

AMENDMENT NUMBER TWO.

senate Constitutional Amendment No.
14,

A resolution proposing toithe people of the
State of California an amendment to
section three of article eleven of the
Constitution of the State of Calitornia,
relating to the formation of new coun-
ties,

Section 3. The Legislature, by general
and uniform laws, may provide for the |
formation of new counties; provided,
however, that no new counties shall be
established which shafl reduce any
county to a population of less than eight
thousand; nor shall a new county be
formed containing a less population than
five thousand; nor shall any line thereof
pass within five miles of the county seat
of any county proposed to be divided.
Every county which shall be enlarged or
created from territory taken from any
other county or counties, shall be liable
for a just proportion of the existing debts
and liabilities of the county or counties
from which such territory shall be taken,

AMENDMENT NUMBER THREE.
Assembly Counstitutional Amendment
No. 7.

A resolution proposing an amendment to
the Coustitution ot the State of Cali-
fornia, by adding a new section to ar-
ticle thirteen of the said Coustitution,
to be numbered section twelve and
three-fourths (12§), relating to revenue
and taxation.

Section 12§, Fruit and nut-bearing trees
under the age of four years from the time
of planting in orchard form, and grape-
vines under the age of three years irom
the time of planting in vineyard form,
shall be exewmpt from taxation, and noth-
ing in this article shall be construed as
subjecting such trees and grapevines to
taxation.

AMENDMENT NUMBER FOUR.

Assembly Constitutional
No. 12.

Amendment

A resolution proposing to the people of
the State of California an amendment
to section seventeeen, article one, of
the Constitution of the State of Cali-
foruia,

Section 17. Foreigners of the white
race, or of African descent, eligible to be-
coine citizens of the United States under
the naturalization laws thereot, while
bona fide residenis of this State, shall
have the same rights in respect to the
acquisition, possession, enjoyment, trans-
wmission, and inheritance of all property,
other than real estate, as native born
citizens; provided, that such aliens own-
ing real estate at the time of the
adoption of this amendment may remain
such owners; and provided further, that
the Legislature may, by statute, provide
for the disposition of real estate which
shall bereatfter be acquired by such aliens
by descent or devise.

AMENDMENT NUMBER FIVE.

Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 17.

A resolution proposing to the people of
the State of California an amendment
to section seven, article eleven, of the
Constitution of the State of California.

Section 7. City and county govern-
ments may be merged and consoiidated
into one municipal government, with one

under general laws providiong for the in-
corporation and organization of incor-
porations for municipal purposes. 'The
provisions of this Constitution applica-
ble 1o cities, and also those applicable to
counties, so far as not inconsistent or pro-
hibited to cities, shall be applicable to
such consolidated government,

AMENDMENT NUMBER SIX.

Constitutional
No. 7.

Senate Amendment

A resolution to propose to the people of
the State of California an amendment
to the Constitution of the State, amend-
ing section nine of article thirteen
thereof, relative to the election of a
State Board of Equalization.

Section 9. A State Board of Equaliza-
tion, consisting of one member from each
congressional district in this State, shall
be elected by the qualified electors of
their respective districts at the first gen-
eral election to be held alter the adoption
of this amendment, and at each general
election every four years, whose term of
oilice shall be for tour years, whose duty
it sball be to equalize the valuation of the
taxable property in the several counties
of the Ntate for the purposes of taxation.
The Controller of State shall be ex oflicio
a member of the Board., 'The Boards of
Supervisors of the several counties of the
State shall constitule Boards of Egqual-
ization for their respective counties,
whose duty it shall be to equalize the
valuation of the taxable property in the
county for the purpose of taxation; piro-
vided, such State and County Boards of
fqualization are hereby authorized and
empowered, under such rules of noticeas
the County Boards may prescribe as to
the county assessments, and under such |
rules-of notice as the State Board may |
prescribe as to the action of the State
Board, to increase or lower the entire as-
sesswient roll, or any assessment con-
taineq therein, so as to equalize the as-
sessment of the property contained in
said assessment reoll, and make the as-
sessment conform to the true value in
mouey of the property contained in said
roll; provided, that no Board of Equal-
ization shall raise any mortgage, deed of

dent ot the University of California, and
the Professor of Pedagogy therein, and
the Principals of the State Normal
Schools, shall constitute the State Board
of Education, and shall compile, or cause
to ‘be compiled, and adopt, a uniform
series of text-books for use in the com-
mon schools throughout the State. The
State Board may cause such text-books,
when adopted, te be printed and pub-
lished by the Superintendent of State
Printing, at the State Printing Office, and
when so printed and published to be dis=-
tributed and sold at the cost price of
printing, publishing and distributing the
same. The text-books so adopted shall
continue in use not less than four years,
and said State Board shall perform such
other duties as may be prescribed by law.
The Legislature shall provide for a Board
of Education in each county in the State,
The County Superintendents and the
County Boards of Education shall have
controi of the examination of teachers
and the granting of teachers’ certificates
within their respective jurisdictions.

AMENDMENT NUMBER NINE.

Senate Constitutional Amendment No.
20,

An Act to submit to the people of the
State of California an amendment to
section twenty-three of article four of
the Constitution of the State of Cali-
fornia.

Section 23, The members of the Legis-
lature shall receive, in full payment for
their services, the sum of one thousand
($1,000) dollars, and mileage not to exceed
ten cents per mile, and for contingent ex-
penses not to exceed twenty-five dollars,
for each session, to be paid out of the
public treasury. No increase in com-
pensation or mileage shall take eflect
during the term for which the members
of either house shall have been elected,
and the pay of no attache shall be in-
creased after he is elected or appointed.

NOW THEREFORE, Pursuant to the
provisions of the Constitution, and an
Act of the Legislature entitled ““An Aect
to provide for the submission of proposed
amendments to the Constitution of the
State of California to the gualified elect~
ors for their approval,’” approved March
7, A. D, 1883, viz:

“Section 1. Whenever the Legislature
shall propose any amendment or amend-
ments to the Constitution of this State,
which amnendment or amendments shall
have been passed in the manner and form
required by section one of article eighteen
of the Constitution, and no other mode is
provided by law for the submission of
such amendmeat or amendments to the
people for their approval, it shall be the
duty of the Governor to advertise such
proposed amendment or amendwments in
at least four newspapers of geuneral circu-
lation in this State, for three months next
preceding the next general election, One
of said newspapers must be published at
the city of Sacramento, and two at the
city of San Frauncisco; and in issuing his
proclamation for an election at which any
amendment or amendments to the Con-
stitution are to be voted upon, he shall
inciude such amendment or amendments
therein, and he shall designate them by
numbers, in the order in which they have
been proposed.”’

The said amendments are submitted to
be separately voted upon by ballot by the
qualitied electors of the State, on
