
THIRD DAYOF GREAT SUN SESSION.

The Great Council of Red Men Listen
to Long Talks.

Proposed Reformation in Sick Benefit

Plans—Grand Ball at Turner

Hall Last Night.

The Great Council of the Improved
Order of Red Men held its third
days' session yesterday, with a full dele-
gation present

The Committee on Honored Dead sub-
mitted a report in respect to the memory
of Adam Smith, Past Grand Incohonee,
Which was adopted by a rising vote.

The Committee on Laws and Usage j
presented a full report, which was j
adopted.

The consideration of the reoort of the
Committee on Dues and Benefits occu-
pied the entire morning session and was

finally disposed of by referring it to the
Tribes to be acted upon and reported by

the representatives at tue next Great Sun
session of this Great Council.

The matter treated of in the report has
been under consideration for some time,
as, although there was supposed to be a

certain amount of sick benefits to which
a member was entitled during his disa-
bility to "followthe hunt," and as lodge
funds ran low a dispensation would be
obtained to allow a less amount to be
paid. As this was manifestly unjust, a
solution has been sought for, and the
committee reports that lor the past year
there has beeu paid out for sick bench ts
an amount equal to $5 25 for each mem-
ber.

This ratio has been very closely kept,
Indeed, for several years past. The same
subject has beeu under consideration in
the I. O. O. F., aud their statistics show-
that, with soL7;id members, they have
paid 378,715 weeks benefits, a ratio of 07
per cent., and it such a law as the com-
mittee proposes had beeu iv force with
them aunual dues of $5 47 would have
enabled them to pay 88 per week Bide
beuelits. Fifty cents a month wouid
have paid every sick member S> per week
and left 63 cents per capita in the io ]jj_
benefit fund, or wouid have been sulh-
cient to pay each sick member $8 95 per
week benefit.

The com mittee therefore recommends
that the monthly dues be fiftyceuts aud
the sick benefits $8 per week, and that at
the Council Fire of the Plant, Buck,
Traveling and Cold Moons (April, July,
October and January meetings) a report
shall be made to the Finance Committee
of the Great Council, which shall levy a
pro rata per capita assessment on each
tribe sufficient to cover all beuehts paid
throughout tho reservation (State; dur-
ing the previous three moons. If tue
amount paid out by a tribe exceeds tho
amount of its assessment it receives a
warrant from tho Great Chief of Records
for the excess, and if the assessment ex-
ceeds benefits paid the tribe sends him
the diil'erence.

Numerous amendments to the consti-
tution of the Great Council were pre-
souted and referred to the proper com-
mittee.

The Committee on State of the Order
made a report, which was adopted.

The Insignia was adopted as the official
organ of the order.

A resolutiou was adopted to hold the
next session at Redwood City.

The remainder of the session was
passed iv the transaction of miscellane-
ous business, aud at 0.-.LiO p. X. the Great
Council took a recess till 10 a. m. to-day.

The Great Council, degree of Pocahon-
tas, was in session during the da3 _, aud
adopted a number of resolutions, which
will be submitted to the Great Council of
Red Men to-day lor ratification.

In the evening the Tribes of Sacra-

mento aud YVeuonah Council, No. 2, gave
a gi-and ball in honor of the Groat Coun-
cil, at Turner Hall. The hail was hand-
eoiuely draped, tho American Hag being
the principal feature of the decoration.
Jones, Fisch .V Watson furnished the
soul-inspiring music, and tho untutored
children of the forest went through the
mazes of the wait/., quadrille and lancers
and whirled and dipped inLa Marjoiau.e
and La Mode with as much grace and
agility as thoir moro civilized brethren
aud sisters display on like occasions.
George Ciark acted as lloor director with
his aeeustomeu urbanity, and tho lloor
managers and committeemen were un-
tiring in their efforts to make it a pleas-
ant occasion lor their guests.

FIENDISH ASSAULT UPON A CHILD.

The Miscreant Defends Himself With
a Wood-Ax,

And Succeeds In Making Ills Escape—

Tho Crime Committed Near

Guthrlo's Station.

The police are on the lookout for a
young man about 17 or 18 years ot age,
who, if they capture him, willbe charged
with a serious crime.

He attempted to assault the Kelly girl,
but she broke from him and ran away,
lie then attacked the other girl, and, afior
tying her hands so hb to render her help-
less, criminally assaulted her.

The Kelly girl, after having freed her-
self from the young brute, returned au«i
was a witness to the assault on the other
young girl.

The brother of the Kelly child was

afterward informed of the occurrence,

and went in search of the tiend. He
found him in the car, but the latter raised
an ax which he had concealed there and
threatened to kill Kelly ifhe should ad-
vance any further. Kelly was forced out of
the car, and the fellow made his escape.

He is well known in tho neighborhood
of Guthrie's Station, aud the officers have
no doubt they wiil yet capture him, un-

less the incensed neighbors hrst get hold
of him.

They Show a Decrease ln Values ot
Over 188,000,000.

The State Board of Equalization met
yesterday; but very little was done, as it
is waiting ior the Auditors of the diller-

»eut counties to send in their reports,
which they are very slow in doiug.

The Auditors' reports of San Francisco
and Sau Joaquin Counties arrived yester-
day. The following table shows a com-
parison between the assessments this
year and last iv Sau Francisco:

WORDEN HAS A RECORD.

History of Law-Abiding Knox's A. It.
C. Bight Bower.

Itappears that S. D. Worden, the Rail-
way Union's California representative
and right bovver to Knox, the Sacramento
leader of Debs' late but uuiamented
anarchistic combination, is not a stranger

to prison cells.
Chief of Police Drew of this city has

been investigating Worden's past record,
and in reply to a letter of iuquiry ad-
dressed to the Chief of I'olice of Syracuse,
N. V., yesterday received a response
from that official which, while its con-
tents will not suprise anyone here, may
be of souie interest as showing the kind
of men at the head of the late Kail way
Union.

Chief Wright, iv his letter, states that
whilo Worden lived in that city he
was known as "Windy" Worden; tbat
he was a loud-mouthed aud ollensive
talker at all times. Ou June 2, 1690, says
Chief Wright, Wordeu was convicted of
forgery and sent to the penitentiary for
one year.

On the 19th of February, 1892, at Syra-
cnse, Worden was convicted of petit
larceny, and agaiu sentenced to imprison-
ment in tho penitentiary for six mouths.
Al the solicitation of Chief Wright, how-
ever, tho judgment was uot euiorced,

WTorden having agreed to leave the city
and forever remain away.

Chief Drew has lorwarded the Syracuse
official's letter to Judge J. W. Arm-
strong, senior counsel for the prosecution
in the examination at Woodland.

TWO OPIUM JOINTS.

The Proprietors Plead Guilty Before
Justice Devine.

Chin Chic Sun was tried iv the Police
Court yesterday for keeping an opium

joint. Officer Wilson testified that he
forced the door of the den and found
Chin, P. Rivas and Nettie Wilson lying j
on couches. Rivas had a pipe in his
hand. It was about 2 o'clock in the
morning and the den was full ofsmoke.
There wras no other business carried on
there. Officers Fisher and Penuieh cor-
roborated his testimony.

His counsel, W. A.Anderson, contested
that it was necessary to prove that Chin
sold or gave away the opium, and the
court took the matter under advisement.

Ah Jim was tried for tho same offense.
Fred Connors testified that at various
times he had bought aud smoked opium
in Jim's den.

Officer Bagley told how he went down
and caught Charles Shear and the China-
man almost in the act. The latter tried
to hide the pipe, but was too late. He
arrested them, un the way down the
Chinaman repeatedly offered him money
to lot him go or to allow him to escape.

Ah Jim and Shear, after listening to the
evidence, became convinced that they
wero guilty, and so pleaded. Sentence
was postponed till Saturday.
