with this one. Twenty miles of wharves
could be built there cheaper than any
other place in the world, as deep water is
s0 close to the shore. Compiete maps and
charts of the work done will be made as
soon as possible and forwarded to Wash-
ington.”

From Fiji comes a report of a native
revolt in the island of Vanua Levu, Fiji,
which has been suppressed by the Gov-
ernment forces. The trouble arose out
of Luvne Ni-Wai, or *“Devil Warship.”
The rebels surprised the native forces
sent against them and killed several.
They carried off the dead and mutilated
and ate them. This is the only actof
canibalism since 1876, Sir J. B. Thuars-
ton and the constabulary stormed the
rebels, and succeeded in dispersing thew.

THE TARIFF QUESTION.

A Busy Sunday Among Democrats
at the National Capital.

HINTS THAT HOUSE MEMBERS MAY
PLAY A WAITING GAME.

Hove General About the Senate That
This Week WIill See the Last of the
First Session of the Present Con=
gross—Urged to Secure Free Sugar
if Possible.

WasHiNGgToN, Aug. 12.—This has been
anything but a day of rest for the tariff
leaders. They have been on the go from
early morning until late to-night, It has
been a day of conferences at the White
House, at the private residences of the
conferrees and at the hotels. Secretary
Carlisle was with President Cleveland
throughout the afternoon. The Senate
and House conferrees made no effort to
get together, and they are now as wide
apart as when their meeting broke up on
Friday night.

The House conferrees were in consalta-
tion informally most of the day, though
at no time were they together at once.
Chairman Wilson spent the day with
Breckinridge of Arkansas at the Nor-
mandie Hotel, and was there called u pon
by the other conferrees. Wiizon did not
see the President to-day, 'I'he meeting
among them was as to the line of action
at the caucus to-morrow and in the sub-
sequent proceedings of the House and
Senate. They reviewed the situation

{ from every possible standpoint, and pre-

pared themselves for all emergencies. As
one of them said to-night, they were go-
ing over the tield of battle, and learning
tho topography of the ground on the
night vetore the great fight.

It was agreed that no haste was neces-
sary.. On the contrary, it was feit that
the House, in having possession of the
bill and a parliamentary right to pass it
at any time, had everything to gain and
uothing to lose by deliberate action.
Under the circumstances it was deemed
advisable to inform the House fully as to
the sitnation, and to explain that the pre-
cipitation in accepting the Senate bill
would gain nothing, while deliberate ac-
tion in waiting to see what the Senite
would do might accomplish much good.
It was pointed out in this connection that
the House need be in no fear of the Hill
resolution being rushed through.

The House conferrees regarded it as as-
suring them a breathing spell, and as
making it plain that the House need not
rush to its eonclusion. They realize that
the situation is so eritical the question of
accepting the Senate bill might come be-
fore the caucus and develop such over-
whelming and resistless force that it
would be useless to oppose it. They were
prepared for this emergency, and were
ready to accept itif it came, They would
not, however, counsel it themseives, and
if it came it would have to be the out-
growth of this sentiment of the caucus.

It was felt, however that a dispassion-
ate statement of the case showing that
the House would lose none of its right to
pass the Senate bill by deferring action
for a day or so would bring about a con-
servative result in the caucus. Exactly
what this action will be will not be defi-
nitely outlined, although the House con-
ferrees thought it would be best perhaps
for the caucus to adjourn and to wait to
see what the Senate did.” Then, if need
be, a caucus could be held and more in-
telligent action taken after the Senate
had acted.

In the meantime the House would lose
nothing. If the Hill resolution was de-
feated, and the House conferrees think
there is at least an even chance of its de-
feat, then the conference between the
Senate and House could be resumed with
every prospect, in the judgment of the
House conferrees, that a speedy agree-
ment and report could be reached. If, on
the other hand, it was passed, then the
second caucus could accept the Senate
bill, or take such other action as it de-
sired. In any event, the House conferrees
feel that tbere would be nothing lost by
waiting for the Senate to show what it in-
tends todo, As yet, they say, the Hill
resolution and simiiar moves in the Sen-
ate are merely menaces, and it 1s well
enough to wait to see if they become ac-
complished facts.

Meanwhile the Senate is acquiescent
and disposed to remain in inactivity until
the House shall have had an opportunity
to expressitself upon thesituation. There
is undoubtedly a desire on the part of a
large majority of the Democratic Sena-
tors-—-practicaliy all of them, unless it
may be the Louisiana Senators—to have
the House take possession of the bill,
This is due to the general belief in the
Senate that the House will accept the
Senate amendments, and the bill will
thus become a law, and they fear if the
bill should thus go to the Senate it will
be postponed.

On the other hand, it is believed that if
the House should agree to the Senate
amendments the Senate would acquiesce

{in this action and waive the technical

question which might be raised over the
disposition or the bilk. Itis understood
that Senator Hill, notwithstanding his
opposition to the bill, would be disposed
to accept the favorable action of the
House and permit the bill to go to the
President without raising any parlia-
mentary questions,

The bill has had its day in court, hav-
ing gone to the calendar, and could not
be taken up except upon a vote of the
Senate. It is also suggested that without
the actual possession of the bill an 1ne-
definite postbonement would be ordered,
and the only means by which the Senate
could secure ;k;ssossion would be
through a motion reconsider its action
granting a conference, and then to ask to
return the bill. There would be two
difficulties in the way of this plan. Re-
consideration could not, in view of the
lapse of time since granting the confer-
ence, be had except by unanimous con-
sent, and even with this sscured and the
request mmade upon the House, the return
of the bill would depend upon the
courtesy of that body. It wounld there-
fore seem that the Senate can do nothing
with reterencc to the tariff’ at its present
stage.

SECURE FREE SUGAR, IF POSSIBLE.

Sprizcrienp (I1L), Aug. 12.—Governor
Altgeld to-night wired Representative
Springer as follows: ‘‘Secure free sugar,
if possible. The whole American people
are united in this. Free bituminous coal
would only benefit New England and
the seaport towns and help a few men
who own foreign mines. Tho entire
country west of New York cares nothing
about it. Our soft coal is sold for nearly
starvation prices. Free coal will benefit
but a small section. You should not
stand in the way of a measure for the re-
lief of the whole country, and it is vital
that such bill be passed at once.”’

CONGRESsS,

Hope That the Present Sesslon Will
Adjourn This Week.
WaASHINGTON, Aug. 12.—The hope is
general about the Senate that the present
one will be the last week of the session.
This is based npon the belief -that the
tariff bill will be disposed of in some way
carly in the week, and final adjournment
will be brought at the end of the week.
The order of business for to-morrow,

-

presumably after the tariff has been
passed, will be Senator Chandler’s reso-
lution for the investigation of the Ala-
bama election. After this all is uncer-
tainty. Almost everything will depend
on the action of the House on the tariff
bill. Whatever that action may be, it
can be counted on as quite certain that the
two remaining appropriation bills will
receive consideration during the present
week,

The conference on the sundry civil bill
has been already disposed of, and it is

not probable that much more time will |’
The Conference Com= ;

be spent upon it.
mittee on the general deficiency bill has
been in session all day, notwithstanding
it was Sunday, and it is believed it will
be in shape for early presentation to both
Houses,

If, therefore, the House should decide
to accept the Senate amendments to the
tariff bill, the Senate could be prepared
to suspend proceedings on alinostany
day after Thursday. If the House should
decide upon an opposite course, there is
no saying what would happen in the
Senate,

Tha tariff is engrossing the attention of
the House, and has so far no programme
whatever for the work.

SOUTHERN REPUBLICS.

FIGHT BETWEEN NATIVES
NICARAGUAN SOLDIERS.

AND

Probability That Yeace Wiil Be Ar-
ranged Between the Nicara=-

guans and Mosquitos

New Yorg, Aug. 12.—The American
schooner George Whitford arrived to-
day from Corn Island, Nicaragua, with a
cargo of cocoanuts consigned to L.
Schopp. The vessel docked at the foot of
Veasey street, North river, The Whit-
ford brings news of an encounter between
the natives and a few Nicaraguan soldiers
on July 5th last, during which four of
the soldiers were killed and two wounded.

From what could be learned aboard
the Whitford it appears that about July
4th a lawyer named Rusesell, who is a Ja-
maican, called on Governor Maximo
Diaz in reference to a lawsuit in which
he had been retained as counsel. The
Governor declined to examine the papers,
as they were not in Spanish, and this led
to a heated discussion, and ended by the
(Governor tearing to pieces the lawyer’s
papers. This enraged Russell and he
proceeded to lecture the Governor se-
verely. The Governor threatened to ar-
rest him, but did not do so, there being
no one present at the time except the
Secretary. Russell deiied the Governor
to do his worst, and orders were sent to
Bluefields for troops to assistin the ar-
rest.

Russell had gathered about him several
of his friends, and openly defied the Gov-
ernor to arrest him. On their arrival,
the troops were ordered to arrest Russell
at once. Russell refused to surrender,
and his party fired on the soldiers, kill-
ing four and wounding two. The Gov-
ernor’s Secretary was slightly wounded,
as was also a merchant who was riding
through the streets. It wis not known
whether any of the Russell men had been
killed or wounded.

Russell and his friends thought their
victory offered a good opportunity to
settle other grudges, so with others they
set out to wipe the Nicaraguan ofticials
from the face of the Corn island. They
ran up again the remainder of the troops,
three in number. Two more were killed,
The one left went into hiding, leaving the
Governor and his Secretary to the tender
mercies of the Jamaican and his follow-
ers., Russell advanced on the Govern-
ment bouse, and the Governor and his
Secretary retreated to the cellar and bar-
ricaded themselves in. In shooting, the
Secretary, who was wounded, opened fire
with a horse pistol, wouding Mr. Hale,
one of Russell’s friends. Then the rebels
retreated to the bush, from whence they
made another onslaught, burning two
Government houses and the pier.

This last act intlamed the people, and
persons who had heretofore been neatral
surrounded the Russell party, and on the
following day Hale and several others
were captured. Russell and Lincoln es-
caped, but later were captured at Port
Limon,

Diaz emerged from his retirement and
put eleven hands in jail, Then he re-
signed, leaving a strong recommendation
that the prisoners be sentenced to the full
poenalty for the insult to Nicaragua. In
Central America this means death. When
the facts reach the authorities. Russell,
being a British subject, it looked as if an
explanation would be demanded from
Diaz, Later, however, it was found that
the affair was not locked upon as an
indignity to Enbnglaod, but rather as a
brawl.

REFUSES TO ACCEPT AID.

NEw Yorg, Aug. 12.—A World dis-
patch from Port Limon says: Prince
Clarence, the Mosquito Chief, has re-
fused to accept aid otfered by sympathiz-
ers in Honduras and Salvador, itis re-
ported.

ENCOURAGING NEWS,

MaNAGUA, Aug. 12.—The news from
the coast is encouraging. It is probable
that peace will be arranged between the
Nicaraguans and the Mosquitos, This
result, it is said, will be due mainly to
the influence of British Minister Gosling.
FIRST SETTLEMENT IN THE NEW WORLD,

NEW YORK, Aug. 12.—A special from
Panama savs: San Domingo papers are
complaining of the failure of the Boston
Society of the Sacred Heart to erect in
Isabella the promised statue of Columbia.
Isabella is on the north coast of Hayti,

.and it is there, in 1493, that Columbus

established the first luropean settlement
in the New World.

A correspondent at Laguayra sends
word that the warship Ayachugo has ar-
rived there with forty-two prisoners
from Los Angeles. A corps of military
engineers is about to start for Guayana to
select strategic points for the erection of
new frontier defensé.

Word comes by Managua that Rev.
Wilburn, a Protestant iissionary, has
died there from yellow fever.

THE BOUNDARY QUESTION.

NeEw York, Aug.l3.—A confidential
agent of the Costa Rican Government
has arrived there to treat upon the
boundary question.

REBELS DRIVEN FROM CORO ALD AREN.

NEw Yorg, Aug. 12, —A World dis-
patch from Caracas, Venezuela, says: The
rebels have been driven out of Coro and
Aren. The expedition from Curacoa
which landed in Buenns Ayres has sur-
rendered to the Governmeut, having de-
livered up the arms and ammaunition be-
ing carried to the rebels.

GENERAL SARAIVA CAPTURED.

Ri1o JANEIRO, Aug, 12.—It is reported
that General Saraiva, the defeated leader
of the rebels in Rio Grande do Sul, who
escaped, being wounned, and was said to
be trying to reach Argentine, has been
captured. Although the report has not
yet been confirmed, it has caused a pro-
found sensation. .

HEAD-END COLLISION.

Disastrous Railroad Accident Near
(ibbs, Missouri.

TWO TRAINMEN KILLED AND SEV-
ERAL PASSENGERS INJURED.

The Accident Occurred on a Slight
Curve, and the Two Express Trains
Came Together With a Terrific
Crash, Completely Demolishing the
Engines, Combination Express and

Baggage Cars.

Kansas Crry, Aug. 12.—A disastrous
head-end coilision occurred on the Atchi-
son, Topeka and Santa Fe railroad be-
tween Hurdlan and Gibbs, Missouri, at
2:30 this morning, between express train
No. 5, westbound, and express train No.
4, eastbound, resulting in two trainmen
being killed and several passengers in-
jured, and the engines, combination ex-
press and baggage cars completely de-
molished.

According to order, the trains were to
have met at Gibbs, and it is alleged that
No. 4 violated the orders.

Killed—Engineer George Humphrey,
No. 4; George Kappinger, express mes-
senger, No. 5, buried in the wreck.

Injured —Daniel Mills Haugh of Chi-
cago, baggeman of No. 4, badly bruised
and hurt internally, may die; E. E. Mer-
rick of Chicago, baggageman of No. 5,
cut and bruised from head to foot, will
probably die; Kngineer Dan Daley of No.
5 of Fort Madison, shoulder badly hurt;
Fireman Mark Fogarty of Fort Madison,
No. 5, badly bruised, will recover; Fire-
man F. P. Stiles of Kansas City, on No. 4,
slightly bruised; Brakeman Holmes of
¥ort Madison, hands mashed; Justin Mec-
Carthy of Chicago, head and hand cut;
Walter Durbin of Milwakee, ankle cut.

The trains met on a slight curve and
came together with a territic crash. Both
engineers applied the air brakes and re-
versed their engines, which action alone
was the cause of saving many lives. As
soon as the passengers and those of the
trainmen not hurt recovered from the
shock, they proceeded to rescue the un-
fortunate victims. IEngineer Humphrey
of No. 4 was found at his post with one
of his limbs cut at the thiighs and his head
almost split in two. He died in a few
minutes, IExpress messenger Cappinger
was instantly killed. K. E. Derrick, the
express messenger and baggageman of
No. 5, had a very narrow escape, and his
injuries may yet prove fatal. The mo-
mentum lorced him through the side of
the car and landed him on the embank-
ment about fifty feet away. His face was
mashed to a jelly, and his body terribly
cut and bruised. There was but one
physician on the train, and he was Kept
busy until No.5 was run back to Hurdlan
for assistance.

None of the passengers on No. 4 were
injured. Engineer Daley and Fireman
Fogarty saved their lives by jumping.

(reneral Manager I'ry was on the west-
bound train and gave directions and su-
perintended the work of relief.

The passengersin the sinoker and chair
car of No. 5 were badly shaken up. Jus-
tin MeCarthy of Chicago was sitting in
one of the reclining chairs when the
crash came, and was hurled through the
window and landed on a clay bank six
feet from the track. His injuries were
not serious, having suflfered by a slight
gash on his head and hand. Walter N,
Durbinof Milwaukee was in the smoker,
next to the baggage car, and was also
thrown through a window, cutting his
ankle. He had a narrow escape, being
hurled about forty feet and landing with-
in two feet of where the locomotive lay
on the track.

Conductor Cleghorn was in charge of
the westbound train. He handed his or-
der to the Associated Press reporter,
which clearly stated that the two trains
were to meet at Gibbs.

The officials of the Santa Fe say the
conductor and engineer of No. 4 were re-
sponsible for the accident, having diso-
beyed the telegraphic orders to meet train
No. 5 at Gibbs station. The engineer be-
ing killed outright, no statement could
be secured, but the conductor states he
entirely overlooked the orders. The dam-
age to property will probably not exceed
$14,000,

A TUG SUNK.
Cut in Two by a Ferryboat at Benton
Harbor, Michigan,

BexToN HARBOR (Mich.), Aug. 12.—
The steamer Puritan of the Chicago, St,
Joseph and Benton Harbor Transporta-
tion Company ran into the tug Richmond
and cut her in two. The Puritan was
coming into the harbor and was running
unusually close to the wharf and at an
unusual rate of speed when she struck
the tug, which was just leaving the dock.
The Captain and his crew got oflf before
she went down.

Fortunately there were no passengers
on the ferry boat at the time, butthe
crew of three hhad a narrow escape from
drowning. The steamer City of Chicago
had just arrived from Chicago with a
large number of passengers and there
was greal excitement shown as the
Puritan rushed toward them at full
speed. In striking the Richmond the
Puritan took a tangent track, barely
missing the Chiecago. So great was the
force of the crash that the Richmon was
carried on the stem of the Puritan a
hundred yards up the river before the
headway of steamsr was spent.

Marine men censure the Puritan’s cap-
tain for running his vessel at such a high
speed in the narrow channel.

A SCHOONER SUNK.

Loxpown, Aug. 12.—The bark Braekka,
from Hermosa for Rio Janiero, was in
collision with the schooner Pilgrim, from
Port Madoc for Stettin, on Saturday
morning last off Anvil Point, The
schooner was sunk and four members of
her crew drowned. The Braekka re-
ceived severe damage,

GENEROUS RAINS, '

The Crop Situation in Nebraska Ma-
terially Changed.

OMAHA, Aug. 12,—All day generous
rains have fallen throughout Nebraska,
and the crop situation is materially im-
proved. The rains have extended in
Colorado, South Dakota, Kansas and
Iowa. ;3

This gives rain to a large section of the
farming districts in Nebraska, where
corn has been much damaged, but agri-
culturists think corn will be one-third of
an average yield.

The drought has given great impetus to
irrigation throughout the State. A big
mass-meeting was held at Long Pine,
Neb., the center of the district burned up
last night, to discuss tbhe question of irri-
gation and a proposition made by a report
of Eastern capitalists to coustruct a canal
through Brown, Rock and Hall counties,
providing these counties contribute $250,-
000 in bonds toward the enterprise, be-
sides a certain guaranty of water privi-
ieges. Delore the close of the meeting a
resolution that it was the seunse of the
meeting that the proposition be accepted
was carried. The sentiment here is

unanimous in favor of the project, The

assemblage was composed of business
men, farmers and properiy-owners of
Brown and Rock counties.

CERTIFICATES,

Novel Scheme For Landlng Chinese

Laborers Unearthed at San Diego.

SaN Dieco, Aug., 12.—Chinese Inspec-
tors Williams and Lynch of San Fran-
cisco, now in this city, have unearthed a
novel scheme by means of which return-
ing Chinese laborers have been admitted
to this country as merchants, The
scheme appears to have been formulated
by James Russell, a detective of this city,
whose dealings with Chinese have been
of an intimate nature. Certificates were
drawn up in proper form and signed by
well known citizens, statins that the per-
son referred to was a merchant, and un-
derneath their signatures appeared an
affidavit of Russell that the signatures
were genuine, and those of reputable citi-
zens, The face of the certiticates ap-
peared to be perfectly regular, but in
fact fraudulent, neither Russell nor any
one else swearing to the fact that the
Chinese were merchants, At least fifty
Chinese are said to have been admitted at
San Irancisco on certificates of this char-
acter sent out from San Diego. g The busi-
ness will be thoroughly ventilated, and
attempts made to punish the offenders.
Quan Leong, a Chinese laborer, was ar-
rested by the Inspectors here to-day for
having entered on such certificate on
April 7th.

ANARCHISTS IN FRANCE.

Three Convicted In the Assize Court
and Sent to I’rison,.

Paris, Aug. 12—The trial of the an-
archists before the Assize Court ended
to-day in the acqguittal of all but three of
the accused. After the counsel for the
defense had finished their speech, Faure,
Girave, Blastard and Bernard addressed
the court, protesting their innocence.
Their remarks were couched in moderate
language, denying in every respect the
riot of the anarchists. 7The cases were
then given to the jury, who spent two
hours in considering the questions pat to
them by the Judge. 'I'be verdict was
that the charge against the prisoners of
belonging to a criminal association was
not proven, Artis, Chericott and Bertani
were found guilty of robbery and of hav-
ing been in illegal possession of weapons,
All the others were declared not guilty of
the charges against them, and were dis-
charged. Artis was sentenced to fifteen
years i prisonment at hard labor, Cheri-
cott to eight years and Bertani to six
months. The end of the trial was marked
by no incident. ‘T'hose who had been ac-
quitted left the courtroom quietly.

HOSTILITIES CONTINUE.

A Japanese Fleet Attacks Chimese
Forts, But Are Repulsed

NO MATERIAL DAMAGE DONE ON
EITHER SIDE.

Match Arranged Between Gould’s
Sloop Vigilant and the Prince of
Wales’ to be
Given an Opportunity to Show the
Merits of the Crack Yachts on the

Cutter Britannia,

Open Sea,

SHANGHIAIL, Aug. 13.—A dispateh from
Chee Foo says the Japanese attacked Port
Hamilton (Port Arthur) Friday evening,
and were repulsed.

A special dispatch from Chee Foo con-
firms the report that the Japanese fleet
attacked the Chinese fleet at Wei-Hai=
Weiand were repulsed at one entrance
of the harbor and subsequently attacked
the other entrance. The dispatch says the
Japanese made a daring attempt to cap-
ture the forts and arsenal at Wei-Hai-
Wei. The Japanese attacked in force,
four cruisers and several smaller vessels
holding the advance. The first shots
were exchanged at daybreak, but the
Chinese were on the alert and their gan-
ners returned a vigorous fire from the
forts,

The Japanese apparently expected to
take the Chinese by surprise while tae
latter’'s warships were away—the Chinese
squadron, with the exception of some
small gunboats and torpedo boats, hav-
ing sailed the day before for amother
port.

The gunboats at the-fort kept up such
a well-directed fire that the Japanese
were unable to enter the harbor. The
Chinese torpado-boats were then ordered
to advance, and when they did so the
Japanese tleet retired.

The same tleet of Japanese attacked the
harbor entrances later in the day, and
dispatches received here say the second
attempt of the Japanese flaet upon Wai-
Hai-Wei was defeated.

THE ATTACK WAS MADE ON THE FORTS,

The Japanese squadron that attacked
Wal-Hai-Wel Friday consisted of twenty=
six vessels, It is not definitely known
how many of the fleet were men-of-war.
The warships drew up in line of battle off
the port and opened firc early Monday
morning. There were no Chinese war-
ships in the vicinity and the engagement
was entirely betwoen the Japanese men-
of-war and the forts. The forts, however,
were able without much difiiculty to re-
pulse the attack. About fifty shots were
exchanged, but no material damage was
done on either side. The soldiers man-
ning the guns of the fortitications showed
themselves to be lamentably deficient in
marksmanship. Most of their shots were
ill-directed, the shell either falling short
of the vessels aimed at or going wide of
the mark, The fleet withdrew to Port
Arthur, at which place it attacked. Little,
if any, damage was done.

The operations are regarded as haviog
been no attempts to congquer Wai-Hai-
Wei or Port Arthur, but simply a rush
on the partof the Japanese commander
to ascertain the exact position and
strength of the Chinese guns at the two
places.

On Thursday last two small gunboats
were sighted going at full speed in the
direction of Tien-1sin,

THE REPORT CONFIRMED.,

LoNDoN, Aug. 12.—The Z%mes to-mor-
row will publish a dispatch from Tien
Tsin confirming the Associated Press
dispatches of the attack by the Japanese
fleet upon the Chinese fort at Weli Hai
Wei, and its repulse. A dispatch to the
Times from Shanghai says that the
Chinese oflicial report of the engagement
states that only 120 shots were exchanged
between the Japanese warship and the
forts. The report adds that one of the
Japanase ships was hit three times, and
another one once. The flre of the war-
ships did no damage to the forts.

NO INFORMATION AT WASHINGTON,

WasHINGTON, Aug, 12.—Officials of the
Japanese Legation are withont any infor-
mation respecting the fighting at Wei-
Hai-Wei and Fort Arthur, on the Chi-
nese coast, They are inclined to believe
that the home Government isawaiting
full and complete reports of the battles,
as it had been regarding the fight at Ga-
san, Corea. Much interest 1o the move-
ments against the above places is felt by
officials of the Government here. At or
near Fort Arthur Li Hung Chang has his
military stores, arsenal and other re-
sources for the continuation of warlike
operations, DBoth Fort Arthur and Wai-
Hai-Wei are on the line of the direct
route by water to the mouth of the Pei-
Ho River, by which the city of Pekin can
be reached, and any movement against
the former places is likely to be a factor
in the attempt which many persons here
believe the Japanese will make to over=
throw the dynasty at Pekin.

TELEGRAPH LINE OPEN,

NeEw Yorgr, Aug. 12—The Western
Union Telegraph Company issued a no-
tice to-day that the Chinese telegraph
line running mnorth from Tien-Tsim
through Marpchuria to Helampo is now
open for business, written i1n plain lan-
guage. This restores to the public the
route to Russia via Tien-Tsin,

VIGILANT AND BRITANNIA.

The Yankee and British Yachts to
Meet on the Opeun Sea.
LoxpoN, Aug. 11.—It has been defi-
nitely arranged that the match between
the Vigilant and the Britannia for the
£150 sterling cup offered by Lord
Wolveryon shall be sailed on Wednes~
day. The race will be fiftten miles to
windward and return, as proposed. Mr.
Gould at first held out for a race leeward
and a beat home, but he has changed hig
mind, and the agreement has been
signed. Much interest is manifested in
this race, for if the wind Weduesday
holds true it will be an oppcrtunity to
show what can be done on the open sea.
Notwithstanding the feeling entertained
by many Americans in England that the
British yachting public have not treated
the Vigilant in an exactly sportsmaunlike
manner, there 1s no difference of opinion
as to the attitnde of the Prince of Wales
to the Yankee sloop’s owner. Ina con<
versation between the Prince and the
officers of the Chicago, his royal high<«
ness referred to tho plucky and sports<
manlike qualities displayed by Mr.
Gould throughout the racing. The
Prince said he was particularly anxioug
that the Britannia should meet the Vigi-
lant on the open sea, in order_thnt the
merits of the two boats could be judged.

Steamer Cooks and Attendants Strike.

Loxpon, Aug. 12.—A dispatch to the
Telegraph trom Paris says: The sooks,
stewards and attendauts of the transe
Atlantic steamship line have gone on g
strike at Havre. These employes allogeg
that the cause of the strike is the pooi
food supplied to them while the vessels
are in dock, and other grievances, On
Saturday 100 men on board the steamer
La Touraine quit work. Their placea
were filled by other mien, and the vessel
sailed for New York on her schedula
time. The company states that the strikg
will not cause any delay.
