Sax Ferancisco, Aug, 15.—It hecame
known to-day that the United States
gunboat Bennington, having on board
ex-Vice-President Antenio Ezeta and
three other refugees from San Salvador,
was sighted late last night about thirty
miles out from the Goiden Gate. The
Bennington was overhauled by the tug-
boat Sea King, fiying a special navy
gignal and bearing Lieutenant Stoney
and the Commandant at the Mare Island
Navy-yard. Lieutenant Stoney deliv-
ered the dispatches from Washington or-
dering the Bennington to remain outside

until further instructions should be re- |

ceived from Washington.

Lieutenant Stoney found the Benning-
ton so short of provisions that all on
board had been curtailed in their allow-
ances. 'The Sea King at once returned to
vort, and at noon to-day she put to sea
again with a big supply of fruait, vege-
tables, bread, fresh meat and other sup-
plies for the Bennington. She also car-
ried & pouch of mail for the gunboat’s
officers and men.

The naval authorities refuse to talk,and

special eiforts have been made to keep
the tugboat’s ecrew silent, but it 1s
iearned that the appearance of the Sea |

King on her mysterious mission caused a
commotion on board the Bennington.
General Ezeta and his brother refugees
viewed the approach of the tug with ap-
prehension, which was changed to con-
sternation when they learned that the
gunboat was to be detained at sea await-
ing the arrival from Washington of docu-
ments affecting  their freedom. They
made attempts to send letters ashore by
the crew of the Sea Hing,
mander Thomas of the Bennington kept
them carefully under his eye and
irustrated their plans.,

The arrival from Washington of war-
rants for the arrest of the four refugees is
uow eagerly awaited, Not until they ar-
rive, it is said, will Lieutenant Stoney
pay another visit to the Bennington, and
no one but an accredited otficial from the

'y yvard will be permitted to board the
cruaiser.

LATE RAILROAD STRIKE.

INVESTIGATION BY THE GOVERN-
MENT COMMISSION BEGUN.

Statement of the Trouble by the Vice-
President of the American

Railway Union.

Special to the REcORD-UNION.

CHIcAaGo, Aug. 15.—The Strike Com-

mission appointed by President Cleve-
land to investigate the Pullman and rail-
| road strikes began worl to-day.
! Vice-President Howard of the A. R. U.
| was the first witness. IHe expressed the
hope that the commission would use
every effort toget tothe bottom of the
matter under consideration.

Commissioner Kernan assured Lim the |
investigation would be thorough. *Now,”
said the Commissioner, **tell us what, in

| your opinion, caused the railroad strike?’’
“The strike was caused,” answered
‘ Howard, “by the statement of the Gen-

eral Managers that they would back up
Pullman during the strike.”
| Howard then entered into an exhaust-
ive recital of the troubles leading up to |
the original Pullman strike. The men |
had announced their intention to strike, |
he said, but, on being assured by mei
|

company’s oflicials that the employes’

grievances would be investigated, he
{ urged the men to go back to work, This |

| they did on the promise of the company
| that the committees who had handled
the trouble would not be discharged or
otherwise injured because of the part they
{ had taken., ‘*‘After that promise,”’ con-
tinued the witness, ‘three of these com-
| mitteemen were discharged., Then the
men struck. Ouar union, after having
failed to get any satisfaction irom the
Puilman Company, endeavored, by boy-
cotting the company’s cars, to bring the
matter to a satisraciory termination, We
simply desired the Pullinan cars to be
left off trains. At this point we were
met by the General Managors’ Associa-
| tion, They refused o haul mail cars un-
til the Pulimans were attached to the
{ trains, Such action was entirely un-
called for., The Pullinans were in no
wise necessary to the trausmission of
United States mails.”’

“*Was the action of your union in the
strike merely for the protection of the
Pullman en:ployes?”’ asked Commis-
sioner Wright.

“*No, not entirvely,” said Mr. Howard.
““I'he General Managers had organized
against us, and we had to protect our-
selves,””

‘““You believed that the railroads had
{ on their side an organization with ex-
actly the same purposes in view as your
union on your side?””

“*Yes, sir; that1s just what they had.”

“Were you aware,” asked Judge
Worthington, “that the railroads had
contracts with the Pullman Company ?”’

“We were, and we were aware that
i those contracts were a violation of the
interstate iaw. They allowed the carry-
{ing of noue but Pullman sleepers, and
| were a direct discrimination against the
| Wagner cars. In other words, the rail-
! roads were enforcing the sort of boycott

{on the Wagner cars that our union de-
| sired on the Pullmans.”

{  Mr., Howard was closely examined as

| Union, and promised to give the Com-
| mnissioners a copy of the constitution and
| by-laws of the union.

SUGAR SCHEDULE.

The House Blll Mecets With Cpposition
in the Senate.

WASHINGTON, Aug, 15.—In the Senate,
after the Vice-President had signed the
tariff bill, the bills to place coal, iron ore
and barbed wire on the free list were
read.

Then Harris had a letter read, just re-
ceived rrom Secretary Carlisle, concern-
ing the efiect of the proposed bills upon
the revenues.

Berry called up the free sugar bill.

Harris, while favoring f{ree sugar,
thought this and the other bills should be
referred to the Finance Committee.

Berry said the Senate had been charged
with being the friend of the sugar trust.
He wanted the bill to pass exactly as it
came from the House.

Harris said an early report should be
made by the commitiee,

At this point Cockrell presented the
conference report on the general defi-
ciency bill. The only dispute was on
§1,800,000 for Sonthern war clains, to

this
point.

Sherman moved the Senate recedo from
its amendment, but his motion was lost
and Cockrell’s was carried,

Cockrell presented the conference re-
port on the sundry civil biil. It was
agreed to.

Vest spoke on Harris’ motion to refer
the free sugar and other bills to the Fin-
ance Committee, He said it meant death
to the bills, as the committes was politie-
aily a tie, with the prospect of the dis-
appearance of a quorum within a few
days. He declared the position of the
Senate on the tarifl’ had been vindicated
by the letter of Secretary Carlisle, who
proved conclusively that i{ the House
bill had been enacted it would have
caused a deficiency of §30,000,000, He
stated the power acauired by the sugar
trust was the result of its fostering by the
provisions of the McKinley bill.

Vest then proceeded with his descrip-
tion of the difliculties in connection with
the adjustment of a sugar schedule.
Under the Wilson bill, as reported to the
House from the committee, it is consid-
ered a duty and bounty. When it was in
the House free sugar was inserted. The
Finance Committee prepared a bill which
gave no differantial benefit to the trust.
**And yet,” said Mr, Vest, with bitterness,
*‘they call us creatures of the sugar
trust,” The Senator prused fora moment,
and then, with increased earnestness,
added: ‘‘Slanderous lies.”

Mr. Vest said he would not enter into
the charges that the Senate was a party to
the tight between the Presidemt and the
Senator from Marylaud (German), He
(Vest) bad his strong ditference with the
Senator on the tariff, aud had written a
letter long ago to the Greystone Clnb
stating his objections to the policy of Mr.
Gorman, and suvpporting Mr. Cleveland
for his position on revenue reform.
*But,”’“continued Mr. Vest, *‘I belong to
no man. 1 belong to no faction, and I
am neither Montague nor Capulet, York
or Lancaster. I can never follow one
who does violence to the principles of
the Democratic party.”

Toward the close of his speech Mr,
Vest said: “*Recurring to an unpleasant
subject, I hope for the last time, I wish to
say I bave no quarrel with the President
of the United States., If it were neces-
sary to-day, in order to remain in public
life, to retract one word of what I said in
the Senate. I should not utter it, No
man, no matter how high his.position, has
a right to perpetrate an injustice on an-
other, Mr, President, it is not pleasaut
to indulge in personalities, but my atten-
tion has been called receuntly to an infa-

reputable source, made in the public
press, to the effect that wmy action
in regard to the letter of the
President to Mr, Wiison in regard to the
bill had been dictated by a feeling of re-
venge against the President because he
had ignored me in regard to the patron-
age of my State. Mr. President, I have
no private grievances, but I wish to aec-
knowledge in the inost emphatic manner
my gratitude to the President for having
relieved me from all responsibility in re-

Sir, if there is anything in my public life
which has afforded me any pleasure, real
and substantial, it has been the fact that
the President, in the exercise of his con-
stitutional right, of which I do not com-
plain, intormed me that he no longer de-
sired my advice regarding Missouri pat-
ronage.

“1 bave nothing to complain of on the
part of the President. I am ready to

the bill, who voted for it and passed it,
and it has become a law. We were be-
tween the devil and the deep sea, and
rather than see the bill go to the devil we
went to the deep sea. It is better than
the McKinley law.,”

Turning to another branch of Vest’s
speech, he said: *‘I regret to see my
friend attack the President of the United
States. I believe he is honest, and I be-
lieve he is trying to carry out the will of
6,000,000 Demoeratic voters. The
of Secretary Carlisle is no econdemnation
of the President’s letter to Mr. Wilson.
The President’s letter to Mr, Wilson was
written because we departed from the
Democratic principles of free raw ma-
terials, 'The President wanted to give
employment to the idle people of the
country. We don’t accept this as the
final settlement of the tariff, Wae intend
to continue the crusade of tariff reform

down by burdens which are made to en-
rich the few,”

Mills said his purpose was to challenge
the assertion of the Secretary of the
Treasury that the removal of the sugar
duty would cause a deficit. If the duty
were taken off sugar, he declared, the
Treasury would still have more money
under this bill than could be economi-
cally spent by the Government., The es-
titnates upon which Carlisle’s statement
was made he based on the imports of
1803, under the McKinley law.  The
whole history of tariff legislation demon-
strated that reduetions of duty resulted
in inecreased importations and in in-
creased revenue.

Ile maintained that there was no ne-
cessity to secure one dollar of revenue
from sugar. 'The only thing that recon-
ciled him to the duty on sugar was that if
there was a surplus over the interest-
bearing bonds they could be purchased,
but he preferred to put sugar on the free
list.

**Does the Senator mean he will vote
for free sugar in the face of the statement
of the Secretary of the Treasury?”’ Mec-
Pherson asked.

*I will,” replied Mills, “if, as I said,
the Secretary copied these figures from
the importations of 1803, No allowance
is made for the largely increased impor-
tations under the lower raies. 'The Sen-
ate has the facts.””

Mr, Mills said in conclusion that he

i hoped the Senator from Tennessee would

withdraw his motion to refer.

Mr, Harris replied that he had great re-
spect for the opinion of Mr, Mills, but in
view of the letter from Secretary Carlisle,
he would prefer at this time to take his
judgment rather than that of the Senator
“rom Texas, and weould insist on his mo-
tion.

Mr. Vilas replied to some of the ob-
servations of Mr. Vest, taking issue
with him. Vilas drifted into the discus-
sion of the discriminating duty in favor
of the sugar trust, and finally declared
that the bill should not go to the Finance
Committee,

“If the bill is not referrad to the
Finance Committee,” asked Mitchell
(Rep.) of Oregon, *do you favor the bill
as it came from the House? ”’

Mr. Vilas replied that he considered it
a legitimate object of revenue, but the
people should be rid of the trust. How-
over, rather than have the trusts profit to
the exient of untold millions, he would
be willing to sacrifice the revenue from
sugar.

Manderson (Rep.) of Nebraska said if
the Senators on the other side had con-
cluded he would move to adjourn, but at
the request of Dolph he allowed a motion
to go into executive session to take prece-
dence. f

Gray (Dem.,) of Delaware demanded
the yeas and nays, and the motion was de-
featod—15 to 34.

The session concluded with a humorous
passage at arms between Harris and
Chandler.

Adjournment was taken at 5 o’clock.

BATT LESHIP OREGON,
The Workings of the Big Ship Perfect
in Every Detail.

Sax Fraxcisco, Aug. 15.—The big bat-
tie-ship Oregon made her first voyage to-
day. It was from her moorings off the
Union Iron Works to Hunter’'s Point.

The ponderous engines worked
well, and when the vessel was turned for
the run down the bay the steam valves
were opened wider aud the big ship sped
through the water with a feather at her
bow that old sailors said meant at least
ten knots. Only about ;half a head of
steam was used, and the engines worked
slow and easily.

CARNOT'S DEATH AVENGED.

ANOTHER ANARCHIST DIES FOR A
MISTAKEN CAUSE.

Santo’s Head Severed From His Body
by a Keen Biade in a Public

Square at Lyons.

Special to the RECORD-UNTON.

Lyoxns (France), Aug. 16.—The republic
of France avenged the death or her be-
loved President at 4:55 o’clock this
(Thursday) morning, at which hour Santo
was guillotined in the public square,
With the ery of **Vive I’ Anarchie!” on
his lips the head of the trembling assassin
wag severed from the body by the keen
blade, and another anarchist had died for
a mistaken cause. There were no un-
usual demonstrations attending the exe-
cution.

The news of the decision to execute
Santo in the early morning spread
rapidly, notwithstanding the efforts to
keep it seeret. The wine shops and

restaurants in the vicinity were crowded |

all evening with people who wanted to
witness the execution. However, these
psople were compelled to leave their
places of shelter, as tavern keepers had
orders to close tneir doors at that hour,
and the streets leading to the prison were
occupied by troops.

Santo had to walk fifty yards frem his
cell to the scaffold, which was in the
square facing the prison.

When the preparations of Deibler had
been completed, he examined the guillo-
tine and pronounced it satisfactory. It
was then 4:25 o’clock, and the troops had
closed 1n around the guillotine., When
daylight arrived the square and the
streets near by were thronged.

Escorted by a squad of gendarmes, the
executioner and his men entered the
prison at 4:30 p. M. M. Raux, the Gov-
ernor of the prison, awakened Santo,
saying to him, *Courage; the hour has
arrived.”

The condemned man, with a great
effort, raised himself. His face turned
livid and his hands and limbs trembled
convulsively, despite his eilorts to ap-
pear careless as to his fate. The trem-
bling continued untii the last moment.
He could hardly stand and his limbs
were so stiff from cold and fright that his
clothes were put on him with the great-
est difficulty. Inreply to the question
whether he would have breakfast, Santo
declined either food or drink. He also
refused religious consolation.

At 4:50 Santo was led out of bis cell by
the guards. His face was deadly pale.
As be was being fastened down he cried,
“Vive I’ Anarchie!”’

Deibler and his assistants and the offi-
cials issued from the prison at 4:50 o’clock.
At the command to present arms and
draw swords, the wagon issued from the
building and took up a place on the left
side of the guiliotine. The assistants
fixed the gangway. The priest ap-

roached Santo, who appeared not to see

im. -When Santo appeared walking
with extreme difficulty his open shirt
displaying his breast, frail and bony,
his eyes were fixed on the guillotine and
then wandered to the troops and the
crowd.

He uttered the ecries: ‘“Courage, my
comrades!” **Vive 1’ Anarchie!” but the
sound issued feebly from his closed teeth
and was scarely audible beyond the
troops. The words were hardly uttered
when Santo was seized and pushed to-
ward the bascule. ITe mmade a feeble
struggle and fell. His weight was too
light, and his executioners were com-
peiled to raise him and thrust him for-
He made another frantic move-
ment, obliging Deibler to come to the
assistance of his men and place Santo’s
head under the lunette. Much time was
taken up with these movements.

At last Deibler pressed the handle which
released the knife. A sharp, short sound
announced the severance of the vertebr:e,
a spurt of blood sprinkled the wagon, the
head fell into a basket of sawdust and the
body was rolled into another. :

THE WAR OVER COREA

Seven Chinese Vessels Repdrted
Sunk in a Naval Battle,

THOUGH THE STATEMENT AS YET
LACKS CONFIRMATION.

The British Minlster at Tlen-Tsin Is«
sues Notice Enjoining Strict Neu=
trality Upon British Subjects in
the Far East During the War Be=
tween China and Japan—The War
Feeling at Yokohama at Concert
Piteh.

LoNpoN, Aug. 15.—Private telegrams
from Yokohoma say that seven Chinese
vessels were suck in the recent engage-
ment with the Japanese. This report
lacks confimation and probably arose
from the statement received from Yoko-
homa last night that news had been re-
ceived of a battle on the 11th between
Chinese and Japanese fleets, and that the
Chinese were driven off. Inquiries at
the Japanese ILegation here fail to obtain
{ confirmation of the report.

A dispatch to the Z%mes from Tien-
Tsin says the British Minister has issued
a notice enjoining strict neutrality upon
British subjects in the far East during
the war between Japan a China.

The French gunboat Lion has arrived
at Tien-Tsin. It is announced that a
warship flying any flag which attempts
to cross Taku Bay will be fired upon,
unless their intended arrival has previe-
ously been announced to the officers in
command of the fort.

The French gunboat Lion will be re-
membered as the warship which was re-
ported to have been present at the sink-
ing of the transport Kow Shung, and im-
portant evidence is expected from her
commander.

A Yokohama special to the Chronicle
says a rumor has reached there of an im-
portant naval engagement between the
Japanese and Chinese naval fleets of
Wei-Hai-Wei on August 10th. Several
Chinese vessels belonging to the northern
squadron were sunk, according to the re-
port.

POPULAR FEELING AT CONCERT PITCH.

Vicroria (B. C.), Aug. 15. — The
steamer Tacoma, fifteen days out from
Hongkong, arrived at this port shortly
after noon to-day. Her weather log is
brief. She left Hongkong July 19th,
Shanghai July 24th, Kobe July 20th. So
far agcould be gathered popular feeling
in Yokohama is at concert pitch. Numer-
ous of the leading merchants have mads
contributions of rice and saki, andall is
hurry and bustle and fighting talk.

| has vessels of eighteen knots. As to
| skill and arms China is no mateh for
Japan. Moreover, she has only thirty
vessels of the China Moerchants’ Steam
Navigation Company as transports, which
she requires for the transportation of rice
for the interior. But Japan has about
sixty steamers of over 2,000 tons for that
purpose, if recent purchased vessels be
added. As it is the first occasion on
which steel armored squadrons engage in
combat, foreign powers will regard with
attention the issues of a naval engage-
ment. This present occasion is worthy
of our full exertion, and it will be a good
opportunity to show the world our mili-
tary strength.””

Since the naval fight off Fusan the run-
ning of Japanese steamers between
Jinsen and Fusan has been suspended.
General travel on the smaller oriental
lines is very much broken, and news of
authentic nature is diflicult to obtain.

In Yokohama it is believed that China’s
plan will be to march troops into Corea
by way of Wiju, and the Japanese Gov-
ernment is said to be taking steps accord=
ingly.

I'he report that the Chinese Minister
was to start for home on July 2Sth is de-
nied. He is said to have received in-
structions not to leave until the with-
drawal of the Japanese Charge
d’ Aflaires at Peking.

From Hongkong reports on the Corean
difiiculty are still less satisfactory, the
news being of a wild and contradictory
nature.

The plague appears to be abating rap-
idly, though danger is now apprehended
from the action of the sanitary board in
allowing the return of a large number of
coolies to the colony. The total numbar
of deaths from the plague in Hongkong
since the outbreak on the 9th of May is
reported at 2,372 up to date. Strong ef-
forts are being made to keep out coelies
from Canton and the cholera districts of
the mainland.

The Fokien authorities have ordered
some Lok Chink battalions to proceed to
Foo Chow, and ‘‘braves’ are being en-
listed to strengthen the forces in Fokien.
Garrisons of the Ming Ngan forts aro
daily practicing with their big guns, and
are prepared to give a good account of
themselves should the Japanese warships
make any attempt on the arsenal at
Pagada anchorage.

Intelligence is said to have been re-
ceived in Tokio that the Chinese man-of-
war Kootsu, which fled eastward to the
Corean coast after the engagement on the
25th, has reached Gasan, where her crew
abandoned her and landed; that a Japan-
gse man-of-war followed and captured

er.

The Queen of Corea is reported as ill.
She is under medical treatment for ma=
larial fever.

At Rysan, while the Japanese soldiers
wete proceeding toward Suigen Fu lay-
ing their line of defense, over 800 Chinese
soldiers assembled and entered the lines,
whereby a collision occurred between
them. The Chinese troops opened fire,
which was responded to by the Japanese
soldiers. Fielcf guns put the Chinese to
tlight, and they sustained a loss of 180
killed and 170 wouuded.

Wellman Exploring Party.
Tromsor (Norway), Aug. 15.—Walter
Wellman and party have arrived from

‘the Arctic regions, where their steamer,
Ragnvald Jarl, was crushed in the ice,
compelling them to abandon the attempt
to reach the North Pole.

Yacht Race Postponed.

Fresg Water (Isle of Wight), Ang.
