Judge Bellinger Putting a Stop to|
What He Thinks an Abuse,

THE ARREST OF WHITES FOR SELL-
ING LIQUOR TO INDIANS.

He Holds That Redskins Holding
Lands In Severalty Are to Be Con=-
sidered Citizens, and Amenable to
State Laws—Fees of Deputy Mar-
shals, United States Commissioners,
Clerxs of United States Courts and
United States District Attorneys

Cut Off.

PorTLAND, Aug. 17.—Judge Bellinger |
of the United States District Court has |
determined to put a stop to the abuse of|
arresting white men for selling liquor to
Indians. F¥or many years Deputy
Marsbals in remote parts of the State
have made a business of arresting and
bringing to this city at heavy cost all
white men found giving liquor to
Indians. The average cost to the Gov-
eenment in each case was about $200,
while the fine imposed on the defendant
was seldom more than £10.

Recently Judge Dellinger held that
Indians holding lands in severalty were
to be considered citizens, and amenable
to Statelaws. An information was filed
against two men charging them with
selling liquor to an Indian while a ward
of the United States and under the charge
of a duly authorized Indian agent,
This is a new departure, so far as the
charge usuaily made is concerned, but
the Assistant District Attorney was not
successful in having it accepted.

Judge Bellinger refused to allow any
such information to be filed in his court.
He held that *'if these cases were of sufli-
cient importance the District Attorney
niust proceed with them by indietment,
The business had been farcical. I1f the
case was of enough concern to require‘
action in the District Court there will
have to be such punishment to the of-
fender as will have a deterrent eflect on
the commission of sueh crime. The
court does not feel anthorized to impose
such punishment except when there has
been an indictment by the Grand Jury.
Such is the practice in the district of
Vashington, Idaho and Nevada, and
there is no reason why the same rule
should not be observed here. . 1f thess
are frivoious, they require but
small punishiment. The State authorities
cau take care of them, and the State law
is also more drastic than the Federal,”

TERRITORY

OF ALASKA.

Latest Advices From Aloung the Yukon
Itiver.

Port TowsxseEND, Aug. 17.—The ship
Maas Brothers returned to-day from the
Yukon River with advices to July 1st.

Captain Lyon, who was going down
the Yukon River to take command of the
steamer P, B. Wear, and four others,
were capsized and drowned at Five Fin-
gers Rapids. Sixty pounds of mail was
also lost. ;i

‘The steamer Arctic, which wasusedasa
freight tender on the Upper Yukon, was
caught in a gale sixty miles from St.
Michael’s Island and badly damaged.
The vessel was compelled to return for
repairs, and there is 1o other available
vessel to take supplies to the miners on
the Upper Yukon River. There are 1,100
miners there, and it relief is not sent at
once it is feared much suffering will
ensue.

Missions and trading stations along the
lower Yukon River were greatly dam-
aged last year by the extreme kigh water.
The natives lost most of their winter's
food, and were reduced to starvation.

Several deaths occurred in the mines
last winter. Joe Goldsmith, a whisky
smuggler, was found on the river bank

Two miners had a dispute over a claim,
and had a duel with pistols. Both were
killed.

Several pew mining discoveries are re-
ported.

Commander Morgan of the United
States steamship Alert came down on the
ship Iroquois, on account of illness, and
proceeded to San Francisco.

Much anxiety is felt for the safety of the
steamer Albion, which left Puget Sound
for St. Michael’s Islund early in June
with supplies for Yukon miners, Ordi-
narily the vessel should have arrived at
Unalaska early in July, and at its desti-
nation two weeks later. Recent advices
trom both places say the steamer has not
reached there, and the Yukon traders are
much alarmed.

MRS. FAIR’S ESTATE.

The Surviving ve.‘orn n.\kaklng Another
Effort to Secure HIs Share.

SAN Fraxoisco, Aug. 17.—Charles L.
Fair, surviving son of ex-Senator James
G. Fair, began another effort in the pro-
bate department of the Superior Court
to-day to secure a million of his mother’s
estate, the amount being the aggregate
legacies of his deceased brother James
and himself, Mrs. Fair left five hundred
thousand dollars fo each of her sons,
James to receive his at 35 and Charles his
share when 30 years old. It was pro-
vided that in case either son died before
attaining the age named without a wife
or lawful children his share wasto re-
vert to his brother,

James Fair died two years ago, when
he was 30, Charles claimed his legacy,
but both the Superior and Supreme
Couarts decided that Charles must wait
for James’ legacy until such time as the
latter would have been 35. Sinece that de-
cision Charles has married, and he claims
that the ceremony altered the case, en-
titling him to immediate possession of
pboth legacies. If he should die he claims
his wife would receive half of his inherit-
ance and his father one-half, and as his
sisters cannot get either legacy now,
there is no use in keeping the money out
of his hands longer. Mrs, Herman Oel-
richs is now entitled to her share,
amounting to a million and a balfl
Charles’ new contest will probably tie up
the property for another year.

University Superintendent Removed.

Sanx Fraxcisco, Aug. 17.—Joseph A.
Sladky, for ten years Superintendent of
Mechanical Work in the college depart-
ment of engineering at the State Univer-

sity, has been removed. It is charged
that Siadky has been running a manu-
facturing business of his own, using
university materials and paying his em-
ployes with university funds, while re-
serving to himsell the proceeds of sales
of goods that were shipped to the East,
Sladky was allowed two assistants for
university work at $100 a month each, but
it is charged tliat he paid them only $90,
The matter will be brought to the atten-
tion of the University Regents, and

Sladky may be prosecuted on a criminal |

charge.

'REBELLION OF THE KAFFIRS,

Severe Fighting Along the Lataba
River, in South Africa.

A NUMBER OF BOERS AND THEIR
FAMILIES MURDERED.

The Proposed Chinese Loan Creating
a Stir in European Capital Circles—
Financiers Eager to Adyance Money
to the Flowery Kingdom—The De=-
claration of War Issued b,y the

Japanese Government.

PrETORIA (South Africa), Aug.17.—The
rebellion of the Kaflirs is assuming

| alarming proportions.

The Transvaal police detachment, which

| has been attempting to relieve the garri-

son at Agatha, has been repulsed with se-
rious loss. KEmboldened by their success,
the Kafiirs pursued the retreating troop-
ors and attacked the main column of the
Boer forces. The Kaflirs were driven
back, but the advance of the column was
retarded. From the Boer settlements all
along the Letaba River comes reports of
severe fighting between isolated parties
of retreating Boers and the Kaflirs, who
are burning Boer homesteads ail along
the river.

The Boers are flesing before the Kaffir
advance, taking all their portable prop-
erty: but large quantities of provisions
and cattle have necessarily fallen into the
bhands of the Kaflirs. The latter have
murdered a number of Boers and their
wives and children, and the fiercest feel-
ings of the Boers have been aroused
against the rebels. In all the disturbed
districts mail and passenger coaches have
been stopped, the passengers Kkilled, the
coaches looted and destroyed and the
mules stolen.

The Murchison road is entirely closed.
The Kaflirs are reported to have erected
a strong barricade across it at a point
where it passes petween two hills. The
Government is reinforcing its troops as
rapidly as possible, and it Is expected an
advance in force will be made upon the
Katlirs to-day or to-morrow.

PROPOSED CHINESE LOAN.
Financlers of European Capitals Ea-
gzerly Discussing the Matter.

LATE RAILROAD STRIKE.

CONTINUATION OF THE COMMIS-
SION’S INVESTIGATION.

A Director of the A. R. U. Sees a Solu~
tion in the Natfonalization of

Raliroads, Etc.

Speeial to the RECORD-UNION.

CHICAGO, Aug, 17.—The Strike Com-
missioners’ investigation to-day de-
veloped an enthusiastic disciple of Bell-
amy, Enroy M. Goodwin, director of the
A. R. U. Goodwin declared that strikes
could be avoided by nationalizing rail-
roads and all other extensive corpora-
tions and industries.

Professor L. A. Bémis, Associate Pro-
fessor of Political Xeonomy in the Chi-
cago University, advocated as a pre-
ventive a national and permanent board
of arbitration,

A number of railway employes were
examined, all of whom testitied to having
applied for work in dlfferent parts ot the
country since the strike, only to discover
they had been blacklisted.

R. F. Mills, an engineer of Garrett,
Ind., testified that he was discharged in
July and was told that he was not to be
employed again. Since then he senta
letter to W. G. Brinson, President of the
Illinois Steel Company, asking for em-=
ploviment, In a few days Mr, Brinson
replied that if the application had been
received a week before he would have
been glad to employ Mills, but that now
he had been informed of Mills’ promi-
nence in the American Railway Union,
and therefore he could not employ him.

J. B. Counors, a switchman, who bad
worked on the Grand T'runk road, testi-
fied that he had made application for
work to the Union Stock Yards Transit
Company, and was refused. The ofiicial
to whom he applied toid him that no man
who had ever served on labor committees
would be given work.

Charles Naylor, a fireman and engineer,
and a member of the American Railway
Union, came next, He was dismissed
June 25th fromn the Pennsylvania lines,
and knew that he was blacklisted because
a General Superintendent had told a
triend of the witness that he could not
get work, Naylor said the workingmen
would have no confidence in a permaunent
Board of Arbitration, whether elected or
appointed. He thought a new board
should be appointed for each case.
“*These ofiicials get too far away from the
people,” said Mr. Nayior.

Vice-President Howard of the Ameri-
can Railway Union was recalled. How-
ard desired to call the commission’s at-
tention to two facts—that the United
States Government is now blacklisting
or boycotting 3,000 employes of the Union
Pacitic for their conpeciion with the
American Railway Union, and that the
railroads of the country were threatening
to boycott the Missouri, Kansas & Texas
road unless it withdrew its present low
rate to Washington. **We think that if
the Government can keep its bands off the
railroads, and let them settle their ditli-
culties by boycott or any way they please,
it should keep its hands off the employes
as well.” ;

The audience to-day was larger than at
any previous session, It is probable that
the guestion of the extent of jurisdiction
of the commission will come up before
the end of the investigation.

[tappears that about a month ago China
inquired, through the Hongkong and
Shanghai bank, the rate at which a loan,
to be made in silver, could be effected.
The bank immediately otlered to loan the
Chinese Government one million pounds
sterling.

Jardine, Matheson & Co., who also had
been consulied in regard to the proposed
Chinese loan, otfered- to lend China an-
other million pounds, or as much money
as the Government should require. But
Viceroy Chang declined both offers at
thet time, saying there was no immediate
necessity for the loan, as China had
plenty to go on with, Later, however, it
became known that in view of the repay-
ment of the last portions of the present
7and 6 per cent. gold bonds due at the
Hongkong and Shanghai Banking Com-
pany, in January, 1895, and in view also
of the war needs, China desired to in-
crease the amount of her available cash.
A syndicate of German bankers was at
once formed in DBerlin, and their agents
at Tien-Tsin were instructed to ask Vice-
roy Li Hung Chang for any option of the
loan.

Dozeus of London and other promoters
followed the example of the German
bankers, and Li Hung Chang and the
Chinese Minister were besieged with of-
fers from responsible and irresponsible
parties anxious to have a share of some
description in the Chinese loan.

As a result, it is probable that over six
million pounds was offered to Chiua,
and this produced the result that China
was not inclined to pay over 4 per cent.
for her ioan. There is no doubt that
£1,500,000 gold will be issued here early
in September. The loan will probably
consist of 4 per cent. thirty year bonds,
and at least two-thirds or this amount
will be payable to China. For this loan
there is no special security like the cus-
towns receipts, but only general faith in
China,

It is not believed Berlin will have any
contracting haud in the issue of the loan,
although probably Berlin will be comi-
pelled to take a portion of the loan on
the ground-floor terms, There is a great
scramble among tinanciers, including
London brokers of all ranks, to get on
the inside of the operation, and there is
no doubt that the loan is obtainable
in London twenty times over.

The negotiations for the loan have al-
ready atlected the price of silver, and
there is no question that silver will go
higher. Some financiers predict that it
will go as high as 32 pence per ounce.
The hardness of the silver market is
most pronounced, and it has sympathet-
ically hardened the price of silver.

LATEST NEWS BY STEAMER.

Vicroria (B. C.), Aug. 17.—The steamer
Empress of Japan arrived this morning
from the Orient, having left Yokohama
August 5th, War was formally declared
August 3d, the proclamation being re-
ceived with every token of rejoicing
throughout Japan, offers of men and
means coming from all corners of the
empire. Owing to the enactiment of new
press regulations on August 1st, the
Japanese papers give only ineager details,
strongly colored for Japanese readers of
war happenings, the new laws decreeing
that editors publishing anything regard-
ing the war without its first being for-
mally corrected and approved by Govern-
ment officers appeinted for the purpose
are liable to imprisonment with hard la-
boru!'or a term of six months and a fine as
well.

Details of the engagement which re-
suited in the sinking ot the British
steauier Kow Shung iurnisbed by the
Japanese substantiate the contention that
the owners of the vessel should look to
China for reparation, asserting that the
catastrophe was brought about solely by
reason of the Chiness troops aboard re-
fusing to allow Captain Galworthy to
carry out instructions given him by the
Japaunese, he and his oflicers being forced
to jump into the sea to escape being shot
by Chinese who were his passengers.
Japan insists that the Kow Shung was
sunk on account of the piratical conduct
of Chinese troops on board toward the
Britisi Captain.

News is also given in ithe English
papers of Yokohama of numerous en-
gagements in which Japanese ships were
victorious. Names of the vessels engaged
are for the most part left in blank, which

makes the intelligence of their achieve-
ments of little consequence. The Chinese
officers and men of the dispateh boat ac-
companying the Kow Shung are credited
with having, when the vessel grounded,
fired her and themselves swam ashore.
IForty succeeded in evading pursuit.

The Empress of Japan did not call at
Kobe or Nagasaki this trip, nor will anvy
transpacific liner till the conflict is over.

Li Hung Chang has been memorialized
by General Chi, commander of the Chi-
nese troops at Jazan, to withdraw his
forces at that point, as the Japanese are
too strong to be successfully opposed.
Famine is menacing the Chinese forces at
that point, owing to difficulty in securing
supplies. Chi proposes that the forces
should be withdrawn entirely, and a com-
bination made with the troops marching
overland, the whole to constitute material
for a new campaign.

The report that a large force of Chinese
troops are being marched overland, and
that they are now almost on the borders
of Corea, appears to be authenticated by
latest advices.

When Yuan left Seoul he gave instruc-
tions to the head of the powerful Ming
family that he would return to Corea with
alarge army. Not only were all the de-
mands of the Japanese to be refused, but
oflicials belonging to the independent
party suspected of Japanese inclinations
should be imprisoned and the ringleaders
punished with death.

An engagement occurred at Seikwan
on July 30th. "The Chinese were driven
back with heavy loss, and the Japanese
troops continued toward Jazan.

JAPAN’S DECLARATION OF WAR.

The formal deciaration of war, as pub-
lished in the Japan Gfazette, reads as fol-
lows:

“We, the'Emperor of the Empire of
Great Japan, having ascended the throne
by virtue of a lineal succession unbroken
for ages eternal, fully assured of heav-
enly aid, do announce to all our brave
and loyal subjects that we hereby de-
clare war against China,

“*All our oflicials and officers, with a
view to carrying out of our intentions,
should devote themselves to warlike
matters or to carrying on the war with
China and in all respects strive to further
the national object. They are desired to
leave nothing undone, but, on the con-
trary, to useevery means to this end
within the limits of their respective ofii-
ces in a manner not prejudicial to inter-
national law,

**Over twenty years have now elapsed
since our accession to the throne. During
this time we have consistently pursued
the policy of peace, being deeply im-
pressed with a senss of the undesirability
of being in strained relations with other
nations, and have always directed our
oflicials diligently to endeavor to pro-
mote friendship with all the treaty
powers. Fortunately our intercourse
with the natious has continued to increase
in 1intimacy.

*Contrary to our expectations, how-
ever, every act of China toward this
country in connection with tire affairs of
Corea has been opposed to the principles
that should govern the relations between
friendly nations, and has been a breach
of good fath toward Japan,

‘“‘Corea is an independent country,
which was first induced by Japan to open
its doors to foreign intercourse, and to
take its place among the nations of the
world. Yet China has always described
her as tributary, and has both openly and
secretly interfered with its internal af-
fairs. On the recent insurrection break-
ing out in the peninsula, China, on the
pretext that she meant to protect her
tributary from ecalamity, sent troops
thither.

**We, by virtue of the provisions of the
convention of 1885, dispatched troops to
Corea to deal with the emergency, and
also we have made efforts to relieve
Corea from internal disturbances, and by
maintaining peace in that couniry to se-
cure the peace of the Kast. We asked
China to co-operate with us to that end.
China, however, on various ‘pleas, de-
clined our request.

+**We thereupon advised Corea to remedy
the abuses in her administration and
strengthen the guarantees cf domestic
peace and order, while also perfecting her
privileges as an independent nation.
Cor®a adopted the suggestions of this
country. China, however, offered every
obstruction to and caused delay in the
carrying out of the reforms, and that
country moreover began the preparation
of land and sea forces with a view to war,
On the completion of her preparations
she attempted to achieve the object of her
ambition with reference to Corea, dis-
patching more troops to that country and
attacking our men-of-war injthe Corean
seas. She thus acted toward Japan in an
exceedingly lawless fashion,

*It is now beyond doubt that the pro-
ject of China is to destroy the authority
responsible for the maintenance of peace
in Corea, and to degrade into obscurity
that country which Japan introduced to
the world as an independent nation; to
ignore the treaties which clearly defined
her independent status, and thereby to
injure the rights and interests of Japan,
and destroy_ forever all assurances of
peace in the East. Judging from the ac-
tions of China so far, her scheme must
have aimed at the sacritice of all peaceful
guarantees and the accomplishment of
all costs of her own objeets. 'To this
stage the situation has now developed.

“Though it has always been our desire
to maintain peace with all nations, and
in doing so to display the glory of our
empire at home and abroad, we have now
no course open to us but to declare war,
and in the hope that we may be able to
reswore peace in good time, and thus to
vindicate the prestige of Japan by the
loyalty and bravery of our subjects,”

NMOST WELCOME RAIN.

A Generous Downpour Comes to

the Relief of Farmers.

TOUCHING STORIES OF DISTRESS

IN NEBRASEA

Many Head of Stock Killed Rather

Than Allow Them to Starve—

The Cunard Steamship Campanis
Makes a Remarkably Quick Trip
Across the Atlantlc, Her Time of

Passage DBeing the Fastest on

Record.

OMama, Aug. 17.—Not ina month has
so much rain fallen along the lines of the
Buarlington and Union Pacific as that of
last night, in some cases soaking showers
being reported, while in others it wasa
steady downpour for several hours.
While the rain comes too late for corn, it
will help grass considerably, and that is
most needed by farmers in the drought-
stricken districts of the State. As a re-
sult of the exceedingly dry weather in
thé South Platte sectious, the Burlington
has reduced the rate on grain from Omaha
to interior points affected by the drought,
for the purpose of giving farmers who
are hard hit by hot winds a chance to buy
grain to feed their stock, thus being per-
mitted to tide over preseut conditions,
The Union will follow the lead of the
Burlington, and will make the same rates
to common points as the Barlington.

The stories of distress being received
by the railroads are touching, one man
having killed thirty-five head of horses
on Tuesday, near North Platte, rather
than allow themn to starve. ‘I'here are
numberless cases of this kind being re-
ported, farmers being unable to give
stock away because of the inability ot
people to care for them properly after re-
ceiving them, The- rain, however, of

last night, which was pretty general
throughout the western and southern

portions of Nebraska, may assist 1a-
terially in checking the wide-spread
desolation of ruined crops, and theretore
ruined homes.

PRESIDENT CLEVELAND.

The Chief Executive of the Nation Are
rives Safely at Gray Gables.

Buzzarp’s Bay (Mass.), Aug. 17.—
President Cleveland arrived at Gray
Gables to-day, and was afiectionately
greeted by Mrs. Cleveland and the chil-
dren. He appeared to be in good health,
and delighted to see his tamily. The
lighthouse tender John Rodgers steamed
into the bay past Hog 1sland shortly after
9 o’clock. During the day a coal schooner
had approvoriated the Gray Gables moor-
ings, and the Rodgers drifted idly down
toward Monument Beach. Then there was
a slight delay, when she steamed back 1o
a point opposite the Gables and anchored.

A few minutes later Mr, Cleveland, ac-
companied by Dr. O’Reilly and party,
put off in a boat and were sent ashore a¢
Gray Gables, at 9:35 o’clock.

Mrs, Cleveland and the children had
been signalilng from the veranda of the
cottage from the time the tender first ap-
peared, and as the President stepped
ashore they hastened to meet him. The
party then entersd Gray Gables, where
breakfast was waiting,

At noon Mrs, Cleveland received a re-
porter of the Associated Press. She said
the President had improved in health,
and was feeling quite well. He was
rather tired, and as he wanted rest and
absolute quiet, bad lain down for a short
time. He could not see anyone, and
would not be interviewed. Mrs. Cleve-
land said she had talked to the President
very little, and could not say what his
plans were. He would remain at home
but a few days, as important business
would compel his return to Washington.
