LEAD PENCIL WOOD.

It Comos Principally From the Island
ol" Hpniiudii.

Most persons know that the wood of
the best lead pencils is from a form of the
American red cedar. The host for tho
purpose ia said to belong to the variety
known as Juniperus Virginians, variety

Bermndiana. This form oi red cedar seems
to have its home on the Islands of Fer-
muda, it being the only tree found on the
island.

It is supposed originally to have been
started from seed of our own common
red cedar, brought to tho island by birds,
or in some other way, and that tho con-
tinual force of circumstances, different
from those under which our red cedar
exists, has caused it to change in somo

ts its character. Tho same form is,
however, now fouud in the South, possi-
bly from seeds brought back again from
J'ermuda by birds, as iv the lirst instance.
Itis saidthat Mr. Faber, whose name

is inseparably connected with the be-*t
class of lead pencils, has growing on his
estates at Schloss Stein, near Nuremberg.
Germany, some twelve or thirteen acres
of this kind of cedar, from which he c .-
pects in the future to raiso euough wood
for his pencils without importing it from
the now world.—Meehan's Monthly.

At the Charleston
I Navy-yard is a breech-loading gun, evi-
dently designed for siege work or for use
upon a fortiiieation. it is eight feet long,
made of wrought iron, having a bore
one aud a half inches, the thickness of
the barrel being about three-fourth . of
an inch. The bore is quite smooth hut

| the exterior is roughly hammered. Tne
i stock is bound in wood, lor the evident
! purpose of handling the piece more
I easily. There are a number of Chineso

jcharacters inscribed upon the stock. This
gun was manufactured and used in 1370.

make, originated and .made in China,
which holds a conspicuous place in the
naval museum at tho navy-yard, is a
double-barreled magazine gun of six |

chambers, made in 1(107. Itis about three I
foot in length and of a material somo- i
what resembling French bronze. It is
probably <!;io of tho earliest magazine !
guns in existence.

Terrified Miners.
A curious story, illustrating the pre-

servative properties of choke-damp, ,
comes from China. In the Province of
Anhui a party of miners recently struck
an ancient shaft, whero history records
that a great catastrophe occurred 400
years ago. Tho miners, on reoposmg the
old shall, came upon upward of!7o bodies ;
of the former workers lying whero they
had been overcome with foul gas four
centuries back. The corpses wero as if
those of yost .rday, quite fresh-looking,
and not decayed in any way. The faces
were like those of men who had only just
died. On an attempt being made
to move them outside for burial, tiioy one
and all crumbled away, leaving nothing
but a pile ofdust aud the remnants of the
stronger parts of their clothing, The
miners, terrified, fled from tho spot, and
though there wero valuable deposits of
coal in the shaft nothing would induce
tho superstitious men to return to their
work.

Lions a Driia In the Market,

"I find there is a general impression,"
said Fred K. Sampson, an attache of the
Cincinnati Zoological Gardens, who was
at the Laohede yesterday, "thafdions are
tho most costly wild animals sought after
i>j- keepers of menageries aud circuses.
This is quite wrong. Lions have for
some time been almost a drug on tho
market, and except when they are re-
markably largo thsy do not fetch a large
price. The craze of late years has been
after rare animals which are very diffi-
cult to capture.

"The white wildcat of Russia is worth
almost a .ortune, and ono was sold quite
recently ior tho anpareutly ridiculous
sum of $12,000. These animals aro
only found on mountains oi" perpetual
snow, and they are so perfectly white
that it is difficult to distinguish'them
when they are crouching. For this
reason also thoy are very hard to keep in
captivity, a'temperature of more than
fiftydegrees killing them off in a day or
two. It costs a great deal more to keep j
one of these animals supplied with half-
frozen air than to feed it."—St. Louis
Globe-Democrat.
