The Great siberian Rallway.

The Siberian railway, one of the great-
est enterprises of the century, must at-

| tract attention by reason of the import-
! ant commercial, political and strategic

objects it is designed to serve. In length
it will exceed by more than one-fifth the
length of our transcontinental lines from
New York te San Franclsco. Besides
connecting Vladivestok, its eastern ter-
minus on the Pacific, and Moscow, dis-
tant 9,500 miles, it will reach poris on the
Black Sea, the Caspian and the Baltic,

| At present the kinglish for the most part

carry on the commerce of China, Japan
and India with Europe, but the new rail-
way will, it is hoped, largely alter the
route of this commerce and make the
Russians its beneficiaries. In twelve or
thirteen days it wiil carry goods from the

| Baltic to Vladivostok, as against the six
or eight weeks now required. The tea

and silks of China would go west via the
Siberian railway rather than by way of
the Suez canal or around the cape. The
railway will moreover vitalize the re-
sources of vast regions now torpid for
want of communications.

The empire is wanting in arteries of
commerce. It has but 29,000 miles of rail-
road. Its pavigable streams are numer-
ous, but by reason of extremes of heat

{ and cold they are navigable, asa rule,

only in the spring and autumn. The
Black sea may be blocked by Turkey or
Enpgland. The rivers of Siberia empty-
ing into the Arctic Ucean are practically
of no value for transportation exceptin

| their upper courses and for vart of the

vear. 1he isolation of vast areas of Si-
baeria practically destroys their great
value for purposes of agriculture and
mining. With better means of communi-
cation population would in Russia flow
east, just as in the United States the con-
struction of our transcontinental lines
caused it to flow west. The natural re-

| sources are there; accessibility will bring

them speedy development. Already the
annual product of gold and silver in Si-
beria is very large, though its production
is made expensive trom1 want of modern
means of transportation, but with the
building of the Siberian railway the pro-
duct will probably be much increased.
‘I'he wealth of the region to be traversed
in iron, coal, salt and precious stones is
well kuown.—Baltimore Sun.

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NEW PUBLICATIONS.

The frontispiece of “McClure’s Maga-
zine” (New York) for September is a
charming portrait of Mrs. Robert Louis
Stevenson, and the opening article is a no
less charming relation, by Mr. Stevenson
of hew, soon after their marriage, he
came to write ‘‘Treasure Island.”” In
a very sprightly illustrated article by
Robert Barr, an exposition is given of
the “‘savate,’”” or kick, as employed with
great skill by the French boxers, The
eminent French chemist, Professor Ber-
thelot, in an interview with Henry J. W.
Dam, sets forth the grounds of his belief
that a time is coming when milk, pota-
toes, beef, and all the staples of human
food will be supplied from the labora-
tories of the chemist. In an article illus-
trated with some very interesting com-
posite photographs taken by himself, Dr.
H. Bowditch, of Harvard Medical
School, discusses the guestion whether
composite photographs are typical pic-
tures. Lilienthal’s flying-machine, on
which ail students of the problem of
aerial navigation now have their atten-
tion fixed, and his latest achievements
with it, are described, with numerous
illustrations, by a writer who himself
witnessed the achievements, and has
carefully studied the machine. Cy War-
man shows, in a fully illustrated article,
that an empire of untold riches will be
added to the United States when the arid
lands of the West are putunder irriga-
tion.

Humming Birds of Chocorua.” There is
an evolutionary story of ‘‘Barberries,”
by Frederick lLeRoy Sargent. In “Eth-
ical Relations Between Man and Beast,”
Professor k. P. Evans shows how the
doctrine of the earth and all that is in it
being made for man has fostered cruelty
to animals, Stuart Jenkins sets forth a
new plan for reaching the North Pole.
“Parasitic and Predaceous Insects’’ are
described by Professor C, V, Riley; “The
New Mineralogy” is described by G. P.
Grimsley; Dr, H. E. Armstrong writes on
“‘Scientitic Kducation”; Dr. P. Lenard
describes **The Work of Dust.,” Other
articles are, ‘‘Science as a Means of
Human Culture,” by Floyd Davis, and
**Seventeenth Century Astrology.”
There is a sketch, with portrait, of one of
the earliest American botanists, the
Lutheran pastor, Dr, G. H, E. Muhlen-
berg.

The three short stories are of un-
usual meirit. ‘*Josef Helmuth’s Goetz,”
by Frederick R. Burton, is a weird tale
of a too imaginative musician and of a
violin which imprisoned a human soul.

AMENDMENT NUMBER ONE.

Assemtly Constitutional Amendment
Ne. 8.

A resolution to propose to the people of
the State of California an amendment
to the Constitution of the State, amend-
ing section one of article two thereof,
relative to the right of sufirage.

Section 1. Every native male citizen
of the United States, everv male person
who shall have acquired the rights of
citizenship under or by virtue of the
Treaty of Queretaro, and every male
paturalized citizen thereof, who shall
bave become such ninety days prior to
any election, of the age of twentveone

election, and ot the county in which he
claims his vote nineity days, and in the
election precinct thirty days, shall be en-
titled to vote at sall elections which are
now or may hereafter be authorized by
law; provided, no native ot China, noidiot,
no insane person, no person convicted of
any infamous crime, no person herealter
convicted of the embezzlement or misap-
propriation of public isoney, and no per-
son who shall not be able tc read the
Constitation in the Knglish language and
write his name, shall ever exercise the
privileges of an electer in this State; pro-
vided, that the provisions of this amend-
ment relative to an educational gualifica-
tion shall not apply to any person pre-
vented by a physical disability from
complying with its requisitions, por to
any persen who now has the right to
vote, nor to any person who shall be
sixty years of age and upwards at the
time this amendment shall take effect.

AMENDMENT NUMBER TWO.

Senate Constitutional Amendment No.

4.

A resolution propesing tejthe racple of the
State of California an amendmert to
sectien three of article eleven of the
Counstitution of the State of Califernia,
relating to the formation of new coun-
ties.

Sectien 3. The Legislature, by general
and uniform laws, mmay provide for the
formation of new counties; provided,
however, that no new counties shall be
established which shall reduce any
eounty to a population of less thap eight
thousaud; nor shall a new county be
formed containing a less population than
five thousand; vor shall any line thereof
pass within five miles of the county seat
of any county proposed to be divided.
Every county which shall be enlarged or
created from territory laken fromn auy
other county or counties, shall be liabls
for a just proportion of the existing debts
and liabilities of the county ¢r counties
from which such territory shall be taken,

AMENDMENT NUMBER THREE.

Assembly Constitutional Amendment

citizens; provided, that such aliens own-

Whenever the Legislature
shall propose any amendment or amends-
ments to the Constitution of this State,
which amendment or amendments shall
have been passed in the manner and form
required by sectionone of article eighteen
bf the Constitution, and no other mode is
provided by law for the submission of
such amendment or amendments to the
people for their approval, it shall be the
duty of the Governor to advertise such
proposed amendment or amendments in
&t least four newspapers of general circu-
jatien in this Siate, for three months next
preceding the next general election. One
of said newspapers must be published at
the city of Sacramento, and two at the
city of San Francisco; and in issuing his
proclamation for au electien at which any
gmeundment or amendments to the Con-
stitytion are to be voted upoun, he shall
include such amendment or amendments
therein, and he shall designate them by
numbers, in the order in which they have
been proposed.”’
