
WILSON OF WEST VIRGINIA.

His Course in Congress Indorsed
by His Constituents.

TEE TARIFF LEADER RENOMINATED
FOR CONGRESS.

Notable Address Made to the Conven-

tion, in Which He Declared that the

President Had Scrupulously Ab-

stained From Interfering: With tho

Work of Tariff Revision, bnt Held

Out. Steadfastly lor the Fulfillment

of the Platform Pledges in Letter

and Spirit.

Martin,-SBrR» (W. Va.), Aug. 29.—

Chairman Wilson of the Ways and
Means Committee, the Democratic tariff
leader Ih the House of Representatives,
was renominated for Congress to-day.
Wilson made a notable address to the
convention, in which he declared the
President had scrupulously abstained
from interfering with the work of tariff
revision, but held out steadfastly for the
fulfillment of the platform pledges iv
letter and spirit.

Mr. Wilson was greeted, with tre-
meudous cheers when he arose to deliver
his address. He said he shouid ask for
an honorable discharge from further pub-
lic service, bnt for what seemed a duty
and call growing out of the tariff strug-
gle. "The Congress which adjourned
yesterday," he said, "was charged by
the people with a duty, clear, unmistak-
able, transcendent, to secure from the

frasp of tne selfish hands the power of
ederal taxation; to lift from the backs

of the American people a burden of tri-
bute to privilege and monopoly which
under thirty years of Republican legisla-
tion has grown constantly heavier, until
it far exceeded their legitimate and
necessary taxation for the support of the
Government; to reclaim and make for-
ever sure that heritage of American
youth which is the true meaning and
priceless boon of Democratic institu-
tions—equal opportunity in a land Of
equal rights.

"This was the inspiring mission which
the Democratic party had long sought
from the American people power aud au-
thority to perform, and to this mission
the immediate representatives of the peo-
ple gave themselves earnestly and faith-
fully. In that work they were at all times
cheered and encouraged by their great
leader, who for eight years, in defeat aud
victory, had led in the movement lor
tariff reform. Whiie he scrupulously
abstained from interference in the
work of tnose intrusted with the re-
foim legislation, he was insistent, in
season and out of season, in urging that
the pledges on which he had come into
power should befuliilled in the letter aud
in the spirit, aud that the blessings of tho
reduced and just taxation should be fully
and honestly secured to the American
people.

"You know this, for you have followed
with watchi'ul interest the varying his-
tory of our attempt at tariffreform. You
have followed with rising hopes and
hearty approval the action of the House
Of Representatives iv the framiug and
passage of a measure bearing the badge
ol Democratic principles, and fought
with waning hopes and angry disproval
the tedious and tortuous passage of the
bill through the Senate, and have seen
that, despite a nominal Democratic ma-
jority in that body, the great trusts and
monopolies were still able to write their
taxes as they had dove under Republican
rule, under some of the most importaut
schedules. But the burden upon you is
the same, whether they use a Republican
or a Democratic amanuensis. But tne
wrong dove you is greater when those
who bear the commissiou of your own
party prove faithless to its highest duties.

"Icould not recite to you the successive
steps, the material and baleful relations
through which the House bill quietly
passed into a law yesteruay morning
without tho signature and approval of
the President, who was elected upon the
issue of tarilf reform, and who antici-
pated as the sigual triumph and historic
achievement of his administration the
privilege of aliixing his name to a genu-
ine and thorough reiorm bill. You know
by what inllueuces this was brought out.
The country knows this and history
Willknow where to put the responsibil-
ity for our partial measure to redeem
our pledges to the people and our partial
failure to dislodge the great privileged
interests from our tariff. I am not sure
that this very lailure may not be the
harbinger aud assurance of a speedier
and more complete triumph of commer-
cial freedom than tho smooth aud uuob-
structed passage of the House bill would
Dave been.

"The American people are aroused as
hardly anything else would have aroused
them to the deadly menace which pro-
tection begets to the purity and the very
existence of free government. They
have seen a single great trust empow-
ered by our tarili laws to control ihe
production and sale of a necessity of life,
parceling out the country with its part-
ners and using its low-made wealth aud
power to thwart the best efforts of tne
people to reduce their own taxation.
They have seen it hold up Congress for
weeks and have heard its representa-
tives boldly declare that there would be
no tariff bill in which their interests
were not protected, and they have real-
ized the final fulfillment of the boast.
When the sugar trust thus challenged
the American people to a contest of
btrength its days were numbered. Its
temporary triumph is its speedier and
complete overthrow, and witn its over-
throw will vanish its smistor brood of
monopolies that are strong tfirough its
support.

"Rut, as the President well said, we
have a vantage ground from which we
shall continue to shall the camp of monop-
oly. The day of «iad protection is over
in this country. McKinleyism will dis-
appear iv the dark and from the statute
books. The fight will go on; not, maybe,
in sush a general engagement and pro-
tracted struggle as we havo just passed
through, but that steady and resistless
pressure that will take another strong
hold until it shali disappear before the
advance of public opinion aud public
emancipation. If the closeness of tn.
vote ivone House of Congress gave op-
portunity for a few to combine against
the people and against aii the rest of their
party, and obstruct its faithful efforts to
redeem its pledges, the overwhelming
mass of tho Democrats in the couutry

are subject to no just criticism. They
have kept the faith. They have beeu
true to their principles. We may de-
nounce those that failed us in the fight;
we are not therefore subject to condem-
nation by our opponents. If we have
dove less in the way of relieving the peo-
ple of burdens than we had hoped and
promised, they would have done nothing
at all. Ifwe have anywhere favored a
trust and found it too strong for our com-
plete dislodgement iv the firstatteuipt,
we have never tailed to find tfiem sturdily
and solidly arranged for its defense. The
•weapons with which monopoly has
fought us have forged and tempered and
Buppiied the entrenchments of fortresses
behiud which privilege has shielded it-
self from our attack; thoy have builded
for itstone by stone aud stronghold lor
stronghold. '

Strong resolutions indorsing Wiison's
course were adopted.
