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San Francisco Explains Her Low As-
sessment,

The State Board Overwhelms Her Rep=
resentatives With an Array of
Facts and Figures.

Yesterday was the day set apart for San
Francisco to show cause why the assess-
ment roll should not be raised §75,000,000
or $100,000,000 in order to bring it back
somewhere near to what it was two years
ago. Mayor Ellert, Supervisors Denman
and James, Deputy Assessors Herze and
Broderick, with
others, were present to oppose the _taise.

They had fortified themselves with nu-
merous figures in support of their con-

tention.

Deputy Assessor Herze read a state-
ment showing that the assessment in
1892-1893 was $342,643,179, and in 18934
$325,108,808, a reduction of $17,534,25L
The average reduction for 1892-1893 1n the
other counties was 6 per cent. The reduc-
tion in San Francisco for the same time
is 5,12 per cent. The merchants are not
carrying so much stock and the value of
the stock itself is less—fully 25 per cent.
This accounts for the decrease of personal
property. As the business establish-
ments have reduced their force of em-
ploves, rents have fallen fully 20 per
cent. Many manufacturers and mer-
chants have retired from business, leav-
ing places vacant. A

As rents have declined, the savings
banks are returning better interest on
money than real estate is, and the latter
depreciates. 3

1n support of his contention that real
estate had depreciated in value, he cited
the sale of a lot on Market street at §2,500
per front foot, for which $3,000 was asked
and $2,700 was offered in 1891, A piece of
property which was sold in 1892 for 310,-
000 has been sold for §6,000. 2

Mr. Morehouse asked what this prop-
erty was assessed at. If the $6,000 was
still much in excess of the assessment it
would not cut mueh figure in this hear-
ing.

§Ir. Herze said that he would present
the assessment figures later,

in answer to a question by Mr. Swan,
Mr. Briggs said that Mr, Fair some time
ago made purchases of property and
erected fine buildings on it. In 1892 the
assessment between Market, Iast, Front
and Broadway was raised about 40 per
cent. Fair has built on his property
since, hoping to draw business to that
locality, but the buildings are not bring-
ing him 3 per cent. It has depreciated 20
per cent. Other water front property has
been raised from 30 to 125 per cenl.

Three lots were recently sold on Market
street, near City Hall avenue, and two in
the rear on Park avenue, each 25x100 feet,
for $200,000. Lots in the same block, of
the same size, fronting on Market street,
gold in 1891 at $75,000 per lot. The sale
shows a declineof $55,000. A probatesale
of the Halleck Block, at Montgomery
and Washington streets, brought $i21,750.
'The lowest estimate on it by expertsin
1892 was $150,000, tor which it could have
been sold then.

The Donohue property, on Market
street, sold 1n May for $3500,000, In 1592,
$575,000 could bave been obtained for it.

The corner of Valencia and Fifteenth
streets soid in 1890 for $45,000, and is to-
day for sale at 835,000. Sales of Western
Addition biocks have fallen from $110and
£137 50 per front foot in 1892 to 885 and §110
Lhis year.

Following the city clear through, he
could not see anything encouraging in the
future of property. The 50-vara sys-
tem and the 1U0-vara system contain
about 50 per cent. of the property value
of San Francisco, and if 10 per cent. of it
was put on the market to-day it would
not bring the face of the assessment,
Much property on Market street would
not bring to-day 75 per cent. of the mort-
gages on it,

Much ot the best property is in a few
estates and has been held entirely too
high and is assessed beyond ils value.
Men have invesied their money in prop-
erty that only brings them two and
three per cent. Allyne and White are
jinvesting their money in New York,
where they say they can get six per cent,
net on it, by investing it there,

The receipts of the internal revenue
offices for the first seven- months this
year show a falling off of $103,151 from
corresponding months last year.

Hebbron asked if that condition of af-
fairs was not parily doe to the attitude
and utterance of the daily papers of San
Francisco. :

William Briggs said he thought the
papers probably were prejudiced in favor
of their own side of the question and,
like the State Board, took a one-sided
view of it.

He thought that San Francisco 1s not
worth as mmuch by 25 per cent. as it was
in 1892, on account of the condition of
business. /The outlying districts were
unduly inflated in 1891 and 1892 and have
suffered more than the district from Mis-
sion street north. They have depreciated
in value about one-half,

Speaking of mortgages, he says many
of them were placed on property eight or
ten years ago, when properiy was avail-
able for business. Now the buildings
are out of date and not in demand, conse-
quently the mortgages would not fetch 75

er cent. of their face. Some of them

ave been running for fifteen years and
have been renewed several times. Now
the buildings are old and in disuse, He
had never seen the time in the forty-five
years of his residencein San Francisco
when business was so depressed as it is
now, Property values all over the State
have been unduly inflated and prosper-
ity will not return till they find their
proper basis. He thought the depression
throughout the State would amount to 25
or 30 per cent,

The State at large, he thought, has not
suffered as much as San Francisco has
irom the general depression, as she de-
pends upon her surroundings for sup-
port. He had examined the books of
many large houses while assessing, and
the board would be astonished at the re-
turns fromn the business shown by them.
Some ot them bad made nothing and
others had not made over 3 to 4 per cent.

There was no doubt in his mind that
most of the business houses in San Fran-
cisco are not making a fair return for
their investments.

Hebbron asked if Mr, Briggs knew of
any wheat farmer in the State who had
made 4 per cent. the past year,

Mr. Briggs did not know of any farmer
who bhad made a dollar out of wheat in
the past ten years.

He admitted that during the sate time
San Francisco had been making money
and growing, but claimed that at present
she was suffering the most, Landed

roperty throughout the State, he thought,
Eas not depreciated anything like it has
in San Francisco.

Hebbron reminded him that the testi-
mony to which the board had listened
lately showed a depreciation far greater
in farming and fruit lands.

The people of San Francisco, Mr.
Briggs said, were not here to plead the
cause of the whole State, They believed
their cause was just and thought the
board woulid deal justly by thewmn, as well
as by the other counties- of the State, It
a man makes a pledge that he cannot
keep of maintaining a rate within a cer-
tain limit he is a brave man who breaks
it when he finds he cannot keep it.

Messrs. Morehouse and Hebbron both
said that the fifty-cent limit had nothing
to do with the board’s action. There is a
certain amount to be raised tor State ex-
penses, and it must be raised, no matter
what the rate is.

Mr, - Briggs said he did not mean to
criticise the board. There are to-day
more than 8,000 houses vacant in his city,
and all the business men are anxious to
get out of business.

Beamer said that the latter statement
had been made by representatives trom
every county which has come before the
board. Heasked Mr. Briggs concerning
the statement of W, H. Mills that there

Mr, Briggs preferred not to eriticise
Mr. Mills’ statement.

Beamer then read an extract from aSan
Francisco daily, stating, as an evidence
of prosperity, that 5,000 new houses had
been built in the past year, representing
a value of $3,000,000,

Mr. Briggs did uot know whether that
was correct or not. Newspapers are apt
to get their figures wrong. x

Down-town property has depreciated
s0 much because people are going out-
side to live and rents for down-town
tlats have decreased.

Morehouse asked how he assessed the
Blythe and Baldwin blocks compara-
tively.

Mr, Briggs said he rated the Biythe
block about 13 per cent, higher than the
Baldwin.

Then Morehouse fired a broadside of
questions at him from data which be held
of rents paid by the Golden Rule Bazar
and many other places on Market street
as indicating value of the property rented.

Mr. Briggs was not posted on rents in
those localities,

Morehouse asked about the assessment
on the Blythe estate, which is appraised
by the Public Administrator’s counsel at
32,085,575, The buildings in the Blythe
block bring in a monthly rent of $12,000
and it is steadiiy increasing in value.

The assessmeunt on the whole estate
this year is $1,074,500, a decrease from last
year of $74,990, in spite of the fact that
Counsel Sullivan reports it as steadily in-
creasing in value,

SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA ROAD.

G. Holterhofl appeared for the South-
ern California Railroad in the morning
before San Francisco’s case was taken up.
He said that he asked a reduction on the
ground of the state of business and earn-
ings of the road, and also on the ground
that for the past two or three years the
property Has been assessed higher than
adjoining property of the same value.
In Los Angeles, for instance, the readbed,
etc., are assessed bhigher than private
property.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

In the afternoon, when the subject of
mortgages came up, Morehouse asked if
Mr, Briggs thought that the banks or
capitalists loaned the full value of prop-
erty on it

Mr, Briggs thought they probably
wouid not.

Moreunouse asked if the Hibernia Bank
would loan in that way, and if the rec-
ords showed that to a very large extent
the mortgages were equal or nearly so to
the assessments what explanation Mr,
Briggs could make for his valuation
being so low. He was answered that
it would indicate that those loaning
money bad a higher opinion of the value
of the property than the Assessor did.

Beamer cited a case with which he was
personally familiar, knowjng the buyer.
It was the sale by Adolpn Sutro oi the
southwest corner of Market and Sixth
streets to Fred Delger of Oakland for
$250,000, The buyer went to the Hiber-
nia Bank and secured a loan of $120,000
on it. It is assessed for only $95,200. ile
asked Mr, Briggsif he thought the assess-
ment high enough.

Mr. Briggs said that Delger paid a big
price for it. It would have besn well sold,
he thougit, at $175,000.

Morenouse read a long list of mortgages
for small amounts on which the assess-
ment was from a little over one-hali to
two-thirds of the mortgage. He thought
there were so many of them -that Mr.
Briggs would find it hard work to ex-
plain away the cold fact that Lis assess-
ments were entirely too low, when peo=
ple would loan so much more money on
property than he assessed it for,

Then Beamer pulled Magee’s circular
on him, saying that Magee has sworn
that his figures are correct. Some of the
property was only assessed for 47 per
cent. of what it sold for, and ranged from
that to 60 per cent,, which Mr. Briggs
claimed was the amount he aimed to as-
sess property for. Many mortgages ex-
ceeded the assessment by a considerable
percentage,

Mr. Herze questioned the correctness
of Magee's figures, and Morehouse said
that Magee had sworn to their correctness
in court.

Mr. Denman made a remark about the
board baving picked out abnormal cases
to support *‘their side,”” when Morehouse
interrupted him, saying that he had heard
that remark made before. He wished
the genitleman to understand that there
was no “sides” in the matter as far as the
board is concerned. Itsimply wishes to
get at facts and actual values. There had
been no picking out of isolated cases.
Magee’s circular had been taken as a basis
and an expert had ascertained for the
board the assessment on each piece of
property sold. He bad also examined
the mortgage roll and ascertained the
amount of morigage, if any, on eaci
piece. The board has proceeded in pre-
cisely the same manner in each of the
othier counties of the State, treating all
alike, and had no “‘sides’ to take in the
matter.

Mr. Denman said that he had not used
the word in an offensive seuse or as a re-
flection on the board. They were asking
questions with a view of ascertaining
why the county should not be raised and
naturally the San Francisco people were
arguing against it, or taking the other
side of the question.

Beamer said that the statement had
been made several times that court ap-
praisements were not reliable. He
stated that in view of this fact he had
written to Judge Coffey on the question.
He had received a letter in answer,
which he read, saying that the writer
had always taken care to appoint, as near
as possible, reliable and competent men.
He thought that the statements referred
toby Mr. Beamer were without ade-
quate foundation. It would be hard to
make an appraisement that would be
much out of the way without detection.
The fact that the competition is open at
the sales and they must be on the basis of
the appraisement aud confirmed by the
court, he thought showed that the value
must be established by the opinion of the
buyers.

Mr. Herze paid a high tribute to Judge
Coffey’s integrity and carefulness, but be
did not think the appraisements were al-
ways a fair eriterion,

Then Beamer pulled out a formidable
list of sales of pieces of property, which,
he said, he had taken special pains to
have verified. Among them are the fol-
lowing: North side of MecAllister, near
Hyde, sold in May, 1893, for 33,000, mort-
gaged for §$18,600, assessed for $16,730;
Mason, south of Chestnut, sold in Au-
gust, 1803, for §7,000, assessed for §$3,400;
Clay, west of Taylor, sold in October,
1893, for §7,450, mortgaged for $£5,600, as-
sessed for §3,8300; Bush, west of Leaven-
worth, sold in July, 1894, for $11,000,
mortgaged for §8,500, assassed for $5,970;
Third street, southeast of Perry, sold in
March, 1893, for $7,500, mortgaged for
$4,500, assessed for §2,470; First, southeast
of Folsom, sold in May, 1803, for $7,600,
mortgaged for $4,000, assessed for $2,340;
Mission, northeast of Sixth, sold in Jan-
uary, 1804, for $45,000, mortgaged in 1894
for 25,000, assessed for $13,300; Minna,
southeast of Fourth, sold in July, 1894,
for $10,000, mortgaged to Hibernia Bank
for 37,500, assessed for $4,620; Steiner,
south of Gilbert, sold in March, 1894, for
$3,250, mortgaged in 1894 for §2,600, as-
sessed for $1,260; Scott, south of Turk,
sold December, 1893, for $7,500, mortgaged
for $4,500, assessed for $3,530; Green, east
of Devisadero, sold in August, 1893, for
£3,850, mortgaged for $2,300, d for

month does the assessment reach up to
the price the property sold for.”

Morehouse said that Mr, Briggs had
been thorougly consistent in his assess-
ment, and it was very uniforin. He was
perfectly honest in setting his values on
property. The trouble with him is that
he is much too conservative in fixing bis
basis of valuation and he makes it much
100 low in comparison to what properly
actually sells for, and which ought to fix
the basis of value. While he maintains
such a very conservative basis, his assess-
ments must remain too low.

Mr. Denmman made an extended argu-
ment against raising the assessments,

Colgan explained to him that there was
just so rouch money to be raised for the
State, and a lowering of the State assess-
ment roll simply meant an increase of
rate.

Beamer said that for some reason &
large proportion of the personal property
in San Francisco is placed on tke roli, but
on which thé tax is not collected, He did
uot charge the Assessor with this. but the
fact remains that it has beeun going on for
thirty-one years, and in that time the
State has lost over #15,000,000 in taxes—
not in assesswent, shut in taxes. He
would like some information as to why
this is so, He counld not see why D. M,
Delmas, Barciay Henley and alarge num-
ber of such men should bLe allowed to
escape payment of their taxes., He did
uot think there could be much efiort to
collect them., He would like to know by
what authority the Tax Collector in San
Franecisco is allowed to give a taxpayer a
receipt for his city and county taxes
without making bim pay his State tax.

Mr, Herze said that he was so author-
ized by the Cousolidation Act. The tax-
payer can also, under the same Act, take
a receipl for his real estate tax and leave
his personal property tax unpaid.

“Weli,’s said Mr. Moreliouse, ‘‘that
does not help the eountry any. You col-
lect your own taxes and let the State get
her’s as sho can. And shoe has been pay-
ing for the collection, too,”

Mr. Broderick said that the State did
not pay lor collecting now, the last Legis-
lature repealed that law.

Colgan read from Controller Kenfield’s
report, showing that San I‘rancisco was
delinquent to the State in ber personal
property tax from 1875 to 188l, ¥1,199,-
19 20. Prior to 1831 two-thirds of the tax
was delinguent; in 1851 there was 28,74
per cent. delinguent.

Mr. James said that under the law they
could not help it; they would be very
glad to have the law changed.

“*Well,” said Morchouse, **Why don’t
you comne up here when the Legislature
is in session and belp us changeit. We
havs been trying to do so for years.”’

Beamer read a statement of the relative
value of mortgages and assessments, It
showed that of Y32 mortgages by the Ger-
man Bank and others since June, 1803,
the morigages amount to $2,712,415, and
the assessment on the property to be
$1,401,815, nearly 50 per cent. below the
value of the mortgages. Sixty-one of
these mortgages are noi assessod.

The city pays to thetelephone company
over 311,000, and gets back from it in the
shape of taxes $3,100,
~ The delegates made a gallant fight to
keep down their assessment’ and died
game, but the board carried too many
guns g‘«»r them, and it is hard to see how
San Francisco can avoid being raised.

NOTES AT THE PAVILION.

The exhibitors from this city will have
their goods in place for the opening of the
fair, and it looks as if they will do them
great eredit. The foreign exhibitors are
geiting ready the spaces assigned to them
as fast as possible, and Mr. Quarre says
everything will be in place for Monday
morning.

_Isaac Ben Yakar, the Egyptian, has his
Calr() street curiosities partly in place,
uu’g is hard at work getting themn ready.

The big pumpkins, however, come in
slowly, and W. W. Greer looks lonely as
he works away on the representation of
the State Capitol in which Sacramento
County’s exhibit will beshown. The ma-
chinery will probably, some of it, arrive
to-day and be set up in place.
