
DID NELLIE CLARK ROB BRAMAN?

The Russian Tourist Resumes His
Story.

Officers Testify Concerning tho Search
for the Wealth That Mysteri-

ously Vanished.

The examination of Nellie Clark, who
in charged by Gustave Brainan with hav-
ing exhibited her slight-of-hand dexter- :
ity to such purpose that his belt, contain- j
ing about $8,000 and a number of valu-|
able diamonds disappeared while he j
slept, was resumed in the Police Court
yesterday.

Braman, who was cross-examined by
C. T. Jones for three hours the day be-
fore, was asked to describe the belt and
its size. He claimed that it waa stuffed
lull of $20 pieces, and told how he put
them in one by one. One end ot hia belt
lapped over about ten inches. It was not
quite fullof money. He drew abou:

Thou
three more were similarly wrapped, and
bo on. >io one in town know tiiat he had
money. Ho did not say anything when ,
he found ho was robbed, or search the
room very closely.

The reason ho murkod his money was
that he was robbed in San Pedro once bo-
fore. He recovered his money by Ruing
the proprietor of the house, but could not
Identify his money at that time. Since '
then he always marked it and wrote his i
name across the backs of bills.

In the afternoon Officer liijrgins testi-•
fiod to going with Offloera Haley and i
Bagley to Fanny Brown's and making a
partial search, but without success, lie
went again the next day with Offiean ;
Hardy and Maley, Braman also came in. 'Braman found fcotnething hard under the :
carpet and called the otlicers' attention to
it. They found tho ?2.0 pieces wrapped in
:v $100 bill in one part of the room uuder
the carpet and in another place some lu-
frauc pieces.

They searchod on top of a large mirror
and found nothing at lirst.

THE MILLIONAIRES REVENGE.
Tale ofa Modern Potiphnr's Wife and

a Modern Tlmon.
A plain wooden coffin, writes a St. Pe-

tersburg correspondent, was lately con-
veyed in a shaky old hearse to the poor
people's section of the Volkova Cemetery,
in this city. There was no priest to recite
the last prayers, no mourners to shed a
tear over the relative or friend who hud
just passed away; the grave diggers low-
ered the wooden box, hurriedly shoveiod
in the earth, stamped oh tho grave and
all was over. A dog or a rabbit might
have thus been put out of sight. And
yet all St. Petersburg is now talking
about the lifeless inmate of that plain,
frail collin, for he was once a well-known
manufacturer, a millionaire, a power in
the capital of Russia, who scattered
money to the right and to the left, doing
many a generous deed, never known or
long since forgotten, and now there is
none so poor to do him reverence. His
poverty and misery were of his owu
choosing; ingratitude drove him to imi-
tate Timon o«' Athens, and to turn his
back upon mankind.

In the very hightof his prosperity he
fell ill,aud his recovery was despaired of.
lie inado a will in favor of his wife, who
was then no longer young, and of his
children, whom lie adored. He survived
the crisis of his malady and was able to
move about, but his death was beiievod to
be only a matter of months. The doctors
>eiU bun to a watering place tor the BUtn-
mer season, nut expecting him to return
alive, and his wife and children shared
the conviction of the physicians. Ap-
pointing a young man, who was bound
to him by tho strongest ties of gratitude,
to be director of tuo works, he left iSt.
Petersburg aiono.

At lirst ho became much worse, as
everybody expected; thou he rapidly itn-
proved, in oonseqpence of which he
stayed on loafer than had boon ins Inten-
tion. At toe sod of six months ho re-. )i:<m.> as hale and hearty as ever,
easjec lo enjoy UJe with his lanniy.
