INpIaNAPorLis, Sept. 6.—To-night the
flag of honor floats over the track of the
Indianapolis Driving Club, and the son
of Terre llaute and Fort Wayne has
been eclipsed. Robert J., the great son
of Hartford, reigns supreme as the king
of the turf, and the pennant waves above
his stall at the State Fair grounds,

The mateh race for a purse of $5,000 be-
tween Robert J. and Joe Patchen was ex-
pected to bring forth some phenomenal
speed, but not one of the 10,000 people
was prepared for the terrible slashing of
records that began with the word *Go,”
thundered from the stand by Starter
Walker at 3:50 o’clock.,

The day was ail that could have been
desired, and the track was perfect. AH
the necessary elements were present
which enter into thie production of great
speed. The light rains of the thiriy
hours previous had bDeen absorbed by the
yielding earth, and the forces of men un-
der the direction of the superintendent
had been at work constantly since. Noth-
ing had been omitted, and when the final

moment came not a member of the asso- |

ciation present but who was confident,
with the condition of the track, that no
blame could be attached to them if no
records were made.

The heats of the previous races were
passed over in haste, and the crowd had
become somewhat impatient, when
Siarter Walker advanced to the front of
the stand and announced that the race
would be the next feature on the pro-
gramme. Looking out on the track he
said to Secretary Graves of the club:
**Look out for recovds here. Both of
these horses are in the best possible con-
dition, and Jack Curry has promised to
give the little horse the race of his life,”
At the stables of the fiyers all was confu-
sion as the final touches were put on the
preparation of the horses for the great
contest for blood. Geers had heard of the
open boast of Curry and had replied in
his peculiar way: *‘Is that so; well, oid
oy, we'll have to go some, won’t we ?”
and be patted the little wonder on the
neck in an aftectionate manner.

At the same Imoment that Starter
Walker had made the announcement to
the crowd the masses of humanity at the
gates were parted and from the breach
appeared upon the track the two horses.
A mighty cheer went up as Geers and
Curry drove gquietly down in front of the
amphitheater and jogged to the turn.
The crowd became breathless as the
horses caine together and pulied out for a
little warming up down the stretch. Five
minutes later they baited a moment be-
fore the stand, the last touches were 'ad-
ministered to both horses, every strap
and buckle was closely inspected, and the
two swept down the track for the word,
Both drivers setiled themselves firmly in
their seats, and neitber looked at the
other, ‘They were in no humor for jest-
ing.

Tkere was a determined and set ex-
pression upon the face of each. Curry
was determined to give the brown horse
the greatest and hotiest race of his life,
but Geers was quiet and contident that he
would pull out just enough to keep
abead. Heknew the humor of his horse,
and his heart never trembled.

Searcely had the two horses tuarned for
the start when the brown and black gave
great leaps forward and shot down to the
sland at a territic pace. Both drivers
held back, and Patchen was rendered un-
steady by the lines. Walker saw the
situation and called them bacle: The
second start was a success, Both horses
were at their stride and less than a neck
apart. Down the track they came at a
terrible pace, with perfect motion and
even stride.

**Go,” yelled Walker, leaning [ar over
the railing of the stand, and the crowd
arose as oneman. Around the turn the
two rivals shot, and at the quarter 0:31}
was announced. It was as though the
iwo great horses were being impelled by
some unseen force, as the movement of
the legs on ithe backstreteh could not be
seen. At the half 1:023 was called out,
and the crowd cheered. Still the two
horses remained together, Curry hanging
stubbornly at Geers’ wheel. 'The latter
turned his head slightly and seemed to be
studying his chances, He saw the situa-
tion at a glance. He was in the race of
his life, with an opponent that was worthy
of his steel. He forged ahead a nose as
the two swept into the turn, and there
was a slight check noticeable as the last
curve was being cut down, Both drivers
gathered their reins for the streteh, and
1:34 at the three-quarters was yelled from
the stand.

Then began the race for home. Curry
spoke to the handsome black and Patchen
responded by straining every muscle.
The great horse seemed to recognize that
this was the mowment wien he could re-
venge himsell for former defeats. He
came up to even terms and with dis-
tended neck and flaining nostrils thun-
dered along at the little brown’s side. It
‘Wwas a surprise lo the little wonder him-
self, who was unaccustomed to havinga
horse at his side on that part of the track.
He shook his bead angrily and attempted
to draw away, but Geers held him with a
steady band. It was not yet the mo-
ment for the last great eiiort. He allowed
the black to retain his place and the two
rushed down the track at a mad pace.
Someone in the crowd yeiled in triumpi

as he saw the world’s record in danger,,

and Starter Walker called out fer silence
until after the horses had passed the
wire. Up they came like a whirlwind
and left the crowd in uncertainty as to
the victor. Geers spoke to Robert J.,
and Curry made a low exclamation of
encouragement to the black. Both un-
derstood sand responded. The little
Lrown scemed to be surprised at the
audacity of his big rival and as he dashed
under the wire stuck out his neck and
with a mighty stride gained a nose, It
was a grand tinish to the grand race and
the crowd yelled itseif hoarse.

A moment later, when 2:033 was hung
up, a great wave of extravigaut delight
dashed across the amphitheater, and the
air trembled as the great roar of triumph
went up. Terra Haute, the rival, had
been surpassed, and Fort Wayne wus ex-
celled.

But before the second beat, it was confi-
dently said the great heat had passed, and
some left for home. It was the general
impression that both horses had done
their best, and slow time was looked for.
Regret was freely expressed that the heat
had not been a quarter of a second faster,

Forty-five minutes later the track was
again cleared, and the two horses came
out. It was now realized that the track
was_ faster, and both horses in the very
pink of condition. Not only this, bat
Lurry was proving that his boast was not
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an idle one. He was
greatest race,
somewhat surprised, and he and Harolin,
the owner of the wounder, held a close
consultation cn the track.

Again the two horses faced each other
for the word, and again the word was
given. Like twin rockets they shiot from
under the wire and started the trip
around the iurn that was to bring them
glory and fame. ; Robert J. went right to
the front, moving like a piece of mechan-
isin.

This was reached in 1:30%, and
it was realized that without a break even
the fast mark of the previous heat was to
Le placed in insignificance.

Curry was urging
the big fellow, and Geers, with faith in
the little Robert J., let him out, and he
moved away trom the black atthe dis-
tance stand with a mighty burst of speed,
and passed under the wire two open
lengths in front of his determined comn-
petitor in 2:024. Patchen was marked at

Judge Morrow Release Oné of the
Defendants.

SaN Francisco, Sept. 6.—When the
Ezeta extradition proceedings were re-
sumed this morning Judge Morrow took
up the motion made yesterday by the de-
fense for the discharge of Colonel Co-
locho on the ground that the evidence did
not. warrant his being held. In this
opinion Judge Morrow concurred. He !
ordered that Colonel Colocho be liber-
ated.

The testimony on behalf of the defense
was then resumed, the prisoners testity-
ing in their own behalf. "The purport of
all their testimony was to show that ail
the transactions complained of were of a
political character, and that the alleged
crimes charged against the fugitives were
acts commitied by them as oflicers and
soldiers of the Government army while
fighting a revolutionary force, and that,
therelore, it was the fate of war for which
individuals ought not to be held re-
sponsible.

Fresno Raisia Crop.

Fresxo, Sept. 6.—The general report
received throughout the raisin vineyards
is that the first crop, while of good qual-
ity, is falling far short of expectations in
the matter of amount. One of the lead-
ing vineyards, which had 166 tons of tirst
crop rajsins last year, has the Crop now on
the trains and finds it will amounttoabout
83 tons. The second erop in this instance
is also far short of that of last yoar, Itis
plain now that even with the most favor-
able weather for drying and bandling the
first and second crops, the output will be
less than for the past three years, and
there will be no glut of the market.

KNIGIITS OF PYTHIAS,
But One Language to be Used in the
 adtual.

Wasaixarony Sept., 6, — The much-
mooted German question was settled by
the Supreme Lodge, Knights of Pythias,
to-day by a decisive vote against permit-
ting the use of the ritual in other than the

Knglish language. Two votes were
taken. The first, on substituting the

five years’ grace in which to adopt the
English ritual, resulted 74 to 41 agaiost
the minority report. Then the majority
| report was adopted by a vote of 79 to 31.

Tne gist of' the majority report is in the
following recommendation: *“fhat the
Supreme Lodge reannounces and affirms
the declaration made at the Kansas City

session, and that henceforth and forever-
| more the ritual used in this and all other
| knglish-speaking nations be printed in
| the English language only, and that
when the standard of our order shall be
planted in any country speaking other
than the Inglish language the ritual
thé&rein used shall be printed, and all
concerns over which the body has con-
trol shall be conducted only in the lan-
guage of such Government, to the end
that it may be known to all men and all
nations that surround our altars Pythian
Knights are taught as one of the cardinal
principles of our order undying loyal.y
and devotion to the Government to which
they owe their allegiance, whether it be
the land of their birth or the country of
their adoption.”

1t also commended the Supreme Chan-
cellor for bis action in upholding the law
in this matter, and was sigued by four
members of the committee, Stanton L.
