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DISTRICT ATTORNEY RYAN.

Proceedings Instituted to Disbar
Him.

Charged With Misconduct and Violat~
ing His Oath—He Declares It a
Case of Political Blackmail,

Yesterday afternoon Attorneys J. W.
Hughes and A. L. Hart, on behalf of
Clinton L. White, filed an accusation
in the Superior Court against District At-
torney Ryan and commenced proceed-
ings 1w disbar him and have him re-
moved fromn the office of attorney and
The accusation is as
follows:

In the Superior Courtof the State of
California, in and for the County of Sac-

- Tamento—Proceedings to remove Frank

D. Ryan from the ofiice of attorney and
counselor-at-law.,

The verified accusation of Clinton L.
‘White respectfully shows:

I
That Frank D. Ryan is and at all the
times in this accusation mentioned has
been a duly licensed attorney and coun-
selor-at-law of the Supreme Court of Cali-
fornia. .
IL

That one Thomas Armstrong was in
his lifetime and at the time ot his death a
resident of the county of Sacramento,
State of California, and that he died in-
testate in the latter part of the year 15889,
leaving an estate in the said county of the
value of about $§12,000, and consisting of
both real and personal property in the
city of Sacramento; that the next of kin
and heirs-at-law of said Thomas Arm-
strong were two neices—one Alice S.
Armstrong, at that time a resident of
Massachusetts but now a resident of San
Francisco, and one Annie Kane, a resi-
dent of San Francisco. Upon the death of
said Thomas Armstrong, said Annie
Kane desired to take charge of his estate
and act as adininistratrix thereof: and
thereupon said Annie Kane employed

kaid frank D. Ryan as her at-
torney and counselor to manage
and conduct the business of said
estate; and said Frank D. Ryan ac-

cepted such retainer, and acted as and
continued to be the attorney and coun-
selor-at-law employed by said Annie
XKane from the time of her application for
letters of administration upon the estate
of said Thomas Armstrong. deceased, to
the tinal closing of said administration,
and the discharge of said Annie Kane as
‘administratrix; that letters of adminis-
tration of said estate were issued by the
Superior Court of Sacramento County to
said Annie Kane on the 30th day of Janu-
ary, 1890, and a decree of distribution
closing said estate wa s made by the said
court on the 31st day of October, 1890, ax}d
throughout all the proceedings of said
administration, and in all matters relat-
ing thereto, said Frank D. Ryan acted as
and was the attorney of said Annie Kane,
and she had no other auwocrney. During
all said time said Annie Kane had full
confidence in said Frank D. Ryan, and
intrusted to hiwm as her attorney the care,
possession and managementof all moneys
of said estate, which consisted of a very
large sum, and also intrusted to him the
keeping of all accounts of the business of
said estate. Said Annie Kane, though not
incompetent, wasand is a person of feeble
mentality, and from the time she was
about two years old was reared and cared
for by the Sisters of Mercy within the
walls of a convent in San Francisco, in
strict seclusion from the world, and was
and is totally ignorant of and without
experience in the management of busi-
ness affairs, and untfamiliar with the
keeping of accounts, and will ali legal
proceedings, and unable to understand
the import, meaning and legal etlect
thereof, and was and isof a very con-
fiding disposition, and for these reasons
very easily deceived and imposed upon,
and having full contidence in her said
attorney, the said I‘rank D. Rgan, she
relied entire'y upon him and accepted as
correct any and all statements which he
made to her concerning the business of
said estate, and signed as requested by
him, and without examination and with-
out understanding or attempting to un-
derstand the particulars or details thereof,
all papers presented by him relating to
the said estate, and allowed him to hold
for safekeeping all moneys of said estate,
and finally on the closing of the adminis-
tration of the said estate accepted from
him, in full confidence that he was then
and there paying her the correct sun,
the sum of money which the said Ryan
represented and stated to said Annie
Kane was the full sum and share to
which she was entitled out of said estate;
but which sum so paid, including all
sums theretofore received by her was in
fact §624 75 less than the total sum then
in the hands of said Frank D. Ryan be-
longing to said Annie Kane, and which
he had received for her, and in his
capacity as her attorney in the settlement
of said estate, and which sum of $624 73
he ought also at said time to have paid
over to her, but which sum in fact he de-
ceitfully ancd fraudulently embezzled,
misappropriated and converted to his
own use. That said $624 73 is made up of
two items, as follows:

First— During the pendency of said ad-
ministration and in February, 18%0, said
Annie Kanpe directed said Kyan to pay
out in her behalf the sum of $0, which
she desired 10 have paid over to a priest of
the Holy Catboiic Cuurch, with a request
that masses should be said for the repose
of the soul of her deceased uncle, the said
Thomas Armstrong, and said Ryan after-
wards, and before the close of the admin-
istration, represented that he had so paid
out said 350 as requested by said Annie
XKane, and he thereupon, upon the settle-
ment of the administration of the said
estate on October 31, 1890, retained out of
the moneys of said Annie Kane then in
his hands the sum of §50, which he then
and there represented he had so paid out
as directed by said Annie Kane, which
representation said Ancvie Kane believed
in, trusted and fully relied on, That in
fact said Ryan had not paid out said $50,
nor any part thereof, as directed by said
Annie Kane, nor at all, nor bad be re-
quested the saying of any masses, but he
misrepresented aud conzealed the truth
thereof from said Annis Kane, and ap-

ropriated the said $§50 of her money to
ﬁis own use. That said Annie Kane did
not discover that said Ryan still had said
money in his possession and that he had
deceived and misrepresented the facts
thereof to her and had not paid the same
in accordance with her directions, or at
all, until nearly three years thereatter and
about January, 1893, when she was for the
first time informed of the true facts
thereof by Alice S. Armstrong, but up to
said time said Annie Kane believed and
trusted and had full confidence that said
Ryan bad not retained said $50 in his
own hands, but had paid out and parted
therewilh in accordance with her said di-
rections.

Second—In the settlement and allow-
ance of her final accounts as administra-
trix of said estate, the Superior Court of
Sacramento County allowed and directed
to be paid to said Annie Kane out of the
fands of said estate the sum of £574 73
which was due to her and allowed as the
commission to which she was entitled
for her services for acting as administra-
trix of said estate. "'his sum said Annie
Kane did not know she was entitied to
receive, and she did not know that it had
been allowed to her in said account, and
said Ryan did not pay over the same, or
any part thereof, to her, but concealed
from her her right therato, and all know-
edge thereof, and retained the same him-
self out of the moneys of said estate in
his bands, and fraudulently embezzled
the same and converted said sum so be-
longing to said Annie Kane to his own

use.

Said Annie Kane did not know or dis-
cover that she was entitled to said sum
of $574 73 for acting as administratrix,
and did not know or discover that the
same had been allowed her by said Sa-

rior Court, and did not know that said
Ryan had retained the sawe and that he
had converted it to his own use, nor did
she know or discover that said Kyan bad
concealed from her all knowledge of such
mouneys, and of her right thereto, and did

not know or discover that said Ryan had
retained in his hands any mcney belong-
ing to her, nor did she discover any of
the facts relating to said sum adjudged to
be paid to her as commissions for acting
as administratrix, and said Ryau’s con-
cealment and his own appropriation of
said sum, until about the month ot De-
cember, 1892, when she was informed of
the facts by Alice S. Armstrong, but up
to said time said Annie Kane believed
and trusted and' had full contidence that
said Ryan had concealed mothing from
her, and that be had paid over to her all
moneys belomnging to her, and to which
she was entitled, which had comne into
his bands by virtue of his acting as her
attorney, and -by reason of the trust and
confidence which she had reposed in him.

That Alice S. Armstrong was furnished
at the time of the closing of the adininis-
tration of the estate of Thomas Arm-
strong, deceased, with a copy o1 the tinal
account therein, and after she removed
from Massachuseits to San Francisco,
and in the month of December, 15392, and
more than two years after the embezzle-
ment and conversion by said Ryan of the
said sum of $574 73 belonging to said An-
niec Kane, said Alice S, Armstrong
showed said account to Annie Kane, and
explained to ber fully the ineaning there-
of, whereupon said Annie Kane lcarned
for the first time that said commissions
had been allowed to her, and that said
Ryan had retained the same,

Said Annie KXane, on February 9, 1893,
assigned and transferred to Alice S, Arm-
strong her said claim against Frank D.
Ryan, to collect and receive of him the
said sumns of moneys which belonged to
said Anni» Kane, and which he had con-
cealed from her and appropriated and
converted to his own use, 1o wit, said
sum of $50, which said Ryaun represented
he paid out for masses at the request of
said Annie Kane, and said sum of $574 73,
commissions due said Annie Kane as ad-
miinistrairix as aforesaid, the whole sum
aggregating $624 73, besides interest,

That on or about February 11, 1893, said
Alice S. Armstrong demanded of said
Frank D. Ryan pavment of the said
claim on him so assigned to her by said
Annie Kane, Upon said demand being
made upon him, and a written order
signed by said Annie Kane directing him
Lo pay, being presented to him, said Ryan
at lirst said be would have to look at his
accounts and vouchers, and that he did
not have them convenient.
mitted that he had retained the sum al-
lowed by the court to said Annie
Kane as commissions, and that hs
bad also received and retained $50,
which he was- to have paid out
for masses, but he contended that he
ought to be permitted to retain the com-
missions in addition to the fee of $300
which the court bad allowed him, for the
reason, as he claimed, that he bhad pro-
cured the bond- required of said Annie
Kane as administratrix, and that she had
done but little work as administratrix;
and said Ryan also stated that said Annie
Kane must have understood that he was
going to retain the commissions which
had been allowed her by the court,
though he admitted that he had made no

contract to that effect with her, and that |

they had never conversed on the subject,
V.

That on the 23d day of Mareh, 1893, said
Frank D. Ryan paid to said Alice S. Arm-
strong the sum of $647, being thie amount
of said commissions, and the said money
for masses 80 retained by him, with inter-
est, lass the sum of 3§71 35, which said
Ryan eclaimed to have paid out for said
Annie Kane, and which oflset said Alice
S, Armstrong was of theopinion was just,
and allowed the same accordingly. That
said Rynn made said payment, however,
ouly when notified that otherwise pro-
ceedings to recover the sum appropriated
by him would be commenced against
him.

And this accuser further shows that
during the pendency of said administra-
tion of tho estate of said Thomas Arm-
strong, dcceased, said Frank D. liyan
was a duly appointed, eomimissioned,
qualified «nd acting Notary Public of the
State of California, in and for the County
ot Sacramento. 'T'hat during the pend-
ency of said administration said Kyan,
acting as the attorney tor the adininistra-
trix, filed with the Clerk and presented
to said Suaperior Couart of Sacramento
County divers papers, which upon their
faces showed that they had been signed
by the administratrix, Annie Kane, and
sworn to by her before said Ryan as a
Notary Public in said County of Sacra-
mento, to wit: An inventory and ap-
praisement, which was filed Mareh 10,
1800; a petition for an order of sale of real
estate, tiled May 23, 1890: a return and ac-
count of sales of personal property, tiled
April 22, 1800; a return and account of
sales of real estate, filed August 23, 1890,
and a final account, filed October 20, 18%).
That, in fact, said Annie Kane did not

swear to said papers, orany them, before |

said Ryan, nor did she appear before him
and sign the same in the County of Sac-
ramento, nor was she in the County of
Sacramento at any of the times when as
appears from the face of said papers she
swore to them before said Ryan, That
said Ryan presented said papers to said
Superior Court as genuine, aud repre-
sented to said court that said Annie Kane
had sworn to the same before him asa
Notary Public in the County of Sacra-
mento, all of which was false and was
well known by him so to be; and therein
and thereby he knowingly and willfully
imposed upon said court and deceived
and misled the same with false siate-
ments of fact.
VIL

That more than two years had gone by
after the appropriation of said wmoneys
by said Ryan before the discovery by
said Annie Kane or by any person of the
acts of said Ryan, and within a few
months after said discovery all criminal
liability for punishment for his saiG acts
was barred by the provisions of Section
800 of the Penal Code. 'I'nat during all
the time since the discovery of sdid acts
of said Ryan he has been the duly elected,
qualified and acting District Attorney of
the County of Sacramento, and as such
had charge of al' criminal prosecutions
in said county.

VIIL

That all the acts of wrong of said Frank
D. Ryan bhereinbefore set forth were
done by himm as an attorney and coun-
selor at law, and pursuant to his employ-
ment and while he was employed as and
was acting in that capacity,

XX,

This accuser has obtained his knowl-
edge of the foregoing facts by reason ot
baving acted as an attorney for said
Alice 8. Armstrong in entorcing and col-
lecting payment from said Frank D,
Ryan of tbe sums so converted by him of
moneys belonging to said Annie Kane,
and the said Ryan in his conversation
with this accuser and with said Alice S.
Armstrong, in the presence of this
accuser, admitted the truth of all the
material facts hereinbefore set forth.

That this accuser has no personal
interest in the matters hereinbefore set
forth, That this accuser is an attorney
and counselor at law of the Supreme
Court of California.

Wherefore, the said accuser respect-
fully submits that Frank D. Ryan in and
by Lis acts and conduct hereinbefore set
forth bas been guiity of miscouduact, and
has violated his oath as an attorney and
counselor at law, and hence this accuser
prays that said Frank D, Ryan may be
removed 1rom the oflice of aitorney and
counselor at law,

{the purpose of selecting ' delegates

vention; that in said Seventh Precinct
there were two tickets of delegates in the
field, one of which was kpnown as most
favorable to said L. White ticket and the
other as most favorable to athant; that the
ticket most favorable to alliant was
elecled as delegates to said County Con-
vention; that shortly previous to said
primary election and to the holding of
said Coanty Convention, to wit, on Aug-
ust 20, 1804, the aforesaid Clinton L.
White caused to be placed upon the pri-
vate deyk of aftliant in kis ofiice a certain
letter dated August 20, 1894, and signed
by said Clinton L. White; atiiant verily
believes, and so says, that said letter, in
connection with certain threats afterward
made by said White and conveyed to
i atliant, was intended to convey and did
convey un umplied threat that unless
afliant withdrew from the contest for the
nowmination for District Attorney of Sac-
ramento County, said C. L. White and
his political co-conspirators would pro-
ceed with the succeeding steps of the
conspiracy hberein set forth; that on or
aboul August 21, 1394, and subsequent to
receiving and reading said letter, afliant
et said Clinton L. \White on J street,
between I‘ourth and Fifth streets, in Sac-
ramento City, and afliant asked said
White wnat he meant by said letter, and
White replied: *You know what
mean.”” Atliant rephed: *“No, I do not
upderstand your motive. It you have
any charges to bring against me in the

1t.””  Said White then made an indistinet
reply and waiked away wiithout further
conversation; as he left atliant said to
bhim: **All right; go abead and do your
worst.”

That afliant is informed, verily believes
and so says, that on the Zith day
ot August, 18504, in Sacramento
City, said Clinton L. White, with
the intent and for the purpose - of
having said threat communicated to afli-
ant, threatened to C. 1. Jones of Sacra-
meunto City that White would ruin atiiant
unless said alliant got out of said tight for
District Attorney; and that said White
made similar threats to other persons and
to many ol the delegates to said Republi-
can County Conveution In Sacramento
City, whicnh were communicated to atliant

That atliant verily believes and
80 says that the writing and delivery to
afitant of said letter by said Clinton L.
W hite and the making of said threats by
said White to aiiiant, to said C. 1. Jones,
and to sdid other persons and delegates to
said Hepublican County Convention, and
the bringing of this proceeding pur-
porting to be for the disbarment ot afiiant,
buve ail been done with the.intent for
the sole purpose of carrying into eflect
the unlawful poelitical econspiracy as
herein set forth, and to blackmail atiiant
into withdrawing from the contest for
the oflice of District Attorney ol Sacra-
mento County; and that this proceeding
is not brought in good faith, but tor the
purpose and with the intent upon the
part of said conspirators of abusing the
proceedings and process of this honorable
court, in contempt thereof,

Affiant further says that in making and
presenting this allidavit and these mo-
tions he has no desire to avoid
issue which may be raised by a charge
against afliant of unprotfessional or dis-
honest conduct as an attorney-at-law, but
this afiidavit and the motions based there-
upon are made for the purpose of calling
to the attention of the hounorable courtthe
dishonorable motives of the sccuser, and
to the fact that this purported disbarment
proceeding is part of a political con-
spiracy as herein shown; and also in or-
der to preveut this honorable court being
deceived and imposed upon, and this atli-
ant now ctlers to answer and disprove
any and all aliegations of misconduet,
dishonesty or unprofessional conduct
which may be charged against him when-
ever the satme are properly presented be-
fore this and all other courts and trib-
unais,

Afiiant further, for the purposes of
Lhese motions, denies generally and spec-
ifically each and every aliegation charg-
ing affiant with wmisconduct, dishonesty
or unprofessional conduct as an attorney-
at-law; and atliant says he has a full and
complete defense to said proceeding on
its merits,

T'his denial is not made for the purpose
of an answer to this proceeding, but by
way of ap aflidavit of merits,as atliant ap-
pears specially at this time for the sole
purpose of these motionus, aud none other.

By reason of all of which afliant re-
spectiully prays that this honorable court
graut an order forthwith staying vroceed-
ings in said matter, and that it deny the
motion for a citation berein.

I know all
the circumstances, ‘I'bere is nothing in
1it, I think that is a dirty, contemptible
kind of a fight. I will not listen to your
talk.” Atliant turned around and walked
away. White then hallooed: “Come back
here!” and walked up to affiant and,
shaking his finger, said, very much ex-
cited: *'If he don’t get out of that fight I
will have his license. 1 will 1uin him.”
