KJSI YOUK I'UWLS HEALTHY.
One of ihe first requirements in suc-

cessful poultry management is that of
keening your fowls in a perfectly healthy
condition. More pleasure and pront can
be derived from a dozen fowls in a good
healthy, lively and coutented condition,
tlian from fifty in a weakly, halt-starved
and sickly one. One oi tha greatest mis-
takes mauo is in not watching closely for
the first signs ot disease in your flocks
and to coop up the sick birds and keep
them away from the healthy stock. Many
of the diseases poultry are subject to ou
this coast are contagious, and if not
checked in ihe start, we lind, almost be-
lore we are aware of it, that the whole
flock is suffering from a disease it is
almost impossible to check. Taken at
the start most cases can be cured by a
couple of applications of some of the
\u25a0well-known remedies now on the mar-
ket. Look well into the cause of disease
and see that it is remedied. Be careful
i\hen introducing new birds into your
ilocks to .see that they are strong and in
perlect health. Too many birds must
not be kept together ifyou want them to
keep healthy. They do beat divided in
flocks of not more than lilty or sixty.
Koup is one of th« most dreaded diseases
"we have to tight against.

Much has been said and written on this
subject, and there are hundreds of reme-
dies on the market guaranteeing a cure,
but many of the guarantees prove lalse,
because the disease has gained such a
hold before the remedy is applied that it
is liupossmle to effect a cure. For mild
cases of roup 1 give the bird half a tea-
spoonful of camphor and put a little in
the drinking water, and by giving the
patient good warm quarters and good
leed for a lew days they are soon over it.
For bad cases, except in valuable birds,
the axe and chopping block are sure
remedies. Do not make the mistake of
fooling away a dollars' worth of time and
iiity cents' worth of roup remedies on a
bad case, when the biid would only be
•worth twenty-five cents, even if cured.
Ciapes> is a common trouble also. Chicks
troubled with this disease will be noticed
to stand around in a droopy condition,
stretching the neck and head upwards
every few minutes as though gaspiug for
breath. A small piece of gum camphor
forced down the chick's throat will gen-
erally ciffcta prompt cure. Both these
diseases arise from damp quarters and
improper poultry buildings. The build-
ings should be built on dry ground and
ail cracks well battened to protect against
draughts. Fowls will take cold and have
roup in the driest kind of vreather if
compelled 10 roost in a draught. Provide
"warm comfortable quarters, it will pay
you well.

If necessary to confine your stock do
not crowd. A run twenty by thirty feet,
\u25a0with hall in alfalfa, will accommodate
from twelve to fifteen birds nicely. Spade
up the part not sown to grass and bury
"Wheat in it, and let them exercise and
•work for what they eat between regular
meals. Tuo next thing to do is to keep
them free from lice and vermin. Use
plenty of whitewash on tho buildings
and keep Hie roosts well oiled. Do not
be too generous or too stinting in feeding
—give them what they willeat up clean.
Do noteivu them tho same thing over and
over again, they relish a chaugo occasion-
ally. Our morning feed is two parts cut
alfalfa, ono part bran, and one part
cracke4 corn and chopped oats, all mixed
With scaknug milk or water and fed
\u25a0warm. At noon and night they have
whole whoiit. Do not in breed ifyou ex-
pect to keep your Hooks strong and
healthy. Kaise your own females, but
purchase your oaale birds from some re-
liable breeder. !See that you get strong,
•vigorous males, remembering the males
are half tin* llook. It is poor policy to
impair tho vigor of your whole Hock by
introducing poor males.— (.ieorge VY.
'lighe of i lllmore, Cal., in Rural Cali-
forniau.

SHAPE AND WATER FOR POULTRY.
Give the chickens shelter from the sun.

Ifyou have broods in coops and have
trees, as you should have, set the coops
under the trees with the opening facing
tho north. Iftho chickens run out, give
them a run where there is Dlenty of
shade. Low growing bushes make the
best of shade lor chickens, aud in not
days they make the most of their oppor-
tunities. Ihe hens maybe confined to
yards in which there is not a tree or a
bush, but iliey ought to have shade, and
if there i~ no natural there should besome artincial shade provided. A good
Mbatltute for natural shade can be
quickly and cheaply made by driving
into the ground two forked sticks, rest-
ing a pole in thfl crotch of each, and lay-
ing upon lue pole branches of trees with
the loaves ou, the tips of the branches
resting on be ground. This makes ex-
cellent she ier from the sun. Ifnothing
better can :>e provided, boards, instead of
branches, «n be placed on this pole, but
the leafy branches are best. During the
hot weathi water should he abundantly
provided i iree times daily, ao as tokeep
it cool. It should also be kept out of the
sun. Just by sun-warmed water should
make chic mis sick may not be perfectly
clear, but (hat U will do ao has boea'
der.ioustr; mi more than once. The
health an comfort of the chickens de-
n.aud tba tiie water dish, or fountain
be shaded.

GREEN MANIRKS.
There is a belief that prevails among

many farmers that many green manures
are sometimes injurious to crops, causing
the soil to turn sour instead of making it
mellow and light. This can only happen
•when the soil is lull of stagnant water. Ii
there are underdrains the surplus water
will iilter through the soil and warm air
from tne surface will follow, which will
stimulate lermentatiou of the green
mauuro Htiil more. JSomethiug depends
ou the kind of green herbage plowed
Under. A growth of clover has a large
proportion ol nitrogen in it, causing it7o
give-oil much heat when itdecays, while
a growth ol sorrel rots more slowly, and
may be said to sour the land, not because
it is itself sour, but because it has too
little nitrogen to get up much hea;. A
dressing 01 quicklime sown ou the field
after any green manure has beou plowed
under greatly adds to its effectiveness.—
American cultivator.

HOEING CAHBAGK.

An old saying is that the best time to
hoe cabbaee is early in the morning
while the dew is on. There is good rea-
son for this. Cabbage is a highly nitro-
goneous vegetable, and unlike peas and

beans it must have the nitrogen in the
soii as it cannot gather it froux the air.
ihe dew ou the cabbage leaves has con-
siderable ammonia, especially iv hot
weather in summer, but the leaves can-
not use this ammonia except ss In hand-
ling the plants while hoeing the dew is
brushed on the soil and covered. There
is a very material addition to nitrogen iv
the soil by hoeing at this time. Ou very
poor laud, however, this addition is not
enough. A dressing of nitrate of soda
applied to the heads that are backward
will make them salable, and this neariy
always pays the extra expense.

WOOD ASHKS.
Fruit crops are generally benefited by

ashes as either wheat, vegetables or any
of the other garden crops. It is well
known that potash increases the woody
growth 01 nearly all fruit irees, while
rich barnyard manure tends to increase
the fruit growth. The wood growth,
however, cannot be allowed to suiter at
the expense ofthe tree's vitality. With-
out new wood growth each year the proß-
-pects 01 crops of iruit would be greatly
reduced. The wood ashes supply the
potash iv the right shape and quantity,
and they should be spaded and hoed into
the soil thoroughly. Applied early iv
the.sea&on to fruit trees whoso foliage is
yellow aud half dead, it great change in
the color and quantity will be noticed
beiore fall.

THE BCAIiB INSECT.
Acorrespondent of the Baltimore Am

recommends bichloride of mercury in a
solution and applied with a sponge as a
remedy ;or the scale insect which has .or
several 5 ears been injuring his pear trees,
iie tried various insecticides but without
effect, natii advised by Dr. Blessing of
Baltimore to try this, lie says that he
lias exte minated the scale without injury
to the tries. The bichloride ol mercury
is a pois >n, and needs to be handlou care-
fully. 'J his willnot matter if it is found
generally effective in destroying the scale
Insect v lioh for years has troubled Cali-
fornia orchardlsts, aud has only been re-
cently introduced iulo iho Atlantic I
Stales.

li.me for pour/mv HOUSES.
If lime is used freely in tiie poultry

house by dusting it over every portion, n
will not only prevent disease, but also
keep lice away. Never mind about its
liberating ammonia from the droppings,
as thai is a small matter compared with
the benerit.s derived. The droppings,
however, should be cleaned out often.
Taiie air-siaked lime and force it every-
where, usiug a Paris green duster. It is
the best and surest preventive of gapes
that is known, and it is seldom that roup
appears where lime is used liberally. If
preferred, a pint of crude carbolic acid
may be intimately mixed with every half
bushel o: lime after it is slake, and it will
be found an excellent disinfectant.

I'AKMIIOISKS.
On every farm there is a great advan-

tage ivhaving house and larm buildings
as nearly as possible in the center of the
farm, 'lhere is much loss of valuable
lime when a distance of anything more
than a quarter ol a mile has to be trav-
ersed morning, noun arid night iv going
to ami from work. The German farmers
live in villages and souio of them work
laud that is a uiiio or more from their
homes. It puts them at every serious
disadvantage. We have known farmers
who bought farms lying some distance
apart and tried to work them both, but
they quickly had to give up one or the
other, as the waste of time was too great.

Till-: SILKWORX.
Itis said that no insect but the silk-

worm willeat the leaves of the mulberry
tree. In seasons when the grasshopper
or the army worm abounds every other
tree and plant may be stripped ofits foli-
age by the devourers, but the mulberry
will escape to the last. Kansas locusts
Will eat everything else iirst aud, when
all tho rest is gone, with wrymouths
will then tackle the mulberry leaves. It
seems to be the one food specially de-
signed by nature for the support of the
silkworm.

FARM NOTES.
The apple trade with Great Britain has

assumed great proportions, amounting to
7,UOU,UUO bushels withiu the past twelve
years.

Small fruits, such as strawberries and
raspberries, require frequent and clean
cultivation to produce the best results,
and plenty of water.

The pig that has been on clover in sum-
mer ani the hog that has roots and clover
hay in tho winter, says a writer, make
larger prolits than the grain-eating pig
and hog.

It requires, says an exchange, .i,500 lo-
comotives annually, and 1,000 ocean craft
to move the surplus cattle, cotton, lum-
ber, sugar, sorghum, oi), grain, hay. fruit
aud other staples grown in Texas.

The National Dairyman says great care
is needed In keeping dairy salt. It ab-
sorbs and retains odors as readily as ihe
milk or cream, aud should always bo
kept in a place free from all bad odors. 55

we take in it, and the little time that is
devoted to it, il it will take care of its
men, women aud children, as it does do,
day after day, year after year, it is not forus to state that the farm business is a
failure.

Mr. Koseubaum of Grand aveuue has a
eucalyptus which he thinks is the largest
iv the State. He calls it the "Centennial
tree," because he planted tho seed ol it
July 4, ISTo'—eighteen years ago. It is
now fifteen feet in circumference, ami ho
judges it 10 be 100 feet high, though he has
not measured It*—Pasadena Star.
Ifyou are supplying "fresh ogg.s" to

customers and happen to liud a new nest
iv the straw pile or elsewhere, do not put
the contents with the eggs you sell.
Keep them for home use, aud "you can
"try" them when breaking. People that
buy fresh egg s of private parties do not
expect to have to "try" them before using
—that is why they pay the extra price.

Ithas neen demonstrated by practical
experiments that a hundred pounds of
sand will absorb twenty-live pounds of
water; lOi pounds of loam, forty pounds;
100 pounds of clay loam, fifty pounds;
