State Board may cause such text-books,when adopted, to ba printed aud pub-
lished by the Superintendent of State

same. The text-books so adopted shall
continue in use uot less thau four years,
end said state Board shall perform sucb
other duties as may be prescribed by law.
The Legislature shall provide for a Board
of Education in each county in the State.
Tho County Superintendents aud the
County Boards of Education shall have
poutrol of the examiuatiou of teachers
tn 1 the granting of teachers' certificates
Within their respective jurisdiction*.

AMENDMENT NUMBER NINB.
Senate Constitutional Amendment No,

An Act to submit to the people of ths
State of California an ameudmeut to
section tweuty-three of article four of
the Constitution of the State of Cali-
fornia.

Section 23. The members of the Legis-
lature whall receive, In fullpayment for
tin.ir services, the sum of one thousand
ifl.OOOj dollars, and mileaee not to exceed
ten cents per mile, and for contingent ex-
penses uot to exceed tweuty-tive dollars,
for each session, to be paid out of the
public treasury.

NOW THEREFORE, Pursuant to the
provisions of the Constitution, and au
Act of tiio Legislature entitled "An Act
to provide for the submission of proposed
amendments to the Constitution of the
Stale of California to the qualified elect-
ors for their approval," approved March
*7, A. 1). i&so, viz:

"Section 1. Whenever the Legislature
shall propose auy amendment or amend-
ments to the Constitution of this State,
which amendment or amendments shall
have boon passed in the manner and form
required by section oneof article eighteeu
bf the Constitution, and no other mode is
provided by law for the submission of
such amendment or amendments to the
people for their approval, it shali be the
duty of the Governor to advertise such
proposed amendment or amendments in
at least four newspapers of geueral circu-
lation in this State, for three months next
preceding the next general election. Oue

! of said newspapers must bo published at
the city of Sacramento, and two at the
city of San Francisco; and in issuing his
{.reclamation for au olection at which any
ameudment or amendments to the Con-
stitution are to be voted upon, he shall
include such amendment or amendments
therein, and he shall designate them by
numbers, in tbe order ivwhich they have
beeb proposed."
