Footing Than Ever.

AN OLD WARDROBE YIELDS UP A

BIG FORTUNE.

What a Revenue Agent Learned on

the Pacific Coast—Sharp Trick of

Chicago, Sept. Tt.— At the regular
quarterly meeting of the Board of Direct-
ors of the Associated Press, held liere to-
day, the Committee on State of the Asso-
ciation reported as follows:

Bpeclal to the RecortvUviow.

The committee appointed by the Board
of Directors to present to the board the
actual present condition of the Associated
Press, reports that now more than 100
newspapers are receiving direct by wire
the news of the Associated Press. These
newspapers are members of the Associ-
ated Press, and are supplied with the
news direct by its agents. A large num-
ber of daiiy papers in addition get news
through minor associations, procuring
news through the organization.

Since the reorganization ol the Associ-
ated Press, one year ago, 12<J daily papers
have given up the news service of the
I uited Press and have become members
of the Associated Press, and in the same
period of time not a single paper having
membership privileges in the Associated
l'ress has relinquished that news service
to accept service from any other news as-
sociation not in close and friendly rela-
tions with the Associated Press.

The committee reports that the present
actual cash receipts each week in pay-
ment of the various deliveries of its news
service are in excess of the actual weekly
expenses of the Associated Press, and in
excess ot the average weekly expenses of
tho organization at the last annual meet-
ing.

The Associated Press has, for the ex-
ciusive use; of its news service to-day,
18)681 miles of leased wires, extending
from St. John, N. 8., on the east to Tort-
land, San Francisco, Sacramento and Sau
Diego on the west, and Irom Duluth on
the north to New Orleans, Galveston and
San Antonio on the south. The inde-
pendent agents—correspondents in the
service of the Associated Press—are 1,5t>0.
The number in the Eastern Division is
62£; in the Central Division, t>)2; in the
"Western Division, 400. In the Southern
Division the correspondents ofthe South-
ern Associated Press cover that territory.

The number of telegraph operators in
tho service is IG.S. The average number
of words transmitted over the day wires
is 16,000, and over the night wires, 45,000.
The approximate number of words in
the telegraphic news gathered by tho
service throughout the country is 2>,<.iou
per day.

The committee finds that the Associ-
ated Press has maintained and improved
at every point great superiority in its
service over all competitors, and not only
in its domestic but also in its foreign
news arrangements, it stands far ahead
of any previous record. It shows exclu-
sive contracts with the London Times,
prohibiting the legitimate uso of news of
that paper by any other American associ-
ation, and similar exclusive contracts
\u25a0with the chief and most important news
agencies of Europe, tiie Keuter of Lou-
don, the Ilavas of France and Wolfe of
Jierlin —the throe greatest agencies of
England, France and Germany, which
maintain correspondents in every im-
portant city in Europe, Africa, South
America, Asia and Australia.

The examination of the books of the
Associated i^ress shows that its members
have signed and pledged themselves to a
guaranty fund of ?5.">0,0U0 to maintain the
high character of its news service, and to
meet auy extraordinary contingencies of
expeuse. Of this vast sum not ouo single
dollar has been demanded from any sub-
scriber, and the entire sum remains in
the account unused for any purpose aud
available any minute for service.

AFTER MANY YEARS.

Capture of Captain llowuate, Who
Swindled the Government.

Nkw York, Sept. 27.—Captain Henry
Howgate, formerly Chief of tho Weather
Bureau at Washington, was arrested in
this city to-day on the charges of forgery
and the embezzlement of $300,000, com-
mitted in 187S aud 1>71(.

After having searched nearly the whole
country for Howgate, ex-Sheriif Drum-
inond received information that the fugi-
tive was a dealer in old books and
pamphlets in New York. Every book-
etore was visited by detectives without
success. Finally an officer was detailed
to watch the auction stiles for Howgate.
To-iiay Detective Drummond met liou-
uate coining out of a store on Fourth
avenue and Tenth street, and said: '"How
me you. Captain Howgate?"

The latter started, but quickly regained j
bis composure and asked Mr. i'Vummond
\u25a0what he wanted, and the detective told
him. He answered: "All right, the jig
is up. lam Captain Howgate."

Seven indictments have been pending
against Howgate for years. The story of
bis exposure, and of his relations with a
woman named Nettie Burrill, caused a
great sensation at the time. For several
years he had led a double domestic lifeiv
Washington. But a lew squares away
from the home that contained his devoted
wife and the daughter who was tocliug
to him so determinedly in the dark hours
to come, he supported a woman iv lux-
urious style.

When lirst arrested, in 1882, the officers
remained in the sitting room while How-
gate went upstairs for his bath. It is
said Miss Howgate, who possessed an ex-
quisite voice, sang to the guardians of
her father, and made the time pass so
pleasantly that an hour elapsed before
they awakened to a proper realization
of what they were there lor. They
asked Miss Howgate to call her fattier.
She was gone a long time, and then
came back pale and excited, she
could find her father nowhere, she i
eaid. They searched the houso, and then j
rushed oataud gave the alarm. Captain •

Howgate by this time had two hours the
start of his pursuers. He had escaped
by going out of the rear of the house
\u25a0when he was supposed to go to the bath,
and was not found until to-day.

CACHED WEALTH.

An Old Wardrobe Crumbles and Yields
£7.»,OOO.

PiTTsnrRG, Sept. 27.—While an old
\u25a0wardrobe that stood for fifty years in the
bouse of the late David Morrison, in
Allegheny, was being moved yesterday,
the bottom fell out, and with it came
$75,000 in bank notes and Government

bonds. Morrison died five years ago. i
His widow refused to tell her relatives i
anything about his affairß. They thought i
lie had nearly $100,000, but she disclaimed I
all knowledge of it The secret of the j
hiding placo ofthe money died with her
last month.

John Fitzsimrnons, one of the four
heirs, who lives in West Philadelphia,
seiiled up the affairs of the woman and
began moving the furniture yesterday.
As the men were carrying the wardrobe
from the garret, where it had stood so
long, it fell to pieces.

THE ATLANTIC STORM.

The firm's trade mark is a
big tree, and a recent order for litho-
graphic work designed to advertise these
wares cost £12,u0u.

A Very Valuable Article for Every

Home.
Every housekeeper, very eariy in her

married life, realizes the necessity of a
I goud cement ttiat can bo kept on hand to
I repair the innumerable articles which
seem scarcely worth sending Irom home
to be mended. Tho various cements
usually bought for this purpose are in-
clined to dry quickly, and are often u-.e-

--i less when they are most needed. Hut by
i keeping the necessary articles on hand
they will be ready lor mixing when re-
quired.

A good cement for mending almost
anything may be made by mixing to-
gether litharge and glycerine to the con-
sistency of tnick cream or iresli putty.
Itis useful for mending stone jars or
any coarse earthenware, stopping leaks
in the seams of tin puns or wash boilers,
cracks and holes in iron kettles, etc. It
may also be used to fasten on lamp tops,
or tighten louse nuts, to secure loose
bolts whose nuts are lost, to tighten
loose joints of wood or iron and in num-
berless ways.

In all rases the articles mended should
j not be used until the cement has hard-

ened, which will require from one day to
a week, according to the quantity used.
This cement will resist the action of

| water, hot or cold, acids and almost any
j degree of heat, and the housewife will
I not realize until the materials for making
I it are kept convenient in how many ways
! it willbe found useful.

The Unaccountable Disappearance
of a Fresno Merchant.

BELIEF THAT JOSEPH DECKER WAS

BRUTALLY MURDERED.

San Francisco, Sept 27.—Joseph
Decker, a Fresno merchant, who has
been at Bartlett Springs for his health,
has been reported missing by a relative
who recently received a letter from
Decker saying that he would bo in this
city last Saturday. He did not put in au

appearance, and an investigation ilis-
closed the fact tDat ho had leftBartlett
Springs, and a telegram from Fresno
says that he had not arrived there.

Last Tuesday the body of a murdered
man was fouud in a refrigerator car which
came from Live Oak. llis head was lull
of holes made by a slungshot improvised
from several pieces of railroad iron which
lay at his side. Relatives of Decker be-
lieve that the murdered man was Decker.

PERILS OF THE ARCTIC.

A Returned Whaler Brings News of
Wrecks—Alaskan Natives.

San Francisco, Sept. 27.—The whaling
schooner Nicoliue, Captain B. F. Tilton,
has reached port from Fox Island, after v
passage of twenty-six days. She brought
nearly 15,000 pounds of whalebone, bear-
skins, foxskins and 8(X) pounds of ivory.

Captain Tilton eonftnua the report of
the loss of the schooner Emily Schroeder.
The vessel was wrecked in Marryat's In-
let, Point Hope, October 13, IS'X{. At the I
same time the schooner Silver Wave was j
ashore iv the sand, but resting easily. A
fearful irale was blowing at the time, and
the Nicoline lost two of her anchors and
considerable chain. The heavy sea washed
over Ihe point and the natives lied to the
hills, tearing tuat they would be en-
gulfed by the riaiug water.

At one of the whaling stations the water
was two feet deep in the house, and boats
were floating all around. Itwas the hard-
est gale that Captain Tilton ever ex-
perienced. Plenty of wreckage was
picked up by the natives.

In July last at Point Hope the ice was
very thick, but all vessels had passed
that point by the ISth in their way nortu.

The Andrew Hicks is reported having
three white whales.

In speaking of missionary work in
Alaska, Captain Tilton says: "I think
the < Government should do something for
the natives ofAlaska, as they are a quiet
and intelligent race of people, and are
anxious to live like a civilized people.
The missionaries should be looked after,
and good men and women should go to
Alaska. Men should be sent that a native
would respect, not those who are filthier
than the natives themselves."

POOR ALSACE AND LORRAINE.

The People There Not Reconciled
to German Rule.

RELIGIOUS FANATICS IN COREA
AFTER FOREIGNERS.

Congressman Wilson Banqueted in
London -Shocking Cruelties Prac-
ticed By Soldiers In BuenosAyres—

Chinese- Claim tue Yalu River En-
gagement Was a Drawn Battle—
Bombs In Homo,

Special to the Recokd-Uxio*.
London, Sept. 27.—The Daily JVeios

in an editorial this morning summarizes
a series of letters received from a corre-
spondent in Alsace-Lorraine, which
provinces tho writer has visited after sev-
eral years. "The provinces." he says,
"are not reconciled to Germany, and this
is especially true of Lorraine, which re-
mains Catholic and French. There is no
liberty, as we understand the term.

"The natives are permitted to observe
their own religion and use their own lan-
guage under certain restrictions, but these
limitations include the presence of Ger-
man detectives in the churches. What
stiiles the feeling of discontent in

*Reichsland is the general passionate de-
sire for peace. The populace have a ter-
rible object lesson before their eyes. Metz
is a vast military camp, aud Muihouse aoi
immense barrack."

The situation in Strasburg is describedas truly awful. "Thirteen lorts," the
writer says, "have been built there sincethe war, and the place seems like a moa-
ster, whose iron jaws are distended in'a
spasmodic grin of cannon reaching for
miles. The cost of food and lodging in
Strasburg has more than doubled since
the annexation of the province to Ger-
many. Trade is persistently dull, tho
civil population loses its sense of impor-
tance and soldiers dominate the situa-
tion. The whole administration is vested
in the form of mariial law."

WILSON IN ENGLAND.

The Congressman Makes a Speech at
a Banquet.

Loxdox, Sept. 27.—The dinner given
by the Chamber ofCommerce of London
to Congressman W. L. Wilson took place
at the Hotel Metropole this evening.
About seventy guests were present.
After acknowledging the honor conferred
upon him, and reciting the events of the
long struggle to overthrow protection,
Mr. Wilson said: •

"All the people saw our system was
generating a brood of monopolists so
powerful as to defy the law, and which
used part of the wealth they drew from
sharing in the power of tho taxation to
increase their privileges, debauch elec-
tions aud corrupt legislation.
"Iam quite sure our protective policy

has already served to promote the trade
of other nations, and if continued it
would stili further promote such trade
ami pre-eminently your own. I stand
before you a representative of those who
are striving for a freer commercial policy
for the United States."

THE TOXG HAKS.

Corean Fanatics Who are tho Enemies
of All Foreleners.

Yokohama, Sept, 27.—The Tong Haka,
a powerful religious sect of Corean reb-
els, have attacked the Japanese troops at
Taiku, in Southern Corca. Reinforce-
ments have been sent to the Japanese
Iroin Seoul.

The Toug Haks constitute the moat
powerful revolutionary element in Corea.
They ascribe the precarious condition of
the Corean trade and commerce to the
presence of foreigners. The Tong Haks
early in tho year uudertook to rid Corea
of foreigners, and threatened the Jap-anese as well as the people of other na-
tions.

Last year the Tong Haks and Coreans,
numbering 30,000, threatened to march
on the Corean Capitsl and expel the for-
eigners therefrom. The movement was
suppressed, but the feeling which existed
led to disturbances, which eventually
brought about the war between Chiua
and Japan.

"A DRAWN BATTLE,"

What China's Viceroy Says of the Yalu
Nuval Fleut.

Wamiinctox, Sept. 27.—An official of
tho Chinese Legation said to-day that in-
formation from the Viceroy at Tien-Tsin
regarding the tight at the mouth of the
\ alu River was that it was a drawn bat-
tle.

Regarding the Ping Yang land fight,
the Chinese admit defeat, but no details
oftho battle have been received.

SHOCKING CRUELTIES.

Terrible Chorees Asralnst the Buenos
Ayres Soldiers.

Bikxos Aykks, Sept. 27.—Letters re-
ceived here from rebel sympathizers in
Rio Grande do Sal, Brazil, contain horri-
ble accounts of cruelties, alleged to have
been perpetrated by the Government
troops, which aro now in possession of
all the towns in that province.

Women and children have been as-
saulted and burned, the letters sayvwhile persons who have been barely sus-
pected ofaiding or ovou sympathizing
with the revolters have been treated
with the utmost cruelty. These acts of
barbarity h-.ivo aroused the most bitter
feelings against tht; soldiery, and if any
of them au caught by the numerous
guerrilla bauds who are still.roam ing over
the country they will be treated in a
similar manner.

ACaptain nesrailed.
Shanumai, Sept. 27.—Captain Fong of

the Chinese turret ship Tsi Yuon has
been degraded for cowardice in the Yalu
Hiver light. The dispatch states that th«
Chinese cruiser Kwaug Ksi became
stranued on a reef while endeavoring to
make her escape from the Yalu battle,
and was aftorward blown up by the Jap-
auese.

Expelled From Italy.

Rome, Sept. 27.—Abbe Montenoule, a
Frenchman employed as an editor on the
M'lmtcur Dc Rome, has been expelled
from Italy and condncted across the
frontier for writing a series of articles
making a violentattack upon the Govern-
ment.
