KxecvTive Department, >Sachamento, August 4, 1594. J"A heress, The Legislature of the StateofCalifornia, at ita thirtieth session, be-
ginning on the second day of January,
A. D. 1893, two-thirds ofall the members
ele.-ted to each of the houses of said Leg-
islature voting in faver thereof, proposed
the following described amendment* to
tne Constitution of the State of Caiiiornia,
to wit:

AMENDMENT NUMBER ONE.
Assembly Constitutional Amendment

No. 8.
Aresolution to propose to the people of

the "state of Caiiiornia au amendment
to the Constitution of the Slate, amend-
ing section one of article two thereof,
relative to the right of suffrage.

Section 1. livery native male citizen
of the United States, every male porsou
who shall have acquired" the rights ol
citizenship under or by virtue of the
Treaty of Queretaro, and every male
naturalized citizen thereof, who shall
have become such ninety days prior to
any eioctlou, of the age of twenty-one
veurs, who shall have been resident of
the State one year next oreceding the
election, and otthe county in which he
claims his vote ninety days, and iu the
election precinct thirty days, shall be en-
titled lo vote at all elections which are
now cr may herealter be authorized by
law;provided, no native oi China, no idiot,
no insane person, no person convicted ol
any inlamous crime, no person herealter
convicted of the embezzlement or misap-
propriation of public money, and no per-
son who shall not be able to read the
Constitution in the English language and
write his nam*, shall ever exercise the
privileges of an elector in this State; pro-
vided, thut the provisions of this amend-
ment relativo to an educational qualilica-
tiou snail uot apply to any person pre-
vented by a physical disability from
complying with its requisitions, nor to
any person who now has the right to
vote, nor to any person who shall be
sixty years of age aud upwards at the
time this amendment shall take effect.

Ou*
of said newspapers must bo published at
the city of Sacramento, and two at th*
city of San Francisco; and in issuing hi*
proclamation for au election at which any
amendment or amendment* to th* Con-
stitution are to be voted upou, be shall
include such amendment or amendment*
therein, and he shall designate them toy
numbers, in the order in which they hav*
beea proposed."
