tt P. Huntington Tells Something
About It.

He Has Something to Say About Peo-

ple Pnt OS the Southern Pa-

cific Pay-Rolls.

The following letter from GL P. Hunt-
ington, President oftbe Southern Pacific,
is interesting and will be found self-
explanatory :

To the TJditor of the Ifate—Dear Sir:
Ivyour paper of August 2.5th I notice
several items referring to the Southern
Pacific Railroad Company and its sibi-
lated lines, ali of which treat the railroads
fairly; aud while I have no fault to tind
with a very large majority of the news-

ftapers of California, yet there are some
n your city which do not fairly treat the

bouthern Pacific Company, but 1 have
no doubt tbat those that do uot, think tbat
their best interest will be best served by
•O doing, though I cannot believe tbey
think tbe best interest of California will
be advanced by tbat course. I believe,
however, that the large majority of the

Eeople of ths State wbo have legitimate
usinsss of their own to attend to are sat-

isfied with the railroads—tbat is, with tbe
manner in which tbey are conducted.
There are a few men who have been
•truck from the pay-rolls of the railroad
company, and a few others who would
like to get on to the pay-rolls, and these
cry loudly, and so loudly that they re-
mind me ot the story tbat was tola by a
party who crossed the plains in 1649. He
\u25a0aid his party was kept awake all night
by a most feariul crying of coyotes, but
when morning came there was only oue
of the little pests iv sight, and "one of
our party told me that that oue little fel-
low bad made all tbe noise." "1 said to
him," continued this man, "that no other
animal in the world contained so mucb
noise as he had produced." Rut he evi-
dently was not acquainted with that
•mall band of people in San Francisco
composed of those who have beeu struck
from our pay-rolls and who want to get
on them.

It is not important to the people of
California, but it is to the writer, wbo is
the last survivor of the builders of tbe
Central Pacific and other roads, that be
should be understood by tbe good people
of tbe Slate of California. Certainly
he knows all about tbe building of tbe
Central Pacific and all the other roads
constructed by those who created tbat
property, and in all tbat work we did tbe
public no wrong—least of all the people
of California. ln the building of the
Central Pacific I used all the powers of
my brain and brawn, even working
twenty hours a day and practicing the
most rigid economies in all things; other-
wise tbe road could not bave been built
wheu it was built, as tbe company sold
its securities for currency and bought
gold, some of which cost three dollars in
currency ior each dollar of gold tbat was
bought, and this* was used for labor, lum-
ber and all other material produced in
California that went into the construction;
and the goods bought in tbo East were
\u25a0old at higher rates then than at any
other time in this century.

These materials bad to be bought twelve
mouths before they were used, as tbey
had to be, as a rule, made after tbey
were purchased; then they were
-hipped around Cape Horn, except tbe
few that were sent via Panama. Tbe
rales of freight were very high, and as
much as 15 uer cent, was paid for insur-
ance on some portions of the goods so
sent. Some of the rails cost, laid in tbe
track, as high as $140 a ton. Some of tbe
locomotives we paid .$-2,000 for, and 6 per
cent. Government tax on top of tbat
very high price. The same iocomotivos
cau now be purchased for $7,00 U. Fish-
plates and many other articles used in
tbe construction of tbe road cost three
times what they can be bought for now.

The road was finally built, and when
it was completed those wbo built it did
not have any of tbe first mortgage or
United States bonds. All were sold and
the proceeds used in the construction of
the work. Beyond tbat,those who built the
road owed a debt tbat amounted to several
millions ofdollars more than could have
been realized by tbe sale of ali the securi-
ties that they were to bave for the work,
and all the assets of the railroad company
added to that. But the builders of the
road had to wait—and did wait forseveral
years until the securities appreciated, and
then they sold, aud the money received
for them was used to pay the floating
debt created in tbe buildiug of the road.
I thought then—and think now—that
those who created tbe property were en-
titled to much credit for what tbey had
done.

The Uuion Pacific was built at tbe
same time, but had uo such physical ob-
structions to overcome as all know wbo
know anything about il; aud when built
it had comparatively cheap fuel, which is
tbe great item of expense in building as
wellas in operating. Tbe construction of
the Union Pacific "broke" some of its
builders, and it is now in the hands of
the receiver. The Northern Pacific was
built at a time when it sbould not bave
cost oue-half what it cost tbe Central Pa-
cific, aud I do believe tbe land grant tbat
that company received was of more value
than was the land and bonds received by
the Union and Central Pacific I am
quite sure tbat the charges for transport-
ation are less on tbe Central Pacific than
on the Northern; but tbe latter is in the
hands of the receiver, 1 think, for the
second time. The Atlantic aud Pacific
(Atchison, Topeka anu Sanla Fe) was
built at a time when it should not have
cost more than one-half what the Central
Pacific did, and this company is iv tbe
hands of the receiver, Itbiuk, for tbe sec-
ond time. Tbe Texas and Pacific re-
ceived a large land grant, and it has been
in the hands ofa receiver twice, Ibelieve.

Tbe rates bave been less, Ido believe,
on tbe Central Pacific than on any of tho
companies named, while the fuel bas cost
two or three times as much. No fault, I
thiuk, could be found with the builders
of tbe other roads, as ihey did, i bave no
doubt, iheir best; but did uot those who
built the Central Pacific do better? I
know we did tbe best we could for Cali-
fornia, aud I do believe a large majority
of the people of tbe State believe with
me, and wilido us no harm. Very likely
we have made mistakes. Those who do
not make mistakes do not make any-
thing, lt, no doubt, was a mistake to
put as much money as we did into dwell-
ing bouses when it w-as done, as we were
owing at that time much more money
than tbey all cost; and we have not
owed less at any time in the last twenty-
five years; although my bouse in New
York that I lived in for twenty years cost
me $57,000 and could have been sold at
auy time for more than Ipaid for it.

After the Central Pacific was completed,
I was solicited by tbe members of tbe
Board of Public Works of Virginia to
assist in completing the Chesapeake and
Ohio railroad, that had beeu commenced
some thirty-live years before under tbe
name of Virginia Central and Covington
and Ohio, on which work had been con-
tinued from time to time under various
nameß uutil tbe commencement of the
war of the Kebellion, when the work was
•topped. It was taken up by myself and
associates in 1809. I bad but a one-tenth
interest iv tbe work, which was contin-
ued until the panic of 1873, at which time
•li those interested in the property, ex-
cept myself, refused to go on, saying tbat
tbeywould do no more; but Istayed by
it, bought largely of the stock at irom §1
to *"_ per share; also ofthe first mortgage
bonds, buying the bonds in the open
market, at from 20 per ceut. to 35 per
cent, of their face value; then Icompleted
the road and sold several millions of tbe
bonds at from ninety-five to one hundred
and three. Iwent on and bought old
bankrupt roads until I had this side of
the Mississippi thirteen different roads,
which Icompleted, put in good order,
and then sold, making much money by
ihe operation ; and all of it was made by
buying in the open market the securities
ou bankrupt roads; then putting such
roads in good condition aud re-selling
the securities that were now on good
property, and all of which wore payiDg
their interest. By ihese operations, as I
•ay, Imade large sums of money, aU of

which Ihave spent in California. After
selling the roads I bought on this Bide of
tbe Mississippi River, Iconcluded that
I would spend much of my time in Cali-
fornia, and so Ibought the property at
1020 California street, hoping to spend
many of my remaining days in your
State.

May be California will take no interest
in what I bave written in this letter, but
I wanted to say mucb, for Ido wish to
have California think well of me and the
works that I bave helped to create. I
have done what Ithought was best for
the State as well as for myself; so, 1 have
nothing to take back, nothing to change,
nothing to apologize for. I expect to be
found fault with by those wbo have been
stricken front} tbe Southern Pacific pay-
rolls, ana those wbo want to be put on
them and get tbe company's money
without giving anything io return; and I
shall also be denounced by tbe man who
will not speak well of us, because we
would not build a first-class cable road—
say, seven miles from tbe bay over the
bills to tbe shores of tbe ocean, and carry
passengers the whole distance for a five-
cent fare, lt was something that he
wanted done quickly, as he expected to
get, at least, fitly cent* a head from each
of said five cent passengers, and that, too,
at a less post to himself than the Market-
street road could transport bis fifty-cent
customer lor. Now, wnile 1 exuect that
the few above-mentioned individuals will
be bitter and.unfriendly to me aud to the
interests I in part represent, 1 do hope,
aud believe, that a large majority of the
people of California wili be our friends,
and Iask them to help us when we are
ri<*ht, as no man is independent of bis
fellows. Yours, very truly.

PROPERTY AND SALOONS.

It is business tbat will defeat the dives
in tbe end. No man, not even tbe keeper
of a saloon himself, wants a saloon next
door to hia place of residence, and be
willnot have one if he can help it. And
no one wbo owns a good busiuess build-
ing in a good business location will bave
a saloon in tbe block if be can help it, uo
matter how much he may be in favor of
unrestricted liquor traffic for other peo-
ple. And if this sentiment be strong in
tbe city, it is ten times stronger in the
country, whore the saloons are most of
them deus of tbe worst description. Peo-
ple iv the country are therefore always
ready to light against a saloon next door
to them, and no one could obtain a license
to sell liquor on a country road if tbe
people who live nearest were required to
sign his application, as they ought to be.
And it is about tbe same on tbe residence
streets ofthe city. Every decent man re-
fards a saloon in the block iv which he

ives as an abominable nuisance. His
little children must pass it every time
tbey go to school, or are sent on au errand
of any kind, and he knows that in aud
around tbe best regulated saloons there
are often sights and sounds which no
child ought to see and hear.

THE I'.IVEK O.CKSTION.

A Congressional Committee from
Washington is expected to visit this State
this fall lo investigate tbe deep water
harbors and other contemplated im-
provements. Tbe people ol the State
sbould be on tbe alert to present their
case in the clearest and strongest light.
By bard work California has secure-
some appropriations lor the improvement
of ber rivers, and there should be every
effort made to keep up tbe good work
aud secure further aid in tbe matter in
the way of continued appropriations.

KNOX FOR SHERIFF.

What is Thought of the Strike Leader
in Woodland.

Yolo County Dlsjrraced by tbe Action

of tbe Populist Convention ln

Nominating Him.

Ithas been about six weeks since we

wrote an article tbat was printed iv tbe
Heme Alliance and republished in tbe
Sacramento Bbcord-Ukiov, in which
Mr. Knox's uame was mentioned in con-
nection with tbe strike and tbe train-
wreck which occurred at trestle Xo. 2, in
this county, and at tbat time we did hope,
lor the credit of the citizens of this coun-
ty, that we would never have occasion to

mention his name again in print.

While tbe trial of tbe train-wreckers
was progressing, and Knox being one of
the accused, his name was spoken of as a
candidate for Sheriff of this county on tbe
Populist ticket, and bas been more or

less mentioned ever since; but we did not

believe tbat anyone meant itor that such
talk extended any further than the nou-
tax pay ing element, and we can hardly
realize tbat such an outrageous mistake
bas been made by tbe Populist party as
putting him up as its candidate for
Sheriff.

Surely the Populist party is not wholly
composed of non-taxpayers, but, ou tho
contrary, a large portion of the party are
not only taxpayers, but good, law-abid-
ing citizens, and Mr. Rollins of Blacks
voiced tbe sentiments of nearly every
right-thinking voter in tbe party when
be stated tbat he believed tbat it would bu
imprudent aud unwise to nominate tbe
accused train-wrecker for Sheriff of this
county.

Mr. Scarlett of Yolo was put in nomi-
nation for Sberitf, but would not accept,
aud evidently be may live a lung time be-
fore be lias another opportunity to do so
mucb good ior tbe people of this county
at so little expense. Mr. Scarlett was
well qualiiied to till tbe oilice, and would
bave been a credit to any party as a can-
didate to iill any oflice in this county. If
be bad accepted, surely be would have
received the nomination for Sheriff* and
by doing so be would bave saved bis
party from having an accused train-
wrecker placed on its ticket.

Tbe news of tbe nouiination of this
boss striker lias been spread all over tbe
State, aud tbe impression may be given
to many outside of the couuty tbat he is
a fair representative of tbe party that
nominated him, which is not so, aud tiie
only factor that gave biin a place ou the
ticket was a small, well organized portion
of tbe delegates against tbe large number
wbo were not organized and were op-
posed to having anything to do with him.

Tbe expense of trying tbe accused
train-wreckers in this county will be im-
mense, but when it is compared with tbe
disgrace and humiliation of nominating

the originator and bead of all our present
troubles to tbe highest oilice in tbe county,
the expense cuts a very small figure in-
deed.

Surely our lot bas fallen in trouble-
some times. What have the people of
this heretofore prosperous county been
doing to have caused retributions to Jail
so thick and fast upon them? Why
should it fall to their lot to have a man
selected as a candidate for tbe highest
ollico in the oouuty, and who bad noth-
ing to recomineud him except that ho
was tbe boss ol a big strike that termin-
ated in derailing a train, causing tbe loss
of five valuable lives, as well as tbe de-
struction of a large amount of property,
and he being accused of the diabolical
crime, with strong circumstantial evi-
dence of his guilt?

Itis said by tbe friends of Knox that
there has been no evidence to prove bis
guilt in having anything to do in wreck-
ing tbe train at trestle No. 2, and. there-
fore, he has dove nothing wrong; but can
it be possible that they are so pitifully
ignorant as not to know that if the boss
striker bad never declared tbe strike on,
and ordered the men io quit work, tho
train would not have been wrecked, aud
the live men would not now be molder-
ing in their graves? \u25a0

The admirers of this accused train-
wrecker seem to emphasize their own
statement tbat tbe train was wrecked,
but that the accused had nothing to do
with causing the disaster; and for the
purpose ot makiug their case as good as
it is possible lo make it, we will just as-
sume that there was no train derailed
and no lives lost, and then see what kind
of a case oan be made against this candi-
date ior Sheriff.

1 p io, and along while before, the
2otb of last July tbe Southern Pacihc
Railroad Company had a large number
of laboring men employed ivits shops
ami ou its trains, all of whom were satis-
lied with their pay aud work; ivfact,
they admitted that they were the best-
paid and best-used railroad employes in
tbe world. While the Southern Pacific
employes were receiving good pay and
had steady employment, there was an-
other army of laboring men, as good as
those who were so fortunate as to have
good jobs ou the railroad, who iiad no
employment and were ready aud willing
to take tbe places of any of them who
vacated theirs for any cause.

About tbat time there was a strike for
higher wages on tbe windy lake, 3,000
miles away, in the car shops of one
Pullman, wbo bad imported an afmy of
pauper laborers from tbe other side of the
Atlantic Ocean to do his work. Aud it is
proper to slate tbat tbe foreign laborers
employed in Pullman's shops could not
speak the English language and would
uot permit anyone lo work who could.

Up to tbe time of tbe Pullmau strike, the
laboring men iv tbe employ of tbo rail-
road company had never had any trouble
with their employers, and a large num-
ber bad peaceful homes of their own, but
unfortunately for ihem there was a man
among them wbo nad control of switch
engines, aud whose name was Knox.

This man assumed mucb authority, and
claimed to have received inspirations from
one Debs, of the Windy City, and, wish-
ing to use his assumed authority, he or-
dered the men out of tbe shops and all
tbe trains stopped. This cruel order of
the heretofore unknown switchman
caused his name to flash all over the States
bordering on tbe Pacilic Ocean, and wher-
ever it went it carried distress, vexation
and inconvenience. Surely there are
thousands of persons on this coast who
have many good reasons for wishing that
they had never heard his name. And
more, be violated not ouly the State laws,
but National, by taking possession of
property which did not belong to him, by
killing engines, stopping trains aud ob-
structing the mails, thereby causing
many to suffer for days aud weeks, all of
which Knox claims was done in tbe in-
terest of the laboring classes, but we will
now see how much they have been bene-
fited by it.

Sixty days ago the Southern Pacific
bad a vast array of laboring men em-
ployed at wages which they said were
satisfactory. Now bow is it with that
large portion who took an active part and
followed Knox? i

Some of them are behind tbe bars and
their families are sufleriug for the neces-
saries of life: others are out of employ-
ment, some of whom bad homes nearly
paid lor, and are now without hope of
lifting the small mortgage, which could
bave been donp easily bad they remained
at work: others bave been driven to dis-
sipation on a-'connt of idleness, and somo
have gone into the drunkard-making
business. None bave been benefited, un-
less they havo learned that violence com-
mitted in ihe name of a labor strike is a

' crime, just the same.
Bat where is thoir loader, who is the

author ofall their troubles, and what is
he lining, and what has the strike done j
for him? Ithas taken him from the dirty
smokestack of the switch engine, elevated
him to the stage and made him a candi-

j date for Sheriff oi Yolo Couuty. Ho now
j spends his time endeavoring to make

! people believe that be is a friend oflabor:
j that he had nothing to do with tbe de-
railing of tbe train and that this rich and

: heretofore proud county, but now dis-
graced, ought to make him Sherifi', whenhe was the cause ofits disgrace and hu-
miliation.

.Shame on those wbo have aided him in
his unworthy aspirations, and by doing

I so havo caused an example to be made
j that may create more unnecessary

I strikes, more train-wrecking and more
! loss of valuable lives.
