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WORK OF THE TEMPERANCE UNION,

Fourth Day of the Fifteenth Annual
Session.

Reports on Evangelistic Work and
Addrasses by Superintendents—
Suffrage Debate.

The morning session commenced with
devotional exercises, conducted by Mrs.
M. K. Harnish, and were followed by
the singing of **Holy, Holy, Holy,” and
other hymns.

Mrs. Anna K. Dodwell presented her
report on evangelistic work, Seventy-
two unions out of 214 have reported. and
tLe rest have not done so thusfar, As a
rule, the smaller the union and the wore
discouraged it is, the betior they report
The big unions do not do themscives
Justice. The report showed a large
amount of evangelistic work done by
various unions, of which flower mis-
sions, jail services, mothers’ meetings and
various other meetings and servives by
evangelists formed a part. Twenty-eight
thousand pages of literature bave been
distributed, fifteen Gospel Teuiperance
Missions conducted, 284 gospel temper-
ance neetings held, thirteen meetings
held in railroad shops, fifty-one mothers’
celings, ninety-seven cottage meetings,
and 310 church meetings heid.

Mrs, Teats of Oakland reported on Pro-
motion of Purity. Ot twenty-oneSuper-
futendents of Parity, thirteen have re-
ported. The Y’sat Santa Clara bold
regular meetings, and have pledged themn-
eelves not to receive attentions from
young men who drink, use tobacco or
swear, College Park reports no impure
persons there; Napa Couniy unas done
good work on educational lines. sSanJoa-
guin and other counties have also doue
sonie good work cn various lines.

‘I'he Superintendent has been sick most
of the year, but has worked in seven
counties, given fifty-five lectures, hcld
fifty-one mothers’ meetings, services in
Jail, eight; gospel temperance meetings,
seven. The number of members added
is 245, and three White Cross Societies
bave been forined. Many unious ob-
served Crusade Day and Neal Dow Duy.

Mrs. Bidwell read the report ot Mrs. 1.
M. Priddy on Indian work. Many of
the Indiaps havo found Christand are
trying to infiuence their triends and reia-
tives to come to Him. Itis found that
even in Mendocino County a man can be
convicted fur selling liquor to Indiauns,
which it was said two years ago could
not be done. §

Mrs. A. B, Gove reported on prison
work. In the, thirty-tive unions cou-
cerned work is done in nearly all the
prisons. The work is being well done
throughout the State. Many prisoners
come frem the jails and bring their Bibles
with them, She ean tell when a prisoner
comes to the State’s prison, what intlu-
ences be has been subjected to. A large
number have bLeen converted, and tue
work 18 in a very cheering condition.

She esmblished a prayer hour at §
@ clock at night, and asked the prisoners
to pray at that ime.  On her last visit
onue man told her that since she told hun
thiree years ago that she wunted aliofthemn
to meet her in prayer belore the throne at
Y o’clock, be had never missed a night.

Mrs, Sadie Renowden Bailey reported
on ‘‘song.’”

Music
is furnished by all the uunions at mest-
ings. She urged that all the unions nave
a Superintengent ol Song appointed and
pay miore attenton to mausic.

Various Superintendeunts mnade verbal
reports.

Mrs. M. E. Jenks’ report on ‘*Railroad
Employes” stated that only the Sacra-
mento and Oakland Superintendents re-
ported. The year has not been as suc-
cessiul a one as last year among the rail-
road men. They have been keot well
supplied with proper literature. Consid-
erable good influence was exerted during
the late strike, and the attention of tne
men had been drawn to the evil effects of
liguor on the laboring men, and its re-
sponsibility for much of the misery and
want among them.

Mrs. Bailey led the delegates in sing-
ing.

Miss Beverance offered a by-law pro-
viding that the iocal otiicers report to the
county ofiicers and they to the State ofii-
cers, but it was found that one already
existed.

‘The report of the stockholders’ meeting
of the Paeifie Fns gn was read, showing
that Mrs, Ada Van Pelt had been unani-
mously elected editor, and that the jour-
nal is doing well. Every woman who is
a member of the union, it was stated.
should be a stockholder in the paper,
which has shown itselt so important an
aid in the work.

Mrs. Van Pelt stated that she had de-
clined serving as editor for another year,
and bad staid away from last night's
meeting lest she should be persuaded
othierwise, She could not, however, with-
stand the pressure, and had surrendered.

‘The paper started in, she said, with
nothing four years ago, and bas always
managed, by God’s help, to hold out and
Kkeep out of debt.

Several delegates stated that the paper
was taken and read in many homies that
are not temperauce lLowes, but is there
considered the Lest paper they have.

Mrs. Van Peit said that while it was

" holding its own, it needed a wider tieid of

a&ction, so that it could reach more homes.

She spoke of the need of subscriptions
both to the stock and tue paper, and vari-
ous delegutes testified to the aid of the
paper to the cause they are working for,

*Temperance and Prohibition Synony-
mous” was the theme of Mrs, M. 13, Mal-
lory. She claimed that the time had come
when a persen <ould be a temperance ad-
vocate without being a prohibitionist,
and even that one could not be a Chris-
tian thout being in ifavor of pro-
hibition. The good that is Leing done
in the cause is the result of prohibition
agitation, whether the parly wins or not.
The difliculty is in inforcing laws after
they are passed, and officers do not do
their Quty in this respect. We are told to
wait & few years and prohibition will
come. What is the use of waiting? Go
right ahead and work lor it.

Mrs. Mcintyre read Mrs. Egyster’s

A debate followed on the guestion:
“Resolved, That women do not know
enough to vote.” Miss Severance and
Mrs, Kvarts spoke in the attirmative, and
Mrs. Rose IFrench and Mrs, Van PPelt in
the negutive.

Miss deverance said a voter must have
three attainments—capability, worth and
interest. 1f a woman goes into a kitchen
that is all out of order and does not show
the least desire to put tuings to rights,
we don’t believer her to be very capa-
ble or to feel much interest. If won:en
can suffer, as we know thLey do, from in-

| temperance, and stili say they teel no in-

terest in the ballot for women; if they
express disgust in being brought down
to thoe level of men, and at the dirty pool
of politics, they certainly show no ca-
pacity for voting. If her children get
sick she cares well for them; she does not,
however, go often to the schools, nor does
she care to select their teachers, So,
though she cares weli for their bodies,
she does not know that by her baliot she
can also care for their souls. She would
not then pray to the Lord to manage out-
side atiairs and leave it to poliucians,
Women do seem willing to be still
classed with Indians, idiots, Chinese and
criminals, so they show little interest.
Women go at midnightand hunt up their
drunken boys or husbands, but they pre-
tend to feel no interest in politics,
Womnien walk the streets and see all the
terribie evils that abound. They make
whole mountain ridges of cake and whole
Avrctic seas of ice crean and get the boys
in to eat it and ruin their stomachs, when
they do not know that they npave the

!means of getting rid of the saloon. All
this shows that women do not know

enough o vote.

He Deals With the Question of Social
Problems,

Human Rights Defined and the Neces-
sity of Government and Laws

Explalned.

Rov. Father Moeller of St. Louis gave a
lecture at the Catliedral last night on the
subject of *‘Social Problems,”” which he
handled in a masterly manner, reasoning
soundly and speaking in a manner that
held bis andience from beginning to end.

It is a received maxim, lie said, that all
meo are equal. In one sense it is true,
that no two men are equal, One will be
stronger, or taller, or more active, or
iore inteliectual than another. One may
be crippled and the other perfect. Two
boys start with the satue advautages ap-
parently, but in the end one is far ahead
of the other. One may die & millionaire
and the other a pauper.,

A man way be fitted to make a good
lawyer, bat will never make a succossful
merchant, while the merchant would
never succeed as a doctor, a lawyer ora
soldier. Moental endowments difler as
well as physical. There is a largaclass
of men who talk loudly of liberty, equal-

ity and fraternity, but we very soon be-
gin to suspect them,

They talk or their rights, but never
talk of the rights of others. It is ovident
that what they want is the right to do
waoal they please, but want others to do
as they wish them to. LKvolution is a
favorite doeirine with others, if
views of some men were followed to a

The lecturer spoke of various theories
of equality—anarchist, commuune, social-
isti and the Dellamy plan. They wight
all be good if practicabie, but they never
will or can be. They take away all am-
Lition-and incentive,

George’s single-tax theory will not do
what it pretends to. Our landed inter-
esis, the ioundation of the country, need
the mest protection, but tho manuiact-
urers get it. We sbould nottax land
alone, but tax liquor and suloons, What
we need is wise legislation. Government
ownership of raiiroads looks very nica,
but it will not work. The trouble with
Governinent ownersbip is that people
jearn to lean too much on Government
anda lose their self-reiiance. We would
relapse into barbarism uander Govern-
ment ownership. It puts too much
power into its hauds and would ouslave
the people, and be a step backward. The
idea of our forefatbhers who drafted the
Constitution of the country was 1o re-
serve their rights and give littie power to
the Government, Now the idea seemns to
be to centralize.

As to women’s rights, be believed
women to be equal to men, but they
make a great mistake when they want to
be like them. In their own sphere they
would be imperial. We want them to
teach us how to love, to be kind, to be
mereciful, and then we will respect her.
