George Haydon aud Fred York were j
examined yesterday in the Police Court
lor the burglary of 11. W. Decker's resi-
dence, at Nineteenth and X streets, on
Sunday uight.

Decker, Frank Lyman, Henry Myers
and E. Douglass testified to the circum-
etances of the burglary, aud Officers Ma-
ley and Fisher to the arrest afterward of
Hayden and York.

Hnyden, who has a prior conviction
against him, when asked If he was ready
lor examination, replied that he did not
•want to go through that formality, and
said he would plead guilty. Justice De-
Tine told iiitn lie could not plead in the
Police Court, and would have to be ex-
amined.

When Hayden was placed on the stand
he admitted the burglary, and tc-stitied
that York, who is a coiored man, assisted
him in the work. He further said there
had been a dispute between them as to
\u25a0who should enter the house first, York
remarking that in a former burglary he
entered the house first, aud this time it
"was Hayden's turn.

York was held to answer, and judg-
ment in flaydeu's case was deferred un-
til this morning, when documentary evi-
dence willbe introducee showing that he
has served a term in the State Prison.
