ion 23. The members of the Legis-
lature shall receive, in lull payment for
their services, the sum ofone thousand
'£I,U)U) dollars, and mileage not to exceed
ten cents per mile, and tot contingent ex-
penses not to exceed twenly-nve duiiais,
tor each session, to be paid out of tho
public treasury. >>o increase in coua-. ion or mileage shall take eflect
during the term for which tho members
of either house shall have been elected,
and tue pay of no attache shall bo in-
creased after he is elected or appointed.

NOW THEREFORE, Pursuant to the
provisions of tho Constitution, and an
Act of the Legislature entitled "AhAct
to provide for the submission of proposed
amendments to tho Constitution of the
State oi California to toe qualified elect-
ors for their approval," approved March
7, A. i>. 1863, viz:

"Section 1. Whenever the Legislature
shall propose sny amendment or amend-
meuta to tho Constitution of this State,
which amendment or au.enumenta shall
have been passed in tho manner and form
required by section oneof artichi eigbteeu
of the Constitution, and uo oilier v*.
provided by law for the submission o:
such amendment or amendments to the
psopio for t-heir spprovai, it. shall be the
duty of tbe Governor to advertise sucn
proposed amendment or amendments in
at icasl tour newspapers oi general circu-
lation in this State, lor three mouths next
preceding the next general election, one
of said newspapers uitut br> published at
the city of Sacramento, an'l two at the
city of San Francisco; nn.i in issuing hi.s
1 reclamation for an election -.t which any
amendment or amendments to tue Con-
stitution are lo bo voted upon, he shall
include surh amendment or amendments
therein, and ho sliall designate them by
numbers, i:t tho order ivwhiclithcy havo
been proposed."'
